The Little Rock California Association organized
on the 31st ult, by the selection of the following
officers : Jumes MeViear, Captain ; Henry Keatts,
First Lieutenant ; James Morphey, Second Lien-
tenant ; A. M. Woodruff, Orderly Sergeant, and
George B. King, Commissary. They declare that
the great object of the Association is to trace out
the nearest practicable route from Fort Smith to
the mouth of the Sacramento river, and to explore
and mauke settlements in the valley, and on Cali-
fornin bay.  Being mainly n trip of explomtion,
the obligations binding them under the Association
will not be binding mere than a week after reaching
the Ameriean setitlement in California, nnless by
voluntary renewal of these or similar obligations,
which they may thereat enter into, and which shall
not he ine ible or inec with the rules
and regulations, civil and military, in fores upon
their arrival in that conntry.

The route proposed for the company is :
ceed from Fort Smith to Chapman's truding honse,
four mile= above the North fork of the Canadian
river, crossing the Sonth fork two or three hundred
yurds above the mouth of the North fork; from
thenee to Edwands' trading-house, on Little river;
fram thenee directly between the North and Sonth

“forks of the Canandian river, affording, at nearly all

d'Affaires and the Austrian General, Wmdluum
Brnux, Jan. 7, 1549

Oue Jay last month, Kossuth, the “uuu:-rmn
general commanding the insurgent troops, employed
& naturalized Amencan citizen of Hungary to pro-
ceed 10 the American Chargs d"Affinires at Vienoa,
Mr. Stiles, with a letter to that gentleman, reguest.
ing him 1o adidress # lotter 1o the general command-
ing the Atistrian wrmy in Huugary, and solicit, in
the nume of humanity, a suspension of Tostilities,
that an arrangement might be made for settling the
unjortunaie war.

Mr. Stiles accordingly wrote the Austrian gen-
ernl, and oflersd his intervention to aid in accom-
plishing this desirable end, and sent his despatehes
to the Austrian general by this naturalized Hun-
garian American, giving him a coarier passport.

This hearer of despatehes procesded to the Aus-
trian army and delivered his despatehes to the com-
manding general.

The general usked him who Le was, when he re-
phied, that he was a Hungarian by birth, but now a
outuralized  eitizen of the United \nl- ,  The
Austrinn genernl then sanl (o him: 1 give yon
ten days to lenve the Austrian territories, at the ex-
