We come now to the third act—the çrand test of 
the actor's quality in the character of Othello: and 
in reviewing Mr. M. in this act, the reader is re-
qneFted to tax his memory (if he v\i\r prewnt on the 
occasion) that he may bear the writer out in his re­
marks, and free him from the charge of exaggeration. 

Desdemona, at the request of Othello, leaves him 
" a little to himself." when, full of admiration and 
love, he exclaims— 

" Exctllent wench ' Pt-rdition catch my sonI. 
But I do luve thee ! and when I love thee not, 
Chaoa i» come again." 

These lines are a proof ihat he ha* no doubt of her 
loyalty, but on the contrary that she is still his 
"soul's joy;" yet when lago called his attention 
by uttering the words. " My noble lord," Othello 
itrutted hastily across ihe entire Mage arid boldly 
confronted him, as if he anticipated all his ancient 
had to deliver in doubt of Desdemona. Whether 
the tragedian meant it or not, cannot be known, but 
certain it was, that he appeared to lie jealous before 
lago had given the slightest hint to cause it. In 
deed, he must have intended to express jealousy at 
once, without logo's assistance, for when tl 
word«, " Beware, my lord, of jealousy," fell upon 
his ear, he appeared hut slightly more moved than 
before,

What a lamentable failure ! and 
the rush about the stp.ge which accompanied 
strongly reminded us of poor "Old Barnes.'' 

Nearly the whole o'f the third act was rendered 
with spleen instead of passion, arid peevishness 
lieu of pathos. 

Will any one who heard Mr. M. deliver Othello 
celebrated " farewell the tranquil mind," etc., say 
that he traced the slightest touch of palhos ? Did 
any sound he emitted betray the broken-hearted 
man—the broken soldier, who bids farewell to all 
" quality, pride, pomp and circumstance of glorious 
war," in which his talents, his ambition and his 
very soul had revelled ? 

When Othello became satisfied of Desdemona 
infidelity, we saw, instead of a man tortured and 
goaded with the intensest passion the heart of man 
can suffer—one, whose manner would have been 
admirably adapted to a violent old woman who 
heard that some naughty boy had killed her favor­
ite cat. 

In the last scene of the third act, in the speech 
referring to the handkerchief which Othello declares 
an Egyptian gave to his mother, Mr. M., in spile of 
mannerism, rose almost to grandieur. Many actors 
»peak this speech as if Othello himself believes 
what he says. It is a ruse employed by Othello in 
order to frighten Desdemnna into either a confession 
or to draw from her some unguarded remark, by 
which he can rely upon her guilt. This is proved 
by Othello's reverting to it in the last scene of the 
play, where he says : 

" It was a handkerchief—an antique token 
Mr father gave my mother." 

Mr. M. in this, gave the author's meaning ; and, 
spite of manner, executed it very creditably. 

In the fourth act, we had a very fine specimen of 
Mr. M.'s temper, which he so frequently indulges in, 
instead of going on with his pari. Desdemona was 
sent for by Othello, and when she entered he cried 
"Come hither, chuck"; but ai chuck did not 
happen to remember the precise spot 011 which to 
stand, he again growled forth the same words ; and 
as they occur but once in the text, we ought cer­
tainly to be grateful to Mr. M. for good measure. 

The rest of the fourth act was sensibly, but 
weakly given, being, as usual with this actor, too 
much interlaided with groans and peevish whining. 

In the fifth act he entered Desdemoiia's cham­
ber with a very handsome sword. Why he brought 
it, is difficult to explain. If he intended to slay 
his wife, why not use the dagger he wore at his 
girdle? Perhaps he was aware that presently he 
should be obliged to have a bout wilh logo, and 
that the sword of Spain which he knew was al­
ready in the chamber would afterwards come into 
requisition in another bout with lago. As he had 
taken off his robes and weapon in his own house 
why would it not be likely that he left them in his 
bed-chamber ? If so, why not find the sword there ? 

When charging Desdemona with her sins in this 
scene, his manner was not at all in keeping with.

suggested, in the custody of the Court, and under 
the control of the Judge. The laws of this State 
do not recognize courts as custodians of money or 
other property. Besides the plainliff, McHenry 
did not pretend to consider the money in possession 
of the Court ; had he done so, he must have served 
his execution on the Judge as the principal person 
composing the tribunal, and not upon the clerk 
certainly not upon Rousseau by name. 

For these reasons we think that the Judge erred 
in the course which he pursued, and we believe 
that he will think so himself when he reflects 
calmly upon the subject. But we cannot ee any 
reason to attribute lo him any thing but error of 
judgment, followed by a somewhat too rash execu­
tion. The evil is not irreparable ; he can retrace 
his steps without dishonor, anil pursue now the 
course which would have been proper in the first 
instance. At all events, whether right or wron 
the public interest requires that his Court should he 
opened and proceed with the transaction of its busi­
ness. The law directs the Attorney General 
bring all prosecutions in that Court, and hundreds 
of cases are now untried, and others are being daily 
added to the cumber. The criminal law of the 
State must be enforced, or there is no security for 
life and properly in it ; and the principal Criminal 
Court cannot be closed because ihe Judge does not 
like or choose to act with his clerk. Indeed, had 
Mr. Rousseau continued in prison, it would have 
been no reason why the sessions of the Court should 
be interrupted, any more than such a result would 
have followed his confinement to a sick chamber; 
in one and the other case he is absent, and in both 
the duties of the office »nay be discharged by his 
legally authorized and sworn deputies.

PROSPERITY.—The highly successful navigation 
of the Brazos to Washington, by steam, has given 
new life to that long established, but recently some­
what decaying town.

The streets are daily crowded with wagons—cotton 
is brought from the Colorado—steamboats and sta­
ges are constantly arriving crowded wilh pas*eri-
