FIRE — A fire occurred yesterday in a large three-story brick 
building owned by Mr. Sambola. on the corner of Ursnlines 
and Levee streets. The firemen were promptly on the spot 
but owing to the difficulty of getting at the fire, which 
originated in a kitchen in the rear, the whole building was 
in a very short space of time completely enveloped in flame« 
The building wes occupied by Mr. Sambola as a chocolate 
and vermicelli manufactory, and nothing was saved, except 
his books and pape's. The fire soon extended to an adjoin< 
ing bui ding, aiso owned by Mr. Sambola, but occupied by 
Madame Thiot, who kept the coffee-house well known down 
town as the " Pig and Whistle." No time was afforded t 
-ave any thing of consequence, and Madame T. had no in 
sumnce on hfr property, and lost her all The flame« next 
seized upou a budding owned and oc upied by Mr. Gnerault 
as a dry goods and clothing store. This was also consumed, 
toge her with mi^t of the conten s. The devouring clement 
next reached a building on the corner of IJrsulines st eet, oc­
cupied by Juan Pe a» as a coffee-house. The place was com 
pl-tely s-ntted, the walls only being left standing. While 
this building wa- burning, it was discovered that the fire hnd 
extended hack from the spot where it broke out, and had 
reached a large building standing back 111 a yard, but front 
ing on Ursuhne8 street. This build'ng was owned by Mr. 
Ségbers, and occupied by lom twenty or thirty po r families, 
who were in a few moments stripped of all their property, 
and rendered hou«e!e>s, the tenemen. being completely con-
»umed. Mr. '"é^bers, we understand, is fully lusured. The 
whole amount of p operty uestroved cannot fall much snort 
of #60 000. A short time since Mr. Samhola purcuased t'>e 
prope ty in which the fire broke out for the • um of $32 000, 
an<i his Iocs ic property is some $6000 O' $8000 The loss ot 
Mr. Guerault is abou> $11 000. on which he has «6000 insu­
rance. Mr. Pesäs had but $2000 insurance on his property, 
which will not covet one-half of his loss. The premises of 
Lombeit, a locksmith, and U. Pooley, a locksmith, on IJrsu­
lines. were somewhat damaged, but the amount is trifl ng. 
Two horse«, we believe, were burned in a stable in the rear, 
hut we did not learn to whom they belonged.
