Mr. Roselius commenced his lectwre by deserib-
ing the condition of the ancient republics.  Greece
and Rome were not free, but on the contrary were
at alternate periods oppressed Ly cruel oligarchies
or licentious mobs.  Those who devoted themselves
1o their country were generally repaid with ingrat-
itude, as the examples of Miltindes, Aristides, De-
mosthenes, and the Greehi might testify.  Since
the ages of antiquity up o the period of the Ameri-
can revolution, the history'of the world presents an
unbroken spectacle of hopelessness and misery.
Coming down to the discovery of the western
world, we find the wilds of America eolonized by
a people deeply impressed with the vitnl impor-
tance of civil and religious liberty.  The Colonies
alwayx claimed and frequently exercised the rights
of seli-government. The lecturer adverted 10 the
courage, constuncy and endurance of the men and
woamen of the revolution, sud quoted with great
effect from one of Patrick Henry’s celebrated
speeches.  The apostles of the new politieal faith
were worthy of their position ; and Washington,
the model for sucereding generations, and his com-
panions, stand out in bold relief from the his-
toric page.

The contrast hetween the rocial and political
coudition of vur people and those of the Earopean
nations was then shown in a foreible manner. In
European the masses are 1 n most debased condi-
tion, while in our country, even one may enjoy all
the necessaries and many of the luxuries of life.
The difference s easily nceounted for.  In mon-
archies the deffusion of knowledge among the peo-
ple is restrained, while here 1t is encouraged.
Among us no large mi'tary foree is necessary,
while where the people are kept in subjection by
the powet of physical fores, standing nrmies must
be maintained 10 uphold the tyrants; the conse-
quence that in this country every one willingly
obeys the laws they have participated in making.
But the absence of a standing army does not sub-
Ject the Ameriean people to any danger from the
assaults of forcign powers, for at the first blast of
war every man is ready to take the field. The
sneers with which our citizen-soldiers were.for-
merly spoken of by Enropeans, have given place to
admiration, and the baules of the revolution, of
New Orleans, of Monterey, Buena Vista, Cerra
Gordo, and Mexico, bear testimony 1o the bravery
und skill of our volunteens.

Mr. Roselius then went on to speak of the won-
derful growth of our country in popalation and re-
wources, and udverted to the proud names which
adorn our literature.  Prescott has no superior as
a historian, and Irving no rival as a biographer,

But the influence of the American revolution
was not confined o one portion of the glube, but
through the whole civilized world it shook the faith
in the divine right of princes, The despots of Eu-
rope in vain endeavored to stop the progress of the
alarming heresy, which in thres-quarters of & cen-
tury has= swept over the earth, prosirating princes
and potentates, kings and thrones. The French
revolution was the first uffpring of the American,

give & glowing description. The days of mon-
archy said he, are numbered ; and he would he
no buld jwophet who should predict that in fifty
yenrs there will be no more Lings inthe civilized

vorld. The Liberty of the press was set in motion
by the American revolution, snd it is an engine of
such vast power that (yranny cannot exist where
it is left unshackled,

At the conclusion of his remarks and during their
progress, Mr. Roselius was rej ily applanded
by the audience, who left the room seemingly
highly delighted with wha: they had heard.
