‘Warehousing System.

In reviewing the history of the world, we often
see the simultaneous developement of facts appar-
ently disconnected in their origin, yet subsequently
bound to each other in the closest and most im-
portant manner. Thus the minss of America were
first found at a time when all Europe, impelled by
the spirit of the Baconian philosophy, was entering
on that career of discovery and invention which
has so materially changed the fuce of modern so
ciety. The cirenlating mediam was thus furnished
for the increassd exchinges which were the resul
of increased production. So the introduction of
the warehousing system into the United States jus
at the period when we are making such vast ae-
quisitions on the Pacific side’ of the continent, i
one of those striking phenomenn which lead us 10
helieve that there is an interfering mind as well as
guiding laws in the moral developments of the hu-
man race.

The chief object of & warehousing system is 10
mako & country the entrepot of the commerce car-
ried on between other and foreign nations. It is
clear, then, that cenumlity of position is the most
essential requisite for effecting the objects of such
a system. Before our recent acquisitions on the
Pacific, we were, as regards many countries, much
more eonveniently sittnted thun most of the Euro-
pean nations.  For exnmple, our geogrphical po
sition gives us great advantages over Great Britain
in furnishing a depot for the products of other na-
tions, and in making our ports fuirs where all the
people of the earth may meet and eflect their ex-
changes. The British islands lie =0 fur north that
nothing but the superior eneray and enterprise of
their inhabitants could have enabled them to get
the start which they at present possess over all
ropean nations in storing the goods of the four quar-
ters of the globe.  Most of our ports ocenpy the
most central positions of the ndrthiern hemisplere,
lying between the degrees of forty-five and twenny
five north latitude. With our local advantages,
then, it required only equal skill and enterprise: be-
fure our acquisition of Califurnia, 10 compete suc-
cessfully with Great Britain in the establishiment
of warehouses for all the carriers of the world
Since we have extended our territory to the P
cific it is evident that we occupy, in regard to the
eastern hemisphere, that central position which we
before held in regand to the countries of the west

Sitoated as we are, between the Asiatic and the
Europesan worlds, and between those degrees of
Intitude in which are made aud consumed by far
the largest propurtion of the products of human
skill and industfy, we need v only ordinary ef-
forts in order to fill our warchiouses with all the
treasures of China and India, as well as with the
homelier but more scientific productions of South-
ern and Western Enrope. In order 10 do this,
however, there are some reforms to be made in onr
new-horn, and if it were not already o vast, we
would say our infantile warehousing system.  Mr.
Walker in his recent report 1o the Spenker of the
Houm of Representatives, has stated some of the
changes which he thinks it desirable to make in
our system ; and as these general remarks Lave
been elicited by o perusal of his report, we will
close them with the quotation of & single parageaph
in which the Secretary of the Treasury sums up
the modification Le proposes 1 the consideration of
(‘unzn'«

“Among the most important amendments re-
gnired in the existing law, are the following : Ist.
Where the goods are deposited in a public store,
under the exclosive custody of the Government,
no bond for doties shonld be required. To exnet
security for the payment of duties on the gonds,
when the goods themselves are in the sole e ody
of the Government, would seem to be stipmrilious.
4. When the gut-d:. are deposited in private stores,
10 permit the proprietor of the store 1o cover the
amount of daties on sl goods in his store under s
own bond, with adequate securities, instesd of ex-
acting n huml from every imporier. 34, "T'o cancel
all bonds for duties when the goods are destrayed
by fire. This is the case in Great Britain, and
much increases her enteepot trade; it being a
great inducement 1o prefur her ports for warehons-
ing, as it is known l{lc exacts no duties when the
goods are consumed by fire before they are taken
ont of the warel . Here, Congress penerally
refunds the duties in such cases, so that our Gov-
ernment in fact cmm nnllm z by the exaction ;
but, in the meantime, foreign goods are driven 1o
other entrepois by the fact, that inder our law, as
it now stands, the doties are payable. Under the
present law, the goods are insured at a value in-
cluding the duty, thos inereasing « xpenses here, ne
compared with foreign vc.:rzlmuu. and where
the duties are refunded afer a lm-. it 18 generally
only for the benefit of the anderwriters who have
insured the goods, th. To prolong the time for
warehousing, if not imi«rmlv{y,.u lenst 1o a perid |
not less than five years.  In Great Britain the werm
is three years; but, at the same time, discretion 13
given 1o the commissioners of customs 10 extend
the period to two years more ; thas practienlly en-
larging the time on goods not perishable 10 five
years, The term of one year is too limited, espe-

ciully with a view to exportation,”
