Cobden, the Queen's speech contains the gracious
intimation that every thing asked for shall be
granted. "If this liberality of feeling is peculiar to
the Whig party of Great Britain, it is well for her
interests that Lord John Rn»rll is at present
Prime Minister.

Tae Goro Fever.—The Monitor says that late
news from Mazatlan describes the gold fever as
mging to so great an extent at that place, and the
emigration produced by it so great, that the popu-
Iation of the town has been very much diminished.
On the 15th of January Mr. Parrot, American
Commissioner, arrived at Mazatlan, on his way to
California, where he is to establish a mint for coin-
ing the vast amount of gold which is daily extruct-
ed from the earth.

New Parer.—A new paper has been established
in Tabasco, called E!

It is impossible for & nation to forget its past—to
blot out all its precedents, and begin the world
entirely anew. The traditions of history will cling
to us ; the actions of onr forefathers will stare us
in the face and suggest to us the propriety of fol-
lowing their examples, In order to benefit the
society in which we live, we must thoroughly un-
derstand its temper, sympathize with its feelings,
and identify ourselves with its interests.  Especially
is this true of any one who undertakes to modify
the existing laws and government of a country.
Mr. Cobden has shown, by his conduct through the
whale course of the Free Trade movement, that he
poseessed a thoroughly English head and heart ;
and, fox this very reason, he wus able to bring into
successiul operation those great principles for which
others had long heen fruitlessly contending. In
the success which suended his previous eflorts,
together with the tone of the last Quean’s speech,
we see an earnest of Mr. Cobday’s carrying out the
retrenchment reform he has recendy undertaken.

Wasninaron, March 5,2 . m,

To-day, Gen. Tavror, President of the United
States, delivered the following Inangural Address :

FeLLow-CiTIZENS

Elected by the American people to the highest
office known to our laws, | appear here to take the
oath prescribed by the constitution, and, in compli-
ance with honored eustom, to address those now
wssembled.

The confidence and respeet shown by my coun-
trymen in calling me to the Chief Magistracy of the
Republic of the United States, holding the highest
rank among nations of the earth, have inspired me
with feelings of the most profound gratitude ; but
when 1 reflect that the office which their partinlity
has bestowed imposes a dischargs of the most ardu-
ous duties, and involves the weightiest obligations,
I am conscious that the position which | have
been called to fill, though sufficient to satisfy the
loftiest ambition, is surrounded by painful respon-
sibilities. Happily, however, in the performance
of my new duties I shall not be without the coope-
ration of the Legislative and Judicial brunches of
the Government, which present permanent exnm-
ples of distinguished civil attainment and matured
experience ; and it shall be my endeavor 1 eall
into the Executive department individuals whose
talents, integrity and purity of chamcter furnish
ample security for the faithfnl and honorable dis-
charge of the trusts to be committed to their charge.
With such aid, and an honest purpose to do what
is right, I hope to execute, diligently and impar-
tially, and for the best interests of the country, the
manifold duties devolving upon me. In the dis-
charge of these duties, my guide will be the Con-
stitution, which I this day swore 1o preserve, pro-
tect and defend.  For the interpretation of that-in-
strument, I shall look to the decisions of the Judi-
cinl tribunal established by its nuthority, and w the
practice of the Government, through the earlicr Pre-
sidents, who had so large & share in its formation.
The examples of these illustrions patriots, 1 shall
always look upon with reverence, and especially 1o
him who was by so many styled the *“ Father of his
Country.” To command the Army nnd Navy of
the United States ; with the advice and consent of
the Senate, to make Treaties and appoint Ambas-
sadors and other officers; to give Congress infor-
mation of the state of the Union; and 0 recom-
mend such measures as he may deem necessary,
and to take care that the laws shall be faithfully
executed—these are the most important duties en-
trusted to the President by the Constitution ; and
it may be expected that 1 shall briefly allude 1o the
principles which shall control me in their execution.
Chosen hy the body of the people under the assu-
rance that my administration would be devoted to
the welfare of the whole country, and not to the
supportof any particular section or merely local in-
terosty, T thin doy renew the declarmtion | have
hitherto made, and proclaim my fixed determinstion
1o maintain, to the extent of my ability, the Goy-
ernment in its original purity, and to adopt as the
basis of my public policy those great republican
doctrines which constitute the strength of our na-
tional exiztence.

In reference to the Army and Navy, lately em-
ployed, with so much distinction, in active service,
care shoulil be taken 1o secure the highest condition
of efficiency ; and, in furtherance of that ohjeet,
the military and naval schools, sustnined by the
liberality of Cougress, shall receive the especial at-
tention of the Exccutive, As Amerioan (reemen,
we cannot but sympathize in all efforts 10 extend
the blessings of civil and politieal liberty ; but, at
the same 1 we nre warted by the admonitions
of histury nad the voiee of our beloved Washing-
ton to ahsiwin from all eniangling alliances with
foreign wationa.  In all disputes between con-
flicting Governmenls, it is our interest, no less than
our duty, to remuin perfectly neutral ; while our
geographical peition, the genius of our political
imstitutions and our people, the advaneing spirit of
civilization, and above all the doctrines of religion,
direct us 10 the cuitivation of peaceful and frisndly
relations with all other powers. It is to be hoped
that no international question can soon arise which
a Government, confident of its own strength, re-
solved w protect its own just rights, mny not settle
by wise neg ions, and it ly becomes a
Government like our own, founded on the morality
and intelligence of its citizens and upheld by their
affections, to exhaust every resort of honornble
diplomacy before appealing 10 arms.

In the conduct of our fureign affuirs, [ shall con-
form to these principles, as 1 believe them essential
10 the best interests and trae honor of the country.
The appointing power vested in the President im-
poses delicate and onerous duties. So faras it is
posgible to be informed, | shall make honesty, ca-
pacity and fidelity indispensable requisites to the
bestowing of the offices ; and the absence of either
of these qualifications shall be deemed sufficient
canse for removal, It shall be my duty to recom-
mend such Constitutional measures to Congress as
may be necessary and proper to secure the en-
couragement and protection of the great interests
of agriculture, commerce and manufactures —to
improve our rivees and harbors —to provide
for the speedy extinguishment of the publie
debt — 10 enforce & striet accountability on
the part of the officers of the Government,
and, to the utmost, economy in the public expen-
ses.
