Wedne>day evening being fully 26,500 bales, at an average 
advance in price« of at least '0 of a cent. As buyers were 
generally busy on Thursday in preparing their letters for the 
European steamer, only some 4000 bales were disposed of 
that day—still, however, at very full rates. Yesterday again 
there was a fair inquiry, and 2Ö00 bales changed hands 
making a total for the week of 40,000 bales, divided among 
English and Coutinental+uyers, with but little for theNorl. 
We have revised oar quotations to compare with the improve 
ment above noticed, which would have been greater but for 
the increased firmness of the foreign Freight market, and the 
low state of Sterling Exchanges. The increase in the receipts 
proper at all the United States ports is now 407,116 bales, 
while at this port there is a decrease of 19,370 bales.

FORTUNATE EscAPE.—Yesterday afternoon, as Green

with the pole attached to them through the toll-gate and up 
to the New Basin before they could be stopped and caught. 
A more fortunate «scape than that of Johnson and the boy 
we have rarely had occasion to notice. 

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.—Wolf, who was arrested on*i 
charge of stealing a quantity of clothing from the room oc­
cupied by Robert A. Dodge, in Carondelet street, was com­
mitted for trial yesterday by Recorder Baldwin. 

NUTS TO CRACK.—That notorious individual, John 
Smith, who is always getting into some " bad snap," aud 
one of the large gang of Levee rangers named John Har-
greaves, were arrestee' yesterday by the Second Municipality 
police, charged by the clerk of the steamboat.

CORONER'S INQUEST.—Yesterday ihe Coroner held an 
inquest in the Watch-house of Faubourg Tréme on the 
body of a white man, generally known by the name of Na-
poleon, a native of France, aged about sixty years. He was 
picked up on the Bayou road, between Rami art and St. 
CI ude streets, in a deplorable condition, and died on his 
way to the Charity Hospital, to which he was being con­
vened. Verdict—Died of debility and want. 

THE MURDER OF LECHAT, AT CHEF MENTEUR.—RE 
co der Seuzeueau yesterday investigated the charge against 
Henry IJobson, of having murdered Jean Lechat, overseer 
on Mr. Michoud's plantation at Chef Menteur, on Sunday 
last. The accused is a laboring man, an Englishman we 
believe, who was employed in ditching on the plantation. 
Several witnesses were examined, but the evidence to incul­
pate the accused was exceedingly slight. Nevertheless, Re­
corder Seuzeneau considered it his duty, under the circum­
stances, to send the papers to the First District Court. Hob. 
son was therefore committed to the Parish Prison, on the 
charge of murder 

It appears, from the statements of the witnesses, 1 hat Le­
chat left the house about 4 o'clock in the evening, on his 
usual rounds, and was never afterwards seen alive. He hail 
his gun with him, and a watch and $5 gold piece on his 
person it is believed. The accused, who says he and the de­
ceased were excellent friends and on the best terms, admits 
that he left the house in company with Lechat, but declares 
he did not go with him into the woods. He says that on ai-
riving at a muddy spot he declined going any further, ami 
returned to the house. No evidence was produced to chow 
that Hobson did go into the woods with Lechat. Three 

itnesses testitied that Hobson, who had been out with a 
gun, returned to the room he occupied with themselves, also 
laborers on the plantation, between 4 and 5 o'clock in the 
evening; that he had his gun with him; that he did not ap­
pear to be at all excited; that he then took off his hoots and 
went out for some water, and returned and passed the even­
ing as usual. None of the witnesses knew of any difficulty 
having occurred between the accused and Lechat. The lat­
ter, not having returned to the house by 7 o'clock, the horn 

sounded for him to return, but he came not. Then it 
feared something had happened to him. Next day 

nday) Mr. Michoud sent for Messrs. Leroy and v-
to  to assist in searching for Lechat. In the evi 

these two persons and some others went to the woods to 
search. Hobson told them that two of the three dogs which 
hud accompanied Lechat had returned, and he then volun­
tarily accompanied them. In a dry creek fresh tracks of 
two persons going towards the swamp were seen, but no 
evidence was given to show that these were the tracks 
of Lechat and Hobson. It appears, moreover, that 
eral persons were in the woods gunning on Sunday 
Soon after leaving the creek a tin box containing matche«, 
known to belong to Lechat, was found, and immediately 
afterwards the dead body of Lechat was discovered. He was 
lying on his back, and when raised, it was found that he had 

ved a gun-shot wound in the back of his neck. One 
witness said the muzzle of the gun could not have been more 
than a foot distant from Lechat's body when he was shot, 
for his hair and shirt were both burnt The body was found 
about 6l'0 or 700 paces from the house. Only one witness 
testified to having heard the report ol a gun on Sunday even 
ing, and he did not indicate the quarter from whence it ap 
pen red to proceed. When the body was found, it seems that 
Hobson, the accused, with the assistance of others, con 
eyed .it to the house. A watch key was produced in 

court with a view to its identification a* the property of Le 
chat, but none of the witnesses so identifiéd it. The person 
who bought the watch for Lechat, said he gave him three 
keys with it, one of which was similar to the one produced 
but he could not swear that it was the one. The key pro­
duced, it appears, was found on the floor of the room occu­
pied by the accused and other laborers, and is claimed by the 
accused as his. He says he has had it for a long time, and 
that >t belongs to an old English watch of his, which he fold 
the Recorder was deposited in a coffeehouse up-town, and to 
show that it did so he gave the name of the place where it 

. adding that an officer might be sent to examine as 
to the truth of his assertion. 

This is the sum total of what was elicited on the investi 
ation and we think fails to inculpate the prisoner so far.
