MOREGOI.D .—While on a visit to De Soto parish, 
a few days ago, (says the Caddo Gazette of the 2d 
inst.) we heard it from reli ible authority, that there 
is now living, in the neighborhood of Mansfield, an 
old man, who avers most solemnly that gold exists in 
as much abundance in some of the mountain val­
leys of Northern Texas, as it is represented to be in 
the placers of California. The individual alluded 
to is an old hunter, and has often trapped the beaver 
of the Rocky Mountains and battled with the wild 
tribes of the western prairies. The discovery was 
made by him while a prisoner among a wandering 
band of the red men; but, owing to his situation, 
he was unable to avail himself ot his good fortune 
at the time, and has Bince then been prevented 
from returning by so many circumstances and de­
layed so often in his intentions, that until the late 
California excitement, he hail in his extreem old age 
almost ceased to think of his golden adventure, 
and remembered it of late but as an impossible 
dream. He is said to be a man of undoubted 
veracity, and his story gains implicit credence 
among those who are acquainted with his charac­
ter. Several respectable gentlemen, weheard, were 
making preparations to accompany him to the val­
ley of gold, and tliey are sanguine of success, while 
he has grown quite youthful again in the glow of 
his golden hopes. 

CALIFORNIA MUTING .—On the 28th ult. a meet­
ing was held in Alexandria to raise a company for 
California. The preliminaries being arranged, the 
12th of March was appointed as the day of depart­
ure from Alexandria. The route agreed upon will

THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER.—We find the follow­
ing in the Concordia Intelligencer of the 10th inst.:

Early in this 
week we had a promise of a rapid and heavy fall, 
the river having fallen at Memphis about 20 feet, 
and at Providence nearly 4 feet.
