INDIAN COURTSHIP.—An educated Indian chisl", 

known as Ka-ge-ça-gah-bowh, or George Copway, 
the present head of the Ojibwa tribe, delivered the 
first of two lectures, a short time since, at the Uni­
versity Chapel, New Vork. His subject was the 
Romantic Life of the Indians. He commenced by 
singing an Indian song; and then described the 
marriage ceremony of the Chippewa« as follows : 

"There was no courtship done by the young 
j"-o|i!e ; that was done by the parents, years before­
hand, and it often came rather against the grain 
with the young people. When the day came, the 
ceremony was jierformed by the chief, consisting 
of a lecture to the young couple, and a feast, after 
which they were considered as man and wife. 
But among the tribes of the West there were many 
very curious ceremonies connected with courtship 
and marriage. One way of getting a W'ife was as 
follows : When a young Indian fell in love with 
any of the daughters of the village, he would go 
and sit down within a few yards of her, keeping a 
strict silence all the while; in a few moments he 
would get up and go away ; this he repeated six or 
seven times, coming nearer to her every time. At 
last he sits by her side ; if she makes no movement 
of displeasure, then he has hopes. lie sits by her 
several times in this manner, and at last pop* 'Ac 
queation by putting his hand on her hand, and she 
accepts him by placing her hand over the other 
two. All this time he takes care not to say a 
word, and she likewise ; but after the «piestion is 
popfied, then the ' words of honey' are applied, and 
they soon liecome man and w ife."
