About the same time three transports arrived with 
troops, consisting of fifty cavalry and 400 infantry, 
which had been distributed through the Island, 
f p to the arrival of those troops, several parties of 
the insurgents held possession of different parts in 
the mountains, against which the former were at 
once directed. Many of these people have already 
been captured, and, together with such as had been 
uTaV°US'y secured, will be immediately brought to 

A rumor is current at St. Thomas, that papers 
had been discovered indicating that the late Gover­
nor General, Van Sholten, was himself the head and 
prime mover of the insurrection, and that among 
other papers \vas a list of subscriptions made for 
him by the slaves on his going away. Such a 
document might, however, but demonstrate the 
affectionate gratitude which they naturally mieht 
be expected to have for their liberator. V«n Shol­
ten« said to be in England. 

The soldiers sent from Porto Rico to assist St 
Croix have been withdrawn. The expense of their 
maintenance in the Island is estimated to amount 
to half a million of dollars. The sum is large, 
but it is scarcely to be doubted, that but for their 
prompt arrival the fair Island of St.. Croix would 
have been the scene of a bloody catastrophe.

MARTINIQUE.—The St. Lucia Palladium says : 
We have just seen Martinique letters and journals 
to a late date. Numbers of those persons who had 
been forced to abandon their properties in the 
Island, and to fly to the southern States of Amer­
ica, in consequence of the threatening aspect of 
tilings on the outset of the republican system in 
Martinique, have been induced to return since the 
later modifications in the government. From all 
we hear and read, however, of the progress of the

tem. I.ittle or nothing is done upon the planta­
tions, and trade and commerce are depressed to the 
lowest possible degree.

reach of all property-holders, and particularly as 
to real or immoveable property. The three points 
more urgently pressed by the memorialists, as essen­
tial to the existence and prosperity of the colony, 
are—compensation, if not large and liberal, at 
least just and reasonable ; encouragement to the 
productions of the Island ; and public credit."

The brig Perfect, Capt. Townsend, arrived last 
evening, from Chagres, bringing a little later news 
from Panama. We have received the first number 
of the Panama Star, a paper just established. It 
is dated Feb. 24. We extract the following items 

Vessels in the Harbor of Panama.—One Bremen 
bark, with coal for the steamer ; one small schooner 
of 70 tons, which is offered for sale in shares,

boat The brig Belfast arrived here some days 
since, and was filled up immediately with passen­
gers for San Francisco, at $100 each. She is 190 
tons burthen, and carries 76 passengers. She _ 
now at an island below, taking in water and pro­
visions, and will sail in a few days. 

Notice to Travellers.—Those who wish to secure 
the safe transmission of their baggage across the 
Isthmus are advised to place the same in charge of 
an alcalde, and take his receipt for the number of 
packages thus deposited ; then consign them 
some individual in Panama, who should be author 
ized to pay for the transmission of the baggage, 
when it arrives. By observing the above direc­
tion, much time will be saved, and no baggage lost. 

On the 22d ult. the Americans celebrated Wash 
ington's Birthday in fine style. The French Con 
sul exchanged congratulations with the Americans 
and the Governor of Panama furnished a fine band 
for the occasion.

A GOOD JOKE.—The Panameno (a paper pub­
lished at Panama,) of February 11th, has the fol 
loVving, which we translate, considering it entirely 
too good to be lost. It is a grave official document, 
being a proclamation by the government : 

RïprnLtc OF NEW GRANADA, Government of the Province 
[CiRcrLAR No. 11.] Panama. February 8th, 1849. 

There has commenced to circulate in the coun 
try, certain coins of copper or other metal, which 
the merchants of the United States are accustomed 
to give to their customers, which coins are of no 
value. They have upon one side the arms of the 
I. nited States, and on the other an inscription 
As they are of a yellow color, some have com 
menced to cheat those little accustomed to foreign 
money, by giving them these medals for gold coin, 
by which commerce is injured, and foreign money 
depreciated. I consider it, then, my duly to inform 
you that you may instruct the public, that the 
North American eagle has.the following marks: 
on one side the arms of the United States, and the 
words " United States of America, ten dollars 
on the other side the figure of liberty, thirteen stars 
and the date of the year. The half eagle has ex 
actly the same marks, except that in place of ten, 
it says " five dollars." The copper coin of which 
I have spoken above has on one side, the arms of 
the United States, and the words " N. C. Folger, 
17 Old Levee, cor. of Customhouse st.. New Or­
leans." On the other side it has a long inscription 
in English, which means " Clothing store; clothes 
for youths, boys and children ; caps, blankets and 
plantation goods ; trunks and hats." With these 
explanations it will be easily to tell the genuine 
coin of the United States.

