•ince the City Fathers, and sundry citizen wise in the law, 
discovered what every body els* well knew, that the charter 
of the said oity of Brooklyn wa*a miserable one. and that 
her polioe was the worst ever tolerated by a civilized coriKi-
ration. Measures were then taken to have a new charter 
made, and a convention was oalled for consideration of the 
snl.ject. Month after month passed away, and those to 
whom had been referred the labor of compiling the new 
charter, wasted their timeUke Congressmen, in long speeches 
and hard words. Af.er much sparring, however, they 
finished their task and handed over the embryo of the new 
organic law to the Common Council. Thence, after the ex. 
penditure of much mind, it was sent up to Albany, and 
tbere.indueoourseoflegislation.it became a law, subject 
to the acceptance or reieolion, by popular vote, of ilie city. 
For the deoision in this regard the charter was sent back to 
the Common Couacil a couple of weeks since, and a special 
election was ordered by that body, to be held on the 13lh 
instant. It was then discovered that the new charter was 
worse than the old, and pnblio meetings have been hold, 
and discussions evolved about every night since. The con 
sequenoe is that every body is mystified, and it is doubtful 
whether Biooklyn will have a new charter or not.

FURTHER DETAILS BY THE AMERICA. 

We gather the following from the New York 
Herald of the 11th inst.: 

FRANCE. 
THE NEW PRESIDENT'S HALLS. — Among the 

indications of the state of public opinion, one was 
presented last week, which is worth notice. The 
President of the Republic has announced a series 
of balls to be given at the Elysée Bourbon. The 
first of these took place on Friday last, and was 
one of the most brilliant Paris has for some time 
witnessed, distinguished as it was no less by its 
magnificence than by the good taste which presided 
at this fête. Of Parisian society, scattered as it 
has been by [lolitica! storms, and made to stiller so 
cruelly as it has done during the past year, but few 
members were present, but the few were of the 
most distinguished class. The National Assembly, 
diplomacy, magistracy, National (ïuard, army, sci­
ences, letters, arta, commerce and manufactures, 
were all amply represented. Men of all shades of 
political opinion wero present. 

At half-past 8 the ball commenced. The great 
apartments of the Rez dc Chaussie, and a portion 
of the small apartments, had been prepared for the 
fete, and richly decorated. Tiie orangery haifbeen, 
as well as the dining-room, transformed intoasplen-
did " saUe dt Haute." Two orchestras, led by M. 
M. Straus», thousands of bouges à buffet, served 
with profusion and ornamented with magnificent 
flowers, were there,and nothing was wanting that 
could contribute to comfort or be required by luxury. 

On entering the salon*, the President of the Re­
public was tho object of the liveliest felicitations. 
Every one pressed about hitn, and all did homage 
to the elect of the people, w lib appeared to be des­
tined, not only by his position, but by his conduct, 
both public ami private, to promote conciliation 
and restore confidence. 

At 10 o'clock the salons were crowded. The 
rich toilettes, the brilliant jewels, the varied uni­
forms, presented a coup d'ail which could only lie 
rendered more striking by that which was there in 
all its enchantment, the effulgence of female beauty 
Joy appeared to pervade all the guests, and the ex 
hilarating dance was k*pt up until the decaying 
lights warned the delighted throng that the little 
hours had some time glided by. 

This ball will be an epoch in the souvenirs of 
Parisian life : for the first time, at all events, with 
in this century, were its "assistants" composed of 
elements so various ; for the first time were the 
principal families of the old noUetse of the Fau­
bourg St. Germain seen in public, since 1830. 

BALL AT TIIE HOTEL DE VILLE.—We had, on 
Monday, another social manifestation at the Hotel 
de Ville, where a magnificent ball was given by 
the Prefect of the Seine to the President of the Re­
public. The splendid salons of the magnificent 
hotel were thrown open to a »elect but numerous 
parly. From 1500 to 2000 persons, including the 
elite of Paris society, assembled there. Among 
them, as at tho Elysée. Bourbon, were observed the 
old families of the Fauliourg St. Germain. The 
room was a perfect blaze of diamonds. Prince 
Louis was received at haif-past ten, at the head of 
the principal staircase, by the Prefect and Madame 
Berger, surrounded by all the ministers of state, 
and all the public functionaries. Giving his arm 
to the hostess, preceded by tho Prefect, and fol­
lowed by his ministers, with their ladies, he passed 
through the crowded apartments, where a lane was 
made for him, lined tmi either side by the beauty, 
fashion, and splendor of Paris. On entering the 
several ball rooms, tho orchestra played national 
airs, and, in short, nothing was wanting but the 
name to realizdMie idea of a sovereign or an em­
peror. Prince Louis wore, on this occasion, the 
plain dress of a citizen, having, however, the rib­
bon and jewels of the Legion of Honor—the iden­
tical ones which were put on him as an infant by 
the hands ol the Emperor himself. 

