TRAGICAL.—A young lady, respectably connect­
ed, in the town of Gonvtrneuer, St. Lawrence 
county, N. Y., took cedar oil, at the advice of her 
seducer, and died in a few minutes in great agony. 

Foreign Items and Extracts. 
In the provinces of France manufactures and 

oilier branches of industry are beginning to regain 
their former prosperity. The iron-mills, cotton-
mills, etc., have resumed operations, all workmen 
being fully employed and wages advanced. 

The forests on the Carpathian mountains have 
been set on fire and several villages destroyed. 

An Abbot has just been consecrated in England, 
the first since, the reformation. Rev. J. l'almer, 
now Father Bernard, was the individual. There 
are thirty or forty monks under him at St. Bernard. 

The Austrian Government liai, bought two 
steamers from the Austrian Lloyd Company, for 
their navy. 

The London Times of the 14th February, says 
that the French Government has decided on send­
ing an engineer to examine the gold and quicksil­
ver mines in California, and that orders have been 
given to the maritime authorities at Brest to pre­
pare a ship-of-war to convey the engineer to bis 
destination. 

The Times of the 22d corroborates the statement 
that the Russians have entered Transylvania to aid 
tiie people against the Maygars. 

The small-pox was raging at Athens at the last 
accounts. 

The people of Croatia, who have been at war for 
inilepeudrnce against Hungary, do not relish the 
pruject of their Austrian allies to annex them. 
They have declared war against Austria, therefore, 
and declare they will oppose their Ban himself, 
Jellachich, unless he joins them. 

It is stated that the iew French Assembly, if it 
has a majority of Bpnapartiats, will proclaim Louis 
Napoleon President for life. Th-* Republicans, in 
prospect of such an issue, are looking to Cavaig-
nac as their leader. 

A reduction of about one hundred millions francs, 
in the French budget, is proposed. 

A society has been formed at "Poudam for the 
avowed purpose of eradicating from the German 
language all words adopted from the French or 
any other tongue. It demands of the Legislature 
the enactment of a law prohibiting the use of for­
eign words in legislative acts. 

A large body of Mormons have left Wales for 
Liverpool, whence they will embark for California. 
They are going to the agricultural districts, and 
will not segk the gold region. 

A large number of elephants were captured at 
the siege of Moultan. 

The Clubs of Paris are very actively engaged in 
preparing for the approaching elections. All sym­
pathy is generally disclaimed with the ultra radi­
cals, and a moderate republic is held up as the great 
object of desire. The Socialist party seems to be 
completely overthrown. 

During the bombardment of Moultan, an artil­
lery-man threw a shell into the principal magazine 
of the Fort, which blew up with a tremendous ex­
plosion. Gen. Whish presented him on the spot 
with a sura of money, and distributed an additional 
sum among the members of the ooinpany to which 
he belonged. 

Letters from "Hungary state that the Austrian 
forces under Gen. Puchner, in an attempt to sur­
round Bern and hi» Hungarians, were entirely de­
feated, and many of them killed. The town of 
Hermannstadt was sacked by the victors. Bern's 

headquarters are now at that place. The Austri­
an* Buffered another defeat, after six hours' fight, at 
Zibackhas. A party of 150 Austrians broke into 
some wine-vaults and got drunk, after which they 
seized some women, and petpetrated the most infa­
mous atrocities. In this state they were surprised 
by a body of Hungarians, who literally minced 
them. The war in Hungary is marked by the most 
fearful outrages. 

The London Times passes the highest eulogy on 
the manner in which the Directors of the Bank of 
Prance have carried it through the terrible crisis of 
the put year. 

The Times complains loudly of the b#stowment 
of the Garter upon Lord Spencer, as being a man 
far helow the mark of merit which should be re­
quired. It denounces, moreover, the employment 
of this high honor to sustain the peerage, and con­
tends that it ought to be made the reward of emi­
nent service to the State. 

The cholera in Constantinople has ceased. 
The sum of 10,000 francs was paid at Paris a few-

days since for a pair of vases of Sevres porcelain. 
Attempts to assassinate the soldiers continue to be 

made at Vienna—supposed to be in pursuit of a sys­
tematic plan. 

The Attorney General of France has commenced 
ft prosecution against M. Proud hon for libel. M. 
l'roudhon says that he will not defend himself, but 
alter conviction cite the President of the Republic 
before the Court 

It is stated that at least twenty letters per day 
ara received by the police of Paris, from persons 
asking to be allowed to give information against 
their fellow conspirators. 

The Catholic priests in Austria demand a separa­
tion of Church and State, in order that they may 
have entire control of the church revenue and 
patronage. 

