This is (he only country 
in (he WOTKÎ where women are properly appreciated. 
Tlie proportion of males in the codTUry is five to 
une fern-iie, and the labor of females is as much 
needed, for cooking, etc.,at the gold region, as that 
of tliç male". There have been more marriages in 
the last few months than in ten years previous in 
this country*. The squaws* before they will go to 
the gold region, make efforts to get white husbands, 
which they soon obtain in the present state of af­
fairs. Father Manaque, the Catholic priest, has 
informed me that he married last month 110 white 
men to squaws. Tlie consequence is that the poor 
Indians will soon be left without any class of fe­
males from which they can choose, as, certainly, 
no white woman, of whatever condition in society, 
will marry an Indian, when she can readily marry 
a white man of some wealth and prominence. 
Some of the most ugly and slovenly servants here 
marry traders who have accumulated fortunes in 
a week." 

TIIK Two OCEA.NK.—It may not be generally 
known that the journey between the two great 
oceans has already been effected by boat,althongh 
the route taken would, for practical purposes, be 
out of the question. In 1793 a monk persuaded 
the Indians to cut a short and shallow canal, which 
connect« the river Atrato, which throws itself into 
the Gulf of Darien, with the river San Juan, which 
runs into the Pacific at about the 4th degree of south 
latimJe.
