In­
deed, it is very probable that that clan of our popu­
lation known as free-toilers will be the verv fint to 
break the regulation, because it will he their derive 
to separate Canada from England, M that it nay 
be incorporated with this country and increase the 
strength of their party. However this may be, it 
is very probable tint the action of oar Government 
will be the very means of hastening tbecrkis which 
appears to be approaching in Canadian affitin, be­
cause it will leave the people of that country to 
settle the matter themselves. The probability ia, 
from what we have seen recently, that when the 
step is decided upon, arid the blow struck for sepa­
ration, the whole population of Canada will be fa­
vorable to the measure." 

VENEZUELA.—Respecting the aükiis of this 
country, the N. Y. Commercial Advertiser has tbe 
following remarks with which we perfectly agree > 
" It is about time, we think, to ariive at the conclu­
sion that no accounts of Venezuelian affairs, caning 
from Curacoa, are in the least to be relied on. For 
six months or more General Paez has been at that 
island, instead of heading his adherents in Vene­
zuela itself, and the only point of his opentioiw 
there, that we have seen, has been a contiusl SBC-
cession of reports, highly favoiable to hi* canse, 
which have invariably been contradicted by intel­
ligence from the actual scene of action. For a 
considerable time to come—at least until ample 

firoof to the contrary is produced—we shall take 
eave to assume that the Paez revolt against Pres­
ident Monagas is one of the most petty shams in 
existence.'^

vue, N. Y., died on the 19th, at the hospital, of 
typhus fever, where he had continued in the dili­
gent performance of his duty. But the other medi­
cal gentlemen who have been sick with the sane 
diseasS are slowly recovering. Seven hundred are 
still in the hospital.
