The Races—Metarie Course. 

SECOND DAY—Thursday, April 5.—The contest 
for tbe first rnce yesterday was for a proprietor's 
purse of $100 — mile heats. The entries were 
Goldsby's ch. f. by imp. Leviathan, and K. Harri­
son's c. f. by Belshazzar. Previous to the siart, 
the Leviathan filly was the favorite, two to one, 
and few takers even at those odds. Both fillies 
came up promptly at the tap of the drum, and got 
off well together. At the turn, the Belshazzar 
filly took the lead, and maintained that position, 
with little variation, throughout the heat to the 
home stretch, wben she reached the stand a length 
ahead, winning the heat in 1:57. 

Second Heat.—Betting now changed, and the 
friends of the Leviathan filly were not HO confident. 
The nags again came up promptly, both looking 
finely, and started well. The Belshazzar filly took 
the lead at the turn, as in the first heal, keeping it 
throughout, and coming in several lengths ahead, 
winning in l:55i. 

SECOND RACE.—The race was for the St. Charles 
Hotel purse of $400, three mile heats. The entries 
were Little Mistress, Black Satin and Jumping 
Mullet. Although the attendance was rather slim, 
there wus much excitement among the spectators, 
Black Satin being the favorite at odds against the 
field. At the start Little Mistress had the track, 
Black Satin being second and Jumping Mullet third. 
Black Satin soon took the lead, Little Mistress fol-
I(^ng and Jumping Mullet behind, which position 
was maintained throughout the first and second 
mile. On the third mile the horses kept the sjime 
position up to the home stretch, where Little Mis­
tress made a splendid brush for the heat, coming 
home little less than .a length behind Black Satin, 
Jumping Mullet being third. Satin won the heat 
in 6:40. 

Second Heat.—The betting at this time was rather 
undetermined, the favorite having been so closely 
pressed. The friends of the favorite evidently lost 
a large share of their confidence, and seemed very 
shy, excepting in trying to hedge, in which they 
found few takers. One hundred to twenty-five was 
offered that the winner of the money could not be 
named, and sixty to forty that no one could name 
the horse which would take the heat. At the start, 
Satin took the lead, Little Mistress pressing close, 
and Jumping Mullet again behind. At the turn, 
Mullet passed Little Mistress, but again fell back 
in the first quarter. Each horse kept this position 
to the last quarter turn, where all were in a heap. 
Thus they came up to within twenty rods of the 
winning-post. Here Black Satin was ahead, both 
hoRes laying close up, with their noses on his 
quarter. Satin's rider seemed confident of win 
ning the heat, and directed all his attention to 
Little Mistress, who was the favorite against him. 
On this account, Jumping Mullet was enabled 
to steal the heat from both, and came in a length 
ahead, in 6:27. 

Third Heat.—All parties now were very shy of 
betting ; all, however, seeming anxious to hedge, 
yet finding few takers. The start was the same as 
in the second heat, which position was constantly 
maintained &t a slow gallop to the last quarter, 
where the only racing was done ; here there was a 
splendid contest between all three, and the whip 
and spur were freely used, particularly on Black 
Satin and Jumping Mullet. But the heat could 
not be taken from the latter, who came a half 
length ahead, winning in 6:431. 

We may remark here that the track was heavy 
and unfavorable to very good time. We annex 
a summary :

Art ArrALLiNb StfiFWKicK.—In the taHgiaphic 
news by .the Canada, it, was maiitioned that th« 
bark Floridian, of Nej^York, fjom Aniwerp, WM 
lost, with nearly 200 passengei«. The vessel sailed 
for New York about the last ot February. Her 
passengers comprised young respectable German 
agricultural laborers, with their wives and families, 
and many grades of mechanics. Among the num­
ber on board were ffom fifty, to sixty women, and 
between twenty and thirty children, of different 
ages. The ship was worked by a crew of nearly 
twenty, part of whom were Englishmen. She 
encountered very heavy weather, and struck about 
7 o'clock, on Wednesday afternoon, îth March, 
with tremendous force. Within a few minutes of 
the vessel striking, the sea broke into her hull with 
much impetuosity, blowing up the hatchways, and 
sweeping many of the poor creatures overboard, 
while others were drowned in their beijhs, being-
unable to rise, from the effects of sea sickness. 
Capt. Whitmore, perceiving the inevitable destruc­
tion the ship, gave orders to his men to launch tho 
boats. The first boat broke adrift the moment she 
was launched, and it is said capsized directly with 
two men that were in it. The moment tbe second 
boat was lowered, the captain jumped into it with 
Mrs. Whilmore (his wife.) This led to a desperat« 
rush towards the craft. Some twenty or thirty 
poor creatures, men and women, leaped from th« 
. uarler-deck of the foundering ship into tbe boat. 
The result was, that it was instantly capsized, and 
the whole party were instantaneously lost. Thero 
being now no possible means of escape left for 
those on board, the crew took to the rigging, to 
which they lashed themselves, and upwaras of a 
hundred of the emigrants congregated on the quar­
ter-deck. Here they had not been more than an 
h«ur before the shin broke in two amidships. The 
mainmast fell ov# the side with a fearful crash, 
and a tremendous sea carried away the whole of 
the quaiter-deck, with the mass of human being* 
on it. A frightful shriek filled the air, and the 
next moment the unfortunate creatures were seen 
struggling in the deep. By great efforts eight or 
ten were rescued by tbe men who had secured 
themselves in the rigging, and, alas! only to meet 
with a more horrible death. Ail except four froze 
to death before rescue came.
