Foreigners in California.

&lun the proclamation of Gen. Smith at Panama
and the letter of Mr. Randolph Clay 10 the Pern-
vian Minister of Foreign Afirs, an impression has
gone abroad that the United States Government
makes a distinetion between its citizens and for-
eigners in its laws relative to the settlement of the
public domain. The assertion that such is the fact,
is not contained in Mr. Clay's letter ; though the
communication is #0 worded that it conveys the
idea that the law he cites discriminates between
citizens and foreigners. Though it is clear that
Mr. Clay intended the Peruvian authorities and
people o draw this inference from his letter, he
does not go so far as to make such a statement dis-
tinetly and unequivocally. Ths note diplomati-
cally insinuates what it does not wish to enounce
clearly.

Tt is practical in its nature,and must,
in a very short time, engage the thoughts and ab-
sorb the attention of the whole country. Care must
be taken, however, to keep the main object of the
Convention steadily before the minds of its mem-
bers. If they permit themselves 1o be led into the
wilderness by such men as those who guidedto a
great extent, the Convention of 1845, they may do
little more good than the latter effected ; and the
principal thing it did was to declare the Mississippi
an “inland sea.” There may be persons in the
Convention of July who will attempt to lug in fa-
vorite ideas on subjects altogether foreign to the
scheme of the milroad ; hence it will be necessary
10 have men free from passion, and practical in their
ideas, if any thing really valuable and important is
10 be effected at Memphis.

No matter at what point on the Mississippi the
railroad from the Pacific is to terminate, the sub-
Jject ix one of vast and incalculable interest to New
Orleans. The plan of a road, or roads, from San
Francisco 10 St. Louis was lately brovght before
the Senate ; but the time of Congress was too short,
and public opinion Yoo immature for any thing to
be done at that time. Recent events, however, in
Europe warn us that we should not delay any
efforts we intend making for the Eastern trade;
and had not thess events happened, every-day ex-
perience teaches us that, in the present age, com-
mereinl competition is as active between nations
as between individuals. The fact that so practical
an intellect as Mr. Benton’s endorses the plan of a
road from the Pacific to the Mississippi is strongly
in favor of its feasibility ; though there are many
considerations which might lead us to prefer the
Southern road—say from San Diego or Monterey
to Memphis or Vicksburg—before the Northern
ronte from San Francisco to St. Louis. If the
Mewmphis Convention is properly conducted, it may
furnish the next Congress with a clue as to what
the will of the West—including by that term all
the States on the Mississippi—is in regard to the
proposed road, and as to which route will be the
most advantageous for the country at large.
