FIRE IN CHARLESTON.—A fire broke out at 
Charleston on last Tuesday morning about 7 
o'clock, among a number of wooden buildings, 
situated on the north side of Boundary, between 
Meeting and Elizabeth streets, which," in ils pro­
gress, destroyed some twelve or fifteen houses. 
Most of the houses, however, were of little value. 
Fortunately there was very little wind blowing at 
the time, else, from the combustible material of the 
buildings in the neighborhood, which had been 
rendered even more inflammable by a long drought, 
it is probable that the whole square, bounded by 
Meeting, Boundary, Elizabeth and Henrietta 
streets, would have become a heap of ruins.

FROM CANADA—The Excitement Increasing.— 
Advices from Montreal down to the evening of the 
29th ult., represent the people as (morally speak­
ing) up in arms in regard to the bill for paying re­
bellion losses. Numerous meetings still continue 
to be held in various parts of Upper Canada. In 
Belleville the notorious ffm. Lyon Mackenzie, 
but for his speedy departure, would have been 
ridden on a rail. The Toronto papers are warmly 
engaged in discussing the question of annexation to 
the United States. At a grand concert of the 
Philharmonic Society, held at Donegana's Hotel, 
at which about 800 persons were present, his Ex­
cellency the Governor-General, was treated with 
marked signs of disrespect. The ferment is far 
from subsiding.

Eds. Crescent—I have «aid that politician» in this city are 

in k quandary—in Brooklyn they are worse than that, espe 
cially the '* democratic" portion of the citizens. Several 
ineffectual efforts have been made by that party to get up a 
candidate for the Mayoralty, and the probability is that 
every fntnre attempt will make the matter worse, unless in 
deed a coalition be formed with a new party, which I am 
sorry to say is using the Temperance question as a stepping 
stone by which some two or three dozen party hacks expect 
to elevate themselves to places of trust and profit. George 
Hall, an "original" Tyler man, and John S. Noble, erst a 
whig, and editor of Sunday newspapsrs are the chief actors 
in this attempt to give a high moral question a political char­
acter, 8 nd it is to be hoped they will meet a rebuke in tue re­
sult, that will deter future politicians from following their 
example. Unless they succeed in bringing about the eoaii 
tion of which i spoke, failure is certain; and even with >uch 
a coalition their success is problematical. The whigs have 
bea'ed up pretty much ail old wounds, and will probably 
march %up to the polls in solid phalanx. In that event, 
" there's no use knocking at the door," for the democrau in 
Brooklyn are in the minority, and George Hall can hardly 
rally a force of the " Sons" strong enough to carry the day. 
The whigs, too. have the advantage of a large family inter­
est—that of the Smiths, the most numerous in the comma 
nity—they having three of that family on a ticket contain 
ing only four names. One of the three is John Smith 
himself. 

In this city it appears that we are to repeat the farce lately 
performed for the benefit of our sitter city, of voting for the 
amended charter of which I have spoken in a former letter, 
1 had understood that the bill had passed both houses of the 
Legislature without a clause requiring a vote of acceptance 
by the people, but it was not so. The amended charter 
would go rs»to remedy the abuses under which our city la­
bors, but I much fear its rejection by the popular voice, as its 
provisions conflict with the personal interests of the present 
(and prospective) office-holders, whose name it legion. 

The whig Mayoralty Convention met last evening, and 
received Mr. Brady's answer declining the nomination ten­
dered. The committee then nominated Caleb S. Woodhull 
by a vote of 32 to 20. 

The ferment in Canada does not seem to abate in any 
respect. By Telegraphic dispatch from Montreal, it is stated 
that numerous meetings continue to be held throughout 
Upper Canada, and the Governor-General had been treated 
with marked disrespect at a publio concert. The subject of 
annexation is warjnly discussed, and the people are repre-
sen ted to be, " morally speaking, up in arms." 

In our Legislature the question of removing the quaran 
tine is still under discussion. I think there is but little danger 
that the bill will pass The bill authorizing the Ogdens-
burg Railroad Company to construct a bridge over Lake 
Cham plain, which has already passed the House of Assem­
bly, meets with a powerful opposition in the Senate, and 
will probably be lost, ft has arrayed against it all the direct 
interests of this city, of the great Erie and Hudson River 
Railroads, and others of our channels of commerce with the 
West, as well as the indirect influences of our Canadian 
neighbors, who regard the measure as an infringement of 
treaty stipulations. In its favor stand the influences of th»» 
Eastern States and the great West, with the voice of the 
great number who go for multiplying railroads, no matter 
what their location or object The Free School bill, an 
excellent and highly important measure, passed the House 
of Assembly yesterday. By its provisions, country schools 
are placed upon a footing nearly equal to those of this city. 

