frtnoh Litttfartikfit ia Italy* 

We are informed by the late arrivals from Europe 
that twelve thousand men have been concentrated 
at Toulon, in order to be embarked for Italy, »hould 
circumstances arise requiring the interference of 
France in the afibira of the penin»ula. As to the 
peculiar circumstance» which would »et this army 
in motion, nothing definite i» stated. The inten­
tions of the French President and Ministry seem to 
be wrapped in obscurity, and the French jfeople, 
with all their inquisitiveness, appear to be puzzled 
in attempting to discover the views of those they 
have placed in authority. At one time it is said 
that Louis Napoleon intends to interfere in behalf 
of Pius the Ninth ; at another, that he holds these 
twelve thousand men in the leash, ready to let them 
•lip whenever the Austrians violate the neutrality 
of Tuscany or of the Roman States. But Austria 
ha» already entered the Pontifical—or we should 
rather »ay Roman—territories. Ferrara is in the 
hands of the Austrians, and the Ferrarese have 
been treated with all the rigor of a captured people. 
Why then has not Louis Napoleon moved ! Why, 
at least, has he not remonstrated ? Is it jealousy 
of his cousin Charles Lucien, the Vice President 
of the IJoman Republic, that prevents him from 
acting, or is it mere weakness and indisposition to 
play any other part but that of a gazed-at and flat­
tered Parisian President ? Has he none of the blood 
of the Bonaparte* in him, or is he altogether the 
descendant of the indolent and voluptuous Creole 

from whom his mother sprung ? 
In this state of uncertainty as to the plans of the 

French Government, we know not whether to look 
with hope or fear on the concentration of forces at 
Toulon. If the object is to try and reinstate Pius 
the Ninth, Louis Napoleon may find the Italians of 
the present day a different people from what his 
uncle found them at the close of the last century. 
Setting aside the difference between the nephew 
and tlie uncle, the Italians of this time look with 
distrust on the French, no matier whether these 
latter come to them in the guise of kings or of 
republican generals. When the French army and 
people entered Italy at the close of the last century, 
preaching democracy and equal rights to all, the 
Italians were disposed to trust them; for though 
previously they had been deceived by French mon-
archs and diplomatists, they had never been be­
trayed by the French people. The treachery at 
Venice first opened the eyes of the Italians, and 
after the establishment of the kingdom of Italy 
their curses against the French became loud and 
open. If then the French armies enter Italy in 
order to aid Pius the Ninth in regaining his tempo­
ral authority, they will be received as enemies and 
not as friends. If they go to prevent the Austrians 
from invading Tuscany and from advancing toward 
Rome, they will be regarded as allies whom it is 
better to watch than to trust. 

A» we have before said, it is in themselves arid 
in themselves alone that the Italians must trust. 
If they are true to themselves, if they take care 
that neither home-monarchs nor foreign generals 
shall have the control of their affairs and manage 
the armies they may bring into the field, then have 
they every thing to hope, then is there every pros­
pect that they will be successful in expelling the 
Austrians from the peninsula and in establishing 
firm and free republican institutions. Tom as the 
Austrian Empire is by internal dissensions, with a 
revolutionary population at Vienna and an insur­
gent nation in Hungary, there is every probability 
that the Italians will have little to fear from the 
double-headed and double-faced eagle that has so 
long held them in its claws. Deeply engraved on 
the heart of every Italian patriot should be the 
motto " Aide-toi et le Ciel t'aidera." Let them 
not look for aid to foreign friends; for foreign 
friendship is slow in comprehending native feeling. 
Especially is it difficult for Frenchmen to under­
stand Italians: and if French forces act as the 
allies of the Italian armies, the former will think 
they have a right to say something in the formation 
of an Italian government. The French fancy that 
they understand politics better than any people in 
Europe, and if they aid the Italians they will be 
sure and try to force them to adopt their political 
theories and apply tlietn to practice. Whereas, if 
the Italians, who are really far profounder than the 
French in their ideas ol government, will act en­
tirely for themselves, they will do far better than 
if assisted by their volatile neighbors. 

FROM WASHINGTON.—The National Whig of 
the 11th, says : " The Cabinet were in session for 
nearly four hours yesterday. In consequence, the 
President was not enabled to begin to receive 
visits until 2 o'clock, instead of 12, as usual. Up­
wards of a hundred and fifty ladies and gentlemen 
were in waiting when he made his appearance, 
and twenty minutes had not elapsed before they all 
departed. 

