Wow York Charter Eleotion. 
The Herald gives some of the incidents of the 

election on the 10th inst. It says : 
" The election was, for the most part, conducted 

in a quiet manner ; there was, however, some ex­
citement in the Sixth and Eighteenth wards. In 
fact, the Sitfth appeared to be made the head­
quarters for rioting around the polls, more especially 
at the 3d district, opposite the Tombs. This poll 
was the principal attraction, and drew a large 
number of spectators to witness the fighting and 
squabbling between the contending parties—the 
Brennanites and the Kellyites. About noon, while 
the rain was pouring down in torrents, the Kelly 
boys seized upon the ticket-box of the Brennan 
party, standing on the side-walk, carried it into 
the centre of the etreet, and broke it into pieces. 
In the melée, many broken heads was the result. 
Shortly after, the Brennan party retaliated, and 
broke up the Kelly-box. This caused a terrible 
fight ; and the boards composing the box were split 
up into (nail pieces and need for weapons in break­
ing each other'« heads. The police interfered, and 
some eight or ten of the ringleaders were taken be­
fore the magistrate and committed. New boxes 
were again placed on the stand, and the election­
eering went on as usual, with an occasional knock 
down and drag out. The other wards were re­
markably quiet. • 
" In the Eighteenth ward, the disturbance was 

among the persons attached to two portions of the 
whig party. The difficulties have been brewing 
ever since the canvass first commenced. There 
were several personal conflicts, but no great dam­
age done. In most of the wards things were con­
ducted in such a manner as to maintain the re­
spectability of all parties. In fact, the weather 
was such as to prevent very large numbers of per­
sons from collecting about the polls. 
" In the Fourth ward, a person is said to have 

gone up to the polls, in one district, and demanded 
to know if all the ballot-boxes were locked. He 
waa informed that they were, but, on making a 
personal examination, he ascertained that two of 
them were guiltless of a bolt or fastening. 
" In the second district of the Second ward, a 

person, mid to be a Blackwell's bland convict, 
was arrested for attempting to cast an illegal vote. 
At night, the head-quarters of the various parties 
were lighted up, and assemblages took place of 
persons who were anxious to hear the announce­
ment of results."

They have 
elected their candidate for Mayor, Caleb S. Wood-
hull, by a majority of at least 4000 ; three Judges of 
the Superior and two of the Marine Court, and 
probably 26 out of 36 members of the Common 
Council. The whole City Government, is, there­
fore, in their hands until the first of January, 1850, 
when the members of the Common Council will 
be superseded by those elected under the new 
Charter, which we are glad to say has been adopted 
by a large majority. Mr. Woodhull, the Mayor 
elect, will hold his office until the 1st of January, 
1851." 

VOTE ON THE NEW CHARTER.—At last accounts 
the vote on the new Charter for the city of New 
York had not been counted. 

Brooklyn Charter Election 
The N. V. Commercial Advertiser says : " The 

Charter election in Brooklyn yesterday resulted 
much the same as that in New York—in the elec­
tion of a whig Mayor and Common Council, and 
probably whig Supervisors and city and police 
Justices. There were four candidates for Mayor-
Edward Copeland, (whig,) George D. Hall, (inde­
pendent whig,) William Ellsworth, (democrat,) and 
Joaeph McMurray, (independent democrat). The 
The result is the election of Mr. Copeland by a 
plurality of about 1600." 

Williamsburg Charter Election.

ADJOURNMENT OF THE PENNSYLVANIA LEGIS­
LATURE,—This body adjourned on the 10th inst. 
Some highly important bills were passed or con­
summated on the 9th and 10th inst. The State in­
terest is hereafter to be paid in specie or its equiva­
lent. Provision was also made for the gradual 
completion of the North Branch Canal, and the in­
clined plane is to be avoided under the direction of 
the canal board. The proviso to the ten hour law 
was also repealed. The bill providing for an 
amendment of the State constitution, making the 
judges elective, also became a law several days 
ago. The homestead exemption bill, exempting 
from execution three hundred dollars' worth of real 
or personal property, passed the House of Represen­
tatives, on the 9th, also, by a large majority. 

