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AMERICAN LITERATURE IN ENGLAND.—The 
London correspondent of the Philadelphia North 
American writes : 

" Irontenac," a poem, by Alfred B. Street, has 
crossed the Atlantic, and obtained a place on the 
tables of the critics. It has been favorably no­
ticed in several journals. The Morning Herald 
remarks that the author describes in vivid colors 
the incidents peculiar to Indian warfare, and dis­
plays great power in portraying the characteristics 
of the scenery of the country- " Though his verse 
occasionally wants harmony and sweetness, this 
deficiency is amply compensated by the energy of 
his style ; and, considered as a whole, this poem re­
flects credit on the American literature of the day." 

Hawthorne's " Twice Told Tales," have been 
republished in London by Kent & Richards, in a 
very neat style. The journals speak highly of the 
work. The Morning Herald remarks that these 
tales are of such an interesting nature, and are so 
pleasingly Yecited, that they will bear even " thrice 
telling, or, what perhaps may be a severe test of 
their merit, thrice reading." 

An American production has been republished 
here called " Margant." It is a work that has 
been favorably noticed by the press. The Athe-
rtfrum devotes a long article to It, and calls it a re­
markable book. 

" Buena Vista," and other poems, by G. W. 
Cuttel, of Kentucky, is a work that has crossed the 
Atlantic, and has been highlv praised by several 
journals. The fine poem called " The Song of 
Steam," in this collection, attracted the attention 
of Blackwood, and other magazines, on its first 
appearance in the newspapers of the day. 

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD.—A recent 
number of the Baltimore Patriot gives an account 
of the meeting of the Board of Directors of this 
company. 

The President stated that he was happy to be 
able to announce to the company, that the current 
debt of this road had been paid off with the excep­
tion of some §2,000, which he was withholding 
uutil contracts were complied with. His estimates 
had been sustained, and the Treasurer's exhibit on 
the 1st of April showed a surplus to the credit of 
the company. 

The President stated further, that in accordance 
with the instructions of the Board, he had closed 
the contract with the Mes-r». Baring, Brotl er& 
Co., for £200,000 of the five per cent. Sterling 
Bonds on terms that would meet the approbation df 
the company. 

The President said that his calculation had been, 
that a sale to Messrs. Barings, with the influence 
which they would be able to exercise abroad, 
would bring these bonds to par—and the benefit to 
the company would be more apparent hereafter than 
now. This sale placed the company beyond con­
tingency. The company would get the benefit of 
this arrangement, in any subsequent sale—and the 
general average of the whole $3,i>00,000 would 
ineet the most sanguine expectations of the Board. 

NEW WORK or ART—Tableaux of Gen. Tay­
lor's Life.—The Washington correspondent of the 
Pennsylvanian tells of a new work of art which 
is sail! to be in preparation, and for which he pre­
dicts the greatest popularity. Love of art aside, 
we suppose the office-holders will admire the pic­
tures, and the office-seekers will pronounce them 
" mere daubs 

We have fallen upon strange times. A Presi­
dent is elected ou one pledge, at least—that pledge 
is solemnly reiterated after his election, under the 
most imposing and sacred sanction. His professed 
friends, in the form of office-seekers, as they beset 
aud besiege him night and day, virtually orge him 
to violate his pledges, tarnish his honor, and de­
grade himself forever in the eyes of the country 
and the world. The old man thus far has resisted 
this outside pressure manfully. He clings to honor 
and truth, and repudiates the idea, that his declara­
tions were all humbug to gull the people into bis 
election. We shall soon see who will prevail. 
The General, in his reverence for Washington, is 
said, when hard pressed, to make nightly visits to 
the marble statue of Washington in front of the 
Capitol, and even to Mount Vemon to commune 
with the spirit of the departed patriot on this 
troublesome question ; and that he always returns 
invigorated for another attack from the office-seek­
ers. By the way, a splendid work of art is pre 
paring, which is destined to immense popularity, 
and to fill the coffers of the distinguished artist. 
It is something in form of a succession of beautiful 
and life-like tableaux. 

