The accounts by the Euvropa, which were tele-
graphed to us last Friday, inform us of the defeat,
the abdication, and the exile of Charles Albert.
The of Sardinia has been ferred to the
hands of his son, Victor Emmanuel, and a peace
has been made betwaen the new soversign and the
Austrian General, Radetzsky. Until we are aware
of this peace, it would be idle to speculate on the
motives that led 1o its negotiation ; but in the mean-
while, we may observe that the mere fact of a

having been made under the circumstances,
the weakness of Austria, and a conscious-
mesaon the part of the Radetzsky that it would be
hazardous to push the campaign farther. What
hindered the Imperial General from marching to
Turin and entering the capital of his prostrate
enemy ! Mercy to the vanquished ! Pity for the
conquered !
