Balloon Ascension—Exciting Scene. 
We repaired to Congo Square yesterday afternoon, to wit 

ness the ascension.of Mou3. Victor Verdalle. The weather 
was propitious and the assemblage very large. To a stranger 
the crowd presented more attraction than the exhibition of 
the daring aeronaut. Where but in our lively citj of New 
O. leans could such a collection of sexes, colors and condi 
lions be found ? What a novel sight to one not familiar 
with the mysteries of the Crescent City? Whites, quar. 
teraons, mula'toes, griffes, negroes—Americans, Frenchmen, 
Creoles, Germans, Spaniards—all mixed up in one gay 
moving mass. Costumes of every shape and hue—com 
plexions from snowy white to sooty ! It was, indeed, a ?cen< 
that portrayed the lights and shadows of life in New Or. 
leans. A Northerner would have fancied that he was tread­
ing the boulevards of Paris, by hearing the combination of 
•trange sounds that greeted his ear, and seeing around him 
moustaches and French faces innumerable. The airy, 
rainbow co'ored dresse» of the Creole girls, wiih their dark 
flashing eyes and beautiful faces, lent a charm to the spec­
tacle and light and grace to the assemblage. The balconies 
of the surio mding houses were crowded with fair lookers, 
on; while the Square was dotted with every variety of th« 
&o!ter *ex. from the tomping brunette to the .-taid madame— 
lair, fat and forty. 

Who could have told the spring fashions for April by 
viewing thespring styles exhibited ? No need for Godey 
Graham w th such exquisite ta-te as was there shown. E«ch 
one seemed to hav > set up a standard for herself, p oducing 
a curious and sprightly variety, and according with the 
cii nate of the " Sunny Sooth." Head dresses partook of 
the same spirit. The da» h ng Madras handkerchief towered 
above the curly heads ot the daughters of Ham ; while the 
simple 'kerchief of white, or more costly veil, was cirelessly 
thrown over the glossy ringlets of the grisette. Rounets of 
crape and straw partly hid fac< s too coy to woo the giare of 
day. or features that rouge or pearl-powder could not entirely 
save from the destroying eff cts of time. But to describe ihe 
costume of a "gathering" in the First Municipality is 
possib'e. We pass on to the ascension. 

Amidst the cheers of the multitude and the sound of 
music the balloon arose with Mona. Verdalle " standing 
wuh his head totheearth and his feet to the sk sustained 
b*T a slight platform of wood suspende J to the atrial machine 
When at an elevation of some two hundred feet, he veiy 
gracefully reversed his position and roke in beautiful style 
over the Squire. The wind boie the balloon in a no.therly 
direction,and thedaring navigator descended in about* wenty 
minutes without acc ^eni to terxji firma. We believe this 
gentleman is the inventor of this singular way of rising in 
•he world ; and the segar whi h he puffed with such sang 
froid as he ascended, head down, showed that he had a foil 
understanding of the matter. We observed that his fair 
étants, who so industriously carried around the plate, raised 
the wind as successfully as Möns. Verdalle did his balloon. 

SAD ACCIDENT —A lad named William A. Seixas (the 
son of a widow lady we are told) about 13 years of age, was 
run over yesterday on the railroad in Nayades street, just be­
low the ho se station, and instantly killed, the car passing 
just over his breast. He was said to be a finepromidng boy, 
and his death in such a manner must be a sad bereavement 
10 his friends and relatives. 

FXTENSIVE CONFLAGRATION.'—About half-past 7o'clock 
last evening a fire broke out in the store No. 87 Old Levee, 
next door to the corner of Toulouse street We hastened to 
the spot immediately, and fjund so rapid had been the pro-
grpss of the flame-, that the two adjoining buddings were 
already enveloped in t^e devouring element. The building 
in wh»ch the fire originated was closed at the time, and it is 
supposed, therefore, to have been fired by an incendiary. In 
a short lime the coffee-house on the corner of Toulouse st., 
and No. 86. occupied bv Mr. Bnrseno as a grocery, were 
alino«t completely destroyed, and the fiâmes soon spread to 
No 8i. occupied as a clothing store by Mr Dandulfo. The 
nuper stories of this budding were comp e'ely consumed, bu 
ihe lower portious were not so much injured. Of Nos. S6 
and 87 nothing is left but the walls, while not much more 
remains of the roffee-hou^e of Mr. Santa Marina. All these 
buildings are the property of Mr. Philip Avegno, who esti-
mates hi» loss, at $25,000 io $30,000. The loss on the stock 
contained in the stores we have no means of ascertaining 
at present, but presume the tota loss wi'l not fall much shoit 
of $50,000. On the buildings there was no insurance. 

THE MI'RDBR OF WEBER..—Corporal Lodwick Simon, 
private John Doran, and George Ann b roi se. were on Satur­
day examined by Recover r>euzeneau. on the charge of 
having murdered John Weber in the Crescent Garden Ball­
room, on the night of Easttr Sunday. The testimony was 
of such a character as entirely to exculpate Doran and 
Simon. Ab nt an hou» before the unfo tunate occurrence, 
both men were at the Barracks, where they went to bed. 
and which pl-ce they were not seen to leave during the 
ni ht. nor could have left it without passing a sentinel or 
climbing a wall fifteen or twenty feet high. Thede.eased 
himself, who could »peak some time aft«r receiving the 
wound which caused his death, did not know who stabbed 
him. Simon and Doran were both oischarged, but Am-
broise was retained in custody. 

STEALING A HORSE.—4  And furious every charger 
neighed to join the dreadful rev-lry.1*—Samuel Hoffman 
did not exactly ne'gh furiously, but m he wanted to join a 
revelry himself, he thought he might as weU make a charger 
payexpen es, so he took a horse anil tried to *ell him at 
auction. So at least he is charged with doing bv Victor An-
dry, who claims to own the horse of which Hoffman wanted 
to make a raise. Hoffman was ariested on Saturday by the 
Third Municipality oolice. 

FIRST DISTRICT COURT.—On Saturday Judge McHenry 
sentenced Jordan Fret well, for two acts of swindling, one 
year in the penitentiary at hard labor for each act ; William 
Purcell and Mary Irqueland, f«T larceny, one year each in 
the parish prison ; Thomas Greenwood, for larceny, one year 
in the penitentiary ; Thomas McAuley. for attempting to 
pick a pocket, six months in the rarit-h prison. 

RECEIVING STOLEN Goons.—Three men. Charles Mul-
holland, Dani°l Walls, and Peter Jones, were on Saturday 
examined by Recorder Baldwin on the charge of receiving 
stolen property The goods stolen consisted of cotton, which 
a number of boys, who were previously arrested, had been 
in the habit of stealing at various times. The parties were 
all sent before the First District Court. 

BREAC « OF TRUST —Some days ago Mr. Joseph H Ash-
bridge, a merchant in Camu street, entrusted to Bernard 
Caraher, to haul on drav 1790, a box marked A. E. C„ con­
taining about 100 dozen Madras handkerchiefs, valued at
