Mr. Bens haw. of the Commitieenn Streets aud Landing*, 
submitted resolution», authorizing :he surveyor to advertise 
for sixty days, in ihiscitv and in Cincinnati, for pioposals to 
furnish oue hund ed cast ug* bridge tops; also. 'O advertise 
during twenty days for pr^^als lo furnish planks and tim­
ber for repairing the steamboat and shipping wharves: also, 
to advertise during ninety days for pro.»osais to iurnish 
2U.000 square yards of grnnite blocks — The Surveyor was 
authorized to fill in the fiaiboat basin at the foot of No're 
Damestreet. . .The committee reported in favor of giving the 
contract for paving Benjamin, Estelle and Thalia streets, 
between Tcboupnoulas Bnd Apollo streets, to J. M. For«ay, 
at the price of $180 per square yard, the contractor to keep 
the same in repair during the next two year* free of cost. A 
resolution to that effect was adopted — Mr. Renshaw, on 
behalf of the committee, ih*n submitted a voluminous re­
port on the subject .»f supplying the city with more water. 
The plan recommended by the committee was submitted to 
the Council on the 10th of December, 1844. The plan when 
carried out will furnish a supply of water flowing through 
the streets at all seasons of the year, highly beneficial in a 
sanitary point of view, and also in regard to the rate« of in­
surance, which will be materially diminished thereby. The 
report states that the great objection heretofore interposed to 
the carrying out of the p!an, was the great amount of the 
municipal debt, which having been nonsiderabiy diminished 
during the last two years, has done away with this objection.
