GÜNTOWDER AND GREEK FIRE—M. Renaud 
has lately discovered an Arabian manuscript of 
the thirteenth century, which proves that composi­
tion* identical with gunpowder in all but the gran­
ulations were, and had been for a long time pre­
viously, in the possession of the Arabs ; and that 
there is every probability they had obtained them 
from the Chinese, in the ninth century. Many ef 
these were called " Greek Fire and comparing 
the account of Join vil le, of the wars on the Nile in 
the time of St. Louis, with the Arabic rechtes, 
there can be little doubt that we are in possession 
of what was then termed " Greek Fire." Mr. 
Grove, F. R. S., who has investigated the subject 
experimentally as well as historically, concludes 
that the main element of Greek Fire, as contradis­
tinguished from other inllammable substances, w as 
nitre, or a salt contaii IHR much oxygen ; that 
Greek Fire and gunpowder were, substantially the 
aame thing : and that the development of the in­
vention had been very slow and gradual, and had 
taken place long antecedent to the date of 
Schwartz, the monk of Cologne, A. D. 1320, to 
whom the invention of gunpowder is generally 
attributed, thus adding to the innumerable cases, 
in which discoveries commonly attributed to acci­
dent and to a single mind are found upon investi­
gation to have been progressive, and the results of 
the continually improving knowledge of successive 
generations. 

SHAKE BITES AND IODINE.—Dr. Whitmire (in 
the N. West and Surg. Journal for January) recom­
mends the tincture of iodine as a cure for the bites 
of venomous reptiles in man and beast, which he 
«tys he has used with success in the bites of rattle­
snakes, copper-heads, etc. It puts an end to the 
•welling and pain in from twelve to sixteen hours. 
He paints the bitten part over the whole swelling 
with three or four coats of the tincture twice a day, 
renewing the application when the swelling ex­
tends, which it ofien does at the first application, 
if made when the wound is fresh.
