The [»tut week h»* been rather» dull one for bu*ine« gen 
erally, though in 4 Jot ton it will br i»erceived that the trans 
action« have »gam been pretty large, and attended liy a 
further simili improvement in price*. Tobacco has con tinned 
in request at fell rate*, and Corn, owing to its scarcity is 
rather higher. Floor, Provisions, Sugar, Mola&se*. etc., 
have been duil. 

The next news l orn Europe will be received by the steam­
ship Cambria, now about due at Horton, and may reach us 
to-day by Telegraph. 

COTTON.—In our la*t weekly review we noticed heavy 
sales of Cotton, and mentioned also that a slight improve­
ment had taken place in prices. The accounts by the Europa 
being deemed favorable, more especially in a political point 
of view, and the reports of serious injury to the growing 
Cotton by frosts being fully confirmed, the inquiry continued 
brisk, and the sales of Saturday, Monday and Tuesday em 
braced 28,000 bales, in most cases at a further advance of ,Yc, 
on nearly all grades. There was also a good demand on 
Wednesday, bnt the stock on sale being much reduced, the 
burines» of that and the following day was not. over 112.500 
bales ; still, however, at very full rates. Yesterday, the 
weather iieing unfavorable, and parties disposed to await the 
Cambria's news, now nearly due by Telegraph, only al>out 
1500 bales were disposed of, making a total of 43,000 bales 
for the week, taken chiefly for Great Britain, France and 
the Continent. We find it necessary again to raise our quo­
tations, which are now }a(q)%c. higher than ten days ago. 
In the receipts at all the ports there is now an increase of 
429,619 bales, as compared with last year's to same date, 
while here there is a decrease of 41,913 bales.

The English on the Mosquito Coast. 

The N. Y. Courier and Enquirer contains a short 
history of the efforts made by England to get a 
footing un the Mosquito Coast. The remarks of 
the Enquirer were elicited by an article in the 
Cronira. a Spanish paper published in New Vorl 

The apparent attempt of the English to eain a foot-hol 
l the Mosquito Coast, has of late excited a good deal of 

attention, and has been generally regarded as a matter of 
decided importance to this country. The appointment of 
Don Francisco Cabello by the government ol Nicaragua a> 
envoy extraordinary to London, has called the attention of 
the editor of the Cronica, an able and intelligent Spanish 
newspaper published in this city, to the subject : and be 
urges that all the American Governments should uni'.e MI 
protesting againt the proceedings of Great Britain, to obtain 
a footing on that part of the Lthrnus. He traces the origin 
of the English relations there to the periods, when some of 
their officers formed an alliance with the freebooters or 
rates of Honduras, during the old wars with Spain, and 

s of peace, for the protection of their contraband trade 
in Central America. The claim and dominion of S| 

all those coasts were so indisputable, that they were 
acknowled in the tieaties of peace formed between the C 
ernments of the l'eninsu!a and that of Great Britair 

hieb it was agreed, tliit British subjects should retire I 
the Coast of the old Captain Genfralship of Guatema'a 

ho had settled there clandestinely, to smuggle and cm 
timber. In the treaty concluded at Versailles, 17P3, and she 
Convention of London m 1786, it was stipulated, th, 
British subjects should evacuate the Mosquito country, ar 
the adjacent continent and islands, without exception, and 
might establish themselves to out timber in the territory com­
prehended between the rivers Valoy and Hondo now known 
as Belize in Honduras. Even in this concession the Sove­
reignty of the territory was reserved to Spain; and this is the 
ouly right which can be claimed in the case by England 

our day, however, cetain English subjects in Jamaica 
Belize have brought forward a pretended genealogy of 

the Kings of Mos'iuito ; and in 1838-^ invested that fictitious 
dynasty with a nominal sovereignty, in order to give an ap­
pearance of legality to various deeds of cession and sale of 
territories in favor of certain merchants of Jamaica. Samuel 
Shepherd, Peter Shepherd, Stanislaus Thomas Kaly, John 
Sebastian Renwiok, Matthew Henry Wilcox, and other 
merchants, at the conclusion of a feast given by them to 
Charles Frederick and his eon Robert Charles Frederick,, 
father of the present King of Mosquito, and after satisfying 
the fondness of the Indians for rum and beer, made them 
consent to sales and donations, iu which they conferred on 
the said individuals the full sovereignty of the whole or 
nearly the whole Kingdom of Mo*<iuito. Col. McDonald 
superintendent of Belize, was const iuted^eat amentary e^ 
tor of King Charles Fiederiek. 

But, when these arrangements had been completed, it was 
found that one of the company of proprietors was a subject 
id' Prussia.and he placed obstacles in the way of the intended 
transfer of the territory to the power of Gieat Britain, 
McDonald therefore procured from the Mosquito King, on 
tbe23d of May, 1841, at Cape Gracias a Dioi. his signature 
to a decree annulling, in part, the albiesaid sales and dona 
tions ; and Mr. VValker procured a continuation of this do 
cree by another of the {»resent King, George'William. _ 
daring null and void the sales and cessions of his father and 
grand lather, liecause, as he says, " both were intoxicated 
when they signed the said conveyances." 

The republic of New Grenada is one of the States most 
i in mid iately interested in opposing the designs of Great 
Britain in the Mosquito territory.#Her boundary line has 
never been settled in that direction. In 1810 the Viceroy of 
Santa Fo exercised his authority up to Cape Gracias a Dios. 
under royal orders from Spain. In the treaty of 1826. be­
tween New Grenada and Guatemala, the territory between 
Chagres river aud that ('ape is left common to bo>h those 
States, until the boundary shall be settled by mutual agree­
ment. New Grenada appears to think it inexpedient, to fix 
her boundary line north of the river Culeboas : but «he is de­
cidedly opposed to admitting the claim of Great Britain to 
the Mosquito territory ; anil Gen.llerran, present MID 
Plenipotentiary at Washington, is abundantly qualified, by 
his superior intelligence, experience, and ability, to lake an 
active part in this interesting and important question. 

LATER FROM LA PLATA .— By the arrival at 
"New York of the Westphalia, Capt. Wessel, from 
Buenos Ayres, in 59 days, files of the (laretn Mer-
nuntilln Jan. 31, have l>een received. Nearly all 
the pa|>ers are taken np with the message« of K<.-sas 
anil his Ministers, and oilier Legislalive docu 
menls. There is no local news of any irn|>ortanoe 
from the Argenlirie Republic. The French war 
steamer Cocyte had not arrived. Ail extract from 
a journal of the Banda Oriental is published, in 
which the humanity of President Oribe is coin 
mended on account of his having set at liberty a 
number of youiiR men who had been taken prison­
ers in some of the lale [lolitical conflict*, and were 
destined lo be senl into the interior under the com­
mand of the dreaded Rivera. 

LATER FROM HAÏTI .—The New York Courier 
and inquirer says that it was currently reported at 
Port-au-Prince, on the 1st of April, that President 
Solouque, was driving the insurrectionary Domini­
cans before him, and would probably terminate the 
war in about two weeks. In the skirmishes that 
had heretofore taken place, great loss had been sus­
tained by the adverse party. 

CONSTITUTIONAL REFCBM IN DELAWARE.— 
The Wilmington Blue Hen'# Chicken urge» npew 
the people of Delaware the folïHMion of a Union 
Convention ticket for the next election. Numerou» 
reform« are recommended : among the foremost ara 
Emanci|iation, and the election of all public wr-
vants by the people—governor, IT.
