It appeared that the door-k«* i 
and his family had been ill of cho eia. wh'ch prevented h 
opening the i^oors. Mr. Duncan's resolution pashetl. 

A petition from Mr. Stickney, signed by many nam s 
persons rebiding near Congo Srpta»e. requesting perm ssion 
to establish there a eircu» for ti»e term of fifteen day» A 
resolution was presented by Mr. Wiltz granting the petition, 
on condition that $10 per day should be paid, and all rub­
bish left removed. Mr. Duncan opposed ihe resolution, 
which was finally passed by 8 yeas lo 5 nays. 

Mr. Duncan, from the committee to which had been re-
fnrred the claim of Messrs. Magnet Weiss, publishers of ihe 
Bee, for $500 extra compensation for printing, reported un­
favorably to the claim of the petitioners. I he report, was 
rejected, and the resolution giantmg compensation adopt.«!. 

The Council lhen adjourned. 

From Texas. 
The steamship Fanny arrived yesterday, bringing 

papers from Corpus Christi of the 21st and from 
Galveston of the 27th. 

INDIAN RUMORS.—The Corpus Christi Star, of 
the 21st, says : " Wl.cn Capt. Jack Eve ritt left here 
for the Kio Grande,'some time since, he took with 
him a wagon, belonging lo Col. Kinney, filled with 
goods. This wagon, on its return, was to bring 
out a Mexican family from Mier t«» this place, the 
head of which, Gonzales, accompanied fhem. A 
pirly of niustangtrs, who arrived here a l«vv «lays 
sintre, report rtial tfie whole party, including the 
driver, have been murdered l»y the Indians, the 
mules stolen and the wagon broken to pieces. The 
driver, whose name was Welch, was a tempi-rate, 
industrious man, and the mules were a very valu­
able team. One old Mexican, who left with the 
wagon, is said to lyive escaped during the fight, and 
returned to Mier. We trnst. this rumor is incorrect, 
but from the late reports of ti»e presence of large 
botlies of Indians or» the Rio Grantle, we fear the 
worst. A «lay or two, however, will relieve us 
from suspense. The same men who brought the 
above news also state that another body of Indians 
entered the town of Rio Grande City (Clay Davis's) 
and stole therefrom all the horses belonging to the 
artillery companies stationed at that place. .Some 
Mexicans went in pursuit, and succeeded in recov­
ering a part of the horses. The Indians «re said 
to be heade«l by the notorious Roque, a Mexican 
who was taken prisoner by the Camanches when 
a boy and remained with them upwards of twenty 
years. So great was the terror occasioned by the 
presence of these Indians upon the Rio Grande, 
that the different parties of mustangers were about 
to unite at a given point for protection." 

THE EL PASO ROUTE.—The same paper pub­
lishes a letter from Col. Snively to Col. Kinney on 
the subject of a wagon-road from Corpus Christi to 
E\ Tas«» «lel Norte. Col. Snively is well known as 
a surveyor of experience and ability, and his state­
ments may be relied on as strictly accurate. We 
give the letter of Col. Snively : 

CORPCS CHRISTI, April 18, 1849. 
CoL. H. IJ. KINNKY—Sir Cn the 5th day of March last 

I le* t I his pla«e m company with Caul. Allen and his party, 
who designed going to California. My object in accompa 
nying this party was solely for the purpose of marking out a 
road for wagons from this place to El Paso. Our route was 
up the rit'b' bank of ihe Nuece« river. The country is level. 
Hud aftei examining it clo^elv I found that n good wagon 
road could be had, mar the Nueces, to the San Fernando 
roul. and from thence to the head spring of the I.as Moras. 
At this place Capt. Allen and his party came to the conclu­
sion to take Mexico iu their route, which earned m*» 'o 
return—I ha\ini; but seven men with me, and, believing it to 
lie iinpru'dent to take the Camino Real with less than twenty 
well aimed frontiermen. 

My opinion, and from statements winch I can re'y on, i«. 
that a good practicable route for wagons can be had to El 
l'a»o, with abundance of water, from this point. 

