From the St. Louis Keveille. 
THINGS IS INDEPENDENCE. 

Movement! of the Croud—Swapping. Gambling—Tur­
ner fr Allen, S-e.. S-c. 

INDEPENDENCE, April 23d. 1849. 
Messrs. Keemle <$- Field. You have doubtless re­

ceived many accounts of the appearance of Inde-
pence, the price of mules, statistics of the number 
of emigrants, etc., etc., and you may by this time 
have begun to consider the Missouri-river-Califor­
nia excitement a decided bore; nevertheless,I can­
not resist the inclination to send vou an additional 
chapter, the last you will receive, probably, previ­
ous to the departure of the trains. 

fcI am perfectly satisfied that no political, social, 
national, religious or scientific revolution or catas­
trophe, could have brought about the changes which 
the discovery of gold on the Pacific has wrought in 
the appearance of this town and its environs. The 
quiet little village of former days has suddenly been 
transformed into a fair, or more properly a tremen­
dous camp-meeting, and its inhabitants are as a 
mere drop of water in the new and immense popu­
lation. From earlv dawn until night, every road 
(and more |>articufarly that leading from Wayne 
City) is crowded with emigrants, on foot, mule 
back, or in wagons, who resort to the town to while 
away the time, or to make purchases. You may 
stand on a roau only a few moments, and see ad­
venturous representatives of every State in the 
Union._ They lose no time, either, in bettering 
their circumstances, for the principal part of the 
day, whether at their camp in the woods, or at a 
friend's house in town, is passed in endeavoring to 
swap their mules or equipments for others which 
tli#y happen to fancy better. A person cannot ride 
fifty yards through the street without being accosted 
with an " I say, m'ster, don't-you want to sell that 
mule ? Or maybe you prefer swapping for a splen­
did yoke of oxen ?" The "Noland" and "Indepen 
dence" houses (as also every other house in the 
town where boarding and accommodations may be 
had) are as full as eggs, and almost every hour in 
the day landlords are compelled to refuse applicants 
for admission. 

You may imagine that where such a large num­
ber of adventurers are gathered, and doing nothing, 
theri* must be a great deal of scicntific specula­
tion—or in other words, gambling going on. What­
ever " hells " there are in the city, indeed, are 
crowded from morning until night with emigrants 
and professional sportsmen. Roulette, mont«, and 
faro appear to be the favorite games, although 
many others, some of which I had never seen be­
fore, serve to lighten the hour (and the pockets) of 
the emigrants. The bankers all appear to be well 
off. I have frequently seen them pay out for an 
hour at a time, and still have large piles at hand 
to draw upon. In the long run they never lose. 

The evils of gambling I have seen forcibly ex­
emplified in several cases. The other evening, for 
instance, two light-hearted Califomians strolled 
into a gambling saloon, merely to pass away the 
time as lookefrs-on. They had watched the play 
at a faro table for nearly half an hour, w hen one of 
them ventured a dollar. Two hours after, he had 
lost his money, mule, tent and baggage, and was 
endeavoring to borrow sufficient money among his 
friends to take him back home. 

As a general thing, the emigrants have first rate 
teams, and very complete equipments. Some, 
however, are provided with only indifferent ani­
mals, which, in all probability, will give out be­
fore they have fairly entered upon the joumey. I 
have seen a great number of wagons belonging to 
" Turner's Pioneer Train." They are thought 
here just the sort of thing for an expeditious jour­
ney to California. There are a great number of 
Santa Fc wagons also about the town, belonging 
to traders who have just arrived. 

I do not know the precise time that the trains 
will start out, but suppose that the first companies 
will be under way about the first of May. Messrs. 
Turner <fc Allen propose to l>e the first on the 
plains, although, in truth, I have not seen a single 
company who had not made up their minds to lie 
the ./""si. By tho 10th of May, I suppose, very 
nearly all will have left tnis —s 
dence will resume, its quiet appearance. 

