THE NEW CHIEF OF POLICE.—We perceive that a change 
in the head of the police department produces upon a small 
scale effects similar to those caused by a change in a Na­
tional or State Administration. Capt. Forno, since his very 
recent election to the office of Captain of the Watch, seem» 
to have emulated the example of those in more dignified 
stations, by applying the principle of rotation in office to 
those beneath him. Several employées of the police were 
yesterday dismissed, and the rest were in much trepidation 
and excitement for fear their turn should come next. This 
may be all right, and we have not the slightest disposition 
to constitute ourselves the champions of the police; but in 
the act of the Council dismissing Capt. Winter, to make 
room for another who can iu no respect boast any advantage 
over him. there may be something more to condemn. W hat-
ever may be the ability and capacity of Capt. Forno ia other 
walks of life, whatever may be his virtues as a gentleman 
and a citizen, he can assuredly not lay claim to any of that 
practical experience, so eminently necessaiy to qualify one 
for the responsible station to which he has been called. 

CONVICTED.—W. J. Sherman was yesterday tried before 
the Fi'st D.strict Court, and convicted of picking a man's 
pocket at the fire on the Levee. Sherman had no lawyer, 
and when asked by the Court what he had to say, replied 
ihathe was innocent of the charge preferred against him. 
The only witness against him was a watchman, who. he 
?aid, had a grudge against him. Some time before the fire 
the watchman had demanded of him what was the nature 
ot his occupation. He replied, " it isnoneof vour business." 
To this the watchman said, 44 damn you, I 'II be even with 
yon." Some time after, being a spectator at the fire, he 
was seized by the same man, and accused of picking the 
pocket of the man next him, who, h'mself, denied the truth 
of the charge. " And now," said Sherman, " this man is 
the only witness against me." The jury did not set much 
value on the story. 

LARCENY,—A day or two ago an interesting individual, 
named John F. Cosworth, went on an expedition of obser­
vation to discover what he could find of advantage to him­
self. In the course of his peregrinations he entered the house 
ot Mrs. Anna Hines. on the corner of Julia and Circus 
streets, and while there app or>riated the purse of Mrs. II.

Before Mr. Cosworth had time 
lo avail himself of the advantages of his increased wealth by 
going on a spree, he was nabbed by the police. Yesterday 
he was examined by Recorder Baldwin aud sent before the 
First District Court to answer the charge of larceny. 

STEALING SÜGAR.—TWO lads named John Finnegan and 
Joseph Kellis were sent to the workhouse yesterday by Re 
corder Génois for stealing sugar on the levee. Cases of thi s 

• kind are becoming very frequent in the city. In the Second 
Municipality the offenders are generally sent to the House of 
Refuge, where at lea^t they are free from the contaminating 
iniluencesof older criminals. When persons of a tender 
age are seni to a prison or workhouse filled with the most de-
praved and debased of human kind, whatever chance they 
might be for reformation at their entrance, is sure to be lo&t 
before their exit. They are then tnrned loose upon |society 
villains only wanting experience to make them equal their 
older associates in vice. It is time that such a course for 
juvenile offenders should be given up, and some me;hod 
more iu consonance with reason and humanity, adopted in 
its place. 

A FKUIT.—We learn that a desperate fight occurred last 
evening on the corner of Marais and Bienville streets, be­
tween a woman who occupies the house on the corner, and 
two men. one of whom is named Tom Hail. The woman 
fought with perfect desperation, and being armed with a 
knlie. seemed »o get the better of her opponent«.

LUNACY.—A case of absorbing intereit hu been 

lately tried at Philadelphia, which resulted, w we 
have already stated, in a verdict of flO,000 against 
a number of highly respectable Quakers for having 
caused an individual, by the name of Morris 
Henchman, lo be placed in an asylum as a lunatic, 
and his property taken out of his hands. The X. 
V. Sunday Times says that this was the opinion of 
the defendants to a certain extent there can be no 
doubt, and testimony was adduced showing grounds 
for that opinion; but Re are convinced that not 
only should there be evidence of insanity to au­
thorize imprisonment in an asylum, but it should 
be shown to tie a dangerous lunacy, threatening tha 
lives or safety of a family. For partial insanity, or 
strange acts and suspicious opinions, no violence 
ot this kind should ever be resorted to. AU man­
kind are partially insane on some given point— 
some favorite topic or project ; yet such insanity 
or monomania affords no grounds to resort to tha 
wallR of an asylum, and it never should be done 
only as an alternative. 

rl ENNKSSKE STATE CAPITOL.—In the course of 
some editorial remarks upon Public Edifices, in a 
recent number of the Nashville Banner, we find 
the following description of the State Capitol of 
Tennessee, now in the course of erection : 

Before we proceed to say anything respecting 
ancient structures, we will briefly mention the pro­
portions of the new State Capitol. It is the largest 
in the Confederacy, and larger than the famous 
Girard Gollege at Philadelphia, being 240 feet in 
depth by 133 inîfront. The whole number of col­
umns will be 28, forty-two feet each in height, it 
has four porticos, to be sustained by eight columns, 
on each side of the two fronts, and six on each of 
the two flanks. These will be four feet six inches 
in diameter, of ihe Grecian Ionic order, after the 
style of the Temple of Erectheus at Athens. The 
height of the building will be 80 feet. All is to be 
constructed of stone, or iron, inside as well as out­
side, no wood being used in its finish even, and 
unlike any other building of the kind in the United 
States, the interior is to be of dressed stone. The 
basement story will be used for the accommodation 
of the Governor, Secretary of Slate, Treasurer, 
Comptroller, and other officers of the State Gov­
ernment, this being 20 feet in height, whilst tha 
principal story, 13 feet in height, vvi|l be devoted to 
the uses of the Senate, House of Representatives, 
Library, Supreme and District Courts.
