FRANCK. 
the Legitimists are said to be in high spirits. 

I hey count upon returning 1!;>0 pure Royalists to 
the new Chamber, and are meditating an appeal to 
the natisn to decide, by Universal suffrage, whether 
the old monarchy shall be restored. The partisans 
of the Regency,of whom M. Thiers is said to lie 
the chief, are in the meantime not idle ; and they 
profess to lielieve that they will have a majority in 
the new Chainl)er. It is expected that M Guizot 
will be returned for the department of Calvados. 

M. Duchon, the editor of Mr. Prondhon's jour­
nal, Le Peuple, and M. Louis Menair. were tried 
on Saturday, for having published a libel in a series 
of feuilletons, entitled " Prologue of a Revolution." 
They were convicted, and Mr. Duchon was sen­
tenced to three years', and 31. Louis Menair to fif­
teen months' imprisonment. They were further 
sentenced to pay jointly and severally a line of 
10,000f. Jl is announced that M. Proudhon has 
decidedly fled from the conscoueuce of bis condem­
nation. It is presumed that he is gone to Loudon. 

In the National Assembly, on Thursday, the 
President announced the death of three merabeis 
ol the Assembly, viz : the Abbé Fayet, Bishop of 
Orleans, and MM. Ballon and Coulmarm, the last 
named having been in his place only the day Isjfore. 
It appears that there were early in the present 
week 58 members of the National Assembly con­
fined to their apartments hy serious indisposition. 
The cause is assigned to the unhealthy exhalations 
which prevail in the Chamber,ai d from thediffi 
cully in ventilating the building. The Bishop of 
Orleans did not die of cholera, but of atrophy, from 
which he had been stitlèring for a long t:me previ­
ous. M. Rai lot t hail also been in delicate health. 
M. Dosne, father-in-law of M. Thiers, died on 
Friday morning. He was in his fiyili year. The 
tolnl number of cases of cholera in hospitals in 
Par.'s, rejKirted .to Wednesday, is 1006, of which 
there are 565 dead. It is remarkable that of this 
total number of cases 419 have occurred atone 
hospital, the Salpétrière. 

AUSTRIA. 
A letter to the Loudon Times dated at Vienna on 

the 7th ult. says : 
News has arrived that the Austrian troops which 

hail taken refuge in Wallachia were ordered by the 
Turkish authorities to be disarmed. Our ministry 
is furious on this account, and has ordered the Am-
bassador at Constantinople to demand his passjiorts. 

The Magyars have made a movement against 
Pesth.aiid all public moneys have been transferred 
to Ofen. Kossuth has invited the Hungarian de­
puties to meet in Parliament at Pesth on the 15ih 
of April.. 

The imperial army has lost, since the commence­
ment of the Hungarian campagn, one-third of its 
number, by death in bailies ami in the. hospitals. 

It is rumored ju>t now that Prince Wimlischgratz 
has been beaien near Pcstb, and that all the Hun­
garians have entered the town. 

Another letter to the same paper says that the 
33d army bulletin was published on the 8th at 
Vienna. It throws no light on the issue of the 
grand battle expected on the 6th. It only states 
that Major General Bas tin, of the corps of the Ban, 
had on the Ith a warm engagement with the in­
surgents near Japio Bicke,and taken twelve cannon, 
of w hich four were carried oil and eight abandoned, 
for want of means to carry them away. 

The bulletin goes on to state that on the 5th 
Prince Windischgratz, who had his headquarters 
at Apod, had attacked the enemy at Ilatvan, but 
that the attack reduced itself to a mere caxalry 
engagement, which cost the Magyars 60 dead, 40 
wounded, and 32 prisoners. It would appear from 
this bulletin that the strength of the insurgents oil 
the whole line was very great. 

It is further stated that on the 4th Marshal Schliok 
had had an engagement with the insurgents, and 
beaten them back from Hatvan to Gyongyos. On 
the 6th the Austrian army was to assume the de­
fensive all along the line of operations. 

At PesthjOn the 5th, several carls full of wounded 
came in. The Croats accompanying these poor 
men said that the engagement which lip.il occurred 
nearTzeghed had been an unlucky one. 

The bombardment of Comoro continued on the 
6th inst. In his proclamation of the 3d inst., Gen. 
Simonich declares that there is no reason to hope 
for a capitulation. 

A n alfiiir at Losoncz is reported thus : A division 
of Lilians and an Italian battalion entered Losoncz 
on the 28th ult., dead heat with fatigue. No sooner 
had they betaken themselves to rest than a body of 
insurgents, who, in full understanding with the 
inhabitants, were ambushed in the reformed church, 
and provided with cannon, burst from their con­
cealment, and falling upon the Imperialists, killed 
and captured the greater part of them. 

