Supreme Court of I^oulslana. 

Condensed Decisions—NEW ORLRA .NS , May 7,1849. 
"" [Concluded 

The statote incorporatins the city of New Orleans. and tliow 
amendatory thereof, prescribe no form in which the 
legislative acts ol the Mayor and City Council are to be 
•xeroind. and those acts are therein styled indiscrimi­
nately ordtnanoes. by-laws and regulations. A resoln-
tion, properly enacted, is a valid regulation, and has the 
force and effect of a legal ordinance. The corporation of 
No.v Orleans has I be right to prohibit the sale of groce 
ties in thé markets, under penalty of a fine. A resoln 
tion imposing a fine for the violation of a preeiisting or­
dinance. referring to ita object, but mentioning neither 
i's title nor its date, is not void for want of certainty. 
The strict and rigid rules by whicb the validity of penrl 
statutes is to Lie tested, are not applicable to the by-law« 
ot a municipal corporation. 

MUNICIPALITY No. One VS. E. CUTTING .... 
Appeal from the Fourth Justice of the Peace of the 
Parish of Orleans... .EUSTIS, C. J .Apjieâi by 
defendant from a lodgment against him for the 
amount of a fine fora violation of one of the ordi­
nances of the First Municipality. The ordinance 
is in these words: " Resolved, that after the pro­
mulgation of this resolution, any person selling 
groceries at the markets shall \<a\ a fine of from 
$25 to $50 for each and every tXhe he shall vio­
late the ordinance forbidding to sell groceries un­
der the Meat and Vegetable Markets." The ordi­
nance U> which this refers, provides that " from 
and after the first of January, 1816, it shall not be 
lawful to sell groceries and oysters either at the 
Meat or at the Vegetable Markets." 

The first and mos! material objection which has 
been taken to the validity of this ordinance, or by­
law, is that it purports by its terms to be a resolu­
tion, and, as such, has not the force and effect of a 
legal ordinance, or by-law. Per curiam. We con­
sidered this objection in the case of Municipality 
No. One vs. Devron, recently decided, and it was 
not without difficulty that we came to the conclu­
sion in favor of its legality. That conclusion was 
founded on the indefinite character of the powers 
given to the Mayor and City Council of the. late 
city of New Orleans by the several siatutesonthat 
subject. No form in which their legislative acts 
are to be exercised is given in any of the statute«. 
They have authority to make and pass by-laws or 
ordinances, and, in one instance, fines imposed by 
the regulutwns and by-laws of the corporation, are 
recognized as valid. 2 Moreau's Dig., p. 12-1. In 
another instance provision is made for the recovery 
of fines incurred for offences committed against the 
ordinances and regulations enacted by the City 
Council. Considering, therefore, that the ordi­
nance contained a prohibition with »he penalty at 
tached, it was in fact a by-law or regulation, and 
the form made use of in enacting it did not render 
it void as such. It was signed by the Mayor, and 
no valid objection was made to the power of the 
Council to enact it. 

It was next contended that the corporation- has 
no right to prohibit the sale of groceries in the 
public markets. This ground was held untenable. 
1 Blackp.tone's Com. p. 274 ; Domat, Droit Public, 
liv. I, sec. 3; Morano es. the Mayor, 2 I.. 11., 218. 

