OCf The American ship Coquimbo, which 

reached Boston a few dayssiuce. brought two men, 

taken up at sea on the 14th of January last. They 

were almost dead from want and exhaustion, and 

could not speak any language known to any person 

on board. After their arrival in Boston, a China­
man, employed in a tea store, ascertained that they 
were natives and residents of the city of Sunning, 
China, a part of the country at a great distance from 
his own home, and where the dialect of the inhabi­
tants is quite different from his own. It was with 
considerable difficulty that he could understand 
them, but he ascertained that they left their homes 
in a boat loaded with rice, for the purpose of trading 
" along shore/' The wind came up and blew a 
gale, driving them far from the main land, until 
they finally brought up on a desolate and barren 
island abreast of the Maldive islands. Here they 
remained twenty-one days, nearly destitute of food, 
until the Coquimbo discovered them and pu ked 
them up. They are very anxious to get home, and 
are doubtless given up by their friends as lost. 
They are middle aged men, and boih have families 

in China. 

RUSSIAN STEAM PACKETS .—By the following 

statement, which we copy from the London Morn­

ing Chronicle, it appears that the Russians are 

about to establish a line of transatlantic steamships : 

The Emperor of Russia, by a recent ukase, has 
renewed the privilege of the Russian American 
Company, founded in 1797. This company, the 
principal office of which is at Archangel, on the 
northwest extremity of North America, carries on 
an immense commerce in furs, skins, and other 
articles, with all parts of the world. In this re­
newed charter, the Russian Government has intro­
duced a clause, expressly stipulating that the com­
pany shall establish factories in both the Americas, 
to meet the wants of the commerce of Russia. It 
also imposes upon the company the establishment 
of a line of transatlantic steamers, towards which 
it is to receive an appropriation of 4,000,000 roubles. 

KT- The report of the President of the Baltimore 

and Ohio Railroad gives a more favorable account 

of its prosperity, than wras anticipated. The road 

is now completed to Cumberland. It had been 

believed that it would cost fen millions of dollars 

to carry it through to Wheeling. Instead of 

$10,000,000, it now seems that the whole expense 

will not reach $7,000,000, and may not be above 

$6,000,000, exclusive of the subscription by Wheel­

ing. Of this sum the company have $3,200,000 in 

State bonds, besides the accumulation of surplus 

revenue. It is now estimated that with adequate 

means the road can be completed from Cumber­

land to the city of Wheeling, within three years 

from the first of next month. 

NEWS BY THE HIBEBNIA.

FRANCE.—The Journal Dfcs Débats announces 
I hat the French minister at Turin has been in­
structed to encourage the King of Sardinia to re-
ject-the terms of pence whieh have been attempted 
to be forced by Marshal Kadelzsky, and also adds 
lhaf orders have been furnished to the Sardinian 
Admiral, Albitia, to remain in the Adriatic until 
existing difficulties shall he renewed. 

In the Assembly on the ;Wd ult. Ihe hill for in­
demnifying the proprietors of houses in the French 
colonies was passed to a second reading. The 
sitting on the ülth wag strictly occupied in con­
sidering the bill introdwed by fieri. Lamoricière 
for the organization of Ae army. He proposes to 
abolish the drawing by conscription, and to make 
every one liable to military service. 

jVl. Forapold of the Koman Republic has pre­
sented a protest to the Government against the ex­
pedition to Civita Vecchia. 

Fears continue to he expressed as to the fidelity 
of the army, among which a spirit of socialism is 
allirjned to prevail more extensively than is gen­
erally admitted. In evidence of ihis fact, it is 
stated that the 'Jth regiment of light infantry and 
52d regiment of the line were ordered to quit 1'aris 
on the 2'2d, at four hours notice. 

In consequence of soma appearance of dissatis­
faction just before the squadron got under way 
from Marseilles fur C'ivila Vecchia, Gen. Oudinot 
issued a proclamation, in which he tells the troops 
that the Government is res«.|ved to maintain in all 
quarters of the globe its old and legitimate influ­
ence, and would not allow the doctrines of the 
Italian people to be at the mercy of a foreign power, 
or a parly which is but a minority. It has con­
fided to our charge and aid the French flag for ns 
to plant in the Koman territories as a striking sym­
bol of our sympathies. 

The Govt£pment has appropriated MXUKX) francs 
to prevent the spread of the cholera. During the 
six months the cholera has attacked -IXIO persons, 
2500 of whom have died. 

