Eesting that an appropriation for pircha-Jng a bell should 
e made. Ti»eMe?**ge also enclosed the resignation of Mr. 

George Pollock as Wharfinger, and slated that he had ap­
pointed Mr. Déjan. pro tem. The resignation was accepted. 

% On motion of Mr. Fabre, that portion of the Message re­
ferring to the bell, was referred to the Finance Committee, 
with power to act. 

The election of Wharfinger was postponed, and the nomi 
nation by the Mayor approved. 

A resolution was then offered by Mr. Lanata, authorizing 
the Finance Committee to negotiate a loan for paying the 
expenses incurred at Sauvé's crevasse. Mr. Lanata stated 
that if the claims weie not speeddy paid those >o whom they 
were due had threatened to tear down the Municipal Hall. 

A substitute was offered by Mr. Dupre, authorizing tho 
Mayor to dtaw a warrant for the necessary amonuf. 

Mr. Dunotn favoied the «ubsti'uie. He considered the 
demand m&de upon the Council to be in ils lone a menace. 
And %as the Council to be told that if it did not pay 
promptly the Ha'l would be torn down over the heads of the 
member»? The debt was ju»t, but itspaymeut should not 
be demanded with a threat. It was an insult, aud an indig­
nity, and the Council should not submit 10 it. It is time 
lhat these peopîe should be met at once, and such insolenc** 
be put down. He. for one, would raise his arm and his 
voice against it. 

In opijo-ition to Mr. Lanata's resolution, it was urged 
that the Finance Committee had already the power desired 
'o be granted. Mr. Fabre stated the Major had also the 
power to do what was authorised by the substitute, as the 
Couucil had approved all he had done, and, therefore, both 
resolutions should be adopted. Mr. Montgomery thought 
it'this was the case, ir was not necessary to do anything. 
Mr. Dupré said if his substitute was not adopted, the Second 
Municipality would refuse to pay, and theii the workmen 
would all come to the Firtt, and be sent by the First back to 
the Second. Mr, Duncan said the Second Municipality 
would pay the amount due now, if the First Municipality 
would engage to reimburse the amount. The substitute was 
finally adopted. 

The following Committee to receive securities, was then 
appointed by the President : Messrs. Duncan, Lanata, and 
fabre. The securities of a number of persons were then 
received and referred to the Committee.
