According to the Alta California, the magistrates 
of the principal towns' are about to present to Gov. 

Jones a memorial of the state of 
the affairs of the provisional government, begging 
their assistance to carry out the plans which they 
have adopted to preserve good order, political and 
commercial. Also the legislative assembly of the 
district of San Francisco has prepared to lay before 
the Governor and Commodore a statement of the 
means adopted for the protection of the life, liberty 
and property of individuals. It is also desired that 
on I he first of August a deputation should meet at 
Monterey, to form a constitution for California, 
supposing that the Congress of the Union will im­
mediately erect the province into a sovereignty of 
the confederation.

Suffering! of the Poor from the Inundation, 

The sufferings of the poor—at all times suffi­
ciently severe—have been so much aggravated 
Coring the inundation that we supposed any one 
having the least trace of humanity would not need a 
prompter in order to teach him charity towards them. 
The rich may be annoyed and put out of temper by 
the water around them. They may frei at the idea 
t>{ putting on India-rubber overalls, and chafe at 
the thought of being confined pretty closely to their 
louses. The reflection on losses to which they may 
l)e subjected doubtless irritates many of them, and 
Tenders them not very pleasant companions during 
the overflow. But these are mere scratches of the 
"»kin ; the poor are afflicted with troubles that cor­
rode, and which they themselves have no power of 
remedying. We are surprised to hear that some 
are not satisfied with Witnessing the sufferings to 
which the poor are subjected by the calamities lhat 
have befallen the city, that there are some engaged 
jn the task of heightening these sufferings as if to 
see through how much pain and anguish the 
mind of a poor man is capable of passing. These 
excellent experimenters on human troubles and 
anguish are some landlords who have tenants in the 
inundated districts. 

It was enough that a few days ago the poor were 
lept in their houses and forced to live in the midst 
of mud and slime and water, by the high prices 
which the furniture cars demanded for their ser­
vices in the back parts of tlie city. . Boats were not 
in sufficient numbers for making all the removals 
desired ; and if there had been a sufficient number 
they were not the most convenient carriages for 
transporting beds, chothes, chairs and other furni­
ture. But as soon as some of the poor have begun 
to move their furniture—as soon as by great efforts 
th«y have made such arrangements as wouli enable 
them to get away from the water—their landlords— 
at least some of them—pounce down on the mova­
bles of the tenants and order the sheriff or consta­
ble to take the property into his possession. The 
seizures too which some of these landlords are mak­
ing are not for rent due, but for rent which may be 
due heraafiter. Putting aside the humanity of such 
a seizure, there is no law or justice in it. A lease I 
of a house ia token with the understanding that the 
tenant shall have the use of the premises ; lie must 
have free ingress and egress. If by any unforeseen 
accident, such as a fire or an inundation, the tenant 
is debarred from the use of the house, he is released I the whole is in the hands of four Bishops : th* 
from his contract. No rent is due, and of course if regular pastoral and missionary work is entrusted 
no rent is due no seizure can be made.

LAND LOCOMOTIVE AND STEAM PLOUGH.—We 
saw yesterday the model of a machine invented by 
Mr. Henry Cowing, and styled by him the Land 
Locomotive and Steam Plough. If the machine 
answers the purpose for which it is intended, it 
will almost entirely supplant the use of animals for 
draught and ploughing. The ploughs attached to 
the machine are intended specially for the sugar 
plantations of Louisiana ; and Mr. Cowing pro­
poses passing through the different parishes in or­
der to explain his invention and engage, if possible, 
the cooperation of the planters in bringing thp ma­
chine into practical use. Mr. Cowing has entered 
a caveat, and expects soon to take out a patent for 
his invention. .
