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Lieutenant Beall's Account of California. 

The Mobile Register of Wednesday gives the 
following account of Lieut. Beall's adventures in 
California. The fact» were obtained from the 
Lieutenant himself as he passed through Mobile a 
day or two ago : 

Lient. Beall was sent, early in November last, as a bearer 
of dispatches from our Government to the United States 
officers in California and upon the Pacific. He was entrusted 
with communication to Col. Washington at Santa Fé. Col. 
Mason in California, and Gen. Lane in Oregon, and was 
required to pass through the extensive regions beyond the 
Mississippi to reach his destina'ions. He left Fort Leavens-
worth, on the Missouri, the 20th of November, with a com-
m and of seventeen mounted men, all raw recruits, and a 
few adventurer«. After a tedious and fatiguing journey, 
they reached Bent's Fort, and learned that Col. Frémont 
and his party had passed about ten days before. In crossing 
the Taos or Ratons mountains they encountered all the se­
verities of winter in those difficult and gigantic passes, 
covered with the snows of an unusnally cold and inclement 
season. Many of their mules perished from the rigors of the 
weather and march, and a number of the men were frost­
bitten and disabled from further service. Upon arriving at 
Hanta Fé, which he reached on the25th of December, Lieut. 
Beall gave permission to such of his men as were unwilling 
to proceed to return, and seven did so. Ile was unwilling 
to be accompanied in the dangers and trials before him by 
any upon whom he could no rely with implicit confi lenee. 
To supply the deficiency. Col. Mason allowed him to enlist 
eight additional mounted men, who were.desirous of en 
gaging in the expedition. 

With this force, Lieut. Beall started from Santa Fé on the 
11th of Januarv, and was soon destined to encounter the 
most trying difficulties. The Sierra de los Membres, a vast 
range of lofty mountains, were enveloped in snow-storms, 
and tha route was moit hazardous ana oppre«sive. So in­
tense was the cold that several mules were fiozen to death 
at night, even under tent«, and covered with blankets. 
The fortitude of a number of the men failed, and a sergeant 
and six privates deserted. Of these, as well as of the seven 
who had previously left, no subsequent information has been 
received. They no doubt perished under the violence of the 
weather, or were assassinated by the Indians who infest 
those regions 

Lieutenant Beall now pren»d on with indomitable resolu­
tion, through indiscrib >ble difficulties, to the head wateri of 
the river of Gila. Massing to the south rn side, he followed 
the trail which winds in a zig-zag manner along the precip­
itous tides of the lofty mountains that prevail in this region. 
This section of country has been falsely said to furnish op­
portunities lor a good road or roads to California. From 
Lieut. Beall's TLscrijtion. it is a continuance of the most 
rugged and inaccessible mountains, with vast gorges, peaks 
and declivi.ies, covered perpetually with snow, and present­
ing barriers to be passed only by incredible exertions No 
track for a wagon, or any wheel vehicle, can ever be mad* 
along tlrs route. Tiie men cou'd only pre»« alorg the ascents 
by the aid of their hand ; as well as llieir feet, and even the 
tenacious mountain inulcs we.e often precipitated from the 
declivities, and. lolling down the extensive slopes, were 
crushed to piece*, with every bme broken, and even their 
saddles so destroyed that they could not be farther used. This 
route crosses I lie he;:d-waters of the Gila frequently, so as to 
avoid the barriers which constantly jut upon and overhang 
the stream. That river, in this portion of its extent, is not 
susceptible of even cinoe navigation. Its current is of ar-
rowy swiftnes,, shooting over röcky and irregular falls, with 
shoit terpentine windings, through narrow and dangerous 
canons, that produce whirlpools and ca.-cades, whicls 
woui-J engiiif any water-craft entrusted to its control. 

After descending the Gila to its confluence with the Colo­
rado. and the latter stream to within fifty miles of the Gulf 
of California, Lieut. Beall and his little party struck out, 
nortiiward, across the intervening desert, for Sin Francisco. 
Ths desert is very extensive, and more barren than that of 
Znhara. The weather here was intensely hot, and greatly 
afilicied the men. who had been suffering ainid the frosty 
rigors of the mountains, but now found themselves in an 
arid sandy region, deprived of water, except such as they 
bore with them. A travel of one hundred and twenty miles 
brought them, however, on the 1st of April, in sight of the 
welcome dwellings of San Francisco, and in the vicinity of 
those gold regious that surpass in prolific wealth the Hespe­
rian Gardens of antiquity. 

