DEATH OF ETIENNE MAZDRKAU.—It is with a 
feeling of the most profound regret that we are 
compelled to announce the death of a most dixtin-
guished citizen. Etienne Mazureau is no more. He 
died day before yesterday evening, having nearly 
attained his 77th year. It is useless to tell our readers 
who Mazureau was, or to relate his history. Born 
in France, he came to this city in the year 1804, and 
since that time was for some years the acknow­
ledged head of the legal profession in New Or­
leans. He was one of the framers of the old Con-
ititution of the State, under which he was fre­
quently a member of the Legislature, and three 
timea Attorney General. Although as a man of 
talent, Mazureau was undoubtedly eminent, lie was 
not lesa conspicuous for his extensive literary at­
tainments. His legal knowledge was immense, and 
seveial languages spread before him their stores of 
literary treasure. As a mark of respect to his 
memory, the Courts adjourned yesterday.

Th* British Navigation Laws. 
The bill for changing the whole navigation policy 

of Great Britain has passed the House of Commons 
by a very decisive majority. It is thought probable 
that it will also pass the House of Lords. The 
state of parties would seem to favqr its passage. 
When the shipping and commercial interests com­
bined with the manufacturers, under Sir Robert 
Peel's lead, to sweep away the protection to agri­
culturists, by abolishing the com laws, the old 
union which had previously bound all thpse inter­
ests together for their mutual protection, was broken. 
It became morally certain that when the ship­
owners and merchants found themselves touched 
by the free trade spirit, they would find very little 
encouragement from the agriculturists. As the 
land-owners predoir.inaie in the House of Lords, 
the feeling of sympathy with the enemies of the 
corn laws will not lie strong. If the bill should be 
thrown out, it will he from no regard for the threat­
ened parties, but from a lingering attachment to an 
old system, which the Lords are unwilling to give up, 
although it is impossible to mistake the signs of the 
times, which show that the navigation laws are 
doomed and must soon perish out of the way. The 
Conservative or Tory sentiment is strong in the 
House of Lords, and it may obstruct for a while 
what it cannot ultimately defeat. The contests of 
liberal principles with old forms and systems have 
but one end, although it may lie retarded by obsti­
nate adherence to antiquated theories. The reform 
triumphs at last, and so will it infallibly l>e with 
this question. The total extinction of the naviga­
tion laws, and the whole scheme of |>olicy of which 
they form a |«trl, is close at hand. 

When this shall have been accomplished, the 
statesmen of England may get credit for sincerity 
in their professions in favor of free trade. The re­
linquishment of the great monopoly in shipping, 
which ha« been treated in all past times as the very 
foundation of her naval power, and the source of 
her greatness and prosperity, will lie a grand and 
convincing proof that they are true converts le the 
theories of free competition, and honest in their 
declared enmity to mono|ioly legislation. 

The benefits which will accrue to American 
shipping, by this entire change in British policy, 
will be vast. We have unbounded faith in the 
capacity of our ship-owners to compete success­
fully with the British, wherever they can enter 
upon the struggle on terms approaching equality. 
The alarms of the lirnid, not long since, lest the 
coasting trade of the United States might lie con­
ceded to the British, by the arrangements which 
Mr. Bancroft was said to have offered, have lieen 
dissipated by the knowledge that no such conces­
sion, if concession it lie, is to lie made or lias been 
contemplated by our government. Some day, 
when the subject is more thoroughly examined, 
and all its bearings, remote and immeciiate, are 
understood, the mutual abandonment of coasting 
protection will not lie received with so much re­
pugnance, and may be treated as a fair exchange 
of equivalents, or at least a mutual surrender of 
unprofitable restrictions. 

Great Britain has not stipulated, nor we con­
tracted for, any such price for her adoption of an 
improved commercial policy, for herself. Perhaps 
she thinks that enlightened self-interest may lead 
us to the same conclusions, and induce us to enter 
into the unshackled competition which she offers 
in the carrying trade. We think so too—at least 
to the full extent of meeting by independent legis 
lation the advances she has made in the pending 
measure towards the freedom of the seas. The 
coasting trade of either country is not yet a subject 
of compact, or included in any prospective schemes 
of melioration. There is therefore no ground at 
all for present alarm on that head ; nor indeed for 
any apprehension, except that experience and in­
vestigation may set the intelligence of the country 
against the continuance of the close system. 

