LATE FROM ST. JOSEPH.—The St. Louis Re­
veille of the 23d gives the following intelligence 
on the authority of Mr. Addling, a member of the 
Ottawa (111.) company of emigrants who returned 
the day before from St. Joseph : 

He states that there exists the greatest dissatis­
faction among the emigrants who have not yet left 
St. Joseph. Difficulties and quarreling growing 
out of the general discontent were occurring daily 
among the emigrants. Many companies have dis-
lianded and are selling out their outfits at any cost 
to raise the means to return home. The perfect 
sacrifice of property is an evidence of the dissatis­
faction which exists. Auctions are had daily, 
where a person might procure himself a complete 
outfit, including clothing, saddles, etc., at a less 
price than they could be procured here, or in any 
eastern city. Many emigrants also, whose extrava­
gancies have plunged them into pecuniary difficult 
ties, have had their equipments seized by the 
Sheriff, and sacrificed at auction. It was at one 
of these Sheriff's sales that young DeCamp, a citi­
zen of Carondelet, engaged in a difficulty which it 
is believed will result in hi« death. The outfit of 
one of his friends had been seized and put up at 
auction. Seeing that they would be sold at much 
less than their actual value, he endeavored to per­
suade the Sheriff to stop the sale. Angry words 
were exchanged, when Smith, the Sheriff, drew a 
pistol and shot him in the shoulder. Smith was 
arrested, and is under examination. 

The general impression at St. Joseph seems to 
he, that the emigrants will not only experience a 
great many difficulties and much trouble in the 
l»urney, but that many heavily laden wigons will 
have to be left behind. The majority of wagons 
it seems, have started out overloaded. The follow­
ing incident seems to bear them out in their opin­
ion. A teamster-was engaged with his wagon to 
accompany one party with a load of corn to a dis-
larice of about one hundred miles back of St. Jo­
seph. He fulfilled his contract, and in returning, 
luerally filled his wagon with bacon and provisions 
of every description, which had been cast on the 
road-side, from overloaded wagons. 

Apprehensive of the trouble which they would 
encounter with wagons, many emigrants are en­
deavoring to change their arrangements so as to go 
out with ptick-muias. Some have already made 
exchange of this character, and others are ready to 
avail themselves of the first opportunity to imitate 
the example. 

CANADIAN AFFAIRS.—On the 19th May a dele­
gation from the Niagara District, C. W., presented 
an address with six thousand one hundred and forty 
signatures, approving of the (iovernor-General's 
course in regard to the Rebellion Losses Bill. 
Lord Elgin replied as follows : 
GSNTLKMKN : I heartily thank you for coming forward 

at the present crisis to express yonr approval of the coursa 
which 1 have pursued in the administration of the Govern­
ment of Jhe Province, and your abhorrence of the outrages 
which have been lately perpetrated in the City of Montreal. 

1 have no donbt whatever, that, your conviction is 
well founded. that the persons who countenance such ex-
cesses, and endeavor to set at nanght. the solemn determina­
tion of Parliament, are actuated by hostility to the Constitu­
tional System which yon now enjoy, or at least, to its fair 
and free working. 

To any scheme, however ipecions. for defrauding you of 
the liberties of which I am appointed by onr Sovereign to he 
guardian, I can never be a party, i thsll continne faithfully 
and steadily to ad minister the Govern meat of tt-.e Province in 
accordance with the wishes of the people, as expressed 
through their Representatives in Parliament. In snch a 
causel am willing, if needs lie, to suffer reprosch. But I 
should form a poor estimate of Canadians, as an intelligent 
and free people, if I did not believe that this course of con­
duct will, sooner or later, secure their approbation. 

MOBILE RACES .—The Herald and Tribune fur­
nishes a lively report of the races over lhe Mobile 
course on Tuesday last. The competitors were, 
Kraily—(untiained) a grey mare, half sister to the 
renowned Lady Suffolk (and very like her)—a bay 
horse called Trustee, and the well known Jack 
Frost, or Telegraph. The mare was the favorite 
and had the advantage in condition. The first 
lieat was a spirited contest between the hay and 
the grejf, but as is not unusual the grey mare 
proved the better horse. But the time, 2:55, proved 
that they were both kept busy. Telegraph was 
shut out. The second heat was even more inter­
esting, for on entering the last quarter, after two or 
three breaks the pony got anj) kept the lead home. 
In the third heat the little bay was beaten hand­
somely before he reached the draw gate ; and after 
more and greater changes in betting than in many 
a thousand dollar race, Emily was declared the 
winner.

