The mnge of this tendency to expansion
may be limited, but the principle of the evil is
there. Wall street knows it, and will make its
own profit, éven of small things, if there be enough
of them. It can see lossto its craft in the issve of
the little gold dollars, to displace the ragged bank
note. ‘They will stand heartily by the eflizy, who
bave the making of such, for their own gain.

The same motives for action will produce an-
other deleterious”effect. The conversion of gov-
ernment securities into currency, will create a
vast associated interest, against reducing the quan-
tity. To disturb the amount of the public debt, un-
less, perhiaps to increase it, will be an interference
to be resisted with the relations which the cur-
rency bears 1o its basis; as the payment of the debt
would extinguish the security and the currency,
How many formidable interests will be combined
against the payment?  How many will be the in-
terests combined to find means for disposing else-
where of the fands, which should ba applied to
the debt?  Heqgr much then, might the whole pol-
icy of the government be swayed by such con-
siderations, totally distinet from any clear sys-
tem of administration, upon just principles. Be-
sides, waiving now the question of the constitu-
tional power to do what is propossd—the novel na-
ture of the fanctions, with which it is proposed 1o
invest the Federal government, may well startle
the public. The U, 8. Treasury is to become over-
seer, or compiraller of State institutions—to take
chargesf a part of their axsetn, as security for part
of their contracts, and 1o act as & sort of assignes
ininsolvency, o asoertain their dehtsand colleet and
apportion their funds smong their creditors,  This
is one singolar cless of duties, self-assumed
towanls Siate banks, which is, at least, unusual,
There is another, 1o which thers are some greater
objections.  The projectors of the plan may look
to it, perhaps, asa privilege for other uses, not
finsncial. The project refors to the discretion of
the Foderal Treasury—the amount and the propor-
tions of eurrency assignable o each bank. Based
on the idea that it represents revenue, it is 10 be
apportioned among the States ina pro-rata share,
“ aecording as shall be most convenient to the
Treasury of the United Siates.” Tle number of
banks is to be decided by the Secretary—to be one
of them, and to get the largest share of the apppr-
tionment, are all special favors to be shuffled for.
The effect of such a system, has been thoroughly
argued, in the discussions on the old Pet Bank sys-
tem, happily exploded long ago, by the common
consent of all parties. Its revival, in one of the
most offensive particulars, is precisely what the
new project will effect,

We might go on enumerating ohjections, for they
are manifold, but the time s not yet come ; some
influential names have been given to its support,
but their success thus far, in enlisting popular faver
has been small indeed.

Under the statute of March &5, 1944, the surviving wife is
