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Habeas Oorvu-ilulh;n of Judgos by the Foople-

On Tuesday last & question of the highest impor-
tanee to every individual in the community, was
decided by the Supreme Court of the State of Louis-
jann. A petititioner for a habeas corpus was, n
few days ago, brouglt before the Judge of one of
the District Courts who, after hearing the cause,
set the prisoner at liberty. The parties interested
i@ maintaining the imprisonment, asked for a sus-
perfive appeal —that is, an appeal delnying the
execution of the judgment until it is confirmed by
the Superior Court.  But this the District Judge ne-
fusesl, T , the parties thinking themsclves
aggrieved by the refusal, ashed the Superior Court
for an onder dirceting the inferior Julge to grant o
stspensive appeal.  Two of the judges of the Su-
preme Court wers in favor and two ngainst the
granting of the order.  Henve, the judgment of the
lower Court stands aflirmed.

We wish to fix attention partiewlarly on the fact,
hat two out of the foar judges of the present Su-
preme Court were in favor of giving an order wliich
wonld rendee the right of habeas corpus—that great
right guarantied to us by the constitution and con-
cecrated by long, and so far as the United Staies
nre runl:ernﬂl, immemorial Jsage- l'rllimly nuga-
tory aud inctloctive.  If aftor the cause of am's
imprisonment is stated and the jodge thinks i te
set him at liberty, & third party may come in and
virtually onler the prisoner to be re-commited
merely by prayiog for a suspensive sppeal, of wh o
foree or validity is the judguont given on the peti-
tion for n habess corpus ! The applicant for the
limbeas corpus is kept in jail thoogls ke Las proved
to the Court that Lis imprisonment i illegal ; and
the law is thus place] in the very grave prodica-
mgnt of taking away a'man’s peecnal liberty, sl
thongh it has already declared that L in gailty of
1o offence warmnting such treatment, The grant-
ing of a suspensive appeal on a petition for a babeas
corpus, leads to #o many absurdities and 1= w0 op-
powed w the whole spirit and genits of onr inatitu-
tions that we are at a loes to know how any judge
could favor such a measure.

Wa have been told, however, that Judge Slidell
deliverad a very long, and quite nn able opinion,
mintaining the position thut such an appesl might
be granted, and it is said that be grounded his de-
cision on numerous decrees of the Supreme Court
in previous cases. But, in our humble opinion,
thougli decisions innumerable were eitod—** Pelion
upon Ossa piled “— in support of such a position, a
Judge ought not hesitate to ke the side of right
and justice against judicial wrong and judicial
tpranny.

The whole history of the writ of habeas corpus
—even before it wus transplanted from England
into America—proves that it was intended as
speedy and sure menns for releasing » men illogaily
imprisoped.  In fact, take away from itits suanary
nature—make it one of the ten thousand cases in
which the law’s delay wears out the suitor’s purse
aml wastes his strength—and you destroy its power
w protect the citizen in the enjoyment of his per-
somml liberty. And, 10 confing the deductions
which would be dmwn from the history of the
writ, the Code of Practice especially says that
“ihe judge shall immediately set the prisoner at
liberty.” Though all the volumes of Louisiana
Reports were filled with decisions contrary to this
plain article of the Code, it is the duty of a judge
t bring the law back to its original purity, and
enforce the evident intention of the law-making
power,

The fact that e Judge of the Supreme Court
places more walue on the opinions of these who
have preceded him in hix office than on the clear
and explicit enactments of the Code shows how
necessary it is to release the judicial wind, in some
way or other, from the oppressive serviiude of the
maxim “ stare decises,” which, mndered into plain
Euglish meaus, to stick by old decisions, night or
wrong.  And how is this to be done ? How is the
Judiciary to be brought ander the infl wof pub-
lie sentiment, and made obedient to the public will ?
How are we 1o be certain that the statutes of the
Legislature, mado by those who are under the im-
mediate control of the people, will not be evaded or
anunlled by judicial legisiators T Only by making
the judges elective by the people.  Ouce plaes the
Judiciary under the same influences as the Legis-
Tatre, and we will not see the one eluding and de
siroyine the decrees of the other. Law will he
more cectain, for it will have more nnity.  Judges
will not atiempt W interpret o melicacy the
statutes of legislators; and legisdators will not
spend half their time in passing acts 1 correct e
decrees of judges,

There i« a class of politicians who contend strenn-
onely for what they eall the independence of the
Judicinry, and talk endlessly about what they term
“the ehecks and balances of the constituwtion.”
But what do they mean by “independence™ and
by * checks and balances ' Do they memn *“inde-
pendence” of the popular will—*' chiecks and bal-
ances™ 1o popular opinion ! 1f they do not, their
tlk is sheer nonsense ; and if they do, it is xome-
thing worse. Lot such sophists leara that the only
way to make a nation peaceful and happy within,
and strong and powerful without, is to give it unity
of spirit—unity of nction. It is not by pitting one
department of the govarnment against another—
not by arraying one set of funetionaries against
nnmher—thm you can secure individoai liberty or

neity 10 “all parts of the government—make the
judges as well as the execative and the législative,
derive their power from the people—and you w il
have your laws more certain nnd your institwtions
more stable. Notonly this, but the foree whiclh

The news of the death of Gen. Gaines was re-
eeived in Mohile on Wednesday, with grent emo-
tion.
