CHOLERA IN NEW YORK.—The latest detailed 

account of the spread of the cholera in New York, 

is contained in the telegraph to the Baltimore 

Sun, dated at 6 p. M., on the 4th. 

" The cholera is now settled down in this city in 
an unmistakeable manner, and is making its marks 
among all classes of the community. The propor­
tion of deaths to the number of cases are also un­
commonly large. The Board of Health report that 
during the twenty-four hours ending at noon to­
day, there had been "23 cases and 11 deaths—ma­
king in all, for the last three days, 67 new cases 
and 29 deaths. A large number of the cases are 
in private practice, and in the most healthy part of 
the city." 

The Courier of the same morning says : 

" We presume we shall not be called alarmists, 
if we state as our conviction, lhat the disease is 
now among us as an epidemic, and that every pre­
caution should be used for insuring cleauliness 
throughout the city."

Eds. Crescent—There is to-day a good deal of apprehen­

sion manifettrd w-ith regard to the Cho!era, and exaggerated 
reports as to its spread, are reported at every corner. But lit­
tle confidence is now placed in the measures or statements of 
the Board of Health, the members of which, it is alleged, neg. 
lect their duty as well in the collection and report of facts, as 
in the matter of cleansing the city. It is confidently stated 
in some quarters that not one>>hird of thecates have been re­
ported. and persons are industriously engaged in hunting 
cases of Cholerine and Cholera xVlorbus, which they insist 
upon denominating Cholera, and declare ought to be 
clnded in the reports of the Board of Health. There 
always such men to be found in times of danger—they have 
no apparent motive in their efforts to get up a panic, beyond 
that of showing how much they know. It is said that 
great many are leaving the city in their alarm, but I do not 
see any especial movement in that regard. It is the season 
for people to bag'n their annual visits to the country, and 
mo>t of those that are now preparing to go, would do soev 
if the Cholera were not here. 

The report of ihe Board of Health for the past 24 twenty 
four hours shows a slight improvement, while the reverse has 
bten looked for, and predicted. Only 23 cases are reported 
lt> of which are in private practice—deaths 9, all told. 

I hear nothing new from the Empire. At the last accounts 
•he was getting lip slowly, and the body of another worn« 
had been found, making 23 or 24 in all. There is but little 
doubt that more bodies are below. 

We had another heavy fog last night, which was swept 
away with a light breeze and a hot sun by about 10 o'clock 
this morning, leaving a clear but very warm day for the Odd 
Fellows' celebration.
