About the same time 
the Board of Health of New York, issued a report-
adopted by the Sanitary Committee—in which the 
opinion was unanimously expressed that the cause 
of the disease exists in the atmosphere, and that 
there is no evidence tliat the disease has been in a 
single instance communicated by contagion.

There is some confusion in our telegraphic dis­
patches relative to the great battle between the 
Hungarians and the Russians. It is stated that 
the battle took place at the defile of Rotherthum 
and that after its defeat the Russian army retreated 
to Cracow. The pass of Rotherthum is a short 
distance from Hermanstadt, a town of Transyvla-
nia, which province is eiiuawd in the South-eastern 
part of the Austrian dominions. Cracow lie* on 
the extreme Northern frontier of Austria, and is 
therefore far distant fro» the scene of operations. 
It is scarcely possible that in the time intervening 
between the battle and the date of the letter giving 
an account of it, the Russian army could have 
marched from Hermanstadt to Cracow, In per­
forming that operation it would have to traverse 
Hungary and Gallicia, Which would be the «na-
nnrovre of a victorious rather than of a beaten armv. 
There is no doubt that the battle has been fought 
and the Itusxians defeated, but we think it highly 
improbable that they are at, or near Cracow. It is 
possible the telegraph has given an incorrect name 

concentrate upon the glowing light'of truth.

If they could succeed with a third rate 
man, it would be a triumph of principle, of the 
principles inscribed on their standard when they 
were lead to victory by the hero of Buena Vista 
It ought to be a triumph of principle; he would 
not wish to triumph over any man merely as a man. 
It was for them to decide w hether Louisiana in 
November next will forget the principles of No­
vember last, and thus be found in flagrant contra­
diction with herself. It was for thera to decide 
whether, after assisting to elevate Gen. Taylor to 
the Presidential chair, Louisiana would deprive 
him of the moral influence of her support, whether 
she would inflict a wound on the bosom of him 
who had carried the Star Spangled Banner in 
triumph from Pilo Alto to Buena Vista. In the 
hands of the Fillmore Rangers he would be willing 
to his fate in the coming content. If he was 
to fall» he would be happy to lall as the representa­
tive of their cause and their principles. 

After a few more remarks Gen. Declouet con­
cluded, when there was a general call for Mr 
Kenner. That gentleman not being present, Gen!

CHOLERA AT THE NORTH.—There were sixty 
new cases and ten deaths of cholera in NewYork 
city during the twenty-four hours ending on the 
6th at noon. The number of deaths was less tl.an 
on the day before, although the number of cases 
had increased. The ship Massachusetts, which 
arrived at NewYork from Havre on the 5lh, lost 
twenty-eight passengers by detth. 

It is a remarkable fact that the aggregate num­
ber of deaths from all diseases in NewYork has 
diminished steadily since the cholera broke out. 
From the 19th to the 26th May, the number of 
deaths by cholera was 13—the number of deaths 
from all diseases, 29 less than in the preceding 
week. So in the week ending on the 2d inst., the 
deaths by cholera were 29—the deaths from all dis­
eases, less than during the preceding week by 24. 

Mr. David Johnson, Director of the Long Island 
Bank—a retired member of the firm of John John­
son's Sons—died at Flatbush of cholera on Monday. 
J. J. Fullerton. Clerk in the American Exchange 
Bank, went to the Bank well on Monday morning ; 
complained of diarrhoea at 10 ; was taken up stairs 
at 12, and died in the evening. Jeffrey Rowe was 
attacked at 6 r. M., and, although a physician was 
immediately called, died at 10. 

Four cases have been reported at Boston, all of 
which have been fatal. Fatül cases have occurred 
at IJrooklyn, Albany, Troy, Glasgow (f'lster co.)— 
also, at Kingston, 1'pper Canada. Newark, N. J., 
Pittsburg, Pa. None have been reported for sev­
eral days at Philadelphia or Baltimore. 

