The doors ol the bin d-
iugshowed DO mark» ol violence toefi'ect an en'ry. with the 
exception of the trapdoor—the lock that fastened it having 
been wrenched, lie lound that a ladder med about tlie 
store, had been placed against it for the purpose of ascendmg 
to the upper story ; this, be supposed, might have been 
done by the firemen. He know» of no oae iliat entertains 
strong ho» ile feelings against the establishment: and Was 
uot ihe slightest suspicion in regard to lhaiueendiary. 

Theexamiua'ion in this particular ca»e may not pioduce 
any »Qjcesslul result: but it will be pro uctive of Juture 
tfood. It will show to those who mav be tempted to kindle 
the torch of the incendiary thar a vigilant spint i. abroad—a 
constant watchluluess et»rcised by those in authonty that 
will prove to the most cunning that detection will be almost 
inevitable.

In the cas of Muoinipaliiy 
No 1 vu. die General Council ol" NewOrleana, decided Jui.e 25, IfclT, 
the Supreme Court held that ihe Parish Primm is the property of fhe 
fust Municipality, ami belong"» to it of rieht und»r the act « f 1836; 
am! that tlie contract in r»da:ion to it t^bicu the relation ol landlo-il 
and tenant between the Municipality No. I and ihe General COIIM i'. 
The Court therefor»* condemned the Ge ieial Council to pay Munici­
pal i:y N.» 1 $10,578 48 «or a.rearà of rent due for ihe une of the 
Prifi'ii. The contract, then, being a contract ot letting and hifintr, 
the Municipality No. 1 is bound to in ike a.l necessary repairs win;h 
auy other lessor would be I mmd toma*e." 

After the reading of the opinion of Mr. Hunt. Mr. Beebe 
moved to refer tho »ubj ct to ihe At o.ney or the Council, 
Mr VVarfield. with in rue ions to repo t at the next meeting. 

Mr. Rosehus. m a verv able speech, con-ended against r h 
motion. lie did not believe that the Gene.-al Council had 
the light to tnquiie into the conslitntionaliry o a law ol tbe 
Legislature, passed in 184t>. tind-r whi h hey acted, it wa> 
a special law of the Legislature giving to the General « ou n-
cii the power to have the Prison o pa-red. and to tiivitl-' tue 
expenses between the thre; Municipal ties.
