THE CONSULATE AT RIO.—We have announced 
tlie removal of Gorham Parks, the Consul at Rio 
de Janeiro, and the appointment of Edward Kent, 
of Maine, to the post thus made vacant. The 
National Intelligencer publishes an address to the 
President, signed by a number of eminent mer­
chants, ship owners, and insurance c< m panics of 
New York, against the conduct of Mr. Parks in 
assuming the power of summarily removing the 
masters of the ships Pacific and Xvlon, and other 
vessels, and placing* others in their stead, asking 
that, as a mark of disapproval, the said Consul be 
forthwith suspended or removed. The remon­
strance further says : 

" The undersigned deem this course so unwar­
ranted by any 'fgal authority which he possesses, 
so dangerftus an exercise of power in a distant 
place, and one pulling at hazard properly to so 
large an amount, and the rights of so many differ­
ent persons, in a manner so highly injurious lo if 
not destructive of their interest«, that it should be 
immediately checked and prevented." 

The Consul would have been removed of course, 
having been a democratic appointment ; but the 

[ arid res« furnishes a good cx-post facto reason. We 
always thought the power exercised by the Consul, 
hard and dangerous.

Interesting News from the Pacific. 
Voyage of the Steamer Panama. 

Strait)r of Magellan—Passage of Hail Vessels—Valpa-

IIKAR TRIBUNE—We are now within a days' 

sad of Panama, where the number of our passen­
gers will lie greatly augmented. I last wrote von 
from Rio Janeiro, which place we left on Ih- 25th 
uf March. Our passage through the Sirails of Ma­
gellan, although dangerous and diHicult, was ac 
cninplished in two days—we anchored but one 
night. When about iwo-lhirds through the Straits 
we passed the brig Saltillc—she had been beating 
in the Slraiis for twenty-three days. We passed 
ihe schooner H&cksmff just as she was entering 
the Straits on 'he 6th of April. I would advise 
sailing vessels to keep out of the Straits, as a mat­
ter of safety and sp*ed. • 

Arrived at Valparaiso on the 17th of April. Val­
paraiso is an old Spanish town, of some 20,CC0 in­
habitants, and is only remarkable for the immense 
quantities of fruit found there—apples, pears, 
peaches, figs, graps, etc. I think the grapes are 
the largest and finest 1 ever saw. I purchased half 
a hu-liel of large white grapes for fifty rents We 
left Valparaiso on the 19th of Aprii and arrived at 
l'allao on the "25ih. 

l'allao is the sea-port town of ihe Republic of 
Peru. Lima, the capital of Peru, is about nine 
inile„ from Callao. YV'e spent five days at Lima 
wltHa our steamer was receiving coal. Lima is a 
city of great antiquity, nnd possesses many objects 
of interest to the traveler. A remarkable fact re­
secting this region of country is that it never rains: 
vegetation is sustained by the heavy dews. An 
American gentleman who has lived in Lima for 
twenty-one years, told me he had never known it 
to rain there. The houses iri Luna arn nearly all 
but one story high—a few of a story and a half. 
The walls are of great thickness and strength. The 
h'.uses of each block are ail connected by a con­
tinuous wall in frout. One reason why they adopt 
ibis form of huilHiii» is the danger from earth-
qimkes. One hundred and four years ago the w hole 
of t'allaoand a part of Lima were destroyed by an 
earthquake. Tney usually experience several 
shocks during the year, of greater or less severity. 
One of these shocks occurred during our visit, and 
it was said to be the most severe one they had ex­
perienced for the past eight years. It occurred 
alwuit 4 o'clock in the morning. The bells tolled 
and the people ran to the middle of ihe street. We 
»ere all a little frightened, but no one harmed. If 
such a shock had occurred in New' York thousands 
of buildings must have been thrown do.vn. 

Lima contains at present about 80.0CD inhabi­
tants—formerly 20.000. The form of government 
is republican, though such only in name. It is 
purely a Dictatorship. The laws are trampled upon 
with perfect impunity by the President. The 
present President was driven from the country 
some four years since, but in a few months gathered 
an army of four hundred, and returned, subdued 
his opposera, and was recognized as President. The 
na'ional pride and spirit are broken. There is no 
hearty good-will for the Government. Public im­
provements are all neglected, and each one follows 
his own fortune or pleasure. We visited the great 
< allied rat, which covers about two acres of ground. 
It was built more than two hundred years ago, and 
on the most magnificent scale. I shall not attempt 
a description of it ; but you may form some idea o 

its splendors when I slate that there are in the in­
side forty columns of solid silver, twelve feet long 
by twelve inches in diameter ! In this Cathedral I 
was pointed to the tomb of Pizarro and the place 
where he was assassinated. 

