Trial of Juan Romero, for Manshugh er. 
Jnan Romero was ttied in the First District Court, yester­

day, for the killing of Juau Baptiste Snare/., on the 14th of 
May fa*t, at the coffee-house kept by the widow lldefon o 
Garcia, in St. Philip street, between Condé and Levee 
streets. J. B. Holland was appointed by the Court ascoun> 
sel for the prisoner. 

Romero pleaded not guilty, and after chal'enging twelve 
ju»y was empann-lfd. The evidence wasco iradicio-y, 

although three of ihe five wnnesse« examined made the c«se, 
bv their evidence justiciable hom oide. agreeing iu the testi. 
inony given by the first wi ness called, Dr. Morale«, who 
testified us fo.lows : 

I was in the cofi'ee-hou-e cf Mr Garcia ; I saw several 
persons seated around a table, plav n*r cards; drceased a»>d 
'he accused were of the party ; heard thern u»e hard words ; 
J *hen iaw deceased strike Rom o several blows, haying. 

Pay what von owe me." Rome o said. * I owe you noth­
ing, I will ke«'p what i have " The deceased then again 
struck him, while the accused did not venture a blow. On 
deceased striking «"me o the terond time 1 saw prisoner set 
something from his pocket ; I do not know what it wa« ; the 
deceased then caught him. pulled hn head down and struck, 
when the nmone' stabbed him once, with a small knife, 
above tie hip; he decease, tlien let go of his head, with 
his hand full of bair ; t cy were separated ; ; he prisoner was 
arretted and the deceased taken Pr-t ro rtdrujr stoie, thence to 
the Charity Hospita', where he died of the wound. Suarez 
was a much large' mac than Romero. 

Two of the witnesse-v sworjust as positively to the oppo-
s'te6fthis. The evidence of Manuel Nor;cga wai corrobo­
rated by ri. Peodes. We give it as fol'ows : 

I was in th • Cottle-house of Mrs. Garcia, when the de­
ceased and Ron ero were play ing cards They had a dis­
pute, when the prisoner eme o er to he table to the de 
nea-ed and pn>hed him aside. He then pushed him aga n, 
and t ey closed—one «r ving a;» many blows as tiieotiier. 
The accused attempted topt»' h;s hands in hi« pocket, wh'.n 
the deceased diew a chair. Tney we?e then parted, and de­
ceased went io the billiard t%b e ; Romero came up t> him, 
fsatight hod of hin by the throat, and stabbad him twice on 
tne n ad and in the tide. The deceased was doing nothing 
when he vi^s stabbed. The prisoner and deceased were of 
the *ame size. 

The case was snbmi ted without argument, when the jnry 
retired, and after au ab-en;eof ten minutes returned wi'h a 
verdict ot "Gn.lty of manslaughter, and recommended to 
the clemency of the Court." 

The prikoner was reman.le 1 to await his sentence.
