FROM OREGON .—The New York Tribune pub­
lishes a letter, received by a eentleman in New 
York, from hi« «inter now resident in Oregon City, 
dated Feb. 20. It says that the discovery of the 
gold mines in California lia» entirely changed the 
as|iert of things in Oregon. The rich lands are 
now almost deserted arid valueless, or are sold for 
almost nothing, or in exchange for pack-inities to 
carry the inhabitants to California—" Some to dig 
their fortunes, others to dig their graves." Some 
return with fortunes, gamble till all is lost, then 
return to dig for more! She says the jieople of 
Oregon suffer much from the emigration to Cali­
fornia, as whole families were departing for the 
mines. There is a prospect of the country being 
deserted and depopulated in the Spring (last), and 
there are fearful apprehensions of Indian depreda­
tions. When the Indians get rum, they frequently 
threaten to exterminate the whites, and I lie ab­
sence of the men emboldens them in these threats. 
Provisions are very high in Oregon—vessels press 
to and from California without stopping. Many 
fear a famine unless the soil is cultivated. Even 
in the Sandwich Islands, whence the Oregon sugar 
market is supplied, the sugar plantations are de­
serted for gold digging. The climate, she says, is 
delightful. They have had a little snow and i-ome 
sleigh-riding, which is unusual for that country. 
Most of the people of Oregon are from the West­
ern States. 

WOLF KILLED BV A YOUNG LADY .—Last fall 
some time a prairie wolf, which had acquired suffi­
cient notoriety in the neighborhood northwest from 
Paris, and not very far from the town, by his hold 
and daring depredations upon the lamlis, pigs, etc., 
of the neighbors, to cause, a reward of five dollars 
to lie offered for his scalp ; one day he came near 
the residence of Mr. Q. in broad daylight to lake 
his lunch, and not choosing to retreat when attack­
ed by Mr. Q.'s dogs, they got into a severe fight. 
Miss Jane, hearing the fuss, picked up an axe and 
ran to the scene of action. With a degree of firm 
n^ss possessed by but few of her sex, she at once en­
gaged in the melee and dispatched the wolf with the 
sie. We understand the premium offered by the 
county, as well as that ofF-red hy the neighbors, 
was paid to Miss J.—Pari* (IU.) Beacon. 

CHOLERA .—The cholera has^creased in vio­
lence at Lexington, Ky. From the 10th, when the 
disease first appeared, to the 19lh, there were 24 
deaths from it—11 negroes and 8 whites. ...At 
Madison, the epidemic is on the decrease. On the 
18th there were five cholera interments .The 
number of deaths in Nashville for the week ending 
the 18lh, was 124, 117 of cholera... .At Aurora, 
the disease was making sad havoc. Half of the 
po|iulation had fled. Extensive efforts at •purifica­
tion were made by sprinkling lime, burning tar, 
sulphur and gunpowder, and firing cannon, but 
apparently without benefit. So great was the 
consternation, and the consequent dispersion of the 
iiihshitants, that on Thursday, women could not 
lie found to perform the last services to their own 
»ex, who had fallen victims to the disease. One 
person died wilhin two hours after the attack. 
This extraordinary fatality, was said to he ow ing, 
in part, to the ignorance and unskillfulness of the 
physicians. One of the faculty from Lawrence-
hurg was present, and visited a case, which he 
pronounced one of collapse, dosed him with a tea-

s|K>onful of calomel, when it turned uut that the 
man was only drunk ! 

