default of which tbe accused was s»nt to the Parisli Pri.on 
lo await his trial. We have minutely examined the forged 
paper. The face ol it bears priiita facta evidence that 
Cranotich is but one of three or tour jn this transaction. He 
may have been only selected tu dispose of ihe fo-ge>ies. The 
body of the note, purporting to have been drawn by F. 
Boumien, is evidently written by a business man. The 
style of ihe writing proves it to be the work of a clerk oi 
book-keeper eitlier American or English. It has nothing 
ol tbe angular look peculiar to the writing of natives of other 
countnes. The signature of F. Boumien caute from another 
hand. It juaan unmistakeable foreigu look it is heavy and 
cramped, yet written without hesitation. The endorse­
ment—' Manuçl Blanco"—presents an entirely oifièrent 
feature from either of the other styles. The endorsement by 
the prisoner of bis assumed name at the time—" Gauoico 
Guicher"—baars no resemblance to any part of the note 
wuh the exception of a slight one to the last named signa­
ture, We may be told that it is easy to iei&u » peculiar 
hand ; but as these names bear no liKer.ess to the hand­
writing of Messrs. Blanco and Uou.-rien, they conclurively 
prove that there was no attempt at imitation, aud the verj* 
st le shows the alsenoe of a forced hand. T he bo iy of the 
note could not have been written toy CranoUuh, .who is hn 

nan, and very "imverleotiy acquainted with our lan-

The third ut-te, purporting to have bitn drawn by David 
tiowaus bi Co., confectioner* in Canal street, is written— 
s gnature and filiiug ap—by the same person ; it has the 
htracteristies of an anti Saxon style throughout, wheteas

ArYROTYtE.—A recent London paper gives the 
following account of the newly invented process of 
striking printing type» from cold metal, an inven­
tion which bids fair to be a great step in the art 
of arts: 
" A machine, which promises to revolutionize 

the present system of typography, invented by M. 
fetut, after years of thought and carelui experi­
ment, was exhibited last Saturday at the moeitng 
ol the Royal Society, and having elicited the high­
est approbation from the members of that dis­
tinguished body, was yesterday opened to private 
view in Bartieti's building", liulborh. The object 
of the inv«ution is to perfect, by means of seli-art-
ltig machinery, printing type of a dumbility almost 
lutimte. Tins ia effected by the une of hard mends, 
copper being the material ultimately adopted by 
the inventor after raauy experiments. 'Fhe new 
process in type-makiug, as shown by this inven­
tion, brings the most important and intellectual de­
partment of industry into harmony with the ine-
chanual genius and improvements of the age. 
Instead ot tbe old and complicated processes by 
which types were formerly founded, a strip of cop­
per wire, upon a revolving wheel, passes through 
a series of wheels, levers, pulleys and cranks, of 
the simplest description in reality, however com­
plicated in words ; the type is struck or " pouched'* 
at the tame moment that its size is mathematically 
determined ; and alter passing two other simple 
machines, is ref*dy for use. By means of a small 
steam-engine applied to the type-making machine, 
sixty per minute can be struck, or thirty-six thou­
sand per diem. The clearness and beauty of the 
impression o! the types thus produced, must delight 
all conuoisseurs. In the new process, instead of 
fusing the metals, and p »unng into moulds to give 
the necessary form, the inventor of the apyrotype 
machine eff ets this by a mechanical operation at 
ordinary temperature«, chiefly by means of poWer-
lul pressure and the use of steel dies and matrices. 
The type thus produced possesses the -utmost sharp­
ness of online and hardness, in consequence 6f the 
superiority oi the metal employed, and the pressure 
to Ythich it has been subjected. Ot course, it is 
impossible at present to nay to what exteut the uew 
type wilUurpass that in use as regards durability ; 
but the superiority of copper, even m its ordinary 
uncompressed state, is admitted by practical print­
ers to be greater than that of ordinary type, in the 
proportion of 100 to I. The amount of pressure 
which the copper undergoes in the apyrotype 
ohine most iftcessanly tend to increase 
superiority,
