Departure of the Alabama for Ohaxrei. 
Wa siood upon the wharf yesterday to witness 

the departure of a crowd of adventurers destined 
for the Treasure-land. Hundreds of persona had 
assembled, some from curiosity, many to say 
" good-by" to relatives arid friends. A hardy iool • 
ing band of men, in the prime of life, were gathered 
upon the deck of tlie Alabama, and as the time 
apprtutehed for parting, the scene became more ani­
mated and interesting. The manner of bidding 
farewell was as varied as the character of the 
emigrants. Every feeling, from grave to gay, was 
forcibly depicted. Some covered their faces with 
their broad sombreros and turned aside; others 
ü.aufally looked, perhaps their last, upon the faces 
of those bn shore and summoned up a sickly smile. 
A number, will) laugh and joke, smothered any 
emotion that might be rising unbidden to the sur­
face, and answered gaily enough every remark 
from the land * A few, that no danger could daunt 
or trouble cast down, as the vessel moved slowly 
away, performed certain gyrations with the thumb 
and finger upon their olfactories, as much as to say 
to the outsiders, " poor devils we pity you !" One 
of tbe passengers reached the wharf when the ship 
was w>n>e yards distant ; a boat was lowered and 
the Argomtut taken on board ; but his moveables 
did not (are so well. By the near approach of the 
vessel to the laiid the boat was swamped, and in a 
few moments tin cups, canteens, buckets, etc., 
were floating in the water. A rope, however, was 
attached to the chests, and they were secured 
while soiSe good naturad boatmen rescued the 
stock of tin, and sent it flying through thu"air into 
tbe ship. 

One hundred and fifty passengers were taken by 
the Alabama. Among them almost every trade 
and profession could be found. We recognized 
several well-known gentlemen, heretofore usually 
seen at the corner of St. Charles and Common 
streets. They go, we suppose, to be " lookers on 
In Vienna," and when an opportunity occurs, to 
take the odd trick in the shape of a golden fleece 

Cheer after cheer was given when the Alabama, 
with the American ensign displayed fore and aft, 
moved gracefully from the land ; and the shout" 
were echoed back from the deck, accompanied with 
the flourishing of certain long-necked bottles. 
" We are a great nation" exclaimed a bystander in 
an ecstacy of enthusiasm as he tossed his hat high 
in ait. And We echoed the sentiment—we are, ill-
deed , a great nation ! The adventurers that have 
just left our shores are a true type of the people.

precise details with which the public have 
been enlightened upon the progress of the affair, 
from its conception in ths brain of the Governor-
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departure of the schooner with its petita oh board 
—through all the niasqueradings, jBttings and de­
vices by which the scheme was effected in this 
city—there has been no authentic cause of com­
plaint made out or presented before any public tri­
bunal. Perhaps some explanation of this anomaly 
may be found in the fact, that some who speak in 
the most excited terms of the grossness of the out­
rage, do so confessedly on rumor, which they con­
fess is not authentic ; and some in the very whirl­
wind of their indignation profess that they do not 
and will not believe that the facts are truly stated. 
But it is nevertheless strange that with so much 
knowledge as is avowed of the particulars of a 
great crime, involving the moat sacred individual 
rights, and the inviolability of our national terri­
tory, nothing has been presented in a shape lo call 
for the interference of the law or the Executive. 
No charge has been laid against the Consul or the 
parties accused of being bis confederates in this 
conspiracy against the liberty of a resident, and the 
sanctity of our soil. Nay, the only attempt we hear 
of, to draw the attention of the courts to the case 
has been on the voluntary motion of the Consul 
himself, and though et parte, the result is a singular 
comment upon the excited language out of doors 
and in the public press. Recorder Génois, a man 
of undoubted probity, and whose Americanism is 
not to be suspected, has examined the documente 
presented by the Consul in his justification, and we 
are told expresses the opinion that no offence 
against the laws of this country has been commit­
ted. The only legal authority among us which has 
touched the question a: all, has thus leaned toward 
the exculpation of the Consul, U|>on a state of facta 
which has not been made known to the public. 
The accusers, therefore, have tbe advantage of 
having occupied the public ear wilh exact details 
of a highly criminal act ; to which there in opposed 
the indignant denial of the accused, and the testi­
mony of an unimpeachable witness that -he has 
reason to believe that the whole affair is mistaken 
or misrepresented. Under these circumstances, the 
public evidently has a right to be relieved by some 
decisive measures to bring the facts to tbe test of a 
public investigation. The parties who know that 
the unfortunate Rey was enticed by false pretences 
from the shelter of a friendly roof—that he was 
forced, by opsn Violence, to sign papers which com­
mitted him to acts fatal to his safety,"at least abhor­
rent to his will—who can show that he was 
drugged, bound and carried insensible on board of 
tlie vessel, and carried out of the protection of this 
country, to be made the victim of judicial ven­
geance in another; they who can prove these 
things are bound to make a case which will bring 
the law of this country to bear on the offender and 
compel him to disclose his defence. Surely, among 
the many who are justly excited and indignant at 
tlie lawless wrong which is proclaimed to have 
been committed, there are men of influence, learn­
ing and energy, to define rife law and to have those 
who have broken it brought up to answer for their 
offences. The tribunals will do their duty : it is 
for the parties who know facts,, or have just 
grounds of suspicions, lo make appeal to tbe laws. 
This is due to the public mind, which is deeply 
agitated, perplexed with a multitude of rumors, 
making out a case of daring violence, and excited 
by urgent appeals to their humane sympathies for 
a persecuted man, and their national resentments 
for a violation of their soil by a foreign authority. 
We hope no time will be lost in putting the affair 
into a train of legal investigation. There can be 
ao want of the materials, if half be true which is 
currently reported as positively known. 

