The stock on sale being thus reduced, the transactions 
of Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday were comparatively 
small, not exceeding 1750 bales, still, however, at outside 
figures. Yesterday there was some inquiry, and 700 bales 
have changed hands, making a total for the week of 5000 
bales, taken for England, France, the North &c. The ad­
vance in prices is fully (a)?i of a cent, and our qno ations 
are again raided accordingly. At all the United States ports 
the increase in tho receipts i« now 419,631 bales, while at this 
port there is a decease of 83,110 bales.
