BURIAL of MR. CLUNARE A dispatch dated 
Montre«!, July 18,4 r. H.,*ay. : "Mr. Clunare, who 
Was Killed by the Orangemen at the recent riot, wa* 
buried to-day. Hia funeral waa attended by about 
3000 of hi* friends, who have threatened vengeance 
against the murderer* of thedeceased. The nette­
ment is very great, and portends more difficulties." 

RIOTS IN CANADA.—A dispatch from St. Catha­
rines, dated the l'ilh, at 8 r. give* the follow­
ing accoont of tbe riot* at that place : 
" About 10 o'clock the atreeta Were thronged 

with a number of laborers from the upper part of 
the canal, and a stranger would consider it in their 
.possession. A company of the Rifles, commanded 
by Capt. Holmes, arrived from Niagara st noon, 
by the réquisition of xlte town authorities—which 
we are happy to say took *uch precaution. Town 
all quiet until about 3 o'clock, when the mob be­
gan to assemble and show symptoms of rioting— 
the riot act read by GeorgeTlykert, and order re­
stored—shops closed. At Slab-town, about two 
miles farther up the canal, the mob assembled and 
attacker] a house where some Orangemen (Tad met 
lo dine—a noble defence was made by. the inmates, 
and the result is three of the mob were killed, an'd 
five mortally wounded. It is supposed lhat a num­
ber of oihers had been wounded, hut able to leave 
the ground. None of Ihe people in the house were 
hurt. The town is still in charge of the military, 
and great excitement prevails." 

The Toronto Patriot thus speak* of the dislur, 
bsnces in that town : 
" From an early hour in the morning of Thurs­

day the 12th, a number of disorderly persons as­
sembled in groups of from three or four to a dozen 
or twenty, st the corners of streets near tiie east 
end of King strefet, and amused themselves by in­
sulting passers-by at intervals during the day. To­
wards e veiling their conduct became more offen­
sive, and several persona were assaulted with 
•tickB, &c. About 8 o'clock three or four persons, 
wearing orange ribbons, were passing quietly along 
on their way to their homes, when tiiey were set 
upon by a gang of ruffians and aeverely beaten. 
One man, carrying a child in his arms, was strack 
a tremendous blow with a stout stick and much 
hurt. The assailant was about repeating the blow 
when lieSvas stopped by a constable and arreaied, 
along with two or three others who were moot con­
spicuous in the attack."