It is supposed 
there are about 1500 persons now on the Isthmus 
waiting for vessels. _

PANAMA, Feb. 14, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent : I have arrived thus far lipon my 

journey, after much fatigue and trouble. In the 
course of ten days I think I shall have a chance of 
getting off from this -place, on the brig Belfast, 
which is to leave within that time. She will take 
<6 passengers, at $100 each. My expenses across 
the isthmus, from Chagres to Panama, including 
transportation of baggage, amounted to gtiO. From 
Chagres to Gorgona the route is by water, up as 
fine a stream as ever was beheld. From Gorgona, 
four mules sufficed to transport myself and baggage. 
I paid $10 a piece, but some of the passengers pro­
cured them as low as $6. Indians, who do just as 
well, can be obtained cheaper than mules. The 
road one has to traverse is very unique in its way, 
being nothing more than a narrow foot-way, inter­
sected in many places by ravines ten or twelve feet 
in perpendicular depth. Th««e gnlHes, however, 
are crossed with remarkable facility and safety by 
the mules. 

At this point, everything eatable commands a 
high price—flour selling for $30 per barrel. 

The ship Philadelphia left yesterday with 290 
passengers, and also an English bark with 225. 

Travelling will be much cheaper by this route 
when the mail line is in complete operation. 

A number of the Falcon's passengers died here 
of sickness, occasioned by fatigue Consequent upon 
crossing the isthmus on foot. Notwithstanding this, 
from all appearances. I think Panama as healthy a 
place as there is in the world. 

Among the many impositions to which travellers 
are subject, I may mention that the passports re­
ceived from the Mexican [?] Consul, and for which 
$2 each were paid, are of no earthly benefit, as the 
Consul was not authorized to give them. H. C. 

The following letter addressed to a gentleman of 
this city, has been kindly handed to us for publi­
cation : 

CHAGRKS, February 24, 1849. 
Dear Sir : I have seen all of the cargo delivered, 

and most of the passengers off for the interior, and 
have now engaged a boat or canoe either to take 
me to Gorgona, a distance of a day and a half or 
two days' fast traveling from here ; some say 18 
miles, and some 40 miles. 

The steamer Orris runs up the river, but how far 
the Captain will not say, as the river is falling ; but 
he will take me and my trunk and carpet-bag, for 
$10, as far as he can ; after that I must look out for 
myself! His price of passage is $10, and 50 cents 
a trunk freight to Gorgona. 

The entrance to this place is one of the most 
difficult 1 have ever seen, being formed by the point 
of the castle at the mouth of the river and a spit of 
land on the opposite side, the distance apart not be­
ing more than a length and a half of the vessel, 
and should not be entered by any person unac­
quainted, without a pilot. It is not only narrow, 
but has to be entered, running S. W., bringing the 
land close aboard, (about 20 yards distant) running 
by the end of the fort, then bring her head west 
into the river, which is about 100 yards wide oppo­
site the city. 

The city did I say ! I have never had the pleasure 
ot seeing such a city before in my life ; being made 
?. Î sm, n'imber of thatched huts, built of canes 
(taken from the bank of the river,) standing on 
their ends, and tied together with strips of the Pal­
metto leaf. Some of them are plastered on the 
outside with mud-but the*. are of the " hombres 
crnmdes those are but few and almost white. 
J he balance of the inhabitants are black, and 
mixed, with the Indian and blacks. Thev know 
but little of any thing like trade, as they consume 
but little, and their wants are hut few, as the 
women and men, before the Americans commenced 
coming here, went most like the original settlers of 
the country. 

I have found this place rather warmer than 
>ew Orleans, and white pantaloons, and thin 
coats without vest, are very comfortable. 

The fort, at the entrance of the harbor, was 
built in (they say here) 1572, and appears to have 
been in its day a very strong place ; but it is fast 
going to ruin, and is now used as a prison for 
criminals. I took a walk through it yesterday, 
and saw guns of the same cast as I saw in St. Juan 
de Ulua, dated 1742, '3 and '4, but have been told 
there are some over 200 years old there. 

I have not been able to see any mosquitoes 
here, and it is not so sickly as I had frequently 
heard before I came here ; but there is plenty of 
rain falling in showers, three or four times a day. 
And this they call the dry season—the wet season 
commencing in May or June, and lasting until De­
cember. 

I have seen a great many of the inhabitants with 
swollen feet; one I saw to-day, whose feet were 
larger than my head, which is owing to the damp­
ness of their houses—having no floors to them. 
The brig Perfect will have to take a steamer to get 
out, and also a pilot. In future, persons coming 
this way will find better accommodations for cross­
ing the Isthmus, as a gentleman is here who intends 
buying several canoes to carry freight and passen­
gers to Gorgona and Cruces. All of our passen­
gers took canoe«, and their prices averaged (going 

in parties of four or five in a boat, with their bag­
gage and freight) $17 each. 

There is no use for any passports here, so far as I 
can learn. j.