This is the week of the Carnival—Tuesday last 
being the well-known Mardi Gras. It has, how­
ever, vanished since the revolnlion of February. 
There is no indication of its usual gaiety—no 
masks, or any other manifestation of that kind, to 
be seen. The town presented nearly the strae as­
pect as on the days of ordinary filet. 

POLITICAL TENDENCIES OF Louis NAPOLEON. 
Be this as it may, it is now past all doubt that Louis 
Napoleon is now surrounded by the partisans of 
every shade of monarchy, and has opposed îo him 
only the communists, socilatsts, red republicans, 
and pure republicans ; and even the pure republi­
cans support him ostensibly, and muBt continue to 
do so, until some overt act be committed, having 
for its object the transition to the empire. Nothing 
of this sort will, however, be attempted for the 
present. All will go on smoothly until the convo­
cation of the new Assembly, No one doubts, not 
even the democrats themselves, that this new As­
sembly will present a most imposing anti-republi­
can majority. _ 

FRENCH FUNDS.—Foreigners, who often discover 
I letter the game of their neighbors than their own, 
have not failed to seize the opportunity afforded by 
the improvement in the state of affairs, and have 
bought lately largely into our funds. Holland and 
England have literally swept off" our rentes. We 
think these are purchases for investment, for it is 
not probable, as it has been asserted, that they are 
merely living with a view to profit by the divi­
dend on the Fives becoming due on the 7th March. 
The dividend may be an inducement, it is true ; 
but so large amounts are not frequently put in ba­
yard for so small a profit. The capitalists on the 
other side of the Channel, and at the Rhine must 
have been struck at the low price of our funds, as 
compared with those of other countries, and have 
no doubt been decided to avail themselves of it 
since the full adoption of the propositions of M. 
Lanjuir.ais for the dissolution of the National As­
sembly, and the defeat of all the projects of Uie 
Montagnards to stifle or render it abortive. 

Another proof of the return of confidence is to 
lie found in this fact : Within a few days large 
amounts of Treasury bons have been taken at 5| 
per cent, for three months, and 6 per cent, for six 
months. If this should be continued, the Treasury 
will be able to reduce the rate of interest on these 
bons. 

Bank shares have been much in demand, and 
have risen considerably; although the weekly ba­
lance sheets do'not show any increase in commer­
cial discounts. It has been seen that the Bank is 
taking active measures to resume cash payments, 
by restricting its issues and continually augment­
ing its Bpecie ; and it has even been said that it 
was only waiting, to adopt this measure, for the 
payment of the half-yearly dividend on the five per 
cents in March, or at least until it could obtain the 
amount that would be demanded of it by the gov­
ernment for that purpose. 

DISQUALIFICATIONS FOK THE ASSEMBLY.—We 
had rather an amusing scene in the Assembly yes­
terday. You will see that among the few disquali­
fications pronounced against the representatives, 
have been the circumstances of being convicted of 
robbery, murder, theft, etc. M. Pierre Leroux and 
the socialist party opposed these disqualification!1;, 
declaring that they saw no reason why the people, 
if they chose to be represented by a robber, a tldef, 
or a murderer, ought not to be allowed to have their 
own way. The Assembly, however, thought oth­
erwise, and decided by a large majority that no 
thief, robber, swindler or murderer, should be al­
lowed to take a seat beside them. M. Pierre Le­
roux yesterday, by way of ironry upon this, made a 
proposition that the disqualifications should be ex-

.tended to persons convicted of adultery. 
This was a ticklish point, for no inconsiderable 

number of the members of the Assembly, and 
among them some of the most eminent, were so un­
lucky as to be already in this predicament. M. 
Pierre Leroux of course never dreamt that his 
amendment could be carried, and hoped by its re­
jection to have a topic of declamation against the 
Chamber for its inconsistency in excluding one 
class of offenders and admitting another. The de­
bate, however, became so ridiculous that a consid­
erable number of members had left the Assembly, 
and when a division took place, the Montagnards 
and socialists having all remained in the house, a 
majority was actually obtained in favor of the 
proposition of M. Pierre Leroux, and the house has 
accordingly decided that no person who has coveted 
and obtained his neighbor's wife shall hencefor­
ward be qualified to sit in the Chamber of Repre­
sentatives. 