The improvement in the trade of Paris is demon­
strated by the fact that the custom duties received 
at the gates of the capital from the 1st of January 
to the 8th of February instant, exceeded by 48 000t. 
tha amount received during the same period in 1847. 

The Paris correspondent of the London Times 
savs that the French Government has received an 
official report relative to the gold minesnn Califor­
nia. These document« have been laid before the 
Commissioners of Mines for their «pinion, which is 
to be published after it has been committed to the 
Ministers.

they mutt have a glorious idea of onr uncertainty in money 
mattest. On the 23d of February last your telegraphic re 
porter quotes Treasury Notes at 12>£ and New Loan at 141*. 
On the 24th he gives them at lO1^ to 12,!» respectively, show 
ing a decline of 2 per cent, in one day. The tme prices ^ 
on the 23d, 10% and 13*; and on the 24th, 10& and 12 ̂  
His report of the 26th, I see, is utterly inexplicable; and I 
seldom see a report entirely correct or intelligib*. Why is 
this? Is the telegraph incapable of giving correct intelli­
gence any more? A gentleman to-day called upon me with 
a despatoh, in which wo could discover no sense whatever, 
and it was returned to the offiA for correction, but has to lie 
over until to-morrow, when its value will probably be de-
stroyed. Such annoyance« are of constant recurrence, and 
show the necessity of adopting some kind of measures to 
protect business men who have to employ the telegraph as a 
medium of communication. The companies should be made 
liable for damages in case of loss through the errors of their 
operators. 

It is proposed to run Horace Greeley for Mayor of this city 
for the ensuing year, at the charter election to take place 
next month. If Horace would accept the office, he would 
confer an infinite benefit upon the city, as he is exactly the 
character required to deal with-the sharpers connected with 
the municipal government; but there is no good reason to 
expect him to do so. He has sacrificed enough by once al­
lowing himself to be consigned to the National Asylum, and 
I fancy he will eschew, with an especial disgust, all public 
institutions and corporations in which he may henceforth be 
desired to take a part... .Duncan C. Pell is al»o named for 
the office. 

The Express states that the number of offices under the 
Government of the United States is 250,000. One hundred 
and twenty-five thousand of these, " in justice end equal­
ity," it thinks, belong to tne whigs, (or rather to the Taylor 
men); and it is Gen. Taylor's duty to make enough re­
movals to equalize the distribution, and no more. That 
seems fair. The Washington Union calls the Hon. W. J. 
Brown a victim ! because be has been removed from the 
Post-office Department for making his office subservient to 
partisan purposes. 

The General Insurance bill, which has been some time un 
der discussion, has at length passed one branch of the Legis 
latnre of thii State. Under this law any company consisting 
of thirteen or more persons, payfng in an amount of capital 
not less than $150,000 (or #£0,000 iu any county except New 
York and Kings) and having one hundred applicants for in­
surance. the gross amount of whose premiums is $200,000 lot 

Life Insurance Company, or $300,000 foi Marine I 
ranee, may organize and commence business. Agencies of 
companies belonging to other States are required to furnish 
the comptroller of this State with satisfactory evidence that 
all the conditions of the charter, under which they act in 
their own State, are complied with. 

One of our police officers yesterday arrested a notorious 
offender known as Jim Webb, who is supposed to have some 
knowledge of the Government Jewels stolen some time since. 
There are several indictments pending in our Courte against 
him, on which he may be held until information with regard 
to the jewels may be drawn from him. 

In the Legislature, yesterday, the bill authorizing a new 
suspension bridge over the Niagara river at l^ewistown, 
reported ready for a third reading. A bill was also reported 
providing for the establishment of a Work House in this city 
for the accommodation cf able-bodied paupers, convicts, etc 

The Liverpool packet ship Ivanhoe arrived at this port 
yesterday afternoon, with three hundred and eighty-eight 
passengers ; although she left Liverpool with only three 
hundred and eighty-four. Five births occurred on the voy­
age. and one death. 

There continues to be much sickness at the quarantine 
ground, but no cholera. Not a new case has occurred on 
board the Liverpool, and every shade of apprehension in 
that regard has passed away, amongst the most timid of 
our citizens. For the past week, the mortuary list in 
oity, and indeed in all directions, was a large one. The 
deaths here wore three hundred; in Brooklyn, forty-eight ; 
and in Boston, one hundred and twenty two. 

Our weather is yet delightful. We last evening had a 
very light hail-storm which was foliowed by a moderate 
frost, and the sun rose upon a regular Indian Summer 
morning. 