Mr. Max Maretzek finds about as little encouragement, in 
his efforts to edify upper-tendom with operatic demonstra­
tions, as did his illustrious predecessor, Mr. Fry, and the sub­
ject is mooted to bring down >lfe prices of admission to a 
republican standard—that iMÖ say, 50 cents, or thereabouts. 
Mr. Fry always said that^fdollar admission would only pay 
in case the house was fun every night, and there is but little 
doubt that he was correct. It is therefore proposed to make 
alterations in the opera house so as to accommodate a much 
larger audience. Max finds a powerful competitor in Fanny 
Kemble, who has found an apparently inexhaustible 
"placer," from which she gathers, already coined, about 
•3000 per week. Mr. Fry is trying his hand on the Phila-
delphians.

York Railroads—Quarantine Bill—Enlargement of 
the Battery—Quarrels of Irish Refugees—Stocks. 

NBW YORK, March 31,1849. 
Eds Crescent—Mi». Butler closed the first series of her 

Shakspeare Readings in this city this evening, winding up 
on.Hamlet. She will not commence a second course here until 
the latter part of April, after delighting the Albanians and 
Brooklynites for a few evenings. Ail who have read her 
estimate of Hamlet, in her celebrated Journal of fifteen years 
ago, (I guess at the period,) must feel anxious to get a seat 
to-night, but many, very many will fail. 

The ship Canton and bark Rising Sun sailed yesterday 
for California, and the brig Plymouth for Vera Cruz. The 
Rising Sun takes about 90 passengers—other vessels, during 
the week, have taken about 150, a majority of whom are 
from the country. Connecticut will be well represented in 
California—more numerously. I think, than any other por­
tion Df the country of equal population. How much of her 
staple commodities go with her representatives I cannot 
say, but 1 know a few clocks and an occasional barrel of 
spelter have been seen in transitu. 

We now look with considerable interest for the North 
erner, which vessel is over due, according to general cal­
culation. 

The Tribune of this morning publishes a tabular state­
ment of the business of the Railroads of this State for 1848, 
compiled from the official reports of the year, from which I 
make up the following statistics :

There are two road, not included in * he above statement 
of lenfth—the Baflalo and Attica, and thf Skaneateles and 
Jordan—making about 40 additional miles: and only 74 
mile, of the New York and Erie Railroad are given.

One branch of the quertion of removing the quarantine 
from Staten Island has been settled in the House of Assem. 
bly of the State Legislature, by striking out the enacting 
clause of the biU. Another bill has been introdured, which 
is regarded as a kind of compromise, proposing to erect an 
hospital at Sandy Hook for contagious diseases. If these 
diseases should not be specified, and the bill should pass, the 
discussion with regard to contagion, " communicability," 
etc., will probably be transferred from onr Academy of Med­
icine to our ooorts of law. I have no doubt that the lawyers 
would beat the doctors in the time requisite for a decision. 

Some feeling has been got up in this city, with regard te 
the subject of enlarging the area of our glorious Battery to 
about double its present size. The matter was recently re­
ported upon in the Common Conncil, by a committee ap­
pointed for its consideration, bnt their report cannot be said 
to give satisfaction to the citizens in general. The enlarge­
ment conld be effected by using the rubbish of the city, refuse 
ballast, etc., to fill np tbe river within the required area, in 
the cocse of a few years, at a trifling expense; and the value 
of the ground thus made would be inestimable. I think the 
measure will be carried through the Common Council at an 
early day, a. it would have been ere this time, if the prew 
had urged it with due spirit. 

Some exoitement was raised last evening in Broadway, 
•ear John street, by a quarrel between a couple of Irish 
patriots, Capt. Crofts and Mr. William Mitchei, tbe brother 
of John tbe Martyr. It is said that Crofts actually fingered 
Mr. Mitchel's olfactory appendage, but that is denied by the 
friends of the latter. As to the intention and corresponding 
gesture, there is no dispute. Mr. Mitcbel is a very yonng 
man. It is strange that so much ill-feeling should exist be­
tween the Irish refugees who have made our city their home 
within the past year. Sms half dozen of them seem to 
hate each otber worse than they do Lord Clarendon, and say 
most shameful things of one another. It is, however, as 
the classic Mr. Stapleton used to ebaarve. " human natur."

>IR. EVERETT CITING GEN. JACKSON. — Mr. 
Edward Everett, in addressing a Committee of the 
Massachusetts Legislature, and when speaking of 
a recommendation lie had intended to make, when 
Governor, for appropriating $300,000 for an Obser­
vatory, but which his political friends induced him 
to abandon, tells the following story; 
" 1 do not know but I ought to blush for my want 

of firmness. I have, however, the authority of high 
examples. When the award of the King of the 
Netherlands came to this country, deciding the 
controversy relative to the North-Eastern Bound­
ary, General Jackson was disposed at once to issue 
his proclamation, declaring that award to be a final 
adjustment of the question. It was, however, (the 
award,) received with universal disfavor in Maine. 
The Genera! was beset with representations that it 
would be the ruin of his party in that State, thus 
to issue his proclamation ; and he was persuaded 
to refer the award to the Senate, as an arrangement 
which needed their ratification. Thus was laid 
the foundation of another Iliad of controversy, ne­
gotiation, and all but war. I was told by the late 
Mr. Forsyth, while Secretary of State of the United 
States, that General Jackson was accustomed to 
say, in moments of perplexity and.weariness at the 
unsatisfactory progress of the renewed negotia­
tions, that this was the only important occasion in 
his life in which he allowed himself to be over-
persuaded by his friends ; and it was precisely the 
occasion when subsequent events had shown that 
his own view of the case was the correct one."

suit his pleasure and convenience. 