" The Board for the settlement of claims against 
Mexico, assumed by the United States under the 
treaty with that Republic, will assemble next Mon­
day, in the room provided for them in the city. It 
is supposed that the Board will occupy at least a 
week in framing rules for its Government ; that it 
will first take up the claims adjudicated under a 
former commission, but not passed on by the 
umpire, and that it will then adjourn for several 
months, during the summer, in order to enable 
claimants to procure such papers from Mexico as 
may be necessary to the transaction of their 
business." 

NAVAL REGULATION.—The Secretary of the 
Navy orders the following regulation for uniforms : 
The Boatswains, Gunners, Carpenters, and Sail-
makers of the Navy will wear on each side of the 
coat collar a large navy button, on the back part of 
a blind button-hole, three inches long, worked 
with black twist. The above-named officers will 
also wear round their caps a band of navy gold 
lace, one inch and a quarter wide. 

SUFFERING IN CAM: BRETON.—The Halifax (N. 
S.) Sun of the 30th ult. contains extracts from a 
letter recently received at Halifax from Sydney, on 
the Island of Cape Breton, giving an account of an 
act of cruelty on the part of the Mining Association, 
which has a legal monopoly of the coal business of 
the Island. The statement is, that several persons 
living in the neighborhood of the Bridgeport mines, 
and being in a state of utter destitution, dug coal 
upon their own lands, and carrieil it to Sydney for 
sale, to obtain the necessaries of life. On being 
discovered by the " hunters " of the Mining Asso­
ciation, the men were arrested and imprisoned on 
a charge of trespassing upon the rights of the Asso­
ciation. The letter also states that the mines at 
Bridgeport were on fire, and had been burning for 
some time, threatening extensive mischief to farms 
which were over where the mines had been 
worked. Two lives had been lost, persons having 
entered the pit, unconscious of the fire, and "been 
suffocated, ft was said, at the date of the letter, 
to be so hot at the mouth of the pit that no one 
could approach it. 

ANOTHER ACT OF PIRACY IN THE PACIFIC.— 
Mr. Burgess, at New York, from San Francisco 
and Valparaiso, gives the N.Y. Herald an account 
of another act of piracy which has taken place in 
the Pacific. The schooner Rosa Sequida, Capt. 
Contreras, left Valparaiso on the 25th of Novem­
ber, with a cargo valued at $40,000, and several 
passenger», for San Francisco, California. The 
vessel stopped at Gallipagos Island, when Edward 
Barton, the mate, an Englishman, the cook, a 
black man, and a Chilian sailor, ran off with the 
vessel, leaving the passengere and rest of the crew 
behind. They remained till the 14th of February, 
two months, when a vessel took them to Guayaquil, 
in a very destitute condition. 

INCREASE OF WAGES AT LOWELL.—We leam 
from the Lowell Courier, that on the first of the 
present month, the wages of the operatives in the 
cotton factories of that city, were raised from 
twenty to twenty-five per cent.—having been re­
stored to what they were »ix months ago.

LOCUSTS AT AUSTIN.—Th® Austin Democrat mentions 
anoflier visitation of locusts or grasshoppers in that region. 
As that paper observes, it will be recollected that during the 
months of October and November last, myriads of insects, 
called grasshoppers, appeared in that part of the country. 
They were at that time seen at a distance of at least one 
hundred miles, east, west, north and sonth of that place. 
The cold weather either destroyed or caused them to iiisap* 
pear m flight. With the return of warm weather, and since 
the opening of spring about a month since, the young of 
this insect have emerged from the ground in still greater 
numbers. 

MILITARY DEPOT.—Capt. Arnold, who is in command 
of the highest military post on the Brazos, has been author, 
ized to select a oiace for a depot, and, as the Telegraph says, 
has cboten Houston for that purpose. Capt. Arnold con­
siders the distance from Gdveston, by way of Honston, t j 
his post, about the same as from Port Lavaca to Austin ; so 
that, by the former route, the distance from Austin to the 
post is so much saved. The road, he says, is perfectly good, 
and a nearly direct line from Houston to the post, with but 
one stream—tlie N H va sotte—to ciocs. Capt. A. thinks the 
Government will find it necessary to establish one or two 
other posts between his present position and Red River, all 
receiving their supplies direct from Houston.

ROAD BETWEEN SAN MARCOS AND FREDERICKSBURO. 

A meeting of the citizens of Hays county was held at the 
town of San Marcos, on the 24th March, for the purpose of 
making some arrangements to open a road between the 
towns of San Marcos and Fredericksburg. 