Or The New York Legislature adjourned on 
the 11th inst. 

BANKS IN ALABAMA.—The people of Alabama 
seem to be mad on the subject of banks ; thus at a 
Taylor meeting in Dale county, on the 11th inst., 
it was— 
" Resolved, That we are in favor of Joint Stock 

Banks, with undoubted guarantees to the bill-
holder, and no candidate can get our support who 
differs with us upon this subject." 

At a meeting of the same party in Coffee county, 
on the 5th inst., the following was adopted : 
" That we are in favor of a safe and sound sys­

tem of Stock Banks, which we believe can and 
ou/jht to be established by the Legislature of Ala­
bama. And we do hereby pledge ourselves to vote 
lor no candidate for the next Legislature, who does 
not come out openly bnd avowedly in favor of a 
proper Stock Bank, to be chartered at the next 
Legislature." 

MR. WIKOFF.—Mr. Henry Wikoff, (of Fanny 
Elssler celebrity) who has latelv added to his lite­
rary reputation in 'the United States by a graphic 
and spirited sketch of his visit to the prisoner of 
Ham, in 2845, has arrived in Paris, and been recei 
ved with marked distinction by the President of 
the Republic. 

We extract the above, says the N. Y. Evening 
Mirror, from the Boston Transcript, where it ap­
pears among the news from " late English papers." 
Mr. Wikoff has not bçen in Paris since the French 
Revolution, and is now in Philadelphia, we under­
stand, making arrangements for a long residence 
in Europe. 

THE BRITISH MAILS.—The New York Courier 
and Enquirer says, it has been very generally ru­
mored that during the coming summer the British 
mail steamers for that city would not touch at Hali­
fax. We find the following reference to the sub­
ject in the proceedings of the Canadian Assembly 
of 26th March : 
" In answer to an inquiry as to whether it was 

the intention of the m inistry to take any steps with 
the British Government to induce it to continue 
sending the English mails through the British 
Provinces rather than by" way of the United States, 
Mr. Baldwin said he could give.no pledges ; that 
it was expected that the post-office would be shortly 
delivered over to the Provisional authorities, and it 
would then depend on the provisions of the Impe­
rial statute ana the measures which might then be 
passed by the Provincial Legislatures." 

So far as it depends upon the Provinces them­
selves, there can be little doubt that they will favor 
the stoppage of the steamers at Halifax as hitherto. 
The Courier understands moreover, tflat the agent 
of the steamers in New York has no information of 
an intended change. 

From Valparaiso. 
The N. Y. Express is permitted to publish the 

following extract from a letter, written to a highly 
respectable mercantile house of that city, by a 
gentleman who left there in November last for Cal­
ifornia, via Cape Horn : • 

VALPARAISO, February 25, 1849. 
Dear Sirs : Great was my astonishment, on my arrival 

here, on the 14th inst., to find over <1.000,000 worth of sold 
from California on board vessels in the harbor, bound for the 
United States. I have seen 0250,(00 worth in bars*and 
washings, the proceeds of two cargoes, the Undine and the 
Virginia's, sold by Ward & Smith, at San Francisco The 
Virginia retnrned with the gold, and the Undine had sailed 
for Canton: more than 30 cargoes have been seat from this 
port, and 17 ara now shipping l'or San Francisco. I met ray-
son s partner, Mr. W. here, on hi* way home 'vith go d. 
Mr. W. has been over the gold region; it ooenpiet 600 miles, 
aad companies ara at work at the distance of 80 miles from 
each other. This is a beautiful city, amphithoatricaliy built, 
honses low, beoanse of earthquakes, which are continually 
annoying the inhabitant*. An excellent American and 
English society exists h-re, wherein I feel quite at home. 
Moie than 2000 people belonging to thi* port have taken 
passpoits aad gone to California. Tba shore* of the Pacific 
are becoming depopnlated, a* well a* the Polynesian Islands. 
It is difficnt to get place* to sleep i. at Ban Francisco, and 
living it very dear. Mouses are being constructed here to be 
consigned to Ward & Smith for sale. Several have been 
sent aad sold for300 per cent, profit. Lots there which cost 
017 and 038. have been sold at 09000, and houses built upon 
them. Indeed,it is diiticnlt to get a good location at any price, 