After a day of much annoyance by hordes of 
office-seekers, and after having just left a late 
meeting of his Cabinet, in which he had Vetoed 
proscription, and thus dosed the weary labors of 
the day, now far extended towards midnight, Gen. 
Taylor is seen reclining upon his sofa asleep. His 
troubled dream has carried him back to the battle­
field of Buena Vista, and there, by one of those 
fanciful combinations of the waking mind in a 
sleeping body, somehow the horde of office-seekers 
become incorporated and identified with the Mexi­
can troops—one while, the letter to Santa Anna is 
seen to loom up before him, in which he " respect­
fully declines the proposition" to surrender—again, 
he imagines himself shouting out "give 'em more 
grape, Capt. Brapg"—again, letter after letter rises 
up, the pledges in glaring capitals ; and again, in 
quiet majesty, rises up the Inaugural Message, the 
pledge repeated in still more flaming capitals. 
These letters and the Inaugural address become 
multiplied into myriads, and are showered down 
upon the opposing' forces, so that at last they are 
driven from the field, and the pie-bald enemy flies. 

It is again midnight. Gen. Taylor is seen wrap­
ped in his eloak, wearing his old white hat, at 
Mount Vernon,at the tombof Washington, whither 
he has fled to escape the hungry crowd that beset 
him, and to consult with the sgjrit of Washington 
as to his course. His countenance is marked with 

an" yet with a sacred awe, as he seeks to 
commune with the spirit of the mighty dead. 
Now is seen rising from the tomb a venerable form, 
and in the distance, surrounding the White House, 
is seen a great multitude of all colors and tribes, 
of all complexions and streaks,with mouths open and 
outstretch*! hands, as if begging and importuning 
with loud voices and strong cries. 
feGen. Taylor is suddenly transferred from the 
Tomb to the portico of the White House, into the 
very midst of the great crowd, and there he at once 
opens a golden censer, which he received at the 
Tomb, and scatters far and wide its incense, which 
is called Patriotism—when, lo and behold ! that 
immense crowd is suddenly dispersed, and seen fly­
ing on the Wings of the wind to their various 
homes iti alt quarters of the Union and are never 
heard of again at Washington. A bright halo now 
encircles his brow, and on it are inscribed* in 
glaring capita)« : 

" The victory of Honor and Truth, greater still 
than that of Boena Vista."

Parson Brownlow on Men at Washington. 

The following extracts from the letters to the 
Jonesborough Whig are characteristic of the Par­
son ; and, though they may give us little idea of 
the matters spoken of, they tell us a good deal 
about the writer of them : 

MAJOR BLISS. — He is a dull, fat-looking, bald-
headed, heavy-built man, about fyrty yearspf age. 
and awkward in his manners. 

JACK HAYS. — The redoubtable Jack Hays, of 
the Texau Rangers, is here, and is an applicant for 
an office in California, and will, it is believed, be 
successful. I was introduced to him last evening. 
He is a small man, spare mad'', sharp nose and 
face, less than thirty years of age, and in appear­
ance harmless and good-natured. He is a native 
of Williamson county, Tennessee. 

REJECTION OF MR. MCGAUGHEY.—There was 
some malice in this rejection, and it was effected 
by a strict party vote. The grounds upon which it 
was set aside, were, that McGaughey is irritable, a 
bitter partisan—was opposed to the war v\ith Mex­
ico—and, withal, is a man of badpersona! appear­
ance. He had acknowledged abdilies, but was 
declared to be ugly, a new test for office ! And il 
is the more ridiculous, when it is understood, that 
there never were, since the foundation of this Go­
vernment, as many ugly, and mean looking men in 
the U. S. Senate, as there are at present! The 
nomination was defeated by three votes only, and 
two of the Dodges, the younger of whom made a 
speech ; and his father, a Senator, is more homely 
than the man rejected.

CLAY.—Mr. Clay's return to the Senate next 
winter, is looked to with pleasure by his numerous 
friends.

Its mem­
bers are younger, more numerous, less talented, less 
respectable, and I fear they will be less inclined to 
look up to him with that deference- and respect 
which he formerly commanded. And if he were, 
honestly to oppose any new measure of the new Ad­
ministration, to what motives and impulses would 
the act be attributed ? Let the Tray, Blanche and 
Sweetheart bellowers oflocpfocoism, and of progres­
sive whiggery, answer ! 