The Camino Real n a large road made by the Ca/nanchet 
from the bead waters of Las Moras near to El raso; and 
fr«un all accounts it is a practicable wagon road. ,

up the Kio Grande, «tailed Eagle Paws. These 
ire,ops were under the command of ( 'apt. Hurbank, 
and were accompanied by Capt. Hryant and Lieut. 
Michler of the Topographical Engineers... .Coi. 
Hardee, with two companies of the 2d Dragoons, 
arrived at San Antonio, on the 2d ult., from Rio 
Grande City, via Laredo. He lost some eighteen or 
twenty of his command un the road by cholera. 

THE FROST IN TIIE EASTEKN COUNTIES.—The 
Galveston patters are filled with accounts ol the re­
cent frost. The News of the 26th ult,, says : "A 
gentleman just from Brazoria and adjoining coun­
ties, informs us that the cotton and corn, wherever 
iu fields adjoining the prairies, have been but 
slightly injured by the late frost. Also, when 
planted immediateiv on the banks of the Brazt,?, 
these crops have uiitered but partially. In the for­
mer case, the fro«t was probably prevented by ex­
posure to the wind, and in the latter, by the fog 
arising from the river. But wherever fields are 
surrounded by the timber, both tli**cotton and the 
corn art* entirely «!* -troyed, and the ground has to 
be replanted. The can* i*1 buknl.ghlly injured. The 
eff_.fi of tbe frost will, however, probably' lie to 
make the cane some two or three weeks later."

DEATH OF FIELD MARSHAL op SIR G. NU-
GENT.—On Sunday night Field Marshal General 
Sir George Nugent, Bart., K C.B.. expired at hia 
residence. Wesihorpe House,Mittle Marlow, at the 
advanced age of ninety-two. He was the oldest 
general officer in the armv. Sir George enter­
ed the. service on the 5th of July, 1773, which 
is ihe date of his ensign commission. He served 
throughout the first American war, having gone 
out when a lieutenant, and was employed in the 
expedition up Hudson River, for the relief of Gen. 
Burgoyne's army; was present at. the capture of 
Forts Montgomery and Clinton, by assault, and 
performed various other services. He returned 
in 1783 a lieutenant-colonel. In March, 1793, 
."Mr George accompanied the brigade of guards 
to the Continent, was present at the siege of Valen­
ciennes, anil fought, in the actions of St. Amond 
and I.incelles: On the army going into winter 
ijiiarleM he returned home and raised a regiment of 
loot—the 85th. In 1791 he became coldheland ac-
companied his regiment lo Walcheren, where h» 
held the local rank of Brigadier-General, and ill 
< li tolier joined the army of the Duke of York, hav­
ing obtained the command of a brigade of ihe line, 
cantoned near the Tiel, on the Wall. During the 
whole of the Irish rebellion, Major-General Nugent 
commanded the northern district of Ireland, in 
1803, he obtained the rank of Lieutenant-Generai, 
and in 180C the colonelcy of the 6ih regiment, 
which he retained to his death. Having trans­
ferred his services to India, he was appointed in 
1811, Cominander-in-Chief of the forces there, 
which distinguished post he occupied till 1813, 
when he was succeeded by the Marquis of Hast­
ings, and from which he retired with the rank of 
General. In June, 1816, Sir George Nugent be-
itame one of the nine Field-Marshals of England. 
Since 1796, he has been Captain or Keeper of St. 
Mawe's Castle.—Ijmdon Dmli/ News. 

LONDON MILK.—Milk in London is not quite 
what it is iu the country; the chalk-pit and the 
puinp have sometimes more to do with it than the 
cow. The number of cows kept for the purpose of 
supplying the inhabitants OR London and its envi­
rons with milk, remarks Youatt, is about 12,000. 
The quant i ty of milk yielded hv al l  these cows ,  at9 
quarts (ter day amounts to 39,420,000 quarts, or 27 
quarts of genuine milk for each individual. The 
retail dealers usually sell the milk for 4d. per quart, 
after the cream is separated Iroin it, and then obtain 
3-. [ter quart for the cream ; beside this a great deal 
ot water is mixed with the skiismed milk, so that 
we far underrate the price when we calculate that 
lite genuine milk st-fl* at 6d. per quart, which makes 
ihe money expended on milk in the British metrop­
olis amount to X"983,500, or nearly a million of 
pounds per annum. IF we again divide the.X985,500 
by 12,000, the number of cows, we shall have the 
strange and almost incredible, sum of £82 as the 
money produced by the milk of each cow.