Foreign Itengs br the Europa. 
There was no public dinner in London on St. 

Patrick's day. The troubles in Ireland may have 
been the cause. 

Alexis, a mesmerist in Paris, is obtaining some 
notoriety by remarkable predictions. He prophe­
sied that a great battle would be fought in India on 
the 3d of March, in which the English troops would 
be victorious ; and foretells a conspiracy which w ill 
be set on foot against Sir Charles Napier. 

They have never been able to ascertain the exact 
amount which the beggars of England obtain in 
alms, but it has been set dow n at $7,500,000. 

A young woman has been tried in Bridgewater, 
England, for destroying her mother, by setting fire 
to her, in order to get the whole of a small income. 
The jury, after having been locked up for eighteen 
hours, could not agree, and were discharged. 

At Bath there is an excess of females over males 
of 9000; and yet, in Australia, wives are in such 
demaud that young men put off in boats to obtain 
them when a vessel arrives. 

Viscount Hardinge, in a speech at a dinner to 
Sir Charles Napier, said that he left a force of 
51,000 men and 124 field guns in India, arid that, 
with the addition of the Bombay divisions, it would 
amount to 60,000 men and 250 pieces of artillery— 
which, he declared, was a greater airny than was 
ever before collected in India. 

A fellow led hi« wife and child—the former with 
a baiter round her neck—through the streets of 
Worcester, England, and sold her to her uncle for 
sixpence—and in this enlightened age, too ! 

The Carlist Ciberella, Il Pimentera, who was 
routed and taken in the Toledo mountains, has been 
tried by a court martial at Burgos, sentenced, 
shrived, and shot—all within six hours. Quickp 
work. 

The Chinese have not the least idea of abolish­
ing capital punishment. No fewer than 146 indi­
viduals have had their heads cut off in Canton in 
the course of a fortnight. They can spare more of 
such celestials. 

Rush, tried and convicted for murder in England, 
made a speech nineteen hours long to the jury. 
This beats many of our Congressional speakers, 
many of which, like Rush's, are made to Bun­
combe. There is no escape for him. 

Tile murderers of Count Latour, the Austrian 
Minister of War, who was butchered in Vienna, 
are shortly to be executed. Five of the parlicep 
criminis have already been convicted. They are 
named Wougler, larkowitale, Kohl, Fischer, and 
Branbach. There is a remarkable story attached 
to the family of Branbach. His mother, who is 
still living at an advanced age, disguised herself 
and served as a soldier under Napoleon, and re­
ceived from the Emperor a cross of honor for her 
valor. This woman had twelve sons, eleven of 
whom were slain in battle, while the twelfth is to 
die the death of a criminal. 

TAXATION IN ST. LOUIS.—The following com 
rminication to the St. Louis Republican astonishes 
us. If the statements are true, the people of St. 
Louis " pay dear for their whistle" of a govern­
ment. In addition to the taxes mentioned, it must 
be remembered that they help to maintain the Fed­
eral Government : # 

In th« National Intelligencer of the 22d March, 1849, in 
an article headed " Views on men and things in England," 
by an American, dated 2d February, 1849, is the following 
statement : " What do yon think of a man with an income 
of £400. paying every year £80 in rates and taxfs?"

Condensed Decisions—NKW ORLEANS. April30, 1849. 

A corporation has not the power to enact a By-Law, 
whereby the shares of defaulting stockholders are to be 
forfeited, unless such power Ifas been expressly granted 
in the Charter ; bnt where, in the absence of such power 
in the Charter, a corporation enacts such a By-Law 
and the stockholders assent thereto and acqu iesce therein, 
it then becomes a question not of corporate power but 
of contract, and the By-Law becomes the law between 
the stockholders, whose stock will be forfeited in case of 
non-compliance with the By-Law.