Rt'SSU AND T V II K E V . 
The London Globe tell u- that the intelligence 

of Bern's victory at Cronstadt excited the general 
expectation that he would lake ihe direct road to 
Bucharest, excite the Wallachians against their 
oppressors, and the O-mauli. who are quite ready 
for it, to take up arms against Russia. He is 
standing at the Rubicon, and if he crosses it, he 
«ill fling a brand whose flames will extend to ihe 
Caspian Seas. 

The Garrison of Galaez has already left for Bu-
harest, and 6000 Russians, w ith 32 pieces of artil­

lery, have crossed Foksham for Wallachia. Bern 
wrote to Gen. Luders he hoped that they should 
at their passover cakes together at Bucharest. 

The relation of Austria to the Porte is very preca­
rious, in conseijuence of the position taken by Rus­
sia in regard to both governments. The breach is 
as good as made—the Porte has recalled its ambas­
sadors from Vienna, and the Imperial Internuncio, 
Count Stunner, has responded to it by quitting 
Constantinople. The Porte is said to be possessed 
of information that an alliance exists between Aus­
tria and Russia, whercl'i/the 11 istenre oj Türkei/is 
sacrificed fur Russian aid. The Turkish govern­
ment has s#ht a note to tlio Austrian government 
in Belgrade, stating that the Porte alone has the 
privilege of intervention in Transylvania, and that 
the intervention of Russia from a territory ol the 
Turkish kingdom, with the internal conflicts of a 
third country, cannot be tolerated. 

L O M K A R D Y .  
Before the defeat of Charles Albert's army, an 

insurrection had broken out. at Brescia, the finest 
city in Lotnbardy alter Milan. The citadel fired 
upon the town during the 24th and 25th, but on 
the 26ih it was taken by storm, and the garrison 
put to the sword. The Austrian' have taken a 
lerribl • revenge. The U/iinione of Turin, of the 
5th inst., states it is now a heap of ruins. 

The population held out for eight days. Gen. 
Hayneau arrived there on the 30th ult. from Padua. 
He gave the citizens two hours to surrender. At 
the expiration of that time he commenced a bom­
bardment which lasted six hours. The resistance 
of the jieople w as of the most desperate character. 
The tow n was covered with barricades raised to 
the second story of ihe houses. These barricades 
was successively carried by the bayonet alter a 
sanguinary contest. Every inch of ground was 
disputed with fury. The massacre on both sides 
was enormous. The inhabitants who survived 
entrenched themselves in some houses. These 
houses were sei fire to, and the inhabitants were 
burned alive. Brescia has not suffered so severely 
sin«« the year 1512, when n was carried by assault 
by the French under the command of Gaston de 
Foix. 

The Opinionc of Turin, of the 6th inst., says 
that the Austrian» have taken thirty of the most 
distinguished inhabitants of Brescia as hostages. 
Camozzi, chief of the insurrection, has retired into 
the mountains, with a few of his fellow-citizens, 
cairying with him the Austrian commandant of 
the fort as a prisoner.

LATEST FROM CANADA.—The Baltimore papers 
contain a telegraphic dispatch dated New York, 
29th April, which reads as follows : 

We have advices here by telegraph from Mon-
irealwp to Saturday afternoon, at 8 o'clock. The 
difficulties still continue w ithout abatement, and 
the indications portend serious results. 

In consequence of the announcement that the 
Governor had given orders to put under arms five 
hnndred French constables, and the fact that these 
men actually appeared in the streets, the mob lie-
came still more exasuerated. A party, composed 
of twenty English gentlemen, formed themselves 
into a body and encountered these armed police, 
or constables, in the streets, when quite a fierce en-
faeement ensued. Shots were exchanged, and in 
the conflict two men were badly wounded and 
others slightly. The Government authorities per­
ceiving that ihey had adopted rather an unpopular 
measure, and in order to preserve peace, counter­
manded the order in regard to the, constabulary 
force, and had them disarmed. 

A public meeting was held on Friday and largely 
Mended. Petitions which had been gotten up 
»ere presented to this meeting, numerously signed, 
asking the Queen -to recall Lord Elgin and disa­
vow the Rebellion Indemnity Act. 

All the hotels of the city are now guarded by 
armed forces. The garrisons have also been fully 
equipped lor action, and the soldiery put under 
strict discipline. Cannon have been planted in 
the streets, at different points, for the purpose of 
ovemwing the disaffected. The etreels were quiet 
>t fi o'clock in Ihe evening. 

There are re[iorls of riots having broken out at 
Kingston and Toronto, but nothing authentic. 

HCT It appears that the burning of the Parliament 
House at Montreal, on the 25th ult., by the mob, 
involved the destruction ol all the archives and 
records of the Colonies l'or several hundred years. 