It was next urged that the resolution is illegal, 
because it refers to an ordinance forbidding the 
sale of groceries in the two markets, without 
stating what ordinance, and no such ordinance has 
been shown. The ordinance refe'r^d to has been 
cited at length. It prohibits the sale of groceries 
and oysters. Per Curiam: If the ordinance nn-
der consideration were a penal statute, the penalty 
might not l>e enforced, by reason of ils want of 
certainty ; but we have not understood that the 
strict arid rigid rules by which the validity of penal 
statutes is to be tested, are to be applied to the by­
laws of a munici|>al corporation. The by-laws of 
very few of those corporations could stand such a 
test. I,oze vs. the Mayor of New Orleans, 2 L. 
R., 427. We understand the fine which a munici­
pal cor|»oration is authorized to recover for the vio­
lation of its ordinances to bo a penalty in the na­
ture of liquidated damages, and established as such 
in lieu of the damages which a court would be 
authorized to assess. Willcock on Municipal Cor­
porations, sec. 3G8. A by-law must be consonant 
with the law of the land, but it must receive a 
reasonable construction, and its terms must not be 
strictly scrutinized for the purpose of making it void. 
Ibid, sec. 382. The sense of the ordinance in ques­
tion being plain înd obvious to the most common 
understanding, we do not think it void by reason 
of uncertainty. Judgment affirmed, with costs. 

A landlord may maintain the revocatory action, under art. 
19t»5 et srr/., C. C., against his sub-tenants who have 
received from the lenanl » store merchandise in payment 
for their claims, when it is shown to bave lieen to their 
knowledge that the tenant was insolvent at the time of 
making such transfer of property to them.-

WILLIAM FLORANCE VS. NOLAN & CONNOLLY , 
STOUT OrDYKK, Appellant... .Appeal from the. 
Fourth District Court of New Orleans.. SLIDELL, J. 
Florance sued out a writ of provisional seizure for 
rent, and seized some few articles in the possession 
of his tenants, Nolan <fe Cohnolly. It was then as­
certained that on the day previous Nolan & Con­
nolly had invited various creditors to help them­
selves to the goods in their store. Among others, 
the appellant, Opdyke, took goods to the amount 
of his claim ; among the goods were some on which 
he had not the vendor's lien. Florance then made 
all these creditors parties to the suit, in a revoca­
tory action, to set aside this transfer of property, 
under art. 1965 el sty. C. C. The revocatory ac­
tion was sustained, and Opdyke alone appealed. 
The decision below was affirmed, it being satis­
factorily proved that Nolari <fc Connolly were in­
solvent to the knowledge of these creditors, and 
that their proceedings were calculated to give 
them an illegal preference. » 

Where a widow, after the death of her husband, who died 
iu astate of absoiutedestitution, took possession, in pres. 
ence of witnesses, as a conservatory measure, of two old 
trunks, and their contenu, formerly belonging to him, 
and when sued by one of the creditors of Iter husband, 
she averred tier readiness to deliver the property to any 
person authorized 10 receive it ; held, that Ait. L'387 C. 
C. was inapplicable. When a succession will not. defray 
the expenses of administration, the widow is not bound to 
have it administered. 

J. P. SormrtAN vs. MRS.  WIDOW RIVOLKT . ... 
Aji/xnl from the Second District Courtw f*New 
Orleans'... .HOST, J... .Plaintiff", who«« tor 
of the late Jean Marie Rivolet, seeks to make his 
widow responsible for the debl, under Art. 2387 C. 
C. Defendant pleaded a general denial and an 
averment that the defendant has neither concealed 
nor made away with any of the effects of the com­
munity ; bat that after the death of her husband, as 
a conservatory measure and in presence ol wit­
nesses, she took possession of two old trunks and 
their contents, which she is ready to deliver to any 
person authorized to receive them. The District 
Court nonsuited the plaintiff", and he appealed.— 
The testimony sustained the defence. It was shown 
that Rivolet lived separate from his wife, the de­
fendant, and died in a state of absolute destilution ; 
that his brother paid his funeraj expenses, and that 
the person in whose house lie livetl hasagainsf him 
a claim for rent ami attendance which he considers 
lost. It was held that if the succession would not 
have defrayed the expenses of administration, the 
widow was not bound to hâve it administered.— 
Judgment alfirnjtjd, with costs.