In 1832 the cholera raged in seventy depart­
ments, and one alone lost. 18,000 inhabitants. 
Cholera cases are decreasing in the hospitals of 
Paris. The staple industry of Paris is gradually 
improving. The general news by the steamer Ni­
agara was seen Irotn on board the Hibernia one 
dav out from Liverpool. 

Father Mathen will positively sail for New York 
in the Ashburton on the 22d of May. There is 
nothing of importance of a political character in 
continental matters, as they remain pretty much as 
reported by the last steamer.

REPUBLIC OK GUATEMALA. — A gentleman 

just arrived in this country from Guatemala, has 
handed us some numbers of tin.- Official Gazette, 
and besides given us some accounts of the state of 
affairs in that country. The bloody war which had 
been for some time raging is, as our readers already 
know, for the present at an end. Gen. Marinno 
Parades is President of the Republic. Mr. Hise, 
Chargé d'Affaires of tiie United States, had been 
received publicly with great ceremony. We un­
derstand, also, that he has succeeding in making a 
treaty ,wilh Guatemala, and likewise with Nica­
ragua ; the ambassadors from the latter wert» very 
desirous of entering into relations with the Uniteit 
States. The sympathies in Guatemala. Nicaragua, 
arid all the other States, are represented to he with 
the United State« rather than with the English, 
who, by continually keeping men-of-war in their 
neighborhood, may at present, be said to rule su­
preme over them. Mr. Chat field, the British Con­
sul-General, has great influence with one of the | 
parties, the Servile, to which the new President 
lielongs; and it is represented that not long ago, 
upon some unimportant question with the State of 
San Salvador, the Consul sent for a man-of-war 
and blockaded the port of San Salvador—the vessel 
going tiff after a few days and leaving a boat and 
a few men to blockade the port. 

The, Government of tJuateinala, being in want 
of funds, determined to lay a forced loan upon all 
merchants in the country, and, as most of the busi­
ness men are Spaniards, the weightof the measure 
fell naturally upon them. They made apro'est; 
but, being of no avail, they put themselves under 
the proteclionof the French Consul, who undertook 
their defence, ami there has been a flare-up in con­
sequence.... A robber and assassin called Leon 
Kavmuiitl, who styles himself Hey del Mundo, 
" King ol the World," «ho likewise, aspires to the 
Presidency, is still making war upon all whom he 
meets on the roads. He has a large pariy of fuch 
gentry under his command.—Nut. Intelligencer. 

FOKGEKY.—The discount clerk of the Bank of 
Troy has been arrested for forging a draft upon the 
cashier, .lohn Paine, for the sum of §6800. A Mr. 
Comstock, of Albany, attempted to negotiate the 
draft, and presented it at the Albany t ity Bank, 
when it was pronounced a forgery. Comstock 
is a lottery dealer in Albany, and claims that the 
discount clerk, who forged the draft, owes him two 
thousand dollars for lottery tickets, and that the 
attempt at negotiating the draft, was to sîcnre the 
payment of the debt. 

BANK OF CHESTER COUNTY, PA.—This bank 
has called in all its old emissions of notes, except 
those which were stolen and have not been re­
covered from the rubbers. The cashier in an ad­
vertisement calls the attention of the community to 
the fact that an attempt has recently been made to 
push those stolen bills into circulation, and the 
publicity given by the bank to these facts; should 
shield the institution from any liability in their 

redemption. 

{KP An escaped convict from Sing-Sing, named 
James Moran, lias lieen arrested in New York, on 
the charge of having, on the 23d of March last, 
robbed the banking-house of Messrs. Nesbil <V Co., 
of St. Louis, Mo., of Slfi.000 in bank bills and gold 
and silver coin. When arrested he tried to bribe 
the officers to let him escape, by telling them lliat 
his brother John Moran would pay them §500. 
This led to the arrest of John also, as well as that 
of another named Patrick McLaughlin, alias John 
Dunn, suspected of being an accessory.

The 
drawers of certificates are entitled to select, 
from any American gallery, a painting of the 
named value, the work of an American artist, 
consulting his own taste and judgment in the mat­
ter, and the acknowledgment of the artist whose 
picture is selected is required, to authorize Ihe 
payment of the sum named as the prize. 

We do not observe in the list of prizes, any 
drawn by citizens in the South. The. institution is 
new, and its objects improperly understood ; but it 
is well calculated to extend a taste for the line arts, 
and to afford a more liberal encouragement to 
artists, by promoting the sale of their works.