Gen. Persifer F. Smith, the Governor, greeted the new 
comers with*a hearty welcome; received the dispatches in-

Lieut Beall remained but a few days at San Franci.co, 

but took Mme to look around him at the condition of the 
country. The rage for gold, like the rol of Aaron, had 
swallowed up all other passions. The inhabitants would not 
even take time to erect for themselves the necessary edifices, 
but were residing in tent*, and sliantees hastily erected. The 
extent of the Gold Region cannot be defined. It has 
already been found to co^er a territory mere than a hundred 
and fifty miles in length, and from fifty to sixty in breadth. 
The precious metal is discovered in a perfectly pure state in 
the beds8t the streams, and in the hills and plains adjacent. 
It is found in small particles or Hakes in the water mingled 
with sand, which has only to be washed away to leave a re­
sidue ot fine gold ; and in the "dry diggins" it exists in 
»olid lumps, some weighing eight or ten pounds, which are 
dug up with pick-axes and spades. The laborers generally

We were yesterday called on to consign to the 
grave the mortal remain® of one who but a few 
days ago was full of life, and vigor, and activity. 
But a short time previous to his decease, the friends 
of Mr. Porter had no idea of his approaching death. 
And now that he is gone—now that the face once 
beaming with intelligence and fine feelif^ has dis­
appeared—it is hard to realize the thought that we 
shall see no more him who was, but yesterday, the 
amiable companion and the attached friend. 

To the immediate friends and acquaintances of 
Mr. Porter, it is useless to say how mueh they have 
lost in losing him whom they yesterday buried. 
To know him was to respect—nay, almost to love 
him. Even the casual acquaintance felt bound, by 
no ordinary tie, to one who carried his heart in his 
hand, and wfiose free, open, generous nature, at­
tracted the affection of whoever approached him. 
The friends of the deceased can appreciate those 
virtues which are rarely known except to a man's 
intimate acquaintances—the sensibility and deli­
cacy of feeling, almost feminine, joined to an ele­
vation of sentiment and strength of will, that were 
possessed by few men. But the New Orleans pub­
lic are hardly aware of the loss they have sustained 
in the death of Mr. Porter. His usefulness to the 
community was known to but few, for his influ­
ence was of the sort which is felt and not seen. 

Mr. Porter was a native of New Hampshire, and 
had studied law in New York; but for the last 
seven or eight years he was a resident of New Or­
leans, and has been, during that lime, the associate 
editor of the Picayune newspaper. As his name-
never appeared in that journal, its numerous read 
era were not cognizant of how much they owed to 
Mr. Porter's industry, energy and intelligence. 
With a zeal that teemed unbounded, and a w ill 
that appeared unyieldiug, he devoted himself to 
his arduous duties as if taking pleasure in labor, 
mid seeking constant employment for the acute 
and active intellectual powers with which he wa 
endowed. He never relaxed his efloria to instruct 
and please the public ; and, with a generosity care­
less of praise and reward, he studied only how to 
make himself useful to the community in which he 
had cast Iiis lot.

Committee Meeting. 
The Committee of Conference met yesterday morning at 

the Mayor's office, at the usual hour, when the following 
report from Mr. Dunbar wa.i presented and read : 

* NEW ORLEANS, May 24,1849. 
In company with Mr. Harrison, Deuuty Surveyor ot«the 

Second Municipality, I yesterday made an examination of 
the D'Aquin and Labarre canals, with a view of carrying 
into effect the resolution of the committee to widen said 
canals 209 feet. 

These canals are cut from the Bayou Metairie, through 
the westein ridge, with two small canals through the eastern 
ridge to the Bayou Metairie. No more benefit couM be con­
ferred by excavating at that point, than on those points ex­
cavated through the race course, and the work would be 
attended with much greater cost and difficulty. The 
D'Aquin canal is very heavily timbered, and has a hegvy 
embankment on each side. The canals of Labarre run for a 
considerable distance through open ground. Unless the 
cutting was to the bottom of the Basin above, on the east 
of the ridge no great good could ensue, and a much more 
favorable point presents itself at the race course for this pur­
pose. To widen these canals as proposed, to the deptn of 
the Basin, would c?.st over $100,000, and would require an 
effective force of U00 men for one month. We consider th«t 
it i-s our duty to state to the Committee that it would be 
money expended for little practical good, and would respect­
fully recommend lhat the onlv cuts that should be made at 
this point should be the projection of the two small canals 
through the eastern ridtre, and clearing the obstruction» from 
the main canals. (Signed) GEO. T. DUNBAR, 

Surveyor Second Municipality. 
P. S.—I have contracted with Messrs. Hannegan & Du fly 

to complete the canal of Chas. Fortier for the sum of four 
hundred dollars, guaranteeing them against any filling up 
of said canal from sediment. This canal being within a 
shoit distance of the crevasse, and being cut to the full 
depth of the low grounds will vent a large body of water, 
and be productive of great good. You will be kind enough 
to request the Committee to pass the necessary resolution, 
as I have taken the responsibility, under the favorable 
circumstances, of executing the work.