Correspondence of the Crescent. 
Cholera in A"« York—Fire in Watertown—America's 

Passengers—Falcon and Crescent City—Excitement 
about the Riot Subsided. 

NEW YORK . May 17.1849. 
Eds. Crescent— For two day» past we have had rumors 

that the oholera had appeared in the city, but as they were 
of an extremely vague character I Sid not deem them wor> 
thy of notice, particularly as the locality in which it was said 
to have broken out is prolific of disease and similar reports. 
Last evening, however, I was informer! that the repart was 
too well founded, and that the deaths which had occurred 
were produced by an unquestionable description of cholera. 
The Beard of Health had previously been directed to con­
vene at 12 o'clock vesteiday, and the matter came especially 
before them, but no report of their proceedings has been 
received up to the hour of my writing, further than that of 
the death of three persons by a disease resembling cholera. 
The Street inspectors are busy with cleaners, and disinfect­
ing agents, in Orange street and its neighborhood, and the 
Sanatory Committee are visiting all quarters that require 
examination. Our city will soon be perfectly clean, and 
the disease, however virulent, will hardly become extensive, 
or excite any considerable degree of apprehension amongst 
the prudent portion of our citizens. 

I was mistaken in stating yesterday that the contents of 
the post-office were saved from the fire at Watertown. The 
postmaster of the place gives notice that all the mails in for 
the North and West, as well as all letters, etc., for delivery 
in the village, were lost. The fire is believed to have origin­
ated in Mr. Paddock's store, where some drugs, belonging to 
Mr. Camp, druggist, were stored, and arose from the sponta 
neons combustion of the chemicals amongst them. The 
remains of a human body were found in the ruins of an out­
house. which were supposed to be those of a poor woman of 
bad repute, who had gone there to sleep. 

The American yesterday had 130 passengers—119 for Li 
erpool aad 11 for Halifax. The packet ship New York took 

'£& passengers for Liverpool. 

The steamer Falcon's news, which has l>een telegraphed 
to you. has an encouraging effect on California speculations. 
The Crescent City will probably, under the influence of this 
intelligence, make up a full list of passengers, which she 
could not have done without it. Her day of sailing has been 
postponed until Wednesday next (23d inst.) The Falcon is 
to follow her on Saturday, the i£Jth. 

The excitement touching the riot has already ceased. The 
affair is hardly spoken of. except amongst the friends of the 
dead and «lying, and the officials whose duty it is to continue 
the examinations necessarily following the event. The law 
will soon have the matter in its hands, and some excitement, 
but no agitation, will attend its proceedings, which will 
probably be stringent. A good many names, not yet heard 
used in the connection, will l»e brought out, and their own 
ers placed in a true light before the community, by our grand 
jurors, who are generally " thoroughgoing 

There seem* to be nothing going on in the city that may 
be spoken of as new. The weather is pleasant, and is espe 
cially enjoyed.

Gov. DANA'S MESSAGE. — The Legislature of 
Maine, on Saturday, the 12th inst., reelected J. W. 
Dana a* the (Governor of I he State. His message 
was coramniiicateii on Monday, the Mill. Gov 
Dana, in directing a |»aragraph to the subject of 
slavery, declares his belief that the question of 
slavery in New Mexico and California has been 
already settled by the influx of a population who 
are hostile to the institution. He says : 