CIICRCH RIOT,—At the commencement of the 
religious exercises, in the German church, situated 
al the corner of Smithfield arid Sixth streets, on 
yest-relay, the entire congregation was thrown into 
confusion and excitement, by the lawless conduct of 
[»•rsons, both male and female connected vviih the 
church. The Rev. Mr. Kœhler, pastor, hail just 
finished the reading of the Holy Scriptures, when 
a man named Demlar stood up and denounced the 
minister in a most violent manner. " Dotru with 
Uotiespierre ; dawn with Ihr dog ; tin um with Ihp 
smil killer" were the wild and extravagant ex­
pressions uttered. Women next seized the clergy­
man and tors his coat. All was confusion and 
disorder in a moment. The congregation rushed 
into the street, when the police from the Mayor's 
office arrived and took the disturbers of the public 
(""ace into custody. It is said tht.t a schism exists 
in this Lutheran church, not on doctrinal points, 
hut for men. One party favors the present in­
cumbent, who is said to be a most excellent and 
pious divine ; the other party are desirous to have 
reinstated the clergyman, who formerly officiated 
among them ; and out of a mere unimportant affair, 
'lie worst passions of the human heart are called 
into requisition, the peace of a religious community 
1» interrupted, and the laws of the land are out­
raged. No correct citizen will excuse the itifamyus 
conduct of persons engaged in the work of assault 
and battery in the body of a Christian church,and 
that too, upon the person of the pastor. The quar­
rels of church members about men, should not be 
permitted to disturb the public peace and desecrate 
the services of the Sabbath day. We anticipate 
the full penalty of the law, without mercy, upon 
the church rioters.—Pittsburg Mercury.

Supreme Conrt of Loulaiana. 

Condensed Decisions—Niw ORLEANS . May 29.1849. 
.. . I [Continued.] 

The use ol grossly abusive and insulting language br an 
overseer towards bis employer, accompanied with a me-
nacing manner, when it does not apppear that the em­
ployer was in fault, will authorize the dismissal of the 
overseer, and, under auch circumstances, the overs* er can 
only recover his wages during the time he rendered 
services. 

WM. J. DARBEN vs. JOHN NOLAN Appeal 
from the Sixth Judicial District Court, Parish of 
West Baton Rmige... .KIN«, J... .[As this case 
may prove important to planters arid overseers, we 
report it irt full.] Per curiam: Plaintiff claims in 
this action his wages as an overseer on the planta­
tion of defendant for the months of November and 
December, 184G. He also claims $1200 on a writ­
ten agreement by which defendant stipulated to 
employ him as an overseer for the year 1847, aver­
ring that lie was discharged by defendant on the 
first of January of that year, without just cause. 

Defendant admits the alleged agreement, but 
avers that he dismissed plaintiff in consequence of 
abusive language and menacing gestures used by 
the latter to him, as well as for negligence and mis­
conduct as an overseer. The jury awarded to the 
plaintiff the sum claimed in his petition, and de­
fendant appealed. 

We are unable to concur with the jury, and are 
constrained to reverse their verdict. The evidence 
shows that the plaintiff used the most grossly abu­
sive and insulting language to the defendant, ac­
companied with a threatning manner, which was 
not provoked by the latter as far as appears from 
the record. After the violent altercation which 
occurred between the parties, in which they in­
dulged in mutual recriminations, it was impossible 
that their relations of employer and overseer could 
longer continue, arid we find nothing in the evi­
dence to authorize the conclusion that this result 
was produced by the fault of the defendant. We 
think the defendant was fully justified in discharg­
ing the plaintiff. Youngblood vs. Dodd, 2 Ann. 187: 
Conrey vs. Bauduque, 2 Ann. 132. 

For the month of December and a part of the 
month of November, during which the plaintiff ren­
dered services as overseer,under a separate contract, 
he is entitled to the wages stipulated. Judgment 
reversed and plaintiff decreed to recover from the 
defendant $125, plaintiff to pay the costs of the 
appeal, and defendant those of the Court below. 