NEW ITAVEN ELECTION.—Ilenry Peck, (whig,) 
was elected Mh.yor of New Haven, on the 4th inst., 
receiving 828 votes to 709 tor Nathan Smith, the 
independent candidate. The regular whig ticket 
for Aldermen, Common Council, and other officers, 
was elected by majorities varying from 31 to 119.

Doubts, 
too, are reiterated whether Mr. Lawrence will ac­
cept the proffered mission to London. 

VOLUNTEERS DECLINED. — The Secretary of 
War, a dispatch from Washington says, has de­
clined proffers for raising volunteer forces to go to 
the protection of the Rio Grande. He says he ap­
prehends no outbreak requiring additions to the 
regular force ; but should occasion arise for more 
force to be called out, it will be called from the 
State of Texas. 

EASTERLY WINDS.—According to the Bunker 
Hill Aurora, cold easterly winds have prevailed for 
twenty-eight days of the past month. A corres­
pondent informs the Boston Transcript that tor the 
last ninety-four days the wind has been eastward 
for. the whole or part of the day, with only two or 
three exceptions.

An Bilm from the effied 6f "the " Frontier (iiiard-
ian," the Mormon paper pubi^hed at KanesVille, 
Iowa, was received iniSt. Louis on the 7th. It was 
published on the 28th ult., and contains some very 
interesting news from tbe Mormon settlement at 
Salt Lake. 

It appears that an express arrived at Kanesville 
on the 27th, bringing intelligence from the Salt 
Lake City to the 15th of April—forty-five days on 
the road. This express met with the first Califor­
nia emigrants 130 miles this side of Fort Laramie?' 
The emigrants, as a general thing, were in good 
health, particularly ttl'ier they got out upon the 
Plains. Near the frontier there were some cases 
of cholera, but nothing of a serious nature. On 
the route they heard a report that four men, at­
tached to one of the emigrating companies, had 
been accidentally shot, when taking guns out oi' 
wagons with the caps on them; but their names 
are not given. The emigrants were throwing put 
their provisions by the way, to lighten the wagons. 

The express, on leaving Salt l,ake City, Were a 
whole week ill beating the road through the snows 
Of the mountains for about one hundred indes, and 
yet lost only one animal. The weather was fine, 
until they arrived near Fort Childs, but after that 
period it was rainy and cold. They report plenty 
of grass on the Plains for the usual euiigratiou. 
Mr, Egan, an express from Kanesville to the Salt 
Lake City, was met about seventy miles from old 
Fort Kearny, all well. 

The express reports that there is no end to llie 
gold in California—though none had been found 
in the valley of llie !">alt Lake, still the regions 
within two or three hundred indes of it abounded 
with llie shining ore. It is also stated that the 
people in the Great Basin will send on Dr. Burn-
hyson, as an agent, or delegate, with a petition 
to Congress for the establishment of a territorial 
government in that quarter. The petition "is nu­
merously signed, and the delegate may be looked 
lor in July. 

The extra contains a long epistle from the Mor­
mons at Salt Lake, styled "First Gentral Ej.istle 
of the First Presidency of the Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter Day Saints frupi the Great Salt 
Lake Valley to the Saints scattered throughout the 
Earth—Greeting." It is devoted to a general re­
view of tite condition of the Church. With much 
of this epistle man^f our readers have little con­
cern, and we extract only so much as is of general 
interest. They announce the arrival of several 
emigrating parlies, under the lead of Messrs. Young, 
Kimball and Richards, in September and October 
of last year, and the reception of a mail from Kanes­
ville, on the 30tli of November, bearing news to 
them of the addition of 7000 souls to the Church, 
during the last year, in England and the British 
dominions. 