Strange as it may seem, I visited in Lima a Cot­
ton FactoryTI.e entire building and machinery 
were brought from the United States. The build­
ing is 20(1 feet long by 60 broad; employs 100 looms— 
4000 spindles,and about IGOoperatives. The oper­
atives are mostly Spanish girls from Lima, although 
a few are from the interior, and are of Indian ex­
traction. The factory is owned by Dr. Caaanava, 
a Spanish genlleman. Cotton cloth of a very good 
quality is manufactured. The girls all speak the 
Spanish language. 

The Panama has performed the whole passage 
round in TGdays—having encountered much heavy 
weather. From the United States to Valparaiso we 
had but 64 hours of fair wind. The whole distance 
of 11,560 miles being almost entirely performed by 
steam, the sails being of no use. The last rfay's 
run of the Panama on the trip from Rio to Valpa­
raiso was 320 miles in 2fj hours, 16 inches steam 
and only her trysail set. The engine has not been 
stopped once during the voyage, except when enter­
ing port, and not an accident of any kind has oc­
curred. The unprecedented success which has at­
tended our voyage is no doubt attributable in a great 
measure to the ability and never-tiring vigilance 
of Captain Porter. We pari with him at Panama 
with feelings of theilee|iest regret, and we can only 
hope that Cap'ain Stout, who is there to take com­
mand, may fill his place. 

Sunday, May 6,2i p. M.—We have just arrived in 
the harbor of Panama, and ouranchor has dropped. 

STEAM AND STORM AT SUA. 
From Rio Janeiro to Valparaiso tn the U. S. Mail 

Steamer Panama—Steam and Sails in the Straits-
Shore and Sea Seen-ry—The Pacific in a Storm—Loss 
of a Man—The Panama on a I.re Shore, 4-c. 

PANAMA, April, 1849. 
We left Rio Janeiro on Sunday, March 20, with 

the wind ahead, and except for a few hours, kept it 
ahead until after we entered the Straits of Magel­
lan, twelve days in all. We made Tape Virgin, 
the northern point of the Straits at 9:30 A. M. on 
Friday, April 3. This caps is a high barren bluff, 
with lofty snow capped mountains in the distance. 
At 5:30 we came to anchor near the northern shore 
in Possessio^lay, in 174 fathoms water, where we 
laid until on Saturday. When we entered 
the Straits we saw three vessels. 

At 10 A. M. on Saturday, spoke schooner Roe, 
from New York for San Francisco—all well, and 
going at a fine rate. She came close to us and ex­
changed cheers, but owing to the strong breeze 
was unable lo speak with us. She fell astern, not 
being able like ourselves to make a straight course 
in spite of w ind and tide, which at tliat place runs 
very strong, say äl or 9 miles per hour, with 30 feet 
rise and fall of ihe tide. 

The land along the shore is high clayey soil, 
covered with a kind of faded vegetation, but no 
trees or shrubbery. In passing along the shore we 
could see innumerable herds of animals resemhling 
our deer and elk grazing. Both shores are bold, 
and the channel looks easy to navigate. The en­
trance of the Straits, between Cape Virgin and 
Cape E^pirito de Santo, is 15 miles wide, though 
the narrowest place is not over two miles wide. 

In the afternoon we pissed three islands, called 
Elizabeth, Martha and Magdalene Islands, from 
the northernmost and southernmost points of one 
of them reefs of rocks extend about a mile. Still I 
think there is no more danger or difficulty in work­
ing through the Straits than is found in all other 
narrow channels—arising most from strong winds 
and stronger currents. The land on these islands 
is also of a clayey appearance, with a high blufl' 
shore and intervals of low beach. 

About 8 p. M. Saturday night, April 6, passed 
close to Port Famine, so called by the Snnriiards 
who made a settlement there, all the mem tiers of 
which starved to death but 4, before assistance was 
rendered, afier which the place was wholly aban­
doned. We kept under way all night, with our 
Captain on deck at his post. We had high bluff 
rocky mountains close aboard on both sides, and the 
wind blowing violently, with rain. About mid­
night passed a schooner at anchor at Fortescue 
Bay. At 8 A. M. of the 7th saw a brig at anchor in 
York Roads, with the stars and Rtripes in her main 
rigging. A small boat with five men left her and 
pulled for our ship. Capt. Porter stopped for them. 
She proved to be the brig Saltillo, 104 days from 
Boston, for San Francisco. She had been 23 days 
getting thus far through the Straits, and still had 
more than a hundred miles to go before she could 
enter the broad Pacific. We gave them a file of 
papers. The Captain offered tis $500 to tow him 
through the rest of the passage. 