A HUGE ELECTRICAL MACHINE . — At the 
I nited Slates Rnpe Walk, Charleslown, Mass., 
winch by the way is said to lie the largest and liest 
establishment of the kind in the United States, 
there is in operation a tinge electrical machine, 
which by the motion of the other machinery, is 
constantly throwing off its sparks anil shocks. 
The principal part of this great electrical machine, 
consists of an immense leather driving band, which 
conveys power from the engine to different parts of 
the budding. The friction of this long bell over 
the pullies produces electricity with great rapidity, 
and it may at all limes lie collected fMm the band 
by any of the ordinary means. The finger being 
presented to the belt a continuous stream of sparks 
passes to the body with the usual prickling sensa­
tions, the ends of the fingers gluwing as if with 
fire. If mi individual is isolated by standing upon 
glass and presents a key or any other metallic sub­
stance to the belt, he instantly becomes charged 
with electricity, communicating and receiving 
shucks by touch with another by-stander. Any 
number of Leyden jars can quickly be charged by 
ne-ans of this liell. and a shock produced which 
would kill an ox. As the belt runs in the upper 
• lory or garret of the building, it is sehlom noticed 
by visiters, although it is on* of the greatest 
curiosities.—N. y • Sun. 

IMPORTATION OK RARE CATTLE .—The British 
hrm John Hunter, recently arrived at Charleston, 
brought over from Turkey ten Cashmere goats and 
two Buffalo calves. According to the Evening 
Newt ihese animals are the first of their kind 
brought into the United Slates. The goats are truly 
tieauliful animals and are covered with long silken 
fleeces. The buffaloes are the same as those em­
ployed in Turkey at the plough, and are said to lie 
at maturity tw ice the size of the domestic ox. 

SINGULAR CASE OF PARALYSIS .—An old lady 
who has for a number of years occupied a small 
room in the upper part of the City Hall, and has 
made herself very useful, in varions ways, to many 
of the people who frequent the court-rooms of that 
edifice, was discovered yesterday, about noon, 
leaning, perfectly upright, against one of the walls 
outside her apartment, entirely cold, and apparently 
lifeless! Her hands, which were folded one out­
side the other, were placed perpendicularly pcross 
her face, which, singular to relate, wore, the same 
placid but strongly marked expression it ever has! 
Every limb and muscle seemed perfectly stiff and 
rigid, and yet the color of the countenance, hands, 
Ac., looked as natural as ever. The physicians 
aitached to the Board of Health have he"n in-
funned of this singular case of suspended anima­
tion, tjHt they seem to be so busily engaged in the 
investigation of the properties of " Ozone," and its 
mysterious influence on cholera patients, that they 
have not ma>le a single effort even to remove the 
old lady, or attempt any thing towards a resuscita­
tion. She slill leans against the wall, not dead, as 
we verily believe, since her left .hand fell gently 
back yesterday afternoon, and now rests nearly at 
right angles with the other, but the heartlessness 
and utter barbarity of the authorities, as exhibited 
in this instance, should call for the severest repro­
bation of all decent citizens. Her name is said to 
be i . r. Hall Kink. She is supposed to be of Ger­
man origin and very aged,—JV. F. Gfofa. 

A strange disease has recently appeared at 
Baltimore. The physicians of the Alms-house, 
where most of the cases have occurred, say : This 
this fever is a highly malignant Typhus, modified 
by cjimate, infectious in its character, but accom­
panied, in a large majority of cases, by intense 
jaundice, in this respect resembling Typhus Icte-
rodes of systematic writers. It has come to us only 
in the past week, during which time forty-six cases 
have been admitted, and of these the very large 
proportion of twenty have proved fatal ; the remain­
der are still under treatment. It has been brought 
alike from every section of the city, and as yet jias 
only occurred among the free blacks. Thus far il 
has been much more grave among malw than fe­
males, owing probably to diffences of habits and 
occultations. The large majority of cases have 
been fatal between the third and seventh day, and 
in some instances they have died a few minutes 
after admission, and three days from the date of 
seizure. This disease is by no means confined to 
the worthless and abandoned, as stated in several 
of the daily papers, but has, on the contrary, fre­
quently happened iji individuals of temperate and 
industrious habits, whose means were adequate to 
provide them wilh wholesome food and sufficient 
clothing. Two strong and healthy women, resi­
dents of the house, and employed as nurses, have 
taken the infection and died. 