Oue of the city papers yesterday indicated, as 
follows, very clearly, that it has access to high 
sources of information : " Wilh indignation mant­
ling our cheek, we How enter into the details of 
the infamous affair, premising that we do not vouch 
for their authenticity, further than that they come 
Irom sources, which have never yet betrayed us, 
into error." And then it sums up the whole with 
the following melo-dramatic paragraph : 

" Indeed, we are assured that when the proper 
time arrives, an abundance of proof carirfie had 
about tlie introduction to Ihe sick Rey of his new 
1'liyBician—his first not being ' good lor him an 
abundance of proof, too, about the carriage which 
was to convey him from his lodgings ; of tlie 
threatening poignard drawn ugainsl his person j 
the dinner at the restaurât; the tying of Rey's 
arms behind his back ; the bullies who conveyed 
him on board (be schooner Mary Ellen ; the clear­
ance of that vessel on the 3d mat. for St. f humus and 
a market, and her sailing an the ftlh for Havana !" 

What the abundance of the proof is as regards 
the nailing of the Mary Ellen for Havana, we are 
not able to say ; we only know that to swear to 
such a fact it would be well to be informed of the 
arrival of the vessel at that port. 

Another papjr, even more violent than tlie pre­
ceding, concludes with the following dark and 
mysterious sentence : 

"The material fora thorough investigation, and 
the detection of the conspirators, is convenient and 
abundant. Every thing is known. But where are 
the Stale and Federal authorities ! Again we tiaist 
pause for their action." 

Such myetery is hardly pardonable in those who 
have just been denouncing mystery. If every thing 
is known, why are not the necessary affidavit 
made ? Those who have the proof and fail to fur­
nish it to the proper authorities are the persons to 
be censured. We cannot call on the Spanish Con 
sul to prove a negative. Let those who "know 
every thing " come forward and tell every thing, 
and have every thing sworn to, or forever after 
hold their psace.

The British brig T«dy of the Lake has arrived 
at New York from Bermuda, with dates to the 3d.

We have had some refreshing showers during 

the paat few days, and we trust other« will soon 
fall. Tm weather for many weeks past has been 
distressingly dry ; so much so indeed, that there 
has been, and continues to be, a great soarcity of 
water throughout these islands. 

The brigantine Griffin, Capt. Webb, with Pu*i-
Kuoiana for Government, arrived yesterday, in 18 
days from St. Vincent. By the Griffin, we have 
St. Vincent papers to the loth ult., from which we 
have made a few extracts, particularly relating to 
the prevalence of the small pox at that island. 
This fatal disease also prevails at Martinique, Do­
minica, and Gaudaloupe. 

Several shocks of earthquake were felt at Do­
minica and St. Lucia on the night of the 5th and 
morning of the 6th ult. 

ST. VINCENT.—The islands around u« have 
taken the alarm at the disease now prevailing ; and 
issued proclamations placing vessels arriwng from 
th's island under quarantine—Grenada 10 days 
and Trinidad 25 days from the day of departure. 
They are equally rigid at Barbadoss, and we dare 
say at all other places. This unfortunate state of 
tilings must necessarily enhance the price of pro­
visions, although the L'ond is plentifully supplied 
and prices moderate.—Gazette, June 14. 

THE SUGAR CROP.—The Antigua Register of 
May 22d, says : " The weather continues distress' 
ingly dry, and We hear from all quarters of the 
failure of the crops, and we fear very much that 
the island will not make, by one-third, the antici­
pated crop. In Barbadoes, thirty thousand hogs­
heads are expected.*'

without stating that payment tuui been demanded 
of the drawer. 