This decision will strike at some eminent persons, 
and will no doubt have some curious effects here-
ftiter. Among the mot prominent will be the cele- ' 

brated romancier and poet, the Viscount Victor 
Hugo, who was, it will be recollected, taken fla­
grante delicto with the wife of an artist, some time 
before the revolution of February. A prosecution 
took place thereupon, and the poet fled ingloriously 
from France ; his flight, however, being said to 
have been connived at ; but his frail companion 
was brought to trial and sentenced to three months 
imprisonment, a punishment which was actually 
inflicted. 

CUBA AND THE UNITED STATES.—El Nacional, 
of Cadiz, of the 5th ult., has the following state­
ment regarding the rumors prevalent a few months 
back, of a contemplated sale of the. Island of Cuba, 
by the Spanish government, to the government of 
the United States : 

"In the session of Congress, held at Madrid on the 
31st of January, on the motion of Senor Moyano, 
for tiie production of all correspenderice, which, ac­
cording to the proceedings in Congress of the United 
States, was said to have ]iassed, respecting the an­
nexation of the Island of Cuba, his Excellency 
Senor Pidell replies! that no proposition whatever 
had been made to government for the purchase of 
the Island of Cuba, and that the supposed negotia­
tion published in the United States newspapers, 
was denied by his order, in the official Gazette, of 
Madrid, and at the same time in the Parish jour­
nals, by the Duke of Sotomayor. Not content 
-with this, the ministry directed suitable instructions 
toouragen's in America, that the reports shouh 
be contradicted entirely ; and, in conversation! 
with certain foreign ministers, care was taken to 
denounce, in the most emphatic manner, the pro­
ject as impossible, to the end that all doubts might 
he removed. Senor Pidel, moreover, expressed hi> 
belief that no ministry composed of Spaniard» 
would ever lisien to such a shameful proposal, if 
made, and thai we should never cede the Island of 
Cuba." 
" In the Senate, also, Gen. Narvaez confirmed 

the aliove discussion, and addfd that rumors of a 
cession were entirely unfounded, and that llie island 
of Cuba would alaays remain, as now, a part of 
the monarchy of Spain." 

ROME. 
Tin- following is the decree passed on the 9th of 

February, by the Roman Constituent Assembly, by 
which the Pope is deposed, arid the Roman Stales 
erected into a Republic. The decree has been sent 
to all the diplomatic agents and consuls of the Ro­
man States. Already the Roman authorities have 
adopl id the republican form of address. Titles are 
laid aside, and letters are addressed to CUtadino, etc.: 
Roman Constituent Assembly—Fundamental Decree. 

ART. i. The l'ope is deposed in fact and in right from the 
temporal government of the Roman Hintes. 

ART. 2 THi Roman Pontiff has ali the guaranties neces­
sary tortile independence arid the exercise of his spiritual 
power. 

ART . 3. Tha form of the Govern ment of the Roman States 
will be that of a pure democracy, and will take the glorious 
name of the Roman Republic. 
ART. 4. The Roman Republic will have, with the rest of 

Itrljr, the relations which the common nationality may re.

The 
p-Mition having been read by Hon. Georje Moffiitt, 
his Excellency made the following reply to the 
deputation: "Gentlemen, I request that you will 
inform the subscribers to this petition that you have 
placed it in my hands, and that its allegation and 
prayer will receive full consideration from me." 

Two SPENDJD LAUNCHES.—The magnificent 
steamship " Empire City," to run in conjunction 
with the 11 Crescent City," of Howlanri's New 
York, New Orleans and Havana line, was launched 
at New York, on the 10th, from the yard of Wm. 
II. Brown. She is of 1800 tons, carpenter's mea­
surement, and has four decks. The ship Constella­
tion was launched also from Westervelt &. Mackey's 
yard. She is the largest merchant ship yet built in 
the United States, being 1002 tons register, or 2000 
tons carpenter's measurement. She is 215 feet on 
deck, Î3 feet beam, arid 28 feet and 9 inches depth 
of hold.