Henry WikofT, the cidevant exhibitor of Fanny Efssler, 
and now proprietor of the Democratic Review, has written 
a book on Louis Napoleon, President of France. It consists 
of " Biographical and Personal Sketches," and contains an 
account of Mr. Wikoff's " visit to the prince at the Castle of 
Ham." A catch-penny. Putnam is the publisher.

A PERTINENT INQUIRY.—The Moolrai at Moul­
tan has written a letter to Gen. Whish, referring 
to the treatment which his brother-in-law received 
in Edward's camp, and asks, " What is the re­
ligion that first seized, outraged, and woundrd 
Lai a Longa Mull, then cured him of his wounds, 
for the purpose of hanging him ?" The General 
has not yet replied to this inquiry, and it might 
puzzle him to find a satisfactory answer. 

SUICIDE BY DROWNING.—A negro girl, about 
18 years old, the property of Dr. W. IL Hanna, of 
Monroe, Ouachita parish, threw herself into the 
river in a fit of anger, on the 10th inst., near the 
residence of her master, and, although every exer­
tion was made to save her, drowned herself. 

REIGN OF TERROR IN AUSTRIA.—If half be true 
that is related of Prince Windischeratz, he is one 
of the most relentless of the despots of modem 
times. Atrocities of the most fearful description 
are attributed to him, and these, too, by letter-
writers who are decidedly opposed to the ultra-
republican movement in Austria. A letter of a late 
date, in the London Times, says that " the Reign 
of Terror " continues throughout the whole of the 
Austrian dominions. The Croats pursue their daily 
system of plunder and murder; persons are arrested 
and shot without form of trial, on secret denuncia­
tions ; all letters,even those of the Ministers them­
selves, are opened at the post-office; and a system 
of the most horrible espionage is regularly organ­
ized. The rule of Robespierre was one of freedom 
and of mercy and of justice in comparison with the 
atrocious feign of terror which at present prevails 
in Austria. 

MURDER IN THE NAVY.—A letter dated from 
on board the ITV S. steamer Alleghany, dated at 
Lisbon, Dec. 16, says that on her recent trip from 
Rio Janeiro, on the 3d of December, William 
Brown, one of the marine guard, while on duty as 
sentry, was stabbed by a seaman named Lewis 
Carley, and died almost instantly. Carley, who is 
a desperate villain, would be tried for murder, and 
doubtless executed. 

A RIVAL TO CALIFORNIA.—There seems to be 
no end to the discoveries of the precious metal in 
this " Age of Gold." According to advices from 
St. Petersburg, of Feb. 1, in the Belgian papers, 
a rival to the miraculous region of California has 
already been found. A Colonel Kavelovski, of 
that capital, who, for a considerable time, had su­
perintended the workings of extensive gold mines 
in Siberia, has latterly been exploring the interior 
of Africa, and lias discovered on the right bank of 
the Sornat, at one day's journey from Cassin, many 
considerable hills or mountains of auriferous «and?. 
On the washing of these sands he found they yielded 
more gold than those of Siberia. Pishing his re­
searches further, he examined the shores of the 
Ramla, the Dys, the Goacka, of the Benisch-Anco! 
and the Gamanil, and in all discovered deposits, 
more or less extensive, of golden sands. He pro­
posed, therefore, that dinars and gold-washers 
should be sent from Russia to try the grounds and 
undertake the washings on a large scale.

The cashier of a bank is a competent witness, on behalf of 
the bank, to prove transactions occurring in the regular 
coarse of his business. Where the time during which 
proiuisttiry note has to run is left blank, parol evidence is 
admissible to prove that it was the intention and under 
standing of the parties to the note that it shonld be pay 
able at a certain time. Snch a note -may also be con 
sidered a« an intentional submission of the term to the 
l.ank by which it. is discounted. 

> UNION BANK OF LOUISIANA VS. MOSES L. 
MFKKER et al... .Appeal from the Sixth Judicial 
District Court, Parish of East Baton Rouge... .No. 
1283... SLIDELL, J.. .Per Curiam: The de fen 
ant, Walker, is sued upon a promissory note of the 
follo wing tenor : 
" Î900. " CLINTON , La.. 19th March, 1841. 
' months after date. Ï promise to pay to John Henry 

Black, or order, tiie sum of nine hundred dollars, tor value 
received, negotiable and payable at the Uianchof the l7nion 
l.ank of Louisiana. Parish ot fc>.st Feliciana. waiving bank 
notice.—M. L. Meeker; credit the drawer, P. A. \V.; en­
dorsed. Jno Henry Black, P. A. Walker." 