VOLUNTEER'S CONVENTION.—The convention 
of the surviving volunteers of the Mexican war and 
the last war with Great Britain, met in Harrisburg, 
Pa., at the capitol, on the 29th ult., and was or­
ganized by the appointment of Geo. Richards, as 
President. Seventy delegates were in attendance. 
At 5 o'clock, in the afternoon a grand national 
salute was fired, and at 9 o'clock the delegates sat 
down to à supper. 

A SIGN OF THE TIMES.—For the first time since 
the Reformation, the ceremony of consecrating a 
Catholic Abbot has just taken place in England. 
The ecclesiastic thus honored is the superior (Rev. 
J. Palmer) of the monastery in Charnwood Forest, 
Leicestershire. 

TELEGRAPHIC WIRES UNDER GROUND.—The 
Detroit Advertiser relates some experiments lately 
made by Col. Speed on electric circuits in uninsu­
lated wires laid in the earth and placed very near 
each other. The experiments are new and inter­
esting. 

The common theory that the earth is so good a 
conductor of electricity that it is necessary to in­
sulate the wires in an entire metallic circuit, buried 
in the earth, in order to prevent the current from 
making a short circuit through the ground from one 
wire to the other, appears to be incorrect ; or, at 
any rate, some recent experiments made in this 
city by Col. Speed, President of the Erie and 
Michigan Telegraph-Company, seem to warrant the 
opinion that uninsulated copper wires can be laid 
in the earth, and, if separated a few feet, can be 
worked for any distance. The experiments to 
which we refer were as follows: one mile and 
three-fourths, of copper wire," was stretched by the 
3ide of the Central Railroad, in the ditch, and 
under water. The ends of the wire were connect­
ed with the T rail—the iron rail being in the mud 
and water—making the entire circuit three miles 
and a half long. A batiery of one cupat one end, 
and a relay magnet at the other, the circuit worked 
well. The wire was then divided, and the two 
wires laid side by side in the ditch, under water, 
and as near together as possible and not touch each 
other, making an entire copper circuit of one mile 
and three-fourths in length. With one cup the 
circuit worked well ; but when the wires, at any 
point in the line, were taken out of the water, and 
laid on a slip of paper saturated with nitric acid, 
the current made a cross circuit through the acid. 

There are two iron wires on the Western Line 
to Dearborn, ten mile»- from Detroit. The two 
iron wires were ötinnected at Detroit, with a bat­
tery of one cup. Two ground wires at Detroit 
were also connected with the opposite poles of the 
same battery. The wires at Dearborn were car­
ried one hundred feet through the water, as near 
together as possible and not touch, to the relay 
magnet. The line worked well both ways, the op­
erator at Dearborn, where there was no battery, 
being unablS to break the circuit at Detroit. If this 
theory is correct, telegraph posts will soon disap­
pear, and the wires will be laid in the ground.

NUMBER XXVI.—CONCLUDED. 

In taking, with this last number, a farewell of my 
readers, I cannot do so without expressing my grati­
tude to those gentlemen who, though professedly of 
altogether differerçt views, have consented to their 
publication as a matter of accommodation rather 
than of approval. The ideas of Reform which they 
contain are by no means speculative, but are based 
on experience and practice ; they are possessed and 
enjoyed. What is eroneous in my theory will cer­
tainly be amended as soon as it is discovered ; and 
what can the best of us do more ? The attempt for 
the organization of a body of laborers in this city 
will quite likely fail, for the plain reason that a 
commercial city is not the place where the laboring 
classes can be reformed, though thefroay be en­
riched as individuals. The defect in the civil and 
political system of the State of Louisiana and the 
cily of New Orleans are happily counteracted by 
the almost boundless charity of its citizens, and 
though that charity is itself a defect, yet it is suffi­
cient to make some amends for the absence of strict 
justice to every member uf the human family, which 
true reformers labor to introduce. 

The last sentence in No. 25 may suffice to show 
my readers what I consider an indispensable pro­
vision in the reorganization of society and the or­
ganization of labor. If ever. I should think it 
necessary, or be induced to thin* so, the whole of 
these communications may be reviewed and re-ap­
pear under another form. Those who have pre­
served them will find that they contain a system 
which, if they choose, may themselves construe 
according to their pleasure.