HEALTH OF GALVESTON.—'The Civilian of the 11th says : 
" Galveston is perfectly free from disease. There is no chol­
era here, and has been nothing like it since the imported 
cases mentioned week before last. But two deaths have oc­
curred during the past week—both in the Hospital. The 
Mexican, Lewis, died of a chronic disease." 

WEATHER.—We understand, says the News of the 14th, 
that our planters on the Brazos have recently been visited 
with very seasonable and refreshing rains. In some places 
the surface of the ground was too dry to obtain a good stand 
of cotton. We hope now there will be no occasion for re­
planting In a subsequent paragraph, the same paper says : 
*'The weather, which, for several days, had been quite 
warm and fine, underwent one of its usually sudden changes 
last night, and to-day we have a Norther cool enough to 
enable the thirsty to dispense with ice." 

THE CANADIAN QUESTION IN ENGLAND.—On 
the 22<1 ult. Mr. Gladstone rose and asked the 
Under Secretary of State for the Colonies the three 
following questions : 

1. Whether any inilniotions have been given to tlie Gov­
ernor-General of Canada a. tu (lie course which he is to pur­
sue, in the event of its being proposed to him by his advisers 
to allow them to introduce into the House of Assembly any 
bill living condensation to any penons known 10 have been 
imnlica'ed in the rebellions of 1837 or 1838, on account of the 
damage sustained by them in tlio-e rebellions, or in the event 
of the passing any such bill through the two Houses of the 
Provincial Legislature ! 

2. Whether, according to the u>age of Canada, if any such 
bill should have passed through both houses of the Legisla­
ture. and shonld have become an act by the Governor-Gene­
ral's assent, without a suspending clause. the money thereby 
authorized to be pan! would lie payrble forthwith, or before 
her Majesty's servants had had an opportunity of advising 
her Majesty with re»pe jt to the allowance or disallowance 
of such act ? 

3. Whether any official in'elligence had been received 
respecting such a bill : and if so. whether the Government 
weie prepared to lay such intelligence before the House ? 

Mr. Hawes, in reply 10 tlie first question, said 
that no instructions whatever had been given to 
Lord Elgin in reference to such a bill, or in con­
templation of any such measure. The Colonial 
Secretary had entire confidence in the discretion 
of the Governor-General. In reply to the second 
question, he observed that all colonial bills, whether 
money bills, or otherwise, having passed through 
formal stages, and received the assent of the Crown 
through its representatives in ihe colonies, came 
into immediate operation, unless they contained a 
suspending clause. To the third question, he replied 
that no dispatches whatsoever had been received 
from Lord Elgin with reference to a measure like 
that alluded to. He had, therefore, no official 
•information on the subject to lay before the House. 
He thought it right to mention that, although no 
official information had been received, Earl Grey 
had received a private letter from Lord Elgin. 
After some farllwr discussion between Mr. Hume, 
Sir G. Grey and Mr. Gladstone, the subject was 
dropped, after having absorbed, while it lasted, the 
attention of a very full House. 

IMPORTANT MOVEMENT IN THE CANADIAN PAR­
LIAMENT.—A telegraphic dispatch to the New York 
Tribune, dated at Montreal, April 9th, says: "A 
most important measure has just been announced 
in the House by the Attorney General. It proposes 
to abolish the seignorial tenure in Canada East. 
This is one of the most imjrortant movements of 
the day.

Kits. Crescent : The Mirror of yesterday afternoon de­

votes a portion of its small editorial space to the relation of 
the arguments of an old courtier, in support of a petition to 
Sir Robert Walpole for the appointment of a friend to an 
office then vacant. The article is intended for the edification 
of the President, who. the Mitror man has the vanity to be­
lieve, reads the Mirror regularly and carefully. "The 
strength of all governments," says this political philosopher, 
" like the foundation of all religions," is rewards and pun-
ishments, and tlie one is as necessary to encourage one's 
friends, and keep them firm, as the other is to intimidate 
one's enemies, and keep them quiet. "But, sir," continues 
he, " you are at present breaking through both these rules, 
by showing the world that your known, and almost avowed 
enemies, may be your enemies with impunity, and enjoy 
the best employments in the kingdom, while your friends 
have nothing to reward them hut the unpopularity which 
always attends serving power, without the profit that should 
be annexed to it."... .There is an intense degree of dissatis­
faction manifold amongst ÜM» " Original Taylor Men. ' ' 
and this is one of the modes of giving it expression. 