YANKEE SPECULATION ON THE ISTHMUS.—A 
letter from Gorgona, dated February 27th, in the 
Journal of Commere, brought by Tom Sullivan, 
(brother to Yankee, and just from the gold mines,) 
gives an account of the following speculation on 
the Isthmus : 
" I wrote you that we arrived at Chagres with 

the rush of steamers and vessels ; perhaps six hun­
dred passengers there together. Those who had 
the most money hurried on. Some paid $150 to he 
taken with their baggage to Gorgona, forty-five 
miles. We tried the.negroes, but they would not 
take us to this place with our baggage for less than 
$40. I found an old canoe, split at each end, gave 
two dollars for her, found a pile of tin cans which 
had been thrown away with spoiled preserved 
meat, sheathed th* leaks of the canoe with them, 
and put in our baggage. Just as we were leaving, 
a couple of men came to us from one of the vessels 
going to California, and offered us four dollars 
each, to work their passage with us to Gorgona. 
We took them in, though they did not understand 
boating well, being farmers from New Hampshire 
—but they paid us eight dollars. On arriving here, 
we sold the canoe for four dollars, having saved 
forty dollars and earned ten." 

THE GOVERNMENT JEWELS—Discharge of the 
Two Jones.es.—The New York Herald of the 10th 
inst. has the following curious statement in regard 
to this subject : 

Some very curious developments are about being 
brought to light respecting that notorious individ­
ual, Jim Webb, and the government jewels. Soon 
after the arrest of Mr. Webb, we predicted that the 
jewels would be recovered, and such we now find 
to be the case. It appears that about a week since 
Webb was taken from the city prison and conveyed) 
to Washington, where an indictment was procured 
against his IWebb's) accomplice, Tom Hand; Webb 
was then released from custody on hit parole d'hon­
neur, in order to finish up a deep laid scheme res­
pecting the possessors of the jewels. To effect this 
object, Mr. Webb returned to this city on Wednes­
day last, and took lodgings at one of our fashion­
able hotels in Broadway, under the assumed name 
of J. Watt». The next day (Thursday), according 

his pledged faith to the Washington authorities, 
and to certain other parties, Mr. Webb caused the 
arrest of the two Joneses, and, in the possession of 
one of them, the remnant of the stolen jewels was 
found, they having been deposited with him by a 
female, since the arrest of Webb and Hand, who 
are in fact the guilty parties. After the recovery 
of the property, and the two Joneses were consigned 
to the Tombs, a sumptuous dinner was prepared at 
the hotel for the successful parties, consisting of 
some of our judicial officers, a few invited guests, 
together with the " lion" of the whole affair, Mr. 
James Webb aluu J, Watts, who tossed off his 
bottle of champagne and cracked his jokes with as 
much nonchalance as the best man in the party, 
believing, of course, that the govern menu would 
have to foot the bill. There is something very 
strange in this whole business ; and how the gov­
ernment have loaned themselves in effecting tili« 
compromise with Mr. Webb, is really unaccount­
able. We learned from good' anthority last even­
ing, that the two Joneses have been liberated from 
custody, and were seen at their store, in Ann street, 
daring jfMtuwjfi

A Jersey Boy in California. 
Mr. William E. Morford, of New Jersey, who 

sailed for California, writes to the SIISRKX Register, 
under date of " San Francisco, Jan. 6, 1849," as 
follows ;****" Upon our arrival at Mon 
terey, we heard of the gold mines, and emblazoned 
as the accounts were, they at once gave me the 
the idea of seekirg my fortune among them. After 
our arrival at San Francisco, most of our men, 
including the cook and steward, ran away from as ; 
the captain then begged the residue to stay by the 
ship until she was discharged, and then he would 
give us clear of double our wages, (to double m;ne 
would be twice 0 is 0—a slim chance). However, 
the remainder left, excepting 1) , the sai'.-maker, 
and myself. After which the captain remarked, 
' as you are an apprentice, I am in duty bound to 
return you to New York,' and refused me my dis­
charge ; whereupon I took French leave for the 
mines. After walking about 300 miles through the 
Spanish Ranchos, I arrived at Sutter's Fort on the 
Sacramento. 1 then proceeded on horseback 
(Capt. Sutter having given me a mustang) te the 
North fork of Rio Americano. 
" I worked about eleven days, averaging §104 