ROMANCE IN REAL LIFE.—A Dark Transaction. 
For some mcnlhs past a couple of free colored men 
have been paying their addresses to r. yellow gal, 
whose name our informant has forgotten, until 
about three weeks ago, when one of the aforesaid 
darkies offered his heart and hand to the blushing 
colored belle, who—notwithstanding she loved the 
other dearer than life—as the poet says—felt it her 
duty under existing circumstances to accept the 
offer of marriage. Consequently, the usual pre­
liminaries were settled, and the parties united in 
the bonds of wedlock, in Jeflfersonville, where they 
resided. The rejected suitor on hearing of the mar­
riage, became indignant, and swore vengeance on 
the darkey who had thus robbed him of his heart's 
idol.

CAPT. SUTTER'S ACCOUNT OF THE GOLD DIS­
COVERY.—The following account of the original 
gold discovery of California, which took place on 
Capt. Sutter's land, is from an authentic work by 
Dr. J. T. Brooks, an Englishman, who passed some 
months in the gold region : 

I was sitting one afternoon, said tlie Captain, 
just afier my siesta, engaged, by the by, in writing 
a letter to a relation of mine at Lucerne, when I 
was interrupted by Mr. Marshal!—a genileman 
with whom I had frequent business transactions— 
bursting hurriedly into the room. From the unu­
sual agitation in his manner, 1 imagined that some­
thing serious had occurred, and as we involuntarily 
do in this part of the world, I at once glanced to 
see if my rifle vas in its proper place. You should 
know thai the mere appearance of Mr. Marshall at 
that moment in the Fort was quite enough tn sur­
prise me, as he had but two days before left the 
place to make some alterations in a mill for sawing 
pine planks which he had just run up for me, some 
miles higher up the Americanos. When-he had 
recovered himself' a little, he told me that, how­
ever great my surprise might be at his unexpected 
reappearance, it would be much greater when I 
heard the intelligence he had come to bring me. 
" Intelligence," he added, " which if properly pro­
fited by, would put us both in possession of un­
heard-of wealth—millions and millions of dollars, 
in fact." I frankly own, when I heard this, that I 
thought something had touched Marshall's brain, 
when suddenly all my misgivings were" put art end 
to by his flinging on the table a handful of scales 
of pure virgin gold. I was fairly thunderstruck, 
and asked him to explain whatall this meant, whe<i 
he went on to say that, according to my instruction, 
he had thrown the mill-wheel out of gear, toletthe 
whole body of the water in the dam find a passage 
through the tail-race, which was previously too 
narrow to allow the water to run off in sufficient 
quantity, whereby the wheel was prevented from 
efficiently performing its work. By this alteration 
the narrow channel was considerably-enlarged, 
and a mass of sand and gravel carried off by the 
force cf the current. 

Early in the morning after this took place, he 
(Mr. Marshall) was walking along the left bank of 
the stream, when he perceived something which he 
at first took for a piece of opal—a clear transparent 
stone, very common here—glistening on one of the 
spots laid bare by the crumbling away of the bank. 
He paid no attention to this: but while he was giv­
ing directions to the workmen, having observed 
several similar glittering fragments, his curiosity 
was so far excited, that he stooped dow n and picked 
one of them up. Do you know, said Mr. Marshall 
to me, I positively debated within myself two or 
three times, whether I should take the trouble to 
bend my back to pick up one of the pieces, and had 
decided on not doing so, when, further on, another 
glittering morsel caught my eye—the largest of the 
pieces now before you. I condescended to pick it 
up, and to my astonishment found that it was a 
thin scale of what appear» to be pure gold. He 
then gathered some twenty or thirty similar pieces, 
which, on examination, convinced him that his 
suppositions were right. His first impression was, 
that this gold had been lost or buried there by some 
Indian tiibe—perhaps some of those mysterious in­
habitants of the West, of whom we have no ac­
count, but who dwelt on this continent centuries 
ago, and tflfilt those cities and temples, tlie ruins of 
which are scattered about these solitary wilds. 
On proceeding however, to examine the neighbor­
ing soil, he discovered that it was more or less au­
riferous. This at 6nce decided him. He mounted 
n'S horse, and rode down to me as fast as it ivonTd 
carry aim with the news.

Tuscaloosa seems indeed to have don«, BO. and has 
now a large cotton.factory, paper-mill. iron works, etc., in 
successful opera1 ton. The occasion of these remarks ,eems 
to bave been a turning out of the citizens of Tuscaloosa in 
compliment to the builders, at the launch of the first and 
only steamboat ever built there, on her appearance at their 
wharf. x. 