LEANS ... .Appeal from the Fourth District Court 
oj New Orleans... .SLIDELL, J... .Plaintiffs were 
subscribers for 60 shares of $100 in the slock of the 
Architect Company, and had paid four instalments. 
In 1834, being unable to meet a call of two-tenths, 
they applied to the Board of Directors for indul­
gence and were allowed further time. At its ex­
piration they failed again to pay ; and after a con­
siderable interval, they stili remaiuirig in default, 
their stock was declared to be forfeited at a genecal 
meeting of the stockholders. The Company after­
wards went into liquidation, and were enabled to 
realise their capital and a small excess of about 6 
per cent., but the stockholders were virtually large 
losers by the loss of interest upon their investment 
for many years. 

Plaintiffs were excluded from a participation in 
the distribution of the assets and brought this ac­
tion. They allege no tender of the unpaid instal­
ments at any time since the declaration of the for­
feiture. Defendants pleaded tiie forfeiture, insisted 
upon its legality, and prayed that if the declaration 
of forfeiture be considered illegal, it might be judi­
cially pronounced and judgment be rendered in 
their favor. 

The charter of the Company contained no grant 
of power to forfeit the shares of defaulting stock­
holders, and the Court said it might be conceded 
that a corporation would not have the power to 
enact a By-Law to that cflèct unless such power 
was expressly granted in the charterj Long Island 
R. R. Co. 19 Wendell 37 ; but that the question 
presented was one of contract and not of corporate 
power under the charter. The Company, after its 
organization, had passed a By-Law purporting 
that any stockholder who should fail to pay his 
instalments, when called in, should forfeit, for the 
benefit of the Company, any instalments previously 
paid. This By-Law is printed on the certificates 
on which this suit is brought, and the Court held 
that the acceptance of the certificates in this form 
was a tacit acquiescence in and submission to the 
By-Law, and it became the law between the 
plaintiffs and their fellow-stockholders. When 
plaintiffs addressed their letter to the Board, ask­
ing indulgence, they expressly acknowledged the 
right of the corporation to forfeit the stock, and 
appealed only to the liberality of the Directors. 
The judgment below was leversed and judgment 
rendered for defendants, with costs in both Courts. 

Where an agent sell» ;oo<!s for his principal and ncglecU to 
act with doe caution and prudeuoe, and does not use all 
due diligence to collect the price f rom the purchaser, the 
ajent will be liable for the amonnt for which the goods 
were told. 

MONTGOMERY & RYAN VS. WOODS <FE SIMMONS. 
Appeal from the Fourth District Court of New 
Orleans... .ROST, J... .Action to recover from de­
fendants, who were commission merchant«, the 
proceeds of the sale of certain goods sold by them 
for plaintiff's account. Defendants sold the goods 
for cash in the usual course of trade, to Bernard 
Donlin, who was alleged to be in fair credit at the 
time, but who afterwards absconded without pay-
in» for the goods. The case turned upon the point 
whether defendants had acted with due caution 
and prudence, and after the sale had used all due 
diligence to collect the price from Donlin. The 
former clerk of defendants called on Donlin several 
times for payment, but Donlin put him off and 
stated he was rather short of funds. Six weeks 
äfter Donlin absconded. Per cirriaiftj 
defendant's clerk) was such as should have put 
them upon inquiry as to his circumstances. Had 
they made diligent inquiry, they would have ascer­
tained that beiore he absconded two of the sheriffs 
of New Orleans had write against him and were 
executing them, and by prompt action they might 
have recovered the goods or secured the price. 
They suffered several weeks to elapse without 
making any attempt to secure the claim, when 
they should have known and must have suspected 
that Donlin was in failing circumstances, and they 
have adduced no evidence to prove that any such 
attempt on their part would have been fruitless. 
Judgment below reversed and judgment rendered 
in favor of plaintiffs against L. D. C. Woods (who 
alone was cited) for $317 50, with legal interest 
from May 23d, 1846, and costs in both Courts. 