Catholic Collcne in Massachusetts. 
The Massachusetts Legislature has rejected a 

bill to incorporate a (,'alho!ic College in Worces­
ter. Those most zealous against the bill grounded 
their opposition to it tqioti the fact that it is open lo 
none hut Catholics, as if they were anxious that 
Protestant youths should have a chance for con­
version.

ROME. 
In the sitting of the Roman Constituent Assem- I 

bly of the 27th ult. the Minister of War informed j 
that body of the several military measures that J 
had been adopted by Government. Every citizen 
of from 18 to 36 years of age was declared a sol- I 
dier, and whoever wiehtd to csenwt himself from 

military service must jiay a line to facilitate his 
being replaced by a substitute. Troops were on 
their way to Ihe Po, and the national guards of Ihe 
provinces had undertaken the service of the car­
bineers, that the latter might join the army. The 
Alba, of Florence, of the 51 si ult., announces that 
on receipt of intelligence of the disaster suffered by 
the Piedmontese army, the Assembly bad appointed 
a triumvirate, composed of Mazzini, Arrnelliniand 
Safli. It was also intended that Guerazzi and 
Monlanelli should form part ol Ihe Government, 
but, as the first is chief of the executive power in 
Tuscany, he could not accept until the union of 
the two Slates was decreed. 

The Bologna Gazette, of the 3d inst., slates that 
all communication is interrupted between the Nea­
politans and the Roman State. The brothers of 
Cardinal Antonelli have Iven imprisoned at Rome 
as hostages to force the Government of Naples lo 
give tip Lieut. Co! Amadei. In the silling of the 
Constituent Assembly of Rome, on the 2'Jtli, an 
address to the Venetian Government was unani­
mously passed. The Minister of Foreign Alfairs, 
in the same silting, commnniealed to the Chamber 
the intelligence of t!i« defeat of ihe Piedmontese 
army, and his belief that the seat oi ihe Piedmont-
ese Government would be Iransporled lo Genoa. 
After this communication, Sterbini rose, and stated 
that he had just learned that the Republic had 
been proclaimed in tiie Terra del Lavoro and the 
A bruzzi, (Naples,) and that the troops had frater­
nized with the people. 

The Tieinn Gazette, of Ihe 7th inst., states, from 
Rome, of the 31st tilt., that Ihe courier of Naples 
hail not arrived on ll.at day ; and that intelligence 
had lieen received ol the legion ol Garibaldi having 
entered the kingdom of Naples, and commenced 
hostilities. (Jen. Çerrari. who was at Rome, had 
proceeded in all haste to Terracina. The Prefect 
ot Bologna, Berti Pk-hat, had been named Minis-
ler of the Interior at Rome. 

SICILY. 
The King of Naples'ultimatum having been re­

jected by the government of Palermo, hostilities 
have re-commenced. The Neapolitan troops, con­
sisting of about 18,000 men, have left Messina, 
leaving a small garrison in the citadel and forts. 
About 12,000 men marched out two days ago in the 
direction of Catania, and Ihe remaining 6000 were 
shipped in steamers with the intention (it is sup­
posed) of following coastwise the direction of the 
main army. They have already commenced com­
mitting the most awful atrocities. Several villages 
on the road, Ali, Fiume di Nisi, and It.tla have 
been entirely destroyed—old men, women and chil­
dren, bayonetted by the soldiers. The Swiss sol­
diers seem to set the example in all these atrocities, 
burning and killing without mercy all that comes 
in their way. At Taormina it is expected the Si­
cilians will offer a most determined resistance. The 
road at this place is cut out of the high rocky cliff 
which overhangs ihe sea, offering àn admirable 
[Klint ol defence, and beingipi.te inaccessible on all 
sides except the main road. 

Mirolawski, the Polish General, who now com­
mands part of the Sicilian forces, isat Catania with 
his division. It will be a tremendous conflict, the 
Palermitan government being now resolved to re­
sist to the very last. 

The steamer Bull Dog passed through here the 
other day on lier way to Catania, being ordered to 
that place for the protection of British property, i 
fear ihe destruction of property and lives in the 
island will immense. 

Messina is in the most deplorable position, up­
wards of 100 persons, belonging to Ihe first families 
in the place, have been arrested within the last few-
days, and imprisoned in the citadel. The town has 
been declared to be in a slate of siege, and the 
greatest terror prevails among the inhabitants.

CONVICTION CF TOM HAND.—The jury in this 
exciting ease returned a verdict of guihy against 
Ihe prisoner. He appeared lo hear it w ithout any 
emotion. Mr. Ratcliffa, of counsel for the prison­
er, moved the Court in arrest of judgment. The 
argument on that motion probably took place yes­
terday, (7tli) to witsch day the Criminal Court stood 
adjourned. 