NE W  YORK , May 2,184^. 
Eds. Crescent : The brig Stephen G. Bast. Capt. Win-

cheater, from the city ot San Pomingo, brings intelligence 
from that city flown to the 13th of April. The Captain re­
ports that the resident» of Ran Domingo are in the greatest 
alaim at the rumored advance ot Souionque and his army, 
which are said to be within sixteen or eighteen miles of their 
town, and inlended-to attack it in the course of two or three 
days. Capt. Winchester says that the invading army is not 
less than 30,000 strong, but this is moonshinp. The news, 
like other that we receive from that island, is not to be de. 
pended upon, as it is impossible to obtain correct information 
of Dominican or ilayfien affairs, either on the island itself, 
or at a distance. I have had some experience in the matter 
myself. 

Dispatches from JVfonlreal op to 8 o'clock last night repre­
sent a continuance of the extnfement in that city, but tell us 
ot no further outbreak, notwithstanding the arrival of a 
deputation ot ï rench Canadians to congratulate the Gover­
nor-General on the quiet .state of the country. As this dep­
utation was allowed to land in the face of a mob of some 
six or seven thousand of the British party, there can be but 
little danger of farther serious violence. The threatened 
motion of Mr. Bonlton, for a dissolution of the Union, may 
be a signal for a popular demonstration, but it will not. 
amount to much, as the authorities are prepared for any 
emergency short of an actual fraternization of the troop« 
with the populace—an extremely improbable condition. 

The Yankees on the border aie quiet spectators of the row, 
and care very little what the issue may be, as it will affect 
our in'erests very slightly, under any circumstances likely to 
occur. 

Forrest is still playing at the Broadway Theatre to full 
houses, aud Macieady's corps is nearly made up, preparatory 
to opening on Monday next at the Italian Opera-hou»e. 
The Forrest people have shown their teeth a liule at th«4 ap­
proach of the gieat rival, but it is not probable that there 
will be much of fight between the house*. Some philan­
thropic individual* have started a design to bring the matters 
of difference between them to a settlement, "and Macready 
is said to ihow a disposition in favor of the effort. Forrest, 
however, is extremely bitter in his dislike, and will hardly 
meet his rival half-way. The quariel, too, i$ perhaps profit­
able. and it may be continued on the principle adopted by 
quack doctors. 

The brig Mary Perkins, 36 days from Rio Janeiro, reports 
the arrival at that pört of the steamer Pauama, hence for 
California, to sail thence on the 2t>th of March. The fol­
lowing California vessels were also there, to sail soon, viz: 
bark Expreß ; ships Cmtovai Colon, Mazeppa. Apollo. 
Tarolintaand Pacific; brigs Sarah McFarland and Belfast; 
and schooners Ewiug and Rival. A'so, the ship Architect 
from New Orleans to sail on the 31st of March. 

The brig Republic, from Para April 5th, reports that the 
steamboat Senator,17 days from New York, bound for Califor­
nia, put into Para for coal. She would proceed in two day«. 

Our city is not yet entirely over the revoluiou of yesterday. 
Order is not quite restored, but, in tha course of a week or 
two. matter« will take their nsual course, and we «hall be 
right end up for another year. The weather continues de­
lightful, for which the good housewives would, under other 
circumstances, be grateful, but with piles of furnituie dis­
tributed in all the wrong parts of the house, and casts of 
ch<n& transformed into minccmeat, gratitude with them is 
out of the question. All are cioss. and many crazy.

AMERICANS AT KIO.«—The following letter, re­
ceived at Nsw York, «hows how the American« 
have been going on at liio. From later advice« 
t*e learn that they became a little too uproarious 
for the Emperor. 

Hio dk JANÏIRO . March 13, 1819. > 
On board bark Harrht Newell. S 

Upon arriving here we found about 1200 American», and 
more are constantly arriving, ijotne «tranïa scenes take 
place ashore. 

The worst of everything it palmed off at high price». I 
have paid four shillings for three seears, and four shillings for 
two glasses of poor lienor. Some of our company have 
paid %1 60 for dinner for two. The people »eem to think 
our pockets are well lined with the precious metal»—as 
though we had come from a golden country instead of going 
to one. 