A resolution to approve the contract for completing the 

Fortier canal was adopted. It was then said that Mr. Dun 
bar had mistaken the tenor of the resolution passed the 
day before; that he had not been ordered to enlarge the 
D'Aquin and Labarre canals, but only to make lateral cats, 
as recommended in the above report. 

A resolution authorizing hiin to make the lateral canals 
on condition they do not cost more than $1000, was adopted 
Al*o, a resolution to supply Mr. Grant with a dozen flatboat 
loads of fascines. The Committee then adjourned. 

THE GOLD DOLLAR.—The Boston Chronolype 
thinks the rumored suspension of the gold dollar 
manufacture probably started for the purpose of 
raising the price of these little glisleners. They 
have been sold at ten per cent, advance. The 
Philadelphia Ledger denounces the rumored sus­

THE FIRE AT ST. I,OUIS. 

'The St. Louis Union of the 18th furnishes the 
details of the great fire in that city. The loss, it 
will be seen by ftie following account, is estimated 
at five millions of dollars : 

About ten o'clock last night, the steamer White 
Cloud, lying near the head of the levee, was dis­
covered to be on fire. At the time, there was a 
stiff breez« blowing from the north-east, which 
soon carried the flames across to the Edward Bates, 
the next boat below her ; the heat from Wiese set 
fire to the Eudora, lying above them ; the Belle 
Isle, next below the Bates, then caught fire. By 
this time, one or two boats below were dropped 
down, leaving a vacancy between those on fire 
and the boats below them. 

At this time the Edward Bates, being about half 
biftnt up, was cast loose, and went floating down 
the levee, setting fire to those boats still lying at 
the levee, as she approached them, in the follow­
ing order: the Julia, hut slightly injured: the Un­
cle Sam, also but slightly injured. The Bates but 
barely touched these boats, being those immediately 
below her. The following steamboats#with a large 
number of wood Boats, barges, &c., were entirely 
consumed : the Martha, Sarah, Taglioni, Montauk, 
Red Wing, St. Peters, Allxander Hamilton, Bo­
reas No. 3, Timour, Mandan, Kit Carson, Mame­
luke, Prairie Slate. 

We do not presume that this confprises all the 
boats destroyed, but these are all the names we 
were able to get hold of. 

The following boats were saved : the Autocrat, 
De Wit Clinton, Danube, Embassy, South Ameri­
ca, new Uncle Sara, Julia, old Uncle Sam, Mar­
shal Ney. 

So intense was the heat arising from this great 
conflagration, which extended with short intervals 
from the head of tfte levee to the head of Duncan's 
Island, that it set fire to the buildings at various 
points along the levee, ail of which above Vine 
street were extinguished, but a row of shanties ex­
tending froin Locust up towards Vine street, was 
destroyed, and now while we are writing, 1 o'clock 
in the morning, the entire block bounded by the 
levee, Main, Locust, and Olive streets, is wrapped 
in flames, as are those houses in the square fronting 
the levee between Pine and Olive streets. And 
various houses on the west side of Main street, from 
Canters & Simons, at the corner of Locust and 
Main streets to Olive. Mr. John Mader's large 
cooper shop at the south-west corner of the levee 
and Elm street, and, also, a large two-story brick 
house on the west side of Main blow Elm street, 
and the flames are rapidly spreading, and wherq 
they may be stayed man cannot tell. 

In addition to the property enumerated, there was 
a vast amount of grain in sacks, hemp, bacon, etc., 
oil the levee, which caught by the heat sent off by 
the boats, and was destroyed ; and unfortunately, 
on one pile of hemp, which was covered by a tar­
paulin, it is said four persons were sleeping, and 
all were destroyed. We saw the body of one of 
them, a boy, which was carried into the Police-
office. There were a number of kegs of powder on 
board the various boats, and as the fire reached 
them they caught and exploded with a terrific 
crash, scattering the burning fragments in wild 
confusion into the upper air. 