Those territorie> are probably as unanimously anti-slavery 
in sentiment as any State in the Union ; and being so. the 
institution cannot exist there, unless forced upon them by 
positive law of Cougress—a measure which the most ardent 
friends of slavery have never proj»osed. That country, there­
fore. is in no more danger of being overspread with slavery 
than is the State oi Maine; the North have no ground of 
fear, and the South have no hope of it. Both fear and hope 
might, perhaps, have reasonably existed in many minds, be­
fore the character of the population became fixed, by recent 
free emigration, and by the absenoe of any effort for slave 
emigration ; but since that, they are without foundation. If 
such then is the true position of the territory in question, a 
Congressional prohibition of slavery therein would be no 
more productive of practical result than a Congressional pro­
hibition of Mohamedanism ; neither can exist there, with or 
without prohibition ; and yet the North and the South are 
both excited to the extreme of bitterness ; the one insisting on 
prohibition, and the other resisting it, as just cause of dis­
union. The early establishment of Territorial Governments 
is desirable, not only for the protection of the exposed per­
sons and property of our fellow-citizens, but for the purpose

The St Lonia Conflagration. 

We received yesterday the St. Louis I'nion of 
the 19th, containing the same accounts we have 
already published, from an extra of the same pa­
per, of the destructive fire of the 17th. We find 
*ome additional particulars of interest. It says 

"No disaster from fire, in the West, can com­
pare with this in the extent of damage. The por* 
lion of, the city destroyed was considered much the 
bait business part of it ; and, as a consequence, the 
finest warehouses, offices, and stocks of goods of 
•very kind, were located and deposited in this re­
gion of the city. Some single warehouses, we are 
credibly informed, contained at least $100,000 in 
good*. The destruction on the levee, and along 
ine river, i* not less remarkable—embracing twen-
ty-thfee steamers, in running order, and many of 
tfwra with their cargoes on board. A compilation 
of the names of these boats, with their value, and 
their captain's names attached, made by a steam­
boat agent, estimate* the loss at more than liai f a 
million of dollars—and this estimate, by many, is 
eonsidered very low; probably the amount should 
be about *600,000." 

The President of the Board of Assessors sub­
mitted to the Mayor, on the 18th inst., a report 
of the estimated losses : on steamboats and car­
goes, $600,000; buildings, $502,290; merchandise 
and other personal property, $4,500,000. Total, 
$5,502,290. 

The Mayor had called a meeting of the citizens, 
for the evening of the 19th, to consider what is 
necessary to be done for the houseless and suffering 
thousands. 

The corporation appropriated $fi<)00 for special 
police, to guard the exposed property. The volun­
teer military companies turned out for the same 
purpose; and at the request of the Mayor, four 
companies of U. S. troops, from Jefferson Barracks, 
war« sent to aid the civil authorities. 

There has been a considerable loss of life—the 
number of killed not ascertained. Four dead 
bodies had been recovered on die 19th. 

Our enterprising friends of the Reveille were 
out in good spirits, notwithstanding the destruction 
of their office, and gave notice that they would 
issue their paper as usual on the 20th. 

The Union says: " It is, perhaps, the best illus­
tration of its ravages we can cite, to say in conclu­
sion that out of all the periodical newspaper estab­
lishments in this city, our office is the only one, 
and our paper the only one printed in the English 
language, left to tell the fearful tale of the destruc­
tion caused by this conflagration." 

It is, we maf add, illustrative of the buoyancy 
of the spirit of the St. Louis citizens, that before 
the smoke of the conflagration has passed off, wri­
ters are engaged in showing how the calamity may 
be made beneficial in some respects, by public im­
provements in the laying out of the burnt district, 
on a plan more advantageous to the health and 

• of (be city. 

Dignity of the Stage. 

In commenting on the late riot in New York, 
many papers have especially regretted that such a 
disturbance was provoked by a quarrel between 
two actors. Such journals as the Tribune and the 
Courier & Enquirer have mentioned with contempt 
the profession of Macready and Forrest, of Garrick 
and of Kean—as if the calling were disreputable 
and degrading. We are not surprised that the Tri 
bune, with all its professions of universal tolerance 
and benevolence, should join in the hue and cry 
against actors—for the socialism of that paper stifles 
Art and degrades the imagination which is not im­
mediately utilitarian in its applications. But we 
anticipated something more liberal of the Enquirer. 
The cant of the Tribune is explicable ; but that of 
the Enquirer is perplexing and hard to comprehend. 