ROSINE, f. w. c. vs. M. BONABEL etal Appeal 
from the Third District Court of New Orleans... . 
SLIDELL, J... .Judgment of non-suit affirmed 
with costs. 
Where a minor, above the age of nineteen years, applied, 

under the act of Jan. 23, 1829, to be emancipated, and, 
upon opposition of his tutor, his demand was rejected, 
and the minor then went into the State ol Alabama and 
there married, without the knowledge or consent of his 
tutor, and immediately institu'ed an action in Louisiana 
to compel his tutor to render his account and to pay over 
the funds in his hands: held, that the minor's action 
should be dismissed, and that the minor's marriags in 
Alabama can no more affuet the judgment rejecting his 
application for emancipation than any other form ol 
emancipation obtained in that State would affect it. 

P. CONSTANT I , TAILLEFER VS. PAUL SAILLOT, 
TUTOR— .A/tpeal from the First District Court of 
New Orleans... JIOST, J Plaintiff', being at the 
time over 19 years of age, applied to the District 
Court to be dispensed with the age required by law 
for attaining majority under the act of 1829. The 
family meeting, convoked to take his application 
into consideration, advised the Judge to grant it; 
but the tutor opposed it, and after hearing evidence 
the Court gave the following judgment : " The .tes­
timony shows that the applicant is unable to man­
age his own affairs, and that he is unwilling te 
work; we think that the tutor's opposition must be 
maintained and the costs paid by the miçor." 

After the rendition of this decree, the plaintiff 
went to the city of Mobile and there married, with­
out the knowledge or consent of his tutor, and im­
mediately returned to institute the present action, 
in which he calls upon the defendant to account 
and pay over to him the funds which he holds as 
tutor, on the ground that he has been emancipated 
by marriage. The defence is, 1st, that the plain­
tiff, having married without the consent of his tu­
tor, has no right to co i pel him to account until he 
attains the age of 21 years ; 2d, that the judgment 
which refused the plaintiff Iiis emancipation, on 
the ground of incapacity to manage his own af­
fairs has npver been appealed from and is final 
against him. There was judgment m plaintiff's 
favor, ordering the tutor to account. Defendant 
look a devolutive appeal and, under reservation of 
it, rendered his account, which was homologated 
and the balance ordered to be paid to plaintiff. De­
fendant also appealed from this decree. 

Per curiam : " We are of opinion that the Dis­
trict Court erred, and that the disposition of the 
Code which provides that minors are emancipated 
by marriage, means the marriages which the law 
authorizes, not those which are made in fraud of 
ils provisions. It appears to ti« that the plaintiff's 
marriage in the State of Alabama can no'more af­
fect the judgment rejecting his application for 
emancipation than any other form of emancipation 
obtained in that Stale would affect it. Through 
motives of public (silicy the law does not pronounce 
llie nullity of marriages thus contracted, but it is 
equally against public policy that they should be 
held lo confer upon the parties all the right* which 
result from the marriages of minors iegally au­
thorized." Judgment, reversed and plaÄtiff's pe­
tition dismissed with costs in bulli Courts. 

To render a dedication of streets and roads to public nse bind, 
ing, it is necessary not only that liiere IM some act of 
dedication on the part of the owner, but ihcre must also 
be something equivalent to an acceptance on the part of 
the public—the concurrence of thesetwo partie! is neces­
sary to pass the right. 

TIIF. TOWN OF CARROLLTON VS.  WM. JONES 
AND WIFE. .. .Appeal from the Third Judicial 
District Court, Parish of Jefferson... .ROST, J.... 
Plaintiffs, a municipal corporation, complain that 
defendants have obstructed and closed up certain 
streets in the town of Carrollton, and seek to have 
the streets opened and the obstructions removed. 
They also claim damages. The answer of the 
defendants is a general denial, and they have ap­
pealed from a judgment below against them. Per 
curiam: Towns arid cities maybe projected, and 
streets, public squares and roads may be laid out 
on plans; but so long as the ground remains en­
closed and no poriion of it Is sold willi reference lo 
those plans, and no express dedication is made and 
accepted by the proper authority, the right of the 
owner to th»isoil which those streets, public squares 
and roads cover, is not affected thereby. We ad­
mit that no particular form of words is necessary to 
effect a dedication. But it is indispensable that 
the owner shall clearly manifest an intention to 
dedicate the land to public use, ami that the public 
should, relying upon that manifestation, have en­
tered into the use anil occupation of it, in such a 
manner as renders it unjust and injurious to re­
claim it. 