Lyman Wright had been dismissed from church 
fellowship. 
" On our arrival in this Valley, we found the 

brethren had erected four forts, composed mostly of 
houses, including an area of about 47 acres, and 
numbering about 5000 souls, including our camp. 
The brethren had succeeded in sowing and plant­
ing au extensive variety of seeds, at all seusons, 
lrom January tu July, on a farm about 12 miles in 
length and Irom one to six in width, including the 
ciiy plot. Most of their early crop6 were destroyed 
in the month of May by crickets and frost, which 
continued occasionally till June ; while the latter 
harvest was injured by drought, by frost which 
commenced its injuries about the lOth October, and 
by the outbreaking of herds of cattle—the brethren 
were not sufficiently numerous to fight the crickets, 
irrigate the crops and fence the farm of their exten­
sive planting, consequently they suffered heavy 
losses ; though the experiment of the past year is suf­
ficient to prove that valuable crops may be raised in 
this Valley by attentive and judicious management. 

The winter of 1647-Ö was very mild, grass abun­
dant, flocks and herds thriving thereon, and the 
earth tillable most of the time during each month ; 
but the winter of 1348-9 has been very different, 
more like a severe New England winter. Excès-
live cold commenced on the 1st day of December, 
and contidued till the latter part of February. Snow 
storms were frequent,and though there were several 
thaws, the earth was rfot without snow during that 
period, varying from one to three leet in depth, bo h 
in time and places^ The coldest day the past Win

The public buildings, and other public works 
necessary for establishing a Stake of Zion at this 
place, will require a great amount of means, be­
sides labor, and many materials, such as window 
glass, nails, door trimmings and fixtures, fastening* 
and trimmings of various descriptions, will be 
wanted before they can be manufactured here; all 
of which will require means to purchase and trans­
port ; we have, therefore, appointed Elder Orson 
Hyde our agent in the United States, generally, to 
receive anil gather tithing s rid donations. We 
have also appointed Elder Wilford Woodruff our 
agent to receive and gather tithing and donations 
in Canada, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and 
adjacent islands, as he shall have opportunity. We 
have also appointed Elder Orson Pratt, of Liver­
pool, our agent to receive and gather tithing and 
donations in England and the British Islands, and 
from all the oaints adjacent. 

On the 4th of April there was a heavy snow 
storm in die Valley, but the eärlli was clear again 
by mid-day of the 5th. Some rain on the 6th 
caused an adjournment of the Annual Conference 
of the church till llie 7iii.

contrary winds have been frequent. The snow on 
the surrounding mountains has been much deeper, 
which has made the wood very difficult of access ; 
while the cattle have become so poor, through fast­
ing ami scanty fare, that it has been difficult to 
draw the necessary fuel, and many have had to 
suffer more or less from the want thereof. The 
winter commenced at an unusual and unexpected 
moment, and found many of the brethren without 
houses or fuel, and although there has been consid­
erable suffering,there has been no death by the frost. 
Three attempts have been made by the brethren 
W'lh pack animals or snow shoes to vi-it F»rt 
Bridger since the snow fell, but have failed ; yet it 
is expected that Cumpton will be able to take the 
mail east soon after April Conference. 

In the former part of February, the Bishops took 
an inventory of the breadstuff* in the valley, when 
it was reported a little more tlian three-fourths of a 
pound per day, for each soul, until the 5th of July ; 
and considerable was tauwn to exist which was 
not reported. 

Our public works are prosperous, consisting of a 
couneil-hou*e forty-five feet square, two stories, 
building by tithing; also a bridge across the Wes­
tern Jordan, at an expense of $700, and six or 
seven bridges across minor streams, to lie paid by a 
one per cent, property tax ; also a bath house at 
llie Warm Springs. 

A field of about 8000 acres has been surveyed 
south of and bordering on the city, and plotted in 
five and ten acre lots, and a church farm of about 
800 acres. The five and ten acre lota were dis­
tributed to the brethren by casting the lots, and 
every man is to help build a pole, ditch, hue a 
stone fence, as shall be most convenient, around 
the whole field in proportion to the land he draws, 
also a canal on the east side for life purpose of irri­
gation. There are three grist-mills, and five or six 
saw-mills in operation, and several more in con­
templation. Mill stone, equal to French burr, is 
found here. The location of a tannery and foundry 
are contemplated, as soon as the snows leave the 
mountains. 