They told us there were great numbers of In­
dians near bv. From our vessel we could perceive 
hordes of wild dogs, but no other animals. 

At 9J of the 7ih we passed and exchanged sig­
nals with the sehr. Iowa. About 12 we passed Gla­
cier Bay, where both the mountain and the valleys 
were covered with a clear glacier of ice, having a 
most beautiful appearance, like blue waters w ith 
countless ripples. I hail almost forgot lo tell you 
of the lofty p-ak of Mount Sacramenio, which we 
saw on Saturday, from Elizabeth Island. Ii is 
6,800 feet high, covered with perpeiual snow, and 
can be seen at a distance of 90 miles. 

The farther we advanced in the Straits, the 
stronger became rny opinion lhat square-risgerl ves­
sels would fini) great difficulty in getting through, 
owing to the great strength of the tide and the nar­
rowness of the passage, which in some places does 
not exceed Id miles in width. When ihe wind 
blows in violent squalls from Ihe gullies in the 
mountains, sailing in almost impossible. Fore and 
alt schooners nvty do well enough when they have 
the tula with I hem, but cannot make any h»«dway 
against the tide. The sclirs. Iowa and Roe wer* 
doing well under short sail when we passed ihem, 
hut as I have already mentioned, the brig Saltillo 
had been 23 days getting as far as York Harbor, 
and ihe Captain told us unless he had a more fa­
vorable. chance it would take him 30 days longer to 
get the other part of the passage, which is a liitle 
over ICO miles. This makes it certain that manv 
of the square-rigged vessels w hich left New York 
for C'a'ilornia via Magellan will have a hard time 
getiing through. These remarks of course apply 
to the passage from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 
The shore on both sides is bold, having from 30 to 
60 fathoms water, and in fact in some places there 
is no bottom to be found. 

At 5 o'clock we pas>ed St. Ann's Island, which 
brought us into the sea reach, and at Ia«t we felt 
the swell of the Pacific. At 8 o'clock we passed 
Cape Tamour; w» had a heavy swell on, with rain 
and squalls from the west ; the wind was dead 
head. Our ship made the quickest time through on 
record—making the run from Tape Virgin to Cape 
Tamour in 37 hours running time : distance about 
351 miles. 

Our engine and machinery did nobly through 
tin- trial, and has done so all the way, not having 
to s'op once for repairs since we left New York. 

We parsed Cape Pillow on Monday, April 9, 2 
A. M , with a heavy gale of wind and an awful sea, 
the. ship pitching very much ; the passengers cene-
rallv, fore and aft, were much frightened. At 4 A. 
M. she pitched her head clear under, when the bolt 
w hich holds the hohstay was drawn and the, bow­
sprit carried short off by the head. I have been at 
sea. off-and-on, twenty years, and I assure von I 
never saw il blow harder, nor a worse crr>ss sea on. 
Of all the ships I have ever seen, there is none to 
lie compared lo the Panama as a safe arid staunch 
sea vessel. 

In all these trying scenes the Captain walked the 
decks with evident anxiety, for we were on alee 
shore w ith a heavy gale and a tremendous sea, still 
he kept up the drooping spirits of many of our heart­
sick passengers, who would have eiven all in Cali­
fornia to he ashore. But no accident happened to 
us except the breaking of the bowsprit and the loss 
of the third male from the top gallant forecastle on 
the main deck. A monstrous wave carried him off. 
and we saw him no more. You may imagine how-
hard it blew when 1 tell you that some of our best 
seamen were afraid to go aloft. 1 never saw a ves­
sel more easy in a sea. Both builders and engi­
neers may he proud of their work. We had the 
same violent gale for two days, and the wind ahead 
until we arrived at Valparaiso, April 17, after 22 
days' passage. Valparaiso is a neat, clean place, 
and Is under good police regulations, far surpassing 
those of New York. The people are very kind and 
civil, the ladie9 handsome, and the houses clean 
and neat. Tours, R. S. M.