GOLD FISH .—The gold fish, originally from 
China, and hitherto chiefly known in ornamental 
ponds and glass globes in this country, has become 
quite naturalized in the Hudson river near New-
burg. Fishermen have caught specimens from 8 to 
10 inches long, both in the Hudson itself and in the 
mouth of Metteawan creek, w hich empties itself 
into the Hudson. A quantity of this species was 
put into the creek about ten years ago, and they 
have so multipled as to fairly stock the creek and 
river in the vicinity. 

MAZZINI,  THE ROMAN TRIUMVIR . — Giuseppe 
(Joseph) Mazzini is the son of an able medical pric-
titioner arid professor in (Jenoa. He was born in 
that town in the year 180y, and is, therefore, now 
in his fortieth year. He was educated for the law, 
in the University of (ienoa; from his boyhood, 
however, his constant and dominant idea has been 
the distracted condition of his country, arid In its 
regeneration, more than twenty years in exile and 
in prison, he has unswervingly devoted his genius. 
Before he had finished his studies, he was arrested 
on suspicion of being connected with Carhonarism ; 
and, though the judicial functionary before whom 
he was brought declared that nothing was proved 
acainst him, lie was carried off to a fortress at some 
distance from the tow n, and was only released in 
order trT be shipped off into exile. He then look up, 
his abode in Marseilles, where he became the foun­
der of La Giovine Itulia, and conducted the jour­
nal of that name, devoted to the cause of the unity 
and independence of Italy, and a republican form 
of government. The rule of Louis Philippe did 
not allow Mazzini to remain long in France ; and, 
though he succeeded in evading the vigilance of 
the police for about one year, during the whole of 
which he never went out,except on two occasions, 
in disguise, arid continued his journal, which was 
easily distributed lroin Marseiiles into Italy. He 
at length was obliged to fly, and in 1831 found 
himself in Switzerland. There he organized the 
expedition into Savoy, which failed through Ramo-
rino, to whom the military command was given. 
When the French revolution of February, 1848, 
broke out, Mazzini conceived that Paris was the 
proper focus of action, and accordingly he went 
there. He returned to England for a short, time, 
and then, Lombardy having risen again« the Au-
striaris, he repaired t" Milan, where he conducted 
L'Italia del Pojwto. Being persuaded of the failh-
lessness of Charles Albert, he could not join that 
Kings's admirers. He sirongly advocated the war, 
and when Charles Albert turned his back upon 
Milan, and the people, then convinced of his treach­
ery too late, wished to make Mazzini Dictator, and 
to entrust the defence of the city to him, the Au-
strians were already at the gates, and nothing re­
mained to the inhabitants but flight. Mazzini took 
refuge in the canton of Ticino, in Switzerland, 
whence, shortly after the expedition into the Valde 
Intelir, he was again expelled. 

Rome has now declared itself a republic, and 
Mazzini was at once elected Deputy to the Con­
stituent Assembly for the town of Leghorn, where 
he landed, and was received with acclamations. 
After spending some lime at Florence, in attempt­
ing to «flèot tlie fusion of Tuscany and Rome, he 
at length repaired to Rome. From that moment he 
became the leading spirit of the Roman Republic, 
and is now one of the Triumvirate. Our last ac­
counts represent him animating the people to resist 
the force of General Oudinot. 

Mazzini's ideas are conveved in the motto of the 
Roman Republic, "Din et Populo," (God and the 
People.) He. is well known lo the English public, 
through the notoriety acquired by Sir James Gra­
ham, in ofvniriir his letters in.the English Post-
office, and communicating their contents to the 
Austrian Government, which led to the death of 
the noble-hearted brothers Bandiera. 

Mazzini is of middling height, and extremely 
thin. There is an unspeakable noljle expression iu 
his forehead and eyes. All who were fortunate 
enough to know him in England loved him ino*t 
enthusiastically.—London Illustraitd News. 