RICH PRESENT.—The Roman Catholir clergy 

of the diocese of Boston, have presented to their 
'Bishop, the Rt. Rev. Dr. Fitzpatrick, a number of 

costly articles in token of their estimation of his 

services. The honor is the more striking and valu­

able, because he isone of the youngest of the Bish­

ops in the United States. The Catholic Observer 
gives the following description of the gift : 

• " The offering consists of agrand folio Pontifical, 
in founvolumes, the largest and most complete to 
be had in Europe—such as is used on the most 
solemn occasions in Rome ; a Missal encased in 
' Vermeil,' with various emblems in gold and sil­
ver, in the finest taste and most elaborate style-
Bell—the Bugia—the cruets and stand, all in silver 
and gold of truly admirable Parisian workmanship 
—a basin and ewer of solid silver, embossed with 
much skill, and richly gilt, and of size ahd propor­
tion that might deserve the name of magnificent, 
and a beautifully designed and perfectly finished 
Crosier, of silver, richly gilt, (vermeil) inlaid with 
precious Btones, all of them of great beauty, and 
several of them of value as gems." 

CHRISTIANITY JN CONSTANTINOP*.—Atameet-

ing lately held in New York, to hear étalements re­

specting the progress of missions, Rev. Dr. Dwight, 

recently from Constantinople, said that the moral 

change jn that city wan truly wonderful. A dozen 

or fifteen years since, he had not expected lo see 
all religions protected by the Sultan. The enmity 

to pure Christianity, when he first went there 

seemed universal, among a million of inhabitants. 

Since then, German, French, and English, as well 

as Americans, friendly to the mission, had settled 

there ; and these, as well as the foreign ambassa­

dors, had favored correct sentiment, and allayed 
Turkish prejudices. Then, female education was 

unknown and prohibited. Now, the mission had 

a flourishing female seminary, and there were eight 
or ten other female schools. Now, too, they had a 

seminary for the christian instruction of young 

men, who, in talents, standing, and prospects of 

influence, were equal to any in that country. They 

had also a church of about one hundred communi­

cants, who seemed growing in piety, intelligence, 
and influence among the people. And was an in­

teresting fact, tbat whenever brought before the 

Turkish Courts, as they had been by persecutors, 

like Paul, by simple statements, they always made 

known and commended their religion to the judges 

and to multitudes, who might not otherwise hear 
the Gospel. 

tty The journals of Constantinople state that the 
Russian fortress of Mamia, on the Black Sea, be­

tween Anapa and Suhuk Kale, was attucked, in 
April last, by 12,000 Tsche/kessans and taken by 
them. TheRussian garrison .consisting of3000 men, 

was partly destroyed, and partly taken prisoners. 

THB SULPHUR SPECIFIC—Dr. Bird's cholera 
remedy, the sulphur and charcoal pills, has been 
analysed by Dr. Terry, of Detroit, and he has 

found morphine in them, to which he attributes all 

the virtues they possess. It had been noticed by 

the physicians who tried them, that they produced 
effects similar to opium. 

THE PIRATE OFF CAPE SAN AUGUSTINE.—The 
newspapers insist that the " Eudora of Bangor," 

was chased by pirate boats near Cape San Augus­

tine, (fourteen degrees north of Rio,) and thfct the 

foremost boat was received with a volley of twenty 

muskets from the schooner, which capsized the 

boat, and killed and drowned ill crew. The Ban­
gor Whig says there is no vessel from that port of 

the name above, and that as far as the story relates 

to the Eudorus, Capt. Wiggin, it is entirely a fab­

rication. It purports to have been received at Bos­
ton by a letter from Eastport. 

EARLY COTTON BOLLS.—The following is from 
the Athens (Ga.) Banner: 

" Our fiiend, Col. Samuel J. Bailey, brought to 
ont office on Saturday, the 7th inst., two cotton 
bulls of this year's growth upon his farm in this 
county. One of them was fully two-thirds grown, 
and the other of nearly the same maturity. Ths 

. field upon which they grew is pretty highly ma 
nured. We understand from good judges that this 
is a very promising exhibition for this part of the 
country. It is due to truth to say, that Col. B. has 
been more fortunate than the country generally in 
escaping the blight of tbe killing frost in April, and 
has not suflered for want of rain during the present 
season. He represent"! his crop, both of corn mid 
cotton, to be very promising." 