The petition alleges that the note was intended to 
be at twelve months, and that the omission or blank 
was an oversight. 

At the trial of the cause, the plaintiff offered to 
prove, by the deposition of the cashier of the 
bank's branch at Clinton, where the note was dis 
counted, that he was such cashier at the date of 
the note, and had been for several years previous ; 
that it was given in renewal of an accommodation 
note of $10(10, made by Meeker on the l(jth Mar<Äi, 
183*J, at twelve months, endorsed by Walker and 
Bla''k, which was protested in March, 1810, and 
had lain over until its renewal by the note in ques­
tion ; that twelve months was the usual term of 
notes discounted at the branch ; '.hat it was the in­
tention and understanding of the parties that the 
note should be payable at twelve, months, and the 
omission was his own. To this testimony excep­
tion was taken, upon the grounds that parol testi 
mony was inadmissible, and that the cashier was 
incompetent by reason of interest. The exception 
was sustained by the Court. 

The testimony does not go to contradict the 
written instrument, but to supply an omission 
which, upon the face of the contract, was either 
oversight of the parties, or else an intentional sub­
mission 6f the term to the discretion of the Bank. 

The cashier was not ail incompetent witness. 
The rule w hich admits açents to testify in behqjf 
of their employer, as to matters in which they have 
been engaged, has its foundation in public convert 
lence and necessity ; for otherwise affairs of daily 
and ordinary occurrence could not be proved, and 
the freedom of trade and commercial intercourse 
would be inconveniently restrained. 1 Greenleaf's 
Ev. $ 416. Thus, the porter, the journeyman, or 
salesman, fs admissible to prove the delivery of 
goods, so a factor to prove a sale of Iiis prin­
cipal's effects, though he is to have a commission 
on the amount In the United States Bank vs. 
Steam, 15 Wendell, 310, the teller of a bank was 
held to be competent in a suit for an overpayment 
made to the defendant upon his checks, to testit'v 
that by mistake he overpaid the defendant one 
hundred dollars. The Court there said the case 
capie within the rule of necessity. It was, 
they remarked, extremely improbable that any 
person less interested than the teller could have 
any knowledge on the subject. It related to a 
transaction in the regular course of his business. 
These views apply with peculiar propriety to the 
cashiers of the country branches of our banks, who 
are generally the sole employées'. See also Frank­
lin Bank vs. Freeman, 15 Pick. 539. 

We are not to be considered as saying that even 
without the cashier's testimony the Bank would 
lot have a right to fill up the blank. See Conch-
ey vs Clarance, 2 Maull, 90. Collins vs. Em-

mett, 1 Hen. Bla. 313 ; Kussel vs. Langstaff, 
Doug. 496, 514 ; Chitty, pp. 33, 240 and notes. 

It is, therefore, decreed, that the judgement be 
reversed, and the cause remanded for further pro­
ceedings, according to law, the defendant and ap­
pellee paying the cost« of this appeal....W. D. 
Winter, for the plaintiff and appellant; Adams, 
for defendants and appellees. * 

WM. G. GRIFFIN VS.  LEWIS FIELD, ET AL. . . .  
Appeal from the Seventh Judicial District Court, 
Parish of West Feliciana... .SLIDELL, J... .Judge­
ment affirmed, with costs. 

The service of the citation and petition in the English 
language only, when the defendant's maternal tongue 
is the French, is not a valid ground for an injunction. 

FRANÇOIS ORTIS AND HYACINTHE LECOUR VS.  
BENJAMIN POYDRAS DE LALANDE AND CHARLES 
MORGAN. .. .Appeal from the Seventh Judicial Dis­
trict, Parish of West Feliciana... .No. 1262.... 
EUSTIS, C. J... .Per curium : On the 12th. May, 
1835, a judgement was rendered by the court of the 
third district, held in the parish of West Feliciana, 
in favor of Charles Morgan and Benjamin Poydras 
de Lalande, against François Ortis and widow 
Antoine Lacour, for the sum of @1312 50, with in­
terest. The judgement was by default, and the de­
fault had been regularly entered on the 6th May 
previous. It was not notified to the defendants un­
til 1841. In June, 1842, execution was issued, and 
the defendants, who are the plaintiffs in this suit, 
caused execution to be enjoined. On a hearing of 
the cause, the injunction was dissolved, and the 
plaintiffs were adjudged to pay the sura of $250, 
damages and costs of suit. Judgement for the same 
sum was also rendered against the sureties on the 
injunction bond. From this judgement the plain­
tiff, François Ortis, has appealed. 