The election proceeds vigorosuly, and the prospects grow 
more favorable for the wbigs. It has been found im|>ossible 
to unite the "democracy" upon a single ticket throughout, 
and an obvious advantage is thus necessarily given to 
** whifgery." 

There are three tickets for Judges, and three for members 
of the Common Council in all the wardä except the Second, 
Third, Fifth, Seventh, Thirteenth and Fifteenth. In these 
the barnburners have generally coalesced with the hunkers. 
In tj|e Third the whigs have two tickets for Alderman and 
Assistant, and the split may piove fatal to them, although, 
except the Fifteenth, it is the strongest whig Ward in the 
city. In November last it polled 1713 votes for Taylor and 
Fillmore, 587 for Cass and Butler and 184 for Van Buren and 
Adams, while for Governor the vote was still more largely 
in favor of the whigs. If the poll runs the same this year, 
the whigs can afford two tickets, but of that there is doubt, 
as many little heartburnings attend dissensions of this kind, 
which prompt outright desertion to the enemy. There is a 
feeling among the leading hunkers against Mr. Van Schaick, 
but he will probably get a full vote. Mike Walsh is the 
hunker candidate for Alderman in the Fourteenth. The 
whigs of Brooklyn expect to carry every thing before them. 

In the State Senate yesterday a bill imposing a tax on all 
stock corporations was referred to a select committee to be 
reported complete. The bill authorizing the construction 
of a bridge over Lake Champlain was rejected by a tie vote, 
whiçh was Mihsequently reconsidered, and the bill laid on 
the table, with the understanding that it would not be 
brought forward again during this season. Resolutions 
were offered by Senator Floyd, touching the slavery inter-
ests of the President of the United States, the fact that his 
Cabinet is formed so as to give a preponderance to the slave 
power, and the indications that the opponents to tht exten­
sion of slavery will be removed, (hinc iliac Lachryma .) 
and expressing a deliberate purpose to prevent the formation 
of any civil government in California and New Mexico 
which does not involve the prohibition of slavery. That 
part of the resolutions referring to General Taylor's slaves 
and his Cabinet was laid on the table by a vote of 17 to 9, 
and that relating to the prohibition of slavery in California 
and New AMexico was referred to a select committee. 

In tlie Assembly the bill authorizing the establishment of 
a Quarantine Hospital at Sandy Hook, if the committee 
heretofore appointed approve of a site, was passed. A reso­
lution was adopted authorizing the erection of* a civic arch in 
honor of DeWitt Clinton over the eastern front of the Capitol. 
The arch is to be erected at the expense of, and by the Clin­
ton Monument Association. A resolution was introduced 
to present a gold medal to all the commissioned officers of 
this State in the Array and Navy who had served in the 
Mexican war, and to the representatives of all who had per. 
ished in that war....The Legislature will probably sit a day 
or two beyond the hundred days for which the members 
draw pay, as, although an immense amount of work has 
been done during the session, much yet remains to do. This 
discretion I take to be a good feature in onr Constitution, 
and wish a similar one could be introduced in the rule gov­
erning the short session of our Congress. It would have the 
effect to »bate the excitement usually attending the last 
hours of the session. 

In the Common Council last night a resolution was nnan-
imously adopted appropriating $1900 for procuring portraits 
of Generals Taylor and Soott. to be bung up in the Govern-

to visit Italy before he departs for India, has had a 
Government steamer placed at hii disposal for the 
voyage. 

The Acadia and Britannia, Cunard «teamen, 
have gone to Antwerp to receive their armament, 
apropos to nothing ia particular. Mr. Cunard, the 
agent here, is about to lead to the altar a very beau­
tiful and accomplished young lady, the daughter of 
a New York shipping merchant. 

Four thousand armed Greeks, at Epirus, have 
offered their services to the Roman Republic to 
fight the Austrians. 

Marshal Bugeaud, has been drilling the army of 
the Rhone, at Lyons. They constructed a flying 
bridge over the river in three-quarters of an hour. 

The paupers in Great Britain during the last 
year, amounted in number to nearly two millions. 

Mi-Careme, or MiJ I<ent day, was passed over 
in Paris without notice. 

Gen. Petit, has delivered into the hands of the 
Governor of the Invalides, the following articles 
which belonged to Napoleon : The sword worn by 
him at Austerlitz, his hat, and cordon of the legion 
of honor, and the crown of gold worn by him at 
his coronation. 

Roostan, the father genertl of the Jesuits, is 
about to establish his headquarters in Portugal. 