per day—was then taken sick with the fever, and 
had a very severe time of it. I received four visits 
from the nearest doctor, which was 60 miles off, 
and paid him to the tune of $600—$150 per visit— 
leaving me with about $6«) in pocket, after paying 
for my provisions, which are high, in proportion, 
[enclosed is a price current.] 
" I then returned to the Fort on foot, having lost 

my horse. Capt. Sutter ^ave me employment in 
carrying the chain with Lieut. Warner, who was 
surveying a town about the Fort, called New Hel­
vetia. Here, I was very badly * poisoned,' as it is 
called, by the noxious shrubbery with which I came 

I
in contact, and was obliged to relinquish the 
business. 
" After the ship left here, I returned, and found 

one of my most intimate New York friends, for­
merly assistant paying teljSk in the Merchant's 
Bank, Thoe. J. Roach; he came out here as 1st 
Lieutenant of the Volunteers. Through his influ­
ence I obtained a situation as Purser's Clerk on 
board the sloop-of war St. Mary ; about a week 
after which the Purser died, and Capt. Crownin-
shield appointed his nephew Purser, and he took 
his brother as Clerk, thus depriving me of my 
situation. 

" Roach then obtained me another situation with 
Messrs. Cross, Ilobsin <fc Co., extensive merchants 
both here and at Valparaiso, with a salary of $150 
a month and boarded ; board is $20 a week— 
indeed every thing is at an enormous price at pre­
sent. I still remain with them ; but as soon as I 
collect money enough, I shall return home : for I 
can live much better on $30 a month in New York, 
than here for $150. Then there is no society here : 
it is ten times worse than Wisconsin ; with nam-
biers innumerable, and the Spanish gamblers will 
murder you with a good will for your clothes or 
blankets' You may judge the state of society, 
also, by a great part of it being composed of dis­
banded soldiers and ruuaway sailors. 
" I have acquired considerable Spanish, for I can 

assure you when your subsistence depends on your 
speaking that language, you will soon jumble 
together enough to indicate what you want. * * 
I have fouqd that a Spanish girl is the beat (ram-
mar in the world ; and since my arrival in town, I 
hart been—studying grammar. > 

OnR MINISTER IN MEXICO.—A correspondent 
of the New York Herald, writing from Mexico, re­
lates the following : 

I called to-day on Mr. Clifford, the American 
Minister. Ile lives in very good style, in the front 
of a spacious domicil, in the rear of which resides 
Mr. Hargons, the well known Mexican merchant, 
whose business extends throughout all Mexico, and 
who has a branch of his house in New York. Mr. 
Clifford thinks well of the administration of Hsr-
rera. He says it is the best government the Mexi­
cans have ever had yet. In this city it has not a 
stngle près? devoted to its interests. The stories 
about Santa Anna's arrival here Mr. C. does not 
believe. 

Mr. Clifford was just concluding a dispatch to 
our Government, to announce that he had at last 
concluded an arrangement with the Mexican au­
thorities, by which they had agreed to allow over 
half a million pounds of tobacco, imported into the 
country while in the possession of the American 
troops, to be restored to the owners, and to be dis­
posed of free of duty. It bas hitherto been kept in 
possession by the Mexican authorities. Mr. C. 
likewise says that he is in hepes tobe able to in­
duce the Mexicans to admit American cotton upon 
a duty of four cents per pound ; it is now six cents. 

Referring to the gold excitement, Mr. Clifford 
stated that, at a diplomatic dinner he gave on the 
22.1 of February, the Minister of the Interior as­
sured him that he had full faith in all the stories he 
had been told about the discovery of gold in Cali­
fornia, and, indeed, that he doubted not that yet 
more important discoveries would ultimately be 
made.