Southern Enterprise and Resources. 
I We moot cordially recommend a careful reading 

of the following article, from a journal published 
in Tuscaloosa, Ala., entitled "The Flag of the 
Union," to our southern subscribers. It contains 
a world of sound doctrine.] 

LAUNCH OF THE NEW STEAMER Louts.»,.—The 
steamboat " Louisa " «a« launched on Fri lny last, 
and was floated to our w harf. A large concourse 
of citizens were in vvaiiingto see the nove1 Mcta-
de of a boat, built in our midst, brought i er the 
falls. Preparations itad been made to re ve her 
enterprising owners wilh a hearty welcor e ; and 
when the boat moored alongside the whan', Mr. 
David Woodruff addressed those on bcu ! as 
follows:— 
" Captain Cummings, officers, and owners of the 

steamboat 'Louisa Hopkins'—1 am directed, in 
behalf of the citizens of Tuscaloosa, upon this in­
teresting occasion, of. your first appearance at their 
wharf, to bid you a hearty welcome, to congratulate 
you upon this* christening of your first born—to 
extend to you the rieht hand of fellowship ; to bid 
yon, in th^ir name, ' God speed.' 1 am also authori­
sed to say, lift you have their undivided good 
wishes for your complete success in this laudable 
enterprise ; an enterprise which may, for aught we 
know, bs pregnant with consequences towards the 
permament prosperity of our beloved city; to say 
the least, it will dissipate the idea, that we are 
obliged to go two or three thousand miles, and 
spend oor money an.ong strangers, to build steam­
boats; and reminds lis, that we have mechanics 
among ourselves, as deserving of patronage as is 
the stranger; who, in turn, give their earnings 
back to us. I am not as familiar with the history 
of this commendable enterprise as some others ; 
but, if I am not misinformed, this boat is emphati­
cally a domestic manufacture : if you please, of 
'Tuscaloosa' manufacture. Its material, both 
wood and iron, I believe, are the product of this 
county; and what is the wonder, if it is ? Who 
does not know that this county abounds with iron 
ore, w ith beds of stone-coal sufficient to supply the 
world ; and with the best of building materials 
generally ? 

I said, this enterprise, small as it may seem, 
might be pregnant with consequences towards the 
future prosperity of this city; i trust that it may, 
not only in dispelling the idea that we are depend­
ent upon strangers for our steamboats, but for a 
thousand other articles of Ameiican manufaciure. 
The people of the South and West have, hereto­
fore, given citizens abroad too much cause to be­
lieve that they have neither the abiiiiy, energy, nor 
enterprise to do any thing but make coiton and corn. 

I trust, gendemen, that the time is not distant, 
when we shall oppose or adopt, as the case may be, 
the " tariff policy " of the North, with more potent 
weapons than tlie pen or the tongue, to wit, with 
their own weapons, the spindle and the loom, the 
hammer and the axe of the ariisan. You, Mr. 
Caplain, officers and owners of this boat, have set 
a noble example to our more wealthy citizens, of 
what enterprise, unaided, as I understand, by ex­
tensive means, may accomplish, when it is deter­
mined, energetic and persevering. Gentlemen, per­
mit me to mm for a moment from ths object which 
is the immediate cause of our congratulations, and 
say a word which concerns more immediately the 
citizens of this town and county. The time and 
the occasion «eein opportune. On account of the 
lateness of the hour, however, I can only hint at 
what I should be glad to dwell upon. The removal 
of the seat of government from us had caused, in 
the minds of some, feelings of despondency, per-
haps of heart-burning towards those who have 
been instrumentai ill consummating that measure. 
I would take this occasion, if I might be permitted, 
to admonish our citizens not to entertain feelings of 
hostility towards our eastern brethren on account 
of their agency in this matter; but to extend to 
them the same feelings of kindness we have ever 
entertained, and to believe that they have only 
done w hat we should probabl# have been anxious 
to do, under like circumstances. Such a feeling is 
not incompatible with the opinion we all entertain, 
that the public good will not be promoted by the 
removal of the seat of government now. If we 
are wise, and act with the spirit which becomes 
men, we may turn this removal to good account. 
Suppose that we should follow the example of these 
young boatmen, and turn our attention from the 
manufacture of laws to the manufacture of •soine-
thing which enters into the daily consumption of 
our families, and winch would give employment 
and support to the poor who occupy these hills on 
our borders. Suppose we consent to give them the 
money for spinning aud weaving our bags of cotton, 
that we are now giving to laborers three thousand 
miles off; they will not only thank us for doing so, 
but will pay the money back to us in turn. 