Illegitimate children may prove their natural maternal de­
scent, and the acknowledgment of their mother by any 
legal evidence Where a white woman, at her decease 
left no legitimate descendant*, and constituted by last 
will her natural child, wkom she had acknowledged, 
her universal legatee : held, that it was not compoteut 
for the father and sister of the deceased to introduce evi­
dence to prove lhat the legatee was the adulterous bas­
tard child of the testatrix on the side of his father. 

SUCCESSION OF MARIE ADELINE JOBERT. ... 
MARTIN JOBERT AND ANNE C. JOBKKT VS. AR­
MAND I'ITOT, TESTAMENTARY EXECUTOR Ap­
peal from the Fifth District Court of New Orleans.. 
ROST, J... .Action by the father and the sister of 
Mario Adeline Jobert, deceased, one as forced heir 
and the other as heir at law, to set asirfe her will on 
the ground that the universal legatee therein named 
is the adulterous bastard child of the testatrix on 
the side of his father, and as such incapable of tak­
ing, by will, any thing more than alimony arid such 
a sum as may be necessary to instruct him in a 
profession or trade. There was judgment below in 
favor of defendant and plaintiffs appealed. 

The first point decided was one of evidence. It 
was held that the lower Court properly allowed de­
fendant, after iie had introduced in evidence the 
certificates of the birth and baptism of the instituted 
heir, representing him to be the son of the testatrix 
and of a father unknown, to prove, by a witness, 
that the testatrix was present at the baptismal cer­
emony ; that she presented the child to the Priest, 
declared herself to be the mother of and held it 
in lier arms during the ceremony. Per curiam: 
The acknowledgment of an illegitimate child, 
which the law requires to be executed before a 
notary, in presence of two witnesses, when it has 
not been made in the ads of birth or baptism, is 
that of the father. Illegitimate children may prove 
their natural maternal descent, and the acknowl­
edgment of their mother by any legal evidence. 
C. C. 221, 230. 

It was also held that the Court below properly re­
acted evidence, offered by plaintiffs, to prove that 
Wie instituted heir is the adulterous bastard child of 
deceased, 2 Toullier, No. 966, the mother having 
acknowledged the illegitimste child and the father 
being unknown. The cases of Jung».«. Doriocourt, 
4 L. R. 175 and Robinet vs. Vendun's vendees, 14 
L. R. 542, were held to be materially different from 
the present controversy. There the legatees were 
children of color, and the plaintiffs claimed as heirs 
of the father, a white man. The testatrix, Jobert, 
having left no legitimate descendants, it was ad­
judged that her natural child could acquire from her 
by donation mortis causa the whole amount of her 
succession. The act of last will was in due form. 
C. C. 1471. Judgment affirmed with costs. 

The title to a promissory note may be transferred by an as­
signment in writing, in a separate instrument Art. 
3347 C. C. is directory to the notary, and, where his 
paraph has been omitted, the mortgagee may prove the 
mortgage aliunde. 

WM. JONES VS. B. C. ELLIOTT. .. .Appeal from 
the Third Judicial District Court, Parish of Jef­
ferson. .. .SLIDELL, J... .In this case it was held 
tl^at the transfer of the title to a promissory note is ' 
not restricted to the form of an endorsement mere­
ly ; that a note may be assigned by an independent 
instrument ; and that there is no objection under 
our system of jurisprudence to the assignee suing 
in his own name. Sturges vs. Harrison, 2 L. R. 192.

GOLD.—[Query and answer from the N.Y. Sun­
day Times.]—" Will a great influx of gold from 
California reduce the value of th« ore ?

We 
know not to what cause to attribute a change in 
the value of gold; but it has varied at different 
periods. For example—in England, in 1344, the 
pound of gold of Troy weight only coined to the 
value of about $70; in 1465 to $120; in 1519 to 
$170; in 1560 to $180; in 1660 to $182; in 1666 to 
$220; and in 1717 to $233, which is about the 
presjnt value. The valueof the gold,notthecoin, 
will regulate the exchange.