RECOVERY OF AN IMPORTANT DOCUMENT.— 
We learn that officer Snyder, of the independent 
police, was successful a few days since in recover­
ing an important book which has long been missed 
from the Maryland Slate archives, it appears that 
during the last war, whilst the British fleet was in 
the Chesapeake, and an attack upon Annapolis was 
dreaded, the keeper of the Slate-house was en­
trusted with the State records, and removed them 
to a place of safety. When ihe alarm subsided, 
and the records were returned, it was found that 
the book containing the roll of the ijamas of those 
persons belonging to the State of Maryland who 
had served in the revolutionary war, and who 
were entitled to pensions, had been purloined. As 
this was the only record of these claims which ex­
isted, there was no means of detection, in ils ab­
sence, of any frauds which niighl be attempted by 
means of false pension papers ; for this reason the 
State authorities have in;ule many exertions, but 
hitherto w ithout success, to regain possession of the 
lost document. 

Lately, however, some further information hav­
ing been obtained, the Attorney General put the 
matter in the hands of Mr. Snyder, and on Wednes­
day last he succeeded in finding the long lost book 
in the house of Michael Dunn, on South Paea 
street. It was found to be complete and in pretty 
good condition, though the binding had been re-
inoveil and the leaves kept together in Ihe form of 
a roll. The inmates of the house offered consid­
erable resistance lo the officer taking possession of 
ihe book. Apart from its importance to the Stale 
as a document, the book is interesting in itself as 
an authoritative record of t hose who formed tlio old 
" Maryland Line."—Baltimore Americun. 

A VETERAN WHALES. -The New Bedford Mer­
ci! i y says that the fir t whale-ship thai went round 
Cape, Horn was the Rebecca, the first si^^uilt in 
that place. She was launched in the winter of, 
1785. Although only 185(?) Ions, the Rebecca was 
a very hin ship fir those days ; her great size made 
her the object of curiosity and wonder the country 
around. The father of Joseph Grinnell, member 
of Congress from the New Bedford district, and of 
Henry and Mose II. Grinnell, of the firm of Grin­
nell, Minturri <V Co., of New York, was chief mate. 
He was then in the prime of life, and is now living 
at the atlvanced age of ill, in the enjoyment of his 
health and faculties. The first voyage of the Re­
becca was to Philadelphia, from whence she took 
a cargo to Liverpool. On ihe outward passage 
Captain Haydon showed si une signs of a dennged 
mind, which increased upon him on Ihe passage 
home, and entirely incapacitated him from fulfill­
ing his duties as commander, and in consequence, 
the responsibility devolved upon the mate, who 
executed his trust with fidelity and skill so much 
to the satisfaction of the owners that he was re­
warded with the command of the ship the next 
voyage, and was continued in command six yt ars, 
making successful voyages. The end of the Re­
becca was disastrous. She sailed from Liverpool, 
bound lo New York, in the winter of ISO!J I. and 
no vestige of her has been seen or heard of since. 

FRUIT IN Onto.—Under this head the Cincin­
nati Gazette says that the destruction of the fruit 
in Ohio by recent cold weather, has not been as 
extensive as was supposed imm-diately after the 
cold nights. A letter from Urbana, Champaign 
cminty, dated the 23d ult., tavs : " The peashes 
are just coming into bloom, and are not near all 
killed." The Zanesville Courier of the 24th states 
that in that vic:'iity the injury to fruit has not been 
co great as was at first supposed. The later varie 
ties of the apple, the hardier cherries, and a few of 
the peaches are believed to have escaped. The 
Gazette adds that ihis information accords with 
verbal reports from several points north of the Na­

Johnny 
was very popular, and great was the delight diffused around 
the city at the intelligence that lie had drawn one of his 
highest prizes. It was a wonder to me, however, that |»eople 
shou'.l make so much ado about such a matter of course, f 
wondered that he did not keep back, a high prize or two every 
week, instead of selling them all out, at such trilling prices 
a3 he generally charged. It was one of the million mysteries 
which were left for time to clear up in my mind, and was 
dissipated at about the same period with Tny admiration of the 
a'acrity, and horror at the wickedness, of the rascal Punch-
Johnny was an old man at the period of which I $peak-
and must have been, at the period of his death, nearly ninety 
year? of age. 

Mr. Astor has at length decided to commence his long 
contemplated destruction of the City Hotel—not of the build­
ing, but of the business. The house will t<e closed on Mon­
day next, and the workmua wili soon after begin to change 
the interior into a series of stores.

The expense tor budding, furniture, 
etc., wiil amount, when the house is ready for opening, lo 
abou' a quarter of a million of dollars—two hundred thon-
tand of which will be borne by the Simpsons, and titty thou­
sand by French.

through the columns of the latter papers. There is no >ign 
of a change of ministry.