The Vankee boyi arehaving a glorious lime; and *onieof 
them have gone so far as to hoist the American Hag in some 
of the public honsts in town, and committed other auts 
equally improper; hut norwithstandlng ihis. the hhnperor 
has orderet! thai tney must not be molested, hut all allowed 
to do almost as they pltase. 

American vessels are arriving almost daily from New 
York. Philadelphia. Boston, Baltimore, and New Orleans, 
full ol'pass«ngers, all bound to the west coa.tof the United 
State». 

We have had several rowing and fishing excursions in 
and about tnis hnrbor, in our iron boat, which caunot be 
beaten by any four-oared boat in port. 

There haj heen considerable difficulty and quarreling be­
tween the captains, ofîicer», and passengers of several ves­
sels now heie, and some sicknes»; for instance, the ship 
Apollo is guarantied, and none of lier passengers are al­
lowed to go on shore. We have been fortunate in that 
respect. All is harmony and good feeling, and all enjoy ex­
cellent health on board the Harriet Newell; although our 
run thus far has been somewhat lengthy, it was only caused 
by what alt »ailing vessels are subject to—head-winds, and 
no wind at all. 

LATER FROM HI O  DE JA N E I R O .—The brig Mary 
Perkins, Capt. Chase, arrived at New York on the 
1st inst., 'from liio de Janeiro, in the short passage 
of 36 days. Capt. C. says that the harbor is crowded 
with American vessels, bound to California, and 
that the streets of Rio were swarming with Yan­
kees. The report that the Emperor intended giv­
ing the Americans a banquet is contradicted, as 
Capt. C. says that these "^ons of freedom" in­
dulged in such freakish extravagancies a» not only 
frightened the town from its propriety, but scared 
the Emperor himself almost out of his senses. His 
majesty probably intended to have given them a 
kind reception on their arrival, but their free habits 
apparently accorded ill with his imperial notions. 
A number of the Californians were arrested for 
riotous conduct, and placed in prison. 

LATER FROM PUERTO CABELLO.—By the arrival 
at Philadelphia of the bark Thomas Hallet, Capt. 
Dill, the North American has dates from Puerto 
Cabello to the 1th tilt. They present a very gloomy 
picture of affairs in Venezuela. The people show 
strong dissatisfaction with the des[«)tic measures of 
the (iovernment of Monagas, and have become 
thoroughly unsettled. The prices for all produce, 
whether foreign or domestic, were very low, and 
trade was almost at asiand-still. It was becoming 
every day more and more evident that there must 
be a change in the Government, and if our previous 
accounts may lie relied on. that change points to 
Guzman, the present Vice-President, as ihe succes­
sor of Monagas in the Presidency of Venezuela. • 

We hear nothing of Gen. Paez in these growing 
troubles, but it is reasonable to presume that he is 
not idle, though very secret, in the work of foment­
ing discord in the Government which has over­
thrown, but not conquered him. 

In our last advices it was mentioned that Mona­
gas had, for political reasons, seized and thrown 
into prison at Caprupano a number of French citi­
zens, among whom was the Vice-Consul. The 
slrong protest called forth by this proceeding from 
the French Consul-General has added another to the 
many difficulties of the Government. The French 
Consul insists upon ample apology and reparation, 
and ihe result of the matter was still in doubt when 
Capt, D. sailed. Anoiher revolution in Venezuela 
seems, from all accounts, to be imminent. 