By one of these explosions, one man standing on 
the levee was killed by being struck with a frag­
ment blown from the burning wreck of the Martha ; 
another was shockingly lacerated in different parts 
of his body ; but how many poor wretches have 
fallen victims to these devouring flames as they 
have gone sweeping in wild grandeur from boat to 
boat, and from house to house, and from street to 
street, no man can ever tell.

Since writing the above we have taken another 
walk through the burning district, which now, at 
a quarter betöre 3 o'clock, already extends from 
the levee, west, to Second street, and from Locust 
south of Elm street. This entire space is not 
burned over, but much of it is, and much more will 
be, bslore the flames are extinguished. 

We cannot pretend to particularize the buildings 
burnt, but will mention the Telegraph office, the 
United States Hotel, the Reveille office, the Re­
publican office, the Organ office, anil the New Era 
office. These comprise all the English daily pa­
pers in the city, except our own ; we being on the 
north side of Locust above Main street, have for­
tunately escaped. We can Arm no estimate of the 
los3 by this fire—it may probably bo put down at 
five millions of dollars. 

The fire first started, on shore, at the corner of Lo­
cust street and the Lçvee—the corner house and 
three buildings above it, fronting the levee, were 
destroyed, the flames then crossed Locust, and 
swept every house, with one exception, on the 
blocks fronting the levee and Main street, and ex­
tending from Locust street southward 10 Cheenut 
street, a distance of three squares. At Chesnut 
street it turned up and crossed over to the next 
block south, at the junction of Commercial Ally 
with this street, and from the alley to Main, and 
down to Market, burning all except two buildings 
at the corner of Market and Commercial Alley. 
At the junction of Market and Main the flames 
crossed diagonally to the Market Street House, and 
followed^ both sides of Market street up to Second 
street. 'I hen crossing Main, the flames again 
swept every building from Locust to Market, ex­
cept a row of four-story fire-proof brick biddings, 
just below Locust. 

Parsing up Pine, Chesnut and Market streets, 
the devouring element consumed every house in 
the two blocks intervening between the streets 
mentioned, and Main and Second streets,and those 
on nearly half of the block norih of Olive. Here 
its ravages were stayed in this part of the city. 
Before the progress of the flames could be arrested, 
it was found necessary to bio w up one or two houses 
near the corner of Market and Second streets, and 
in doing so, at least three persons were killed. The 
fragments of one of the bodies were found on the 
opposite side of the street, one near Walnut, on 
Second street, and the thigh-bone and the foot be­
longing to another, near the foot of Walnut, some 
two or three squares front where, the houses were 
blown up. These, with the body of a boy burnt on 
the. levee, make four that are now at the police 
office. We will now go further south, to the foot of 
Elm street, where the fire made another lodgment, 
and spreading diagonally through the block, it 
swept up Main and down to Spruce,,a distance, 
north and south, of two squares, and crossing Main, 
it carried nearly everything before it, up very 
nearly to Third street, three squares to the west of 
its starling point. At Main the flames crossed Elm, 
and consumed one-fourth of the block north of 
Elm and west of Main. Frt.m the foot of Elm, up 
its southern side to Second street, a distance of two 
squares, not a house is standing. By this dire ca­
lamity, hundreds of families are made homeless, 
and many who were in affluence are reduced to 
poverty. South Market and the Town Hall were 
on fire once, but by great exertions of the few per­
sons present, they were saved. Nsarly every pane 
of glass in the windows for half a square distant 
from the corner of Market and Second streets, 
were broken by the concussion at the time of the 
blowing up of the building at that point. The 
police arrested and confined in the jail and cala­
boose nearly fifty persons for stealing at the fire. 

There are various rumors afloat relative to the 
loss of different persons. Two or three of our old 
and valued citizens we believe to have lost their 
lives. And no doubt many are lost who will never 
be inquired after, or thought of—slrangers, of whom 
there were many on the boats and in our city. 

The extent of the conflagration, from its begin-
ing to its termination, takes in almost the whole of 
two blocks, which would be about one mile in 
length by two in width. The stre^Js of our city,-
originally laid out very narrow,are literally choaked 
up with fallen walls of houses, and destroyed pro­
perty of various kinds. We did not see either 
New Vork of Pittsburg after the great conflagrations 
there, hut we are informed that our city presents 
an aspect of greater desolation than either of those 
places. In regard to the loss, comparatively, we 
know not from any data we have in our possession, 
which is the greatest. Our recollection, however, 
is that in neither NewYork nor Pittsburg, did the 
loss exceed five millions of dollars. If this be true, 
then St. Louis has suffered more than either of 
those cities. —