The prejudice which places the actor low in the 
scale of social existence is one of those notions that 
we thought the enlightenment of the present day 
had done much to remove and destroy. But it 
seems that there are yet some so wanting in dis­
crimination as not to perceive the true relation 
which the actor-artist bears to his own time and 
the times that are to come after him. For the in­
fluence of a man who manages and moulds the im 
agination of his countrymen and contemporaries 
does not cease when he is removed from the stage 
of existence. The actor "who controls the feelings 
and excites the fancies of his audience, does far more 
to determine the course which the mind of his age 
shall lake, than the routine politician, or than even 
the profound thinkers in science can possibly accom­
plish. You may think it a small matter logo to a 
play, and laugh at the follies which comedy ex­
hibits, or weep over the woes that tragedy may re­
present. But when you have heard the great actor 
pour forth the liquid lava of Lear's paternal wrath, 
or seen him convulsed by the storms of passion 
which agitate the fiery Othello, or witnessed the 
burning agony of Macbeth's frustrated ambition 
and terrible remorse—come away from the theatre, 
if you can, and smile at the impotence of the 
actor's art. If you do not then acknowledge the 
|)ower of the stage, and consider the actor as a very 
important member of the social Inxly, you are either 
gifted with a reason that never allows its calm to 
be disturbed by passion, or iiossessed of a didness 
that is incajiahle of feeling the emotions that raise 
us above every-day thought and every-day life. 

There are many who suppose that it requires 
little talent or genius to represent on the stage the 
characters the poet has created ; and these regard 
the actor as the mere copyist of the author's pic 
tures. But the actor, like the painter, creates. The 
painter may take his subject from the Bible, from 
Shakspeare, or from the heathen mythology ; is he, 
therefore, a mere re-producer of the ideas of others . 
So the sculptor takes a simple story, familiar to 
every one, and by the force of an intense concep­
tion, makes the marble live beneath his touch. The 
reader of Shakspeare may have a clear conception 
of Hamlet's character ; but his ideas of Hamlet 
and his sympathies with the Prince must be infi­
nitely enlivened by witnessing a masterly perfor­
mance of the piece. The actor is an artist in the 
true sense of the word, and as such, society should 
receive and honor him.

Canadian Politics. 
[From the Albany Argus of May 14.] 

Since the cessation of actual hostilities in Mon­
treal, little else has been a topic of discussion by 
the press of that city lieyond the propriety and 
legality ol the course of the (iovernor (ieneral in 
giving his assent to the rebel losses bill, without 
reserving it for the approval of the Crown. 

On the one side it is urged that the bill was 
purely a colonial measure, passed by large majori­
ties of both Houses of the Provincial Parliament, 
recommended by the present Ministry or responsi­
ble Government, originated by their predecessors 
of the Tory school, and patterned afier the bill of 
the latter for indemnity to the Loyalist sufferers in 
Lower Canada—which became a law without sub­
mission for royal approval. On the other hand, the 
argument is that the measure, having a direct ten­
dency if not design to reward treason and dis­
courage loyalty, it was a matter of imperial con­
cernment, inconsistent with the colonial relations 
of Canada to the British Crown, and, therefore, of 
such an unusual and extraordinary character as to 
demand at least so much of deference to the feel­
ings of the Tory ((artisans as might be involved in 
a reservation of it for the royal assent. 

This is about the upshot of all that is or can lie 
said by way of excuse for the excitement which I'trine, and no permission to exclude persons of other 