To render a dedication to public use binding, it 
is necessary, not only that there be some act of 
dedication on the part of the owner, but there musi 
also lie something equivalent lo an acceptance on 
the part of the public; in analogy to other con­
tracts, the concurrence of two parties is necessary 
to pass tlie right. State vs. Trask, 6 Vermont R., 
355. When neither the dedication nor the accep­
tance is express, the rights claimed in behalf of 
the public must be supported by long-continued 
usage. There are facts in the record inconsistent 
with the intention of the defendants to dedicate lo 
public use some of the streets claimed. About llie 
time the plan ws< made, upon which this dedica­
tion is based, defendants were building a house 
which stands, in part, in one of those streets, and 
in which they have lived ever since. We are of 
opinion that the plaintiffs have failed to show the 
alleged dedication. Judgment reversed awl judg­
ment in favor of defendants with costs in boili 
Courts. 
An additional condition, in'erted by the Sheriff, in a bond 

furnished by a defendant, in a sequestrarion snit, not 
authorized by law, will not be binding on the surety. 
The bond must be construed with reference m the law 
under which it was given. A snrety on sncl' a bond is 
liable for the value of tht property sequestered, and not 
for the absolute amount recovered by the plaintif]', in his 
judgment against the defendant. 

ALBERT BAKER, ET AL. VS.  G. W. MORRISON 
A«D WM. DEACON. . .Appeal from the Fifth District 

-of New Orleans.., .SUDELL, J.. . .Under a i 

writ of sequestration, issued in the case of Baker et 
al. vs. Doane and Bossier, certain movables were 
seized, which were restored to the defendants on 
their giving bond, with Morrison and Deacon as 
securities, in the penal sum of twenty-five hundred 
dollars. The bond is in the usdal form, except 
that, it contains the additional clause " that the de­
fendants (Doane and Bossier) shall satisfy such 
judgment as may be rendered in the suit, then thin 
obligation to be void, or else to remain in full 
force." 

In that suit plaintiffs had judgment against 
Doane and Bossier, for $763 83, with interest and 
costs, with privilege on the properly sequestered. 
Dn a ft. fa being returned mdla'bona, they ruled 
the securities into court, to show cause why judg­
ment should not be rendered against them, for the 
amount of the plaintiffs' judgment. The lower 
court rendered judgment against them accordingly, 
but that judgment was reversed, on appeal, the 
Supreme Court deciding that plaintiffs' remedy 
was by a direct action, and that the proceeding 
by rule, in that case, was not authorized by law. 
They have now brought the present direct action, 
claiming $763 83, with interests and costs, from 
the sureties. 

The lower court rendered judgment against the 
securities, Morrison and Deacon, for the amount of 
the prior judgment which plaintiffs had recovered 
against Doane and Bossier. Defendants have ap­
pealed. 

It was held by the Supreme Court, that although 
the terms of the bond authorize such a decree, yet 
the bond must be construed with reference to the 
law under which it was given, and that the addi­
tional condition inserted Jy the Sheriff, is not bind­
ing upon the sureties. After quoting art. 279 C P., 
the Court say : " The legal intent of the instrument 
being to secure the presentation of the property to 
be applied towards the satisfaction of tiie plaintiffs' 
privilege when definitely adjudged, and the penalty 
of the bond being inserted to secure the perform­
ance of that act, upon breach of the condition, the 
question is quantum damnißcatus ? The injury sus­
tained by tlie plaintiffs is the value of the seques­
tered property, which, if it had been presented, 
would have been applied to the payment of the 
plaintiffs' claim. A judgment resting upon the 
mere standard of the amount of the plaintiffs' claim, 
without reference to the value of the property se­
questered, is therefore erroneous. As we have no 
evidence of the value of the property sequestered, 
the suit must be dismissed." Judgment below re­
versed, and plaintiffs' petition dismissed, as in case 
of non-suit, with costs in both Courts. 