The forts are rapidly breaking up, by the remo­
val of the houses on to the city lots ; and the city 
is already assuming the appearance of years, for 
any ordinary country, such is the industry and per­
severance of the Saints.

On the return of a portion of the Mormon bat­
talion, through the northern part of Western Cali­
fornia. they discovered an extensive guM mine, 
which enabled thein, by a lew day's delay, to bring 
sufficient of the dust to make money plenty in this 
place for all ordinary purposes of public conve­
nience ; in the exchange the brethren deposited tbe 
gold dust with the Presidency, who issued bills, or 
a paper currency ; and the "Kirtland Gaiety Fund," 
re-signed, is on par with gold. 

On the 1st of January last, John Smith, uncle to 
tha Prophet Joseph Smith, was ordained Patriarch 
of the Church, holding (he keys and powers there­
of, same as fattier Joseph Smith and Hiram. 

All the vacancies in the list of Twelve Apostles 
were lilled on the 12th of February last. 

The valley is settled for 20 miles south and 40 
miles north of the city. The city is divided into 
llJ wards, the country soulh into three wards, and 
north lliree wards, and over each is ordained a 
Bishop with his Councilors, with N'ewall Iv. Whit­
ney, President of the Bishop's Quorum, presiding, 
who have been instructed to set in order all the 
lesser officers. 

About thirty of the brelhren have recently gone 
to the Flab Valley, about 60 miles south, to estab­
lish a small colony for agricultural purposes and 
fishing, hoping thereby to lessen llie call for beef, 
which, at the present time, is rallier scarce at an 
average of 7 and 8 cents per pound, but will im­
prove with the vegetation. 

The wards of the city generally consist of nine 
blocks, each three square,.and each ward will be 
fenced by itself this season, on the plan of a big field, 
for the purpose of saving time for cultivation. 

In consequence of Indian depredations on our 
horses, cattle, and other property, and the wicked 
conduct of a few base fellows who came among the 
Saints, the inhabitants of the Valley, as is common 
in new countries, generally, have organized a tem­
porary government, to exist during its necessity, or 
until we can obtain a charter for a Territorial Gov­
ernment, a petition for which is al ready in progress. 

There have been a large number of schools the 
past winter, in which the Hebrew, Greek, Latin, 
French, German, Tahitian and English languages 
have been taught successfully. 

Last fall the brethren had liberty to cut all the 
timber within thirty miles of the city, provided 
they would haul it into the city in the course of 
the winter. 

The month of March, and April to the 4th, was 
very mild and pleasant, and many small crickets 
have made theiâftppearance.

FI ND FOR DECAYED MINISTERS.—The Presby­
terian Assembly, at Pittsburg, on the last day of its 
session, adopted a provision for the establ " 
of a Sustentation Fund, for the support of 
worn out ministers. There has heretofore 
specific fund for this purpose. 

BAD NEWS FROM THE PLAINS —The captain of 
the steamboat Tamerlane, says the St. Louis Re­
veille of the 8th inst., states that persons recently 
arrived at St. Joseph, from the Plains, represent the 
condition of the emigrants to be wretched in the 
extreme. The cholera is committing frightful ravt-
ges among them. The difficulties of travelling are 
doubling daily as they progress. The grass, how­
ever, is said to be in excellent order, and plentiful. 

CONTEMPLATED ATTACK ON A CALIFORNIA 
COMPANY.—A report has rpached the frontier, that 
the Osages and Camanches are going to join to­
gether to intercept, attack and rob the Fayetteville 
Mining Company, that lately rendezvoused at the 
Grand Saline, and are now on their way to Cali­
fornia. The Osages are said to have left the border 
within a very short time, without staying to make 
their usual preparations when they go on tne prairie 
to hunt; and some individuals of the Osages have 
stated to some of our people that such things are in 
contemplation by them and the Camanches—stating 
that they did not want a public road made through 
their hunting ground by the white people. /