Suit against the dtp—Oppressive Hrat—The Cholera

NEW YORK , June 16, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent—A law-suit is in the prospect, which 

promises good picking for a few members of the profession, 
growing out of the location of a cholera hospital. The Cor­
poration have deemed it necessary to lake possession of a 
part of the building known as Monroe Hall, (of which they 
had before hired the third story.) without the consent of the 
proprietor; and as they were unable to brins htm to terms, 
have enternd the desired apartmeuts by breaking open the 
doors. Of couise large damages will be awarded to the pro­
prietor, but the City authorities will be supported in the 
measure by the people. The occasion is one that renders 
ceremony and pecuniary considerations matters of small ac­
count. The additional room was required to prepare for 
emergencies, not on account of any new accession of occu­
pants. The difficult access to the third «tory formed a con­
sideration also. 

The weather to-da? is excessively hot, with a breeze that 
has no further effect than to increase the discomfort by filling 
the unspiinkled streets with dust. The actual temperature 
it not remaikable, being 83° or 84^, but the feeling it ex­
tremely oppresive. 

The Bo nd of Health reports the same number of cholera 
cases to-day that it did yesterday—27; deaths 15, an increase 
of one 17 cases and 9 deaths occurred in private practice, 
and 10 cisesand 6 deaths in the hospitals. These reports 
ceriaiuly indicate no very alarming state of things with re­
spect te the epidemic. In >our city thiy would not be 
deemed worthy of notice, if in ^eed they would be deemed 
sufficiently important for publication; yet with us they are 
looked upon as exhibiting a terrible state of things. The 
coun'ry people avoid us as they would a pest-house, and our 
business is threatened with destruction by a name. The 
word "cholera" does all the mischief. 

Il u difficult to gather an understanding of the condition 
of Rome from llie accounts received by the Cambria. The 
city is, to ad intend and purposes, b'ockaded by the French 
troops, and but limited communication between it and th* 
surrounding country is permitted; and ve' the peaceful in­
tentions of those troops are reiterated, between whom and 
the Neapolitans the by-play of a quarrel was got up to pre­
cede the retrograde movement of the latter. 

Avez/ana is removed f om the ministry, and hit place is 
taken by Calandrelli, but the cause of the change is not 
stated in any paper that 1 have seen. The " latest priva'e 
advices" alone refer to it. If the Romaus ill-treat Avez-
zana th* y will have the New Yorkers i'own upon them, for 
he is a New Yorker, and popular amongst his " fellow.citi­
zens. *' But we have all confidence in the Roman repub­
licans. So far they have acquitted themselves with all the 
honor attached to their glorious name and history, and they 
cannot do otherwise than sustain their noble character, let 
the arm of France, Austria, or Russia, strike or fall power­
less. as God m^y direct. 

France continues to delight her enemies by exhibiting the 
worst possible features of her republicanism; but I am sure 
that those features are represented in the most distorted 
fashion by the correspondents of the English pre^s. Within 
her own limits she ceitainly has a rglit to play antics to any 
extent; and ati.ough she ought not to be permitted !o ex­
hibit them in other places, the Eugl sh press h?« no right to 
make a noise about it. The pretended regret expressed by 
the London scribblers at the ot>enitiï scenes of the new As­
sembly is the merest hypocrisy. They were delighted, not 
grieved. 

Our stock market to-day is not so firm. There is an un 
ea^y waver observable that seems to indicate a doubt amongst 
certain parties that they have gone too far. It will not 
probably amount to much. The tendency of the market is 
upwards, and the speculators who now hold the control, 
supported by eleven or twelve millions of dollars in specie in 
our city banks, are not the men to allow any fall to take 
place for a long time yet. There is a scheme made up in 
Wall street that promises a dozen fortune —and they will 
all be realized—not much smaller thsn an Astor's. 

A great fancy is shown for Treasury notes, and the unin­
itiated wonder why they are purchased at such an advance 
over o.her securities. This is part of the strange g*me 
which is opening. Fancy stockt, as they have been termed^ 
are no longer noticed—sixpenny people only deal in them— 
and Harlem. Erie, Canton and Read ng stem now to have 
an odor that affects the extremities of the olfactory organs of 
the real operators, giving them a tendency upwards. The 
world will scon be rich.

The Sunday Papers—Th* Daily Press—The fVeather— 
The Board of Health and the Cholera. 