THE BAY OK SAN FRANCISCO .—The famous 
Bay of Sail Francisco, about which so much has 
been said and sung, is formed by a long peninsular 
tract of land, which separates its waters from the 
ocean, and runs in a direction nearly southeast and 
northwest. Tili» peninsula w iilens as you approach 
Monterey, gradually encroaching upon the waters 
of the bay, forming a curve bounding the eastern 
and southern shores of this magnificent inland sea. 
Near its northern terminus is the entrance to the 
bay, near which is the harbor and town of San 
Francisco. But although the Bay of San Fran­
cisco is one of the most exti nsive and completely 
land locked bays in the world, (having no commu­
nication with the ocean, except through its one 
narrow outlet of a mile and a half in width,) it is 
only one of three hays all connected with each 
oilier, and forming together an extent of nearly 
two hundred mfles, from north to south, of inland 
navigation. After entering the southernmost of 
th^se three bays, (San Francisco,) a broad channel, 
equally as wide as that at the entrance, and of 
sufficient depth of water to float the largest, ships, 
conducts into the hay of San Pablo, through w hich 
there is a beating channel three miles broad and of 
from seven to fifteen fathoms of water in depth. 
From the Bay of San Pablo, w hich trends in a 
north easterly direction, yon enter the Straits of 
Carquines, which are from one mile, and a half to 
two miles broad and about six miles long, leading 
lo I he northern of the Ihree hays forming the chain, 
which is called the Suisiin Bay. In the Straits of 
Carquines there is sufficient depth of water for the 
largesl class of ships ; but after entering Suisnn 
Bay, the navigation (for any except small vessels of 
light draught) is prevented by the want of suffi­
cient deptli of water. This is occasioned by ils 
being the reservoir or receptacle of enormous an­
nual deposit» of alluvium, brought down by the 
rivers Sacramento, San Joaquin, and their nu­
merous tributaries, from the m uintains and plains 
through witich they flow for hundreds of miles. 
The head of ship navigation, therefore, is in the 
Straits of Carquines, about thirty-five miles in a 
northerly direction from San Francisco. At this 
point a town is springing up rapidly, which seems 
destined, at no distant period, to rival San Fran­
cisco in importance, over which it possesses great 
natural advantages, as you might see by looking at 
the map. In the first place, it is at the head of 
ship navigation, and is surrounded on all sides hy 
the most fertile agricultural districts in Northern 
California. The Snnuma, Nappa, Sacramento and 
San Joaquin valleys, are all tributary to this point, 
which is tlie centre of so many radii ; while San 
Francisco has no back country, being situated at 
the extreme end ol a long and narrow neck of 
land w hich separates the Hay of San Francisco 
from the Ocean, and which is one of the most 
bleak and barren tract» of land in all Northern 
California. 

T h e  J e w e s s  o f  O l d  T i m e s .  —»•»— 
HEB D HE SS AND TOILET. 

P E R F U M E S .  

Before the hair received its final arrangement 
from the hands of the waiting-maid, it was held 
open and dishevelled to receive the fumes of frank­
incense, aloe-wood, cassia, costmary, and other 
odorous woods, gums, balsams, and spices of India, 
Arabia, or Palestine—placed U|*>n glowing em­
bers, in vessels of golden fretwork. It is probable, 
also, that the Hebrew ladies used amber, bisam, 
and the musk of Thibet ; and, when fully arranged, 
the hair was sprinkled wilh oil of nard, myrrh, oil 
of cinnamon, &c. The imporlance attached to 
this part of the Hebrew toilette may be collected 
indeed from an ordinance of the Thalmud, III, 80, 
which directs that the bridegroom shall set apart 
one-tenth of the income which the bride brings 
him, for the (purchase of perfumes, essences, pre­
cious ointments, &c. All these articles were pre­
served either in golden boxes, or in little oval nar­
row-necked phials of dazzling white alabaster, 
which bore the name of onyx, from its resem­
blance to the precious stone of that name, but was 
in fact a very costly sort of marble, obtained in the 

•luarries of Upper Egypt, or those of the Lybanus 
iu Syria. Indeed, lone before the birth of Christ, 
alabaster was in such general use for purposes of 
this kind in Palestine, that it became the generic 
name for valuable boxes, no matter of what ma­
terial. To prevent the evaporation of the con­
tents, the narrow neck of the phial was reseated 
every time that it was opened. It is probable, 
also, that the myrrhine cups, about which there has 
been so much disputing, were no strangers lo the 
Jewish toilette. 