GRAPES IN MASSACHUSETTS.—Mr. J. F. Allen, 

of Salem, Mass., is said to be the greatest producer 

of grapes by artificial heat in the United States-

having nine graperies. Some of his hot-houses are 
over 100 feet in length, and rips graphs of the 
choicest varieties are hanging on thé vines every 
month in the year. His prcJuce this year will be 
about 5C30 pounds, and his arrangements promise 
to double the yield—for market, of course. Peach 
trees and apricots are cultivated in the same way. 

NEW ENGLAND'S FAIR DAUGHTERS.—The Bos­

ton Post says of them, " Industry and virtue being 

their inheritance, they blush on being kissed by the 

rising s tin in the morning, and are uot ashamed Of 

being kissed by the sitting son in the evening." 

It?- The Supreme Court of Pennsylvania have 
affirmed the judgment of the Court of Common 

Pleas of Dauphin county, rendered for defendant, 

iu the suit of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 

vs. The Delaware and Hudson Canal Company, 

in which the sum in controversy amounted to about 
$'JO,O0O. The opinion of the Court was delivered 
by Chief Justice Gibson. The main question set­
tled is, that the defendants, who, by statutory li­
cense, purchased out the interest of Maurice Wurtz 
in certain improvements in Pennsylvania, and by 
Ihe same license hold land in Pennsylvania, are 
nevertheless a New York cor oration, and not em­
braced by the terms of the i et« of 1840 and 1844, 
taxing companies "incorporated by or under the 
laws of Pennsylvania," etc. It is understood that 
the company have been paying the taxes imposed 
on them by the prospective act of 1848. 

PRUSSIC ACID.—A German paper says that sus­

pension of life, caused by prussic acid, is only ap­

parent; life is immediately restored by pouring 

acetate of potash and common salt, dissolved in 

water, on the bead and spine. Iu this country rab­

bits have been at once recovered from the effects 
of prussic acid by this means. 

BOOK BINDING.—Some idea may be formed of 

the extentof the London book binding trade in the 

nineteenth century, when we state that the weekly 

consumption of gold leaf, enriching the exterior of 

books, amounts to about 3,000,000 square inches ; 

and the weight of paper shavings sold annually by 

the binders, cut off the edge« of books, amounts to 
330 tool. 

Ansa OF ACTOM.—Th« American Courier, of 

Philadelphia, undertakes to show that it is a very 

erroneous impress^ that Ihe profession of tbe 
stage tends to shorten life. This is shown by 

enumerating forty or fifty instances of eminent 

actow who have lived beyond three score and ten. 

In this list are Smith, of Drury Lane, (Ihe great 
Charles Surfaoe,)83; Moody, 85 ; Beard, 75 ; Dib-

din, 76; Yates, 97; Johnstone, 78; Munden, 74 ; 
Bannister. 71 ; Faucett, 70; Wroughton, 70; Bens-

ley, 71 ; King, 75; Hull, 76; Murphy, 75: Mrs. 
Pitt, 70; Miss Pops, 76; Beinhold, 73 ; Quick,83; 

W. Knight, 70 ; Incledon, 68 ; Whitlock, 70 ; Mrs. 

Mattocks, 68; Mrs. Davenport, 70; Talma and 
Madame Mars died at 65 or upwards ; Lafond 

lived to 80 ; Mrs. Gibbs and Mrs. Glover are 70 or 

upwards ; Lady Craven rear 70 ; Catalani is well 

at 66 ; Mara reached 75. To these, in England, 

may be added, Charles Kemble and Craham, now 
living, aged beyond 70 ; and in America, Henry, 

Hallam, Morris, Cooke, Mrs. Morris, Jefferson, 

Francis, Mrs. Francis, and Cooper, Barnes,Warren, 

Mrs. Wood,Bernard, Mrs. Oldmixon. Mr. and Mrs' 
Darly, are still living at an advanced age. Nearly 

all of these, we believe, were English born, and it 

would follow that scarcely one American actor 

can be set down as long lived. The inference 
from these instances that tbe profession of acting" 

tends to long life, is strained. It might as reason­

ably be insisted that the profession of a soldier, in 

time of war, is favorable to long life because the 
majority of officers in high rank are composed of 

men advanced in years. They are picked lives, and 

are commanders because they have survived the 

perils of their profession. If the thuusands who 

died or were killed off before they could rise to 

eminence are left out of the count, it is as easy to 

prove by the longevity of those w ho survive longest, 
that fighting is conducive to long life, as to show 

the «»ne of acting by the ages of the ma»t 

fortunate. 1 he battle of Waterloo must have been 
a very healthful exercise, for few of the general

This being carefully made, we 

suspect the irregular labor and excitement, bodily 

and mental, which belong to the profession of the 

stage, will not be found so conducive to length of 
days as the Courier hastily assumes.