In the petition for injunction, the plaintiffs reek 
to annul the judgement on which the execution 
issued, on the ground of fraud, and because the 
petition and citation in that suit were served on 
them in the English language only, the maternal 
tongue of both being French. Of the first ground 
there is no sufficient evidence ; and, as to the other, 
had the parties appealed, the cause, assigned would 
not have been sufficient to have authorized the 
reversal of the judgement. (Leeds et al. vs. De-
buys, 4 Rob. 258.) 

The damages allowed do not exceed twenty per 
cent, on the amount of the judgement, and the Dis­
trict Court was justifiable in awarding them. (Act 
of March 25, 1831, § 3,2 Annual, 822, Brown vs. 
Lambeth ; ibid. 873, Ilanria vs. New Orleans Gas 
Bank.) The judgement of the District Court is 
therefore affirmed, with costs .Harralson. Rat-
liff& Cowgill, for plaintiffs and appellants; W. 
B. <fc E. Phillips, for defendants and appellees. 

Legatees, the succession of w hose ancestor has been closed, 
and who reside out of the Slate of Louisiana, cannot be 
brought into our Conits by the appointment of a curator 
ad hoc to represent them in a rule taken on ihem by a 
creditor of the testator, to «how cause why execution 
should not issue against them to satisfy a judgment ob-
tamed by him against their anoestor doting his lifetime. 

REYNOLDS, BYRNE <V CO, VS. FELICIANA STEAM­
BOAT COMPANY, HEIRS OF MOSES HORN, APPEL­
LEES. .. .Appeal from the Seventh Judicial Distnct 
Court, Parish of TVejt Feliciana... .No. 1259.... 
EUSTIS , C. J Per curiam: In 1840, a final 
judgment was rendered against Moses Horn and 
others, stockholders of the late Feliciana Steam­
boat Company. On an appeal from this judgment, 
taken by two of the defendants, Laurent Millau-
don and James Dick, it was reversed as to them. 

In 1812, Moses Horn died, in Tennessee, where 
he then resided, and by his will had constituted B. 
W. Cotton, Mary C. Cotton and Emily Dickson his 
residuary legatees. The plaintiffs took a rule 
against these parties, to show cause why execution 
should not issue against each for one-third of tlie 
amount of said judgment thus obtained against 
their testator. Being all absent, a curator ad hoc 
was appointed by the Court to represent tiiem. 
The legatees had received from the executor of 
Horn's estate their share of the effects of the suc­
cession, which was settled under a decree of the. 
Parish Court of West Feliciana, in June, 1814. 
An attachment was attempted to lie levied on a 
note belonging to them iu the hands of their attor­
ney, but the sheriff did not obtain possession of the 
note, nor was there any* prttcess of garnishment 
asainst the party w ho held it. The District Judge 
dis"harged the rule, considering that the defend­
ants were not properly in Court by the curator ad 
hoc, appointed to represent them, nor by the attach­
ment, which he did not consider as reaching the 
property attempted to be attached. From this or­
der, discharging the rule, the plaintiffs have ap-
penled. 

The mode of proceeding of tlx« plaintiffs cannot 

nnts as representing Moses Horn, and responsible 
for Iiis debts, is by an action in the ordinary form 
There is no warrant for tiie summary mode Of call 
irig upon tiie parties who have never resided within 
the State, to show cause why execution should not 
issue against thein on a judgment obtained against 
their testator. The administration of the succes­
sion in this State being closed, the recourse against 
the defendants, which the plaintiffs undertake to 
exercise, being personal, and involving matters 
pais, the plaintiffs have their right of action, but 
we are not aware of any law which woula au­
thorize the mode of proceeding they have adopted 
Such being our views, we think the District Judge 
did not err in discharging the rule. The judgment 
of the District Court is therefore affirmed, with 
costs .W. B. Phillips, for plaintiffs and appel 
lants; Collens, Rati iff', and Cowgill, for defend 
ants and appellees. * 

A. MCGEIIEE vs. J. N. BROWN Appeal 
from the Sixth Judicial District Court, Parish of 
East Baton Rouge... .SLIDELL, J This case 
turned principally upon a question of fact, the de­
fendant having excepted to the jurisdiction of the 
court, alleging his domicil to he in the parish of 
Iberville. Two District Judges had acted on the 
evidence in the case ; and on both occasions the 
exception was sustained. The court remarked 
that " the case might be susceptible of a iffecision 
either way, if the testimony on one side only were 
considered. But looking to the evidence as a 
whole we cannot disturb the conclusion of the 
court below." The judgment was affirmed.