LETTER FROM CALLAO A correspondent of 
the Newark Eagle on board the U. S. ship Inde­
pendence, at Callao, February 9th, writes : 

We expected tome months since that we should have been 
at home by this time, but it seems u if fate had been against 
us, for we have been disappointed several timet : and when 
last at Valparaiso we ware detained there thirty days instead 
of five. The Minister to Chili thought of returning to the 
United States in this ship, but we sailed withont him. This 
morning the steam mail packet arrived, and it is understood 
that we are not to return for the Minister, but tail for New 
York by the 15th, via Rio. This is good newi for the offi. 
cers, as we are all anxious to return home. 

The Independence is a good ship and sails well. We have 
lost about fifty of our men by desertion, and others would 
run if they had a chance. A Baltimore brig arrived here a 
few days since, and a.1 lier crew have flown. This is the 
case with many of the vessels on the coast. The eold of 
California is enticing them away. While I write this, tlie 
President of Peru ana staff are on board on a visit, and the 
yards are manned. A salute is about to be fired. 

1 ljave just been informed that we are ordered to Y alpa-
raiso, which is renlly bad news, for 1 had hoped to bid a loDg 
adieu to Chili. We have now a passage of tweaty five day» 
before us, and head winds to buffet, and all for the sake of 
a Minister I 

A I.LIANCE OF AFFGHANS AND SIKHS.—The Lon­
don Moming Chronicle, in its summary of the news 
from India, by the advices from Bombay to the 17th 
and Calcutta to the 8th February, has the following 
paragraph : 

Chutter Singh paid a visit to his son's camp soon 
after the action of the 13th, but it seems did not 
long remain there. The Delhi Gazette represents 
him as "incapacitated by personal infirmity from 
taking an active part in the military operations," 
and says that in consequence, he lias " placed him­
self in charge of the civil duties connected with 
the rebellion." Mohammed Akraim Khan, a son of 
Dost Mohammed of Cabool, is reported to have been, 
for a considerable time, in the Sikh camp. There 
have also been rumors of Sliere Singh having been 
joined by large bodies of Affghans ; but although 
we have reason to believe that a considerable num­
ber of troops from Cabool have made their appear­
ance in the hill country beyond the Jhelum, we do 
not think authentic information has been received 
of any portion of them having as yet crossed over 
to the left bank of that river. The next fight with 
the Sikhs will effectually test the willingness of 
their Affghan friends to join and cooperate with 
them. 

ANNEXATION IN INDIA. — A correspondent, 
whom the Bombay Telegraph describes as usually 
well-informed, writes to that paper concerning re-
suits : "This much I know, that annexation has 
positively It en resolved on—that Sir H. Lawrence is 
to be the Lieut. Governor of the Province, and that 
the portion of the Punjaub to be annexed is to be 
from Mooltan to the Bhimber Pass, and frorfi Bhim-
ber Pass, skirting the hills, down to Pot Kangra; 
that Atlock is to be the frontier, with a strong gar­
rison ; and that Peshawur and the country across 
the Indus is to be given to Dost Mahomed. We 
are net to take either the Huzzara country or the 
Bunnoo country, or the valley of the Jhelum, as 
those districts would not pay the expense of hold­
ing them : we are to keep the Salt range, however." 

COMMANDER IHVINF. SIH-BRICK.—The Dela­
ware Republican has the following notice of this 
officer, who lately di>'d at Wilmington: "Com­
mander S. was a native of South Carolina, and 
had been thirty-five years in the navy. During the 
war with England he served titulei Commodore 
Decatur, and was with him in the very severe 
action of the Presidenl with Ihe British squadron. 
He again served with Decatur in the Guerriere 
frigate, and was in the action of the Algerine 
squadron in ISlfi. 

" In 1832, while First Lientenentof the Potomac 
frigale, bearing the Hag of Commodore Downes, 
he commanded the expedition of sailors and 
marines who landed on the Island of Sumatra, 
and after a sharp conflict with the Malays, having 
storm"d and Uiken three forts, took possession of 
the town of Qualla Batoo, and broke up a horde 
of pirates, who had recently murdered the crew and 
captain of an American 9hip. 

" In 1816, Commander S. relumed from a cruise 
in the Gulf of Mexico and on the coast of Brazil, 
with his health much shattered. 

" As an officer he was brave and capable—as a 
man he was upright, honorable and exemplary in all 
the relations of life. A firm faith in Christ, his Re­
deemer, gave the crowning grace to his character."