What sort of policy is this we have been pursu­
ing all our lives f Orieof our citizens,for instance, 
makes !$5!XK> worth of cotton, sends it 300t) miles 
away, pays for transportation two ways, besides 
other expenses, has it manufactured into fabrics, 
worth,perhaps, $50,000, and we buy it back. In 
the name of common sense, can we not so manage 
this thing, that the 8-15.0ÜÖ paid for the labor in 
manufacturing the article can be reserved to our 
own citizens, and saved to the county Î But here 
we are met w ith the ' knock-down' argument, as 
old as time—' We have no money, or not enough to 
enable us to establish factories ' Is this true It 
is not many days'since I heard a conversât; n be­
tween a man from the country and one ol <_ ir citi­
zens. lo this eff cl : 
" You complain of hard times, and the scarcity 

of money," said the former—" where do you live ?" 
" In Blount county, in this state," replied the 

countryman. 
" Have you not one of the healthiest climates in 

the world V' 
" Yes." 
" Excellent water power V' \ 
"Yes." % t 
" Why don't you go to manufacturing cotton V' 
" The old reply—We haven't got the money." 
" Can't you sjtart twenty men in your county who 

can raise $500 eaclrt" 
Oh yes, we can start thirty or forty who can 

do that." 
" Well,suppose you go home and call your twenty 

or forty men together, as the case may be, and put 
your five hundred dollars each together, and go to 
manufacturing cotton, and say no more about it." 

After reflecting a moment he replied, lo use his 
own very emphatic, though it must be confessed, 
not very classical language, 
" I'll be d—d if I don't." 

.Let the citizens of this town and county come to 
the same determination, and we can raise $100,000 
o> $150,000 without any difficulty. The sum in­
vested in a manufacturing establishment would be 
worth to us half a dozen state-houses. 

The question is often asked, How: is it that Mas­
sachusetts, with her ruggeil soil an.I inauspicious 
climate, can grow rich, while we, w ith the advan­
tage of rich soil and mild climate, remain sta'ion-
ary ? The answer, to every refl-cting mind, must 
be obvious—there are in that Slate two or three 
little towns, including Lowell, which liave ma­
chiner)' at work, projielled by waier and steam, 
which performs more labor than all the hand-; in 
South A'abima. Massachu-etrs calls t e elements 
into her service—steam, water, ro< ks, ice, and the j 
winds, are all made trdMitary to iier wealih, while 1 
we are content to use nothing but ths. plough and I 
the h'te. 

Although I appear on t^ws occasion at only a rat-
meurs notice, and necessarily throw out my re- ' 
raarM in a disjointetf manner, were it not for the 
lateness of the hour, Ithould be glad to say much 
more upon this subject. 

i must add, however, that tlie eld hackneyed i 
«fing, uttered p^hapa by oowelve» «a often as by ' 

others, that the people of the South have not tlie 
energy nor the means to carry on manufactories, is 
all a mistake. When once fairly directed in the 
pursuit of an object, the people of the South have 
as much energy as any people in the world. Let 
htm who doubts it visit our plantations and witness 
the hum of industry which is there exhibited ; let 
him listen to the sound of horns in every direction, 
calling all hands to the field at " dav-hreak," and 
all his preconceived notions about Southern slug­
gishness will soon vanish. 

There may be this difference between the people 
of the North and the people of the South—the for­
mer, from the necessity of the case, a necessity im­
peded upon them by the nature of their soil and 
climate, may be more inventive than the people of 
the £outh. This is the only difference that I have 
been able to discover. Place the Southern man in 
the same position, impose upon him the same ne­
cessity, and the distinctive credit we have, been in 
the habit of giving the Northern men will all van­
ish. Away, then, with the idea that we can do 
nothing but mi-.ke cotton and corn, because we 
have not thus far chosen to do so. We have the 
energy and the means,which, if resolutely called into 
exercise, will enable lis to accomplish any object.