LATER FROM ST. DOMINUO.—The brig Stephen 
G. Ross, Capt. Winchester, arrived at New York 
on the 1st inst., from St. Domingo City, with dates 
to the 13th ultimo. President Soulouque was 
within 16 miles of the city, with an army of 30,WW 
well-disciplined troops. He had taken all the 
towns on his march, and was expected to attack 
the city in a day or two. The inhabitants were 
taking every chance to leave, and a number of 
British vessels were crowded with refugees. A 
large quantity of money and valuable properly was 
placed in the houses of the American and British 
Consuls. The city was almost entirely deserted by 
women and children, and no doubt it is by this 
time in possession of Sotilouque. from whose char­
acter it is snpposefl much blood has heen shed. 
Capt. W. says he had much difficulty in getting a 
cleara^w and provisions enough for his voyage. 

ReiT î^ov OF IMMIGRANTS.—The New York 
Freeman's Journal says, that out of 18,539 immi­
grants, who are said to have arrived at that port in 
January, February and March, of the present year, 
]5,00t) were Roman Catholics.

Mr. Clayton has written the following leiter in 
answer to an appeal Lady Franklin made to the 
President for the purpose of getting assistance in 
looking for her husband and his crews :

Madam—Your letter to the President ot the United States, 
dated April 4. 1849, has been received bv liitn. and he has in­
structed me to make to you the following reply : 

The appeal made, in the letter with wh'ch you have hon­
ored him. is such as would strongly enlist the sympathy of 
the Rulers and the People of any portion of the civilized 
world. 

To the citizens of the United States, who share ?o laigely 
in ti»e emotions which agitate the pu'dic mind of your own 
country, the name of Sir John Franklin has been endeared 
by his heroic virtues, ami the sufferings find sacrifices which 
hehasencouDtered for the benefit of mankind. The appeal of 
his Wife and Daughter in their distress has been borne across 
the waters, asking the assistance of a kindred people to save 
the brave men who embaiked in his uufortunate expedition ;  
and the People of the United States, who have watched with 
the deepest interest that hazardous enterprise, will now re. 
snond to that appeal by the expression of their united wishes 
that every proper effort may be made by this Govern ment for 
the rescue of your husband and his companions. 

To accomplish the object you have in view, the attention 
of American navigators, and especially of onr whalers, will 
be (immediately invoked. All the info'madon in the poses-
sionol this Government, to enable them to aid in discover­
ing the missing ships, relieving their crews, and restoring 
them to their families, shall be spread, far and wide among 
our people; and ail that the Executive Goveriupieul of the 
United States, in the exercise of its constitutional powers, 
can effect to meet this requisition on American enterprise, 
skill, and bravery, will be promotly undertaken. 

Tiie hearts of the American Peopfo will be deeply touched 
by your eloquent ad«'re-s to their Chief Magistrate, and they 
will join with you in an earnest prayer to Him whose spirit is 
on the wafers, that your husbam! and his companions may 
yet be restored to their country and their friends.

LAMARTINE TO THE ENGLISH.—Lamartine, in 
reply to an address of the English visiters at Paris, 
cörirluded with the following remarks: 

" This, g- ntlemen. is what I would wish you to take back 
as my only reply to those anions yonr countrymen who have 
been pleased to remember my name, and mv poor share in 
the events which brought abont, established, and directed 
the republic iu its early days. Tell them that France has 
thousands of citi/.ent, worthier than Ï. but not one more firm 
in his demre, that her republic should be philosophy in ac­
tion; that she should have a heart for her own children, and 
a heart likewise for all people. Our republic must efface all 
national prejudices be ween Er.gland and Franc?; for the 
lofty principle of that republic is not a principle of national 
egotism, but the union of the human race in one family of 
nations advaucing under divei:c laws towards unity nf civ­
ilization.'1 

LONG PASSAGE.—The Swedish hark «Valeria, 
which lutely arrived at New York from Stockholm, 
has made one. of tlie longest and dreariest passages 
on record, having been one hundred and sixty-one 
days in performing the voyage. Kt-sides a large 
cargo of iron, she has on board a goodly number of 
passengers, all more or lets sick from ihe want and 
privation they suffered on so tedious a voyage. 
The Valeria was given up for lost, in the newspa­
pers, a long while ago.