PROTECTIONISTS PROTECTING DISCUSSION — 

Al a meeting lately held in London by those fa­
vorable to the principle of moderate, just and eqna! 
protection to every interest in the =tate," the Duke 
of Richmond presided, and several other members 
of the nobility were present. After the President 
of the meeting had made a speech similar to tho«e 
generally made on such occasions, " congratulating 
the friends of the great principle of protection on 
the large and influential assembly he saw around 
him," etc., etc., the Marquis of Gran by moved a 
resolution against free trade in general. Mr. Bo-
sanquet seconded the resolution at some length ; 
and then a gentleman, who announced himself ai> 
Mr. Geo. Beacon, requested permission to say a 
few words. Having obtained it, he said : " This 
is a meeting, if I understand aright, to decide the 
question simply between protection and free trade. 
(' Yes, yes.') Well, then, that is all right; but a 
great deal of what has been said has been mixed 
up with protection to industry, the state of the col­
onies, our agricultural and commercial interests. 
But, gentl>'ineu, the real question is no such thing 
and don't yon l>e humbugged by those noble lords 
Ihere about it." The speaker was here interrupted 
by cries of "Order, order!" "Sit down!" min­
gled with recommendations to " turn (or kick) him 
out," amid which he in vain endeavored to make 
himself audible. The noble lords on the platform 
essayed to procure him a hearing, and Lord Win-
chelsea particularly exerted himself for that pur­
pose, promising that he would answer Mr. Beacon 
when he had done. At intervals Mr. Beacon's 
voice was heard in broken sentences, such as " the 
noble lords talk of protection. I '11 tell you what 
they mean by it. They mean protection to them 
selves and families against your interests." Mr 
G. F. Young rose to order, and appealed to the 
chairman. The meeting was restricted to those 
who were favorable to the principle of protection. 
Mr. Beacon again attempted to make himself au­
dible, amid loud cries of "Turn him out," " Don't 
lie a fool," "Sit down," "Kick him out," etc., 
and was not even mollified by the repeated assu­
rances of Lord Winchelsea that if he called a 
meeting down in Sussex, he (Lord Winchelsea) 
would discuss the question with him. The chair­
man decided that Mr. Beacon was out of order, and 
after another vain attempt on the part of that gen­
tleman to obtain a hearing, he resumed his seat. 
The resolution was then put and carried almost 
unanimously. 

tty The Legislature of Massachusetts lately re 
fused a charter of incorporation to a Catholic Col­
lege at Worcester. The refusal has been supposed 
to lie proof of antipathy to the Catholic religion, 
and the Legislature has beeu severely censured for 
its illiberality and bigjtry. 

The Catholics have received hard treatment 
heretofore in Massachusetts. The burning of the 
convent near Boston, and the continued refusal of 
the State to make any compensation for the losses 
by that atrocious deed, are keenly remembered. 
The readiness with which the suspicion of malig­
nity towards the Catholics is in this case raised 
against the Massachusetts Legislature, is one of the 
penalties of that sin. Perhaps some such motive 
lurked unexpressed in the bosoms of members who 
defeated the bill ; but the grounds assigned in de­
late, and the reasonings by which the refusal is 
defended, are entirely distinct from sectarian ani­
mosity, and assumed to lie opjxised to sectarian 
purposes. The charter which the Catholics asked 
for, was one for teaching Catholic doctrines, exclu­
sively to Catholics. The Legislature was willing 
to grant one of the same kind enjoyed by similar 
institutions in the State. In none of them is there 
any legal provision for the teaching of any particu­
lar form of faith. It is true, we believe, that some 
colleges and incorporated schools in Massachusetts 
are in the hands of particular denominations of 
Christians, who teach their own doctrines exclu­
sively. It is true too, we believe, that in Harvard 
a periodical sermon is preached against " Popery," 
by the provision of some Protestant, who estab­
lished a fund for that purpose. But these are not 
directed or specially authorized in the charters. 
There is no direction to teach any particular doc-

led to the mohlilng out of the Parliament whilst in 
Hession, the horning of the Parliament House with 
it* valuable library, and the Hhameful indignities 
upon the persons of the (iovernor General and the 
members of both Houses. 

But we recur to this subject again for the pur­
pose of stating a fact bearing on the matter of pro­
vocation, so far as the character of the bill in ques­
tion is involved, and which the discussions of the 
Montreal press have brought out. The bill itself 
we have never seen except in fragments. 