WM. B. YORK VS.  RICHARD H. CHILTON. . . .  
Appeal from the Fifth District Court of NewOrleans. 
EUSTIS, C. J This is a branch of the once cele­
brated controversy in relation to the British ship 
Aldebaron, which made some noise in this city 
three or four years ago. Plaintiff was the captain 
of the vessel, and claims from defendant $10,000 
damages for removing him from the command of 
the ship, depriving him of some articles of personal 
property, slandering arid calumniating him, impair­
ing his standing as a shipmaster, anil Iiis character 
as a man, etc. Tlie lower Judge, supposing many 
of the matters at issue had been decided by the Su­
preme Court, in the case of Barker vs. York. 3 Ann., 
excluded much of the evidence offered by plaintiff, 
and he took bills of exception. Plaintiff appealed. 
The Supreme Court held that their learned brother 
of the District Court had fallen into an error, and 
remanded the case for a new trial, reversing the 
judgment below, which was for defendant, on the 
verdict of the jury.

District Court of Jefferson .SLIDELL, J.. .Judg­
ment reversed, and case remanded, the plaintiff 
and appellee to pay the costs of appeal.

ELEOTIVE MARRIAGES.— Hlrson Howe, after 
denouncing marriages ill-assorted as to age, pro­
poses the following remedy for the evil : " Perhaps, 
after looking into the important subject with an ad­
ditional pair of spectacles, we may be able to spy 
outa plan by uii:< ti the old ones of bothsexes may 
be kept out of the matrimonial market after 33 
years of age, and thus the whole liyraenial hive he 
left to the young ones to gather honey in. Could n't 
we apply the electoral principle, and bring about 
the desired reform by making wives elective? Thus, 
when a male arrives at the adult period, the young 
marriageable sisthren of the county shall be eligi­
ble candidates for his hand, and such as fancy the 
office of wife to him, shall announce themselves in 
tlie nearest newspaper, as applicants for that office, 
and take the stump for it, or in any other lawful 
manner, make known their charms and pretensions. 
He shall be allowed, and by law, compelled to elect 
one of the number. Parents not to be permitted to 
interfere at all in elections. No male or female to 
be eligible to matrimony after attairing the age of 
35. Something like this, Bro. Andrews ; but no 
chloroform. Selali." 

RUSSIAN LADIES' SCHOOL.—In St. Petersburg 
there are institutions for the education of young 
ladies, who are, for the most part, daughters of 
nobles. When I was in Russia, the Emperor was 
so kind as to issue orders that I should see every 
thing that I wished. Public buildings, schools, hos­
pitals, prisons, etc., were all thrown open, and I 
gained a great ileal of information from them. 1 
visited in St. Petersburg the largest female institu­
tion in the world. The building was surrrounded 
by a wall, which enclosed eleven acres, an l it was 
then attended by 750 young ladies, 450 the daugh­
ters of nobles, and 3ü0 the daughters of commoners. 
They were kept in separate parts of the building, 
and never met,except in the church, which was in 
front of the building. The instruction was equally 
good throughout ; but each part had its teachers. 
1 spent a whole day in going through it, for they 
insisted that I should see every thing. The insti­
tution is under the patronage of the Empress her­
self, who takes a great interest in it. There were 
classes in German and French, and the instruction 
in all branches was very thorough. After I had 
gone through the building, I dined with them. It 
was a beautiful sight to see four hundred and fifty 
young ladies come together at one table, and at a 
given signal chanting uniformly a short prayer. 
After the dinner, which, though simple, was excel­
lent, they assembled in the parlor, and sang and 
played for about an hour. The Russians have 
some beautiful national airs, and they were exe­
cuted by these young ladies in a very superior 
manner. I think I have never heard better sing­
ing than I did at that, time, and the sons, " Cod 
save the Emperor " is set to primps one of the 
finest airs that exists. This institution was tlie 
whole empire in miniature, and included inhabit­
ants of every part of it. There were young ladies 
from Georgia, Circassia, the Tartars and Kalmucks, 
and even the daughter of a Mongolian chief, who 
was a most beautiful singer, and who bore the ap­
pearance of an American Indian girl in every par­
ticular. I could not help remarking the admirable 
manners and perfect training which these young 
ladies exhibited, testifying no .impatience nor dis­
pleasure at any thing which was required of them.