NEW YORK , June 17, 1849. 
Eds. Crescent—" 'Ere's the Sunday papers three forsi:.-

pence," is now (one P. M ) the cry of the news imps scat­
tered along one's rout® from Willouirhby street in Brooklyn 
lo Bleeker street in the great ci'y. Threj for sixpence—that 
is thiity-three and a third per cent, under price, and hundreds 
of the calculating crowd wait until this time of day to com­
mence an exploration of the field of Sunday literature. And 
what afield it is, and how wonderfully full of harvesters. 1 
cannot enumerate the Sunday papers—1 believe the number 
is under twenty, but not far short of that mark. Some two 
or three of thtm are conducted with great ability and exer-
eise a powerfnl iufluence. 

Saturday papers, which in most other cities and placesare 
an important class, with us meet but small regard : they all 
go into the country where the peop'e are supposed to read 
them. . 

But New York does an immense business m the line of 
Dailies. We have now published in this city, in the Eng. 
lish language. 13daily paper», which have an »ggregatedis-
tribution of 110,000 per diem, more than one fourth of which 
are issued from a single office. Of these journals nine are 
published in the morning and four in the afternoon, besides 
the evening editionsof three of the morning papers in which 
no change is made in the form or general arrangement. 
There are three se'« of prices of the uiorniug papers— ihree 
of which are sold at 3 cents per copy, three at 2 cents and 
three at. 1 cent, and a similar difference exists in the price of 
the Evening papers. 

Theappea^anceof these journals is not unworthy of notice. 
The Courier and*finqnirer is an enormous sh«et; (besides a 
supplement nearly every day) the Journal of Commerce next 
in size, and the Express third. The first two are well printed 
and creditable to their foremen and type-founders—: he othei 
only so so. The Post and Commercial have nothing to brag 
of in any respect, neither is there any thing in them togrum* 
ble about. 

Of the two cent papers the Tribnne and Herald are far the 
best in point, of matfer and news, quantity of reading and 
mechanica' execution. The Mirror comes next in appear­
and, but as a vehicle of news, or interesting matter of any 
kind, is at the tail of all. The Globe looks cheap and would 
certuinly be dear at a cent a copy, yet it holds ifs place, and 
stoutly too, amongst the "tuppennies." The Sun is the 
meanest look n g sheet belonging to the city press, and its 
management brings much less credit than cash to its proprie­
tors. l! has recentiy been improved by the employment of 
an editor to attend to its columns—an article but rarely 
known in it? past history. The present editor is a gentleman 
and a man of talent. The Star and Day-Book are got up 
very creditably, and especially the latter, which is the sinail­
est and the neatest, as well as the sharpest paper in the city-
Friar Bacon spares no man. He has no friends, and defies 
every thing in the shape of an enemy. 

In polit es four of the morning, and three of the evening 
papers are whig; aod one morning and one evening, barn­
burner. The others are neutral or independent. There ii 
not a journal in the city in the interest oJ the Hunker branch 
of the "democracy." the True Sun having last week blown 
up and knocked the only shingle with that mark on it, into 
a cocked hat. 

Our weather to-day is fine, and the country is patronized 
to a large degiee. The cholera does not increase, and the 
ca»es remain confined fo persons, or classes, that di«rrgard 
prudential considerations. The report o! the BoaiH of Health 
for the past 24 houis gives an aggregate of Ä cases and H 
deaths—16 ca-es and 9 deaths in private practice, aud40 
oases and 9 deaths in the hospitals. Total deaths from 
cholera for the week ending on Saturday, according to the 
rejnms of the resident physicians, 99. No cases nor deaths 
have occurred in Brooklyn during the past two days.

THE FACTORIES AT TUSCALOOSA.—James Ho-
gan, E«q., has written a letter to the West Alaha-
mian, in which he says that the paper factory at 
Tuscalnosa is now doing tolerably well, making 
good work in manufacturing wrapping paper prin­
cipally, and some good printing paper. The cotion 
factory, he says, is doing as well as any mill in the 
Tniied Slates, for ihe small quantity of machinery 
in operaiion. They are running 1536 spindles, 40 
looms, and make per day 2300 yards coarse heavy 
Osnahurgs, 30 inches wide, and weighine 8 ounces 
per yard. This is an average of 70 yards for each 
loom. One girl will attend two looms, and do it 
well, producing 140 yards of cloth. They have 
now in the building 32 new looms, and all th-î ma­
chinery neees>ary to run them, except the shafting, 
which they eipect to receive Boon, intended for a 
lighter piyie of cloth—say brown shirting, No. 15, 
or something like the Appleton shirting, weighing 
about one-third of a pound p^r yard.