T H E  M I R R O R .  
The mirror was not made of glass, (for glass mir­

rors cannot be shown to have existed before the 
thirteenth century,) but of polished metals, and 
among these, silver was in the greatest esteem, as 
being capable of a higher burnish than oilier metals, 
and less liable to tarnish. Metallic mirrors are al­
luded to by Job, xxxvii, 18. But it ap|*-ars from 
the Second Book of Moses, xxxviii. 8, that in that 
age cop|ier must have been the metal employed 
throughout the Harems of Palestine. For a gene­
ral contribution of mirrors being made upon one 
occasion hy the Israelitish women, they were melt­

ed down and recast into washing Vissels for the 
priestly service. Now the sacred utensils, as we 
know from other sources, were undeniably ttf cop­
per. There is reason to think, however, that the 
copper was alloyed, according to the prevailing 
practice in that age, with some proportions of lead 
and till. In after ages, when silver was chiefly 
employed, it gave place occasionally to gold. Mines 
of this metal were well known to Palestine ; but 
there is no evidence that precious stones, which 
were used for this purpose in the ages of European 
luxury, were ever so used iu Palestine, or in any 
ptrt of Asia. 

As to shape, the Hebrew mirrore were always 
either circular or oval, and cast indifferently flat or 
concave. They were framed in sii|>erb settings, 
often of pearls and jewels; and when tarnished, 
were cleaned with a sponge of hyssop, the univer­
sal cleansing material in Palestine. 

T H E  U N D E R - D R E S S .  

The reader has been already made acquainted 
with the chemise, or innermost under-dress. The 
Hebrew ladies, however, usually wore two under-
dresses, the upper of which it now remains to de-
scrilie. In substance it was generally of a fine 
transparent texture, like the muslins (if we may so 
call them) of Cue ; in the latter ages it was no 
doubt of silk. 

The chemise 6ate close up to the throat ; and we 
have already mentioned the elaborate work which 
adorned it about the opening. But the opening of 
the robe, which we are now describing, was of 
much larger compass—being cut down lo the bo­
som ; and the embroidery, etc., which enriched it, 
was slill more magnificent. The chemise reached 
down only to the calf of the leg, and the sleeve of 
it to the elbow ; but the upper chemise, or tunic, 
if we may so call it, descended in ample draperies 
to the feet—scarcely allow ing the point of the foot 
to discover itself; and the sleeves enveloped the 
hands to their middle. Great pomp was lavished 
on the folds of the sleeves ; hut still greater on the 
hem of the robe, and the fringe attached to it. The 
hem was formed hy a broad border of purpjg, 
shaded and relieved according tothe patterns; and 
sometimes embroidered in gold thread with the most 
elegant objects from the animal or vegetable king­
doms. To that part which fell immediately behind 
the heels, there were attached thin plates of gold ; 
or, by way of variety, it was studded with golden 
stars and filigree-work; sometimes with jewels 
and pearls interchangeably. 

T H E  G I R D L E .  