One flourishing paper says he was a "whole-

souled, generous fejlow, of fine talents, but exceed­

ingly headlong and reckless when excited. Poor 
fellow ! he deserved a better end." 

Mrs. Madison. 
The announcement of the death of this distin­

guished lady, at Washington City, is incorrect. 
She had been dangerously ill, and was not expected 
to survive, but was not dead at the last accounts. 
Deep and piinful solicitude was felt on her account. 
No lady in the country is more honored And vene­
rated than this aged relict of one of the most pop­
ular Presidents of the United States. Gifie l by 
nature with superior personal attractions, and bril­
liant intellectual faculties, which had been most 
studiously cultivated, she was, during the Admin­
istration of M'. Madison, an ornament to ihe Ex-
ecutive Mansion, and the pride of the country. 
All foreigners who visited our government, were 
charmed by the graee and courtliness of her man­
ners, and tho elegance and affluence of her con­
versational ilowers. Her popularity was no faint 
support to her husband during the trying times of 
the war with Great Britain—for she manifested 
heroic properties of character, which excited the 
chivalnc sympathy of our countrymen, and gave 
fervor to their patriotism. When ihe Bmtah cap-
tured Washington City, and destroyed the public 
buildings, she, at the imminent hazard of being 
made a prisoner, remained in the While House 
sufficiently long to remove many of the most valu­
able public pap3rs, and, with her own hands cut 
out from the frame, and secured, Trumbull's inval­
uable portrait of Washington, which still adorns 
one of the parlors of the President's mansion, 
tieneral Ross expressed his regret that she should 
have deemed it necessary to withdraw, for, said 
he, her presence would have saved the edifice, 
with its contents, as we do not war upon ladies or 
literature. 

Mrs. Madison, during her long life, has been 
familiar with the must distinguished pirsonages of 
our country. Her reminiscences begin with the 
rathers ofShe Revolution, and extend to the pres­
ent time. A few years since, when we had op|ior-
tunities of knowing her, it was the richest of intel­
lectual ireals to listen to her conversation. She 
narrated with ease and elegance, the incidents of 
her own life and observation—interspersed with 
pleasing anecdotes of the eminent f ?rsons she had 
known, and graphic descriptions of their charac-
lars, manners, dress and | eraonal appearance, 
rew ladies have ever seen more of the first sociciy 
of this country ; have underslocl more thoroughly 
the characteristics of our leading statesmen, espe­
cially in a social way; or have possessed equal 
powers of communicating knowledge to others. 

For many years, Mrs. Madison has resided in 
Washington City, in an elegant mansion of her 
own, surrounded by all the comforts of life. .Her 
house has been the perpetual centre of social'and 
fashionable attraction. Few visiters eve.- left the 
Federal city, without paying their respects, as cer­
tainly as to the President, to this estimable and 
venerated lady. Fond of company, she always 
welcomed her friends with the most cordial hospi­
tality, and kept lier levees upon " public days," 
which were crowded by a cuntinual stream of ad­
miring friends and visiters. Upon these occasions, 
Ihe grace and amenity of her manners were stri­
kingly conspicuous. When we last saw her, at 
such a time, she .was well-nigh eighty years of 
age, but she passed through the ceremonies of the 
reception with «n elegance, dignity, and self-pos­
session, whieh would have been creditable to 
Marie Antoinette, or the Countess of Blessington 
With a large white turban upon her head, and a 
dress of rich dark velvet, she received her company 
as they [Missed, with a gentle inclination and smile 
and a word of pleasant remark for each. Strong 
powere of memory enabled her to recall the names 
of all whom she had ever met before. 

Mrs. Madison has always been greatly beloved' 
by the society of Washington. Social, kind, and 
benevolent, she lies ever been attentive lo the 
wants of the poor or the suffering, and has taken 
a prominent part in all the female benevolent en­
terprises of Ihe city. From the wives and fnmilies 
of the mo.it indigent laborers in the streets, to the 
most wealthy and distinguished circles of diplo­
matic and senatorial elegance, she is equally be­
loved and admired. 

These things will cause the death of this " good 
lady"—and we fear it is near at hand, from her 
great age, which is now about 81—to be felt with 
sincere grief, as well as public interest, in all parts 
of the country. She is the oldest of the surviving 
consorts of our .Presidents—and, when she shall 
pass away, her memory will deserve to be cher­
ished wilh perpetual fondness and affection, not 
only for those qualities of character, which she has 
exhibited to ihe public, but for all those delicate 
and beautiful virtues which clustered around her 
daily path, and adorned the »hrin» of Jjer domeMic