It appears that the Commission ap|K)inted by the 
late Tory Ministry to investigate and report upon 
the losses incurred in Upper Canada, on which the 
bill in question was founded, were specially in­
structed that '* sentences by courts of law" should 
lie the only evidence upon which claims should be 
rejected. In other words, no claims were to be 
dismissed except those of parties sentenced by 
the courts for participation in the rebellion of 
1837-'38. This, so far as it indicates the intent of 
the former Ministry as to who should be indemni­
fied for losses, is lass stringent than the law whicl 
has been made the pretext for the recent outbreak 
of loyally. The latter provided that not only those 
sentenced by the courts, but those who, by confes­
sion, were guiliy, should be excluded from a parti 
cipalion in its benefits. 

There is certainly great inconsistency in this 
Tory clamor, since the present, bill is modelled on 
their own, only more guarded, and less likely to 
inclnde " rebels."

SHIP BUILDING.—Maine is the greatest ship 
building Slate of the Union, and yet she has no ad­
vantages for the business, except the sea coast. 
She produces now little or nothing but the spars, 
for the great number of vessels which she annually 
creates. It is a notable illustration of enterprise, 
this fact, that Maine has become signalized in ship 
building, and is every year increasing greatly in 
the business, while she is compelled to draw the 
oak. which she uses from Virginia, and the pine 
from Georgia and the Carolinas. We have heard 
it stated that at this moment the ship builders of 
Bath have a thousand men at work in Virginia, 
getting out oak timber, and as a many more in 
Georgia £ettin^ out pine. There were built in 
Maine in the yrar ending June 30, 1848, four hun­
dred und twenty .eight ships, barks and brigs, in the 
aggregate, amounting to nearly 'JO,000 tons. Not­
withstanding the immense amount of new tonnage, 
which has been built in Maine and other States, 
during the last two years, the master ship builders 
have made little or nothing, and some of them in­
deed, have lost heavily, the demand for labor hav­
ing been so much greater than the supply, that the 
wages of the w orkmen have absorbed all the profits 
of the. business. The present season they have 
made their contracts, based on this high price of I 
labor, and we learn that within a week or two such 

faith from the benefits of the institution. The

said on the other side, as there ajways is in cases 
where government undertakes to create corpora­
tions for special purposes. But this is fair, at least, 
if not conclusive, and does not sustain at all the 
profuse reproaches which we meet with every day, 
directed against the Massachusetts Legislature, for 
its "bigotry." It maybe worthy of a more ex­
tended inquiry, whether these and kindred difficul­
ties which perplex legislatures, and waste the pub-
lie time, might not be avoided by the enactment of 
some simple law, under which associations for lit­
erary purposes might organize themselves, with all 
the powers that are necessary to conduct their 
business. 

JUDICIOUS HINTS FOR WIVES.—Never complain 
that your husband pores too much over the news-
IMtper, to the exclusion of that pleasing converse 
which you formerly enjoyed with hin. Don't hide 
the paper ; don't give it to the children to tear ; 
don't lte sulky when the boy leaves it at the door, 
but take it in pleasantly, and lay it down before 
yourspou.se. Think what man would he without 
a newspaper ; treat "it as a great agent in the work 
of civilization, which it assuredly is, and think how 
much good newspapers have done by exposing bad 
husbands arid had wives by giving their errors to 
the eye ol the public. But manage you this way. 
When your husband is absent, instead of gossip-
ping with neighbors or looking into shop windows, 
sit down quietly and look over the paper ; run your 
eye over its borne and foreign news ; glance rap­
idly at the accidents and casualties ; carefully scan 
the leading articles; and at tea-time, when your 
husband again takes up the paper, say, " my dear, 
what an awful state of tilings there seems in In­
dia or, " what a terrible calamity at the Glasgow-
Theatre;"' or, "trade appears to be nourishing in 
the north, and, depend upon it, down will go the 
paper. If he has not read the information, he will 
hear it all from your own lips ; and when you have 
done, he will ask, "did you, my dear, read Simp­
son's letter upon the discovery of chloroform?" 
And whether you did or not, you will gradually get 
into as cosy a chat as you ever enjoyed ; and you 
will soon discover that, rightly used, the newspa­
per is the wife's real friend, for it keeps the hus­
band at home, and supplies capital topics for every­
day table talk.