On this upper tunic, to confine the exorbitance 
of its draperies, and to prevent their interfering 
with the free motions of the limbs, a su fieri) pirdlc 
was bound about the hips. Here, if anywhere, the 
Hebrew ladies endeavored to pour out the whole 
pomp of their splendor—both as to materials and 
workmanship. Belts from three to four inches 
broad, of the most delicate cottony substance, were 
chosen as the ground of this important pari of fe­
male attire. The finest flowers of Palestine were 
here exhibited in rich relief, and in their native 
colors, either woven in the loom, or by the needle 
of the embroiderer. The bells being thirty or forty 
feet long, and carried round and round the person, 
it was in the power of the wearer to exhibit au in­
finite variety of forms, hy allowing any fold or 
number of folds at pleasure to rise up more or less 
to view, just as fans or the colored edges of books 
with us are made to exhibit landscapes, etc., ca­
pable of great varieties of expansion as they are 
more or less unfolded. The fastening was by a 
knot below the bosom ; and the two ends descend­
ed below the fringe ; which, if not the only fashion 
in use, was, however, the prevailing one—as we 
learn both by the sculptures at Perse|«)lis, and from 
the costume of the High-Priest. 

Great as the cost was of these girdles, it would 
have been fargrea er had theknol been exchanged 
fora clasp ; and in fact at a 'aler period, when 
this fashion did really take place, there was no 
limit to the profusion with which jieiirls of the 
largest size, and jewellery were accumulated upon 
this conspicuous centre of the dress. Latterly, the 
girdles were fii;ed up wiili beautiful chains, by 
means of which they could he contracted or en­
larged, and w ith gold buckles, and large bosses and 
clasps that gradually became the basis for a ruinous 
display of expenditure. 

In conclusion I must remark, that in Palestine, 
as elsewhere, the girdle was sometimes used as a 
purse; whether it were that the girdle itself was 
made hollow (as is expressly affirmed of the High 
Priest's girdle,) or that, without being hollow, its 
numerous foldings afforded a secure depository for 
articles of small size. Even in our day, it is the 
custom lo conceal the dagger, the handkerchief for 
wiping the face, and othor bagatelles of personal 
convenience in the folds of the girdle. However, 
the richer and more distinguished classes in Pales­
tine apjiear lo have had a peculiar and separate 
article of that kind. And this was— 

T H E P  U R S E .  •  
A purse made either of metal, (usually gold or 

silver,) or of the softest leather, etc., which was 
attached by a lace to the girdle, or kept amongst its 
fo'ds, and which, even iu the eves of Isaiah, was 
important enough to merit a distinct mention. If 
was of a conical fhajie ; and at the broader end 
was usually enriched with ornaments of the most 
e'aborate and exquisite workmanship. No long 
time after the Christian era, the cost of these purses 
had risen to such a height, that Tertullian com­
plains, with great displeasure, of the ladies of his 
lime, that in the mere purse, ap?rt from its con-
t-nls, they carried about with them the price of 
a considerable estate. 

R I N G S .  
The glittering rin/rs, with whic'i, (according to 

Isaiah iil, 21,) the Hebrew ladies adorned their 
hands, seem to me originally to have been derived 
from the seal-rings, w hich, w heiher suspended from 
the neck, or worn upon the fingers, have in all ages 
been the iro«t favorite orram^-nt of Asiatics. These 
splendid baub'es were naturally in the highest de­
gree attrac.ive to women, both from the beauty of 
the stones, which were usually selected for this 
purpose, and from the richness of the setting—to 
say nothing of the exquisite art w hich the ancient 
lapidaries displayed in cutting ihem. The stones 
chiefly valued by the ladies of Palestine, we.ru ru­

bies—emeralds—and chrysolites; and these, set in 
gold, sparkled on the hand ; and in tlie luxurious 
times upon all the fingers-even the thumb ; nay, 
iu some cases, u|>on the great toe. 

LARGE BEQUESTS .—Alfred Bishop, recently de­
ceased, in New Haven, disposed by will of an es­
tate valued at one million of dollars. He gave 
liberally to his near relations, as well as to others 
who had been unfortunate in business. These do­
nations ranged from $15,000 down to a few hun­
dreds. $8000 to the American Bible Society; 
$5<KH) to the Female Benevol 'tit Society of Bridge­
port, and an annuity of $100 to be paid hy his 
widow during her life to the Rev. Dr. Hewitt. 
The residue of his estate he gave to his wife and 
children, to be divided according to the statute oi 
Connecticut.
