News by the Caledonia. 
The Caledonia reached Bouton at 9 o'clock on 

tli« morning of the "21st., having left Liverpool on 
the 7th. She brought tike intelligence which we 
give below : 

ROM It 
The French'array has at length succeeded in 

getting possession of Rome. After four day opera­
tions, between the 19th and 22d of June, inclusive, 
the French artillerists succeeded in making three 
practicable breaches in the walla, which, from thoir 
eurem« hardness, had been found very difficult to 
batter down. A nifht assault on tha breaches was 
then arranged. No movement having been made 
in that quarter for sometime, the Romans appear to 
have been thrown off" their guard, and to have been 
taken by surprise. Covered by the darkness of the 
night, the attacking column moved on in stitlness, 
unperceived by the Romans, until an important ail-
vantage had been gained. The assailants were 
then received by brisk discharges of musketry, but 
the French pursheil on and gained their position at 
the point of the bayonet, taking a Colonel and 105 
prisoners. 

A I tier from Civita Venchia, says : " In (act, Ihe 
Rom ns were taken l>y surprise. The Roman C6h>-
nel, bo was taken on the breaches, was going his 
rtiunf), and one-half the prisoners were common 
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wer* fully covered, and even a battery of four 
piee I was in position. All that the Romans could 
do was to keep up a continuai fire from a battery 
in front and two flanking batteries, and to cut off 
communications between the camp and tite breach ; 
bnt the position itself was won. The firing swept 
tlie ground between the trenches and the breach ; 
and, until the night of the 23.!, the artillery, des­
tined to form additional batteries on the captured 
bastions, could not he moved, aud the necessary 
operation was only effected by continuing the zig­
zag from the trenches to the breach itself. It ap­
pear* that some artillery officers of great talent are 
m tha Roman camp, and nothing, i lie French en­
gineer tells me, can exceed the rapidity with which 
their batteries are constructed^ or the excellence 
and precision of their fire. It required all the skill 
of practised engineer« to oppose them, and it is more 
than doubtful to which army the palm of merit in 
that department belongs." 

Gestation qf Hostilities and Offer I• Capitulate.—" 
In the French legislative Assembly, on Tuesday, 
tlie 3d, M. Odillon Barrot ascended the uibune ana 
read a dispatch, in which it was staled that a depu­
tation from the Roman municipality had presented 
itself to Gen. Oudinot, in the French camp, to pro­
pose a pacific solution of the difficulties. By a 
decree of the Roman Constituent Assembly, hos­
tilities had been suspended. 

The consuls at Rome have protested against the 
bombardment of the city ; that is, what they call 
so; and what M. de Corcelles does not admit tobe 
a bombardment at all, although bomlishells of all 
dimensions, even to twelve aud fifteen inches in 
diameter, have been continually discharged upon 
tlie city. 

The following is thê dispatch of which M. Odil­
lon Barrot communicated the contents to the Le­
gislative Assembly :

by assauit after a desperate battle ; it appears, how­
ever, that such was not the çase. TJie Hungarians 
evacuated the town in an orderly manner, and, al­
though there was a little cannonading in the rear 
Of the retreating army, there was no mreoliief done. 

The-main corps of the Austrian« encountered no 
resistancs till they reached Abda, on the Rähnitz, 
close to Raab. Here the Hungarians had occupied 
the bridge, and thrown up pretty strong entrench­
ments. The Austrians sought to force a passage, 
whence arose severe cannonading on both sides, 
which lasted for three hours. Then the corps of 
Benedek, coming from Eonese, appeared on the 
flank of the Hungarians, who thereupon left their 
entrenchment» and tell back upon Raab. lu (ne 
meantime tlie main corps of the Magyars had 
abandoned Raab and taken up a position between 
Gyongyo and Acs. The Austrian engineers now 
threw a fresh bridge over the Rähnitz, to replace 
the other, which had been destroyed by the Hun­
garians, and having united all their forces ori the 
opposite bank, mirched upon Raab. Here they 
found hardly any resistance,.»! all, as tlie rear-
JÇÔanl t^o Iloni^mtaim tfuitra,! Hu> t'ilM A* -
Austrian vanguard was entering. Theloss upon 
either side was insignificant. 'Hie two pieces of 
artillery taken by the Austrian» were two old can­
non belonging to the town, and quite unservice­
able. The Hungarian army was neither attacked 
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..jatte known to you the details o 
perhaps, deceive. Tha enemy bas lost a etrod many rai 
and demands to capitulate. 1 receive tili. instant from Gi 
Oudinot, tbe following : On Ihe 30th nit. the Roman Con­
stituent Assembly made a decree couched in these UJrmi : 
'Tlie Assembly cease* a defence which baa become impossi­
ble. It charges the irinm virale with the execution of ihe pres­
ent decree. Atthe same ninethe general-in-chief of the Hu­
man army demnnded(at7o'cloclt)aantpensionof liosliiilies. 
and announced die departure tor the French bead-quarters 
of a deputation from lbs Roman municipality.' " 

The Foreign Consular Agents resident at Rome 
addressed a protest to Gen. Oudinot, making the 
most energetic rettffcstrances against tlie bombard­
ment of the city, oRutioning, as it had, the loss of 
many innocent lives, the destruction of much prop­
erty, and of many master-pieces of art, and calling 
upon tiia General to s|>are the " monumental city, 
which is considered as under thé moral protection 
of all the civilized countries of the world." Gen. 
Oudinot, in his reply, aiimirf all ibis, hut cannot 
renounce " an enterprise in which the blood of the 
sons of France has been shed." He adds, "With­
out doubt the bombardment of Rome will cause 
the effusion of innocent blood, and the destruction 
of monuments which ought to be imperishable. 
The longer the surrender of Rome shall be defer­
red, the greater will be the calamities which you 
so justly dread ; but tlie French cannot be re­
proached with these disasters." 

The Contem/ioraneo of Rome, of the 20th, slates 
that a cannon ball has struck the celebrated 
"Aurora" of Guido Renl, a fresco painting ; that 
on the same day a 36-poumler broke a piece of the 
cornice of the Temple of Fortuna Virilis ; and that 
considerable damage had been done by the French 
batteries to the churches of St. Mary of Trasve-
deie, St. Andrea delia Villa, and St. Charles of 
Catinari, which contained some fine frescoes of 
Oomenichino. It is stated positively that the de­
sire of the l*ope is to enter Rome, without any 
other intention than to judge by his own observa­
tions what reforms may be necessary for the wants 
of his people, and, in case their feelings are too 
revolutionary, to establish himself at Bologna. 
The Austrians and Neapolitans are there, however, 
to direct him ; and every one knows that he only 
sees through the eyes of those powers. The real 
difficulties of Ihe French at Rome are about io begin. 

The following postscript in Willmer & Smith's 
Times gives the latest intelligence from Rome 

PARIS, Thursday eveuing, July 5.—An official 
notification was made to the French Legislative 
Assembly to-day that, in consequence of the ar­
rangements entered into between General Oudinot 
and the Roman Triumvirate, the gates of St. Paolo, 
Porlese and St. Pancrazio had been thrown open 
to the French troops, who were adopting measures 
for the immediate occupation of Rome, which would 
take place with perfect quietness and order. The 
following are the terms of the dispatch :

A U S T R I A  A N D  H U N G A R Y .  
Taking of Raab.—Accounts from Vienna of the 

27lh state that on the preceding day the young Em­
peror left Scheenhrunn to place himself at the head 
of the army. The headquarters of Haynau, the 
commander-in-chief of the Austrian forces, are 
said to have been removed from Presburg to Allen-
burg. It is added thai Paskewitsch, the Russian 
General, has divided his army, and was advancing 
towards the Danube in two divisions, one against 
Debreczin, the other against Pesih. Subsequent 
accounts inform us that the city of Raab had fallen 
into the hands of the Austria-Russian army. This 
«veut look place on the %8ih of June. It wu tu-

nor pursued. Measures were, however, taken to 
leave Raab on the following day and attack the 
new position of the Magyars. 

The Entrance of the Russians.—Tlie Russian 
General, Grotenjeim, having united his corps with 
the weak Austrian division under Gen. Fischer, 
and a free corps of some hundred Transylvaniana 
under the notorious chieftain Urban, marched fur 
the border on the 31»t. From Wutra-Doma these 
troops crossed the frontier in two directions. One 
division directed itself on Maroscheny, and from 
thence on Borgo. Here, where 3000 Hungarians 
were stationed rfith six pieces of cannon, a battle 
took place, in consequence of which tlie Hunga­
rian* fell back on uisiriiz. Tbe second column 
advanced through Illovamilla against Noszok, and 
and at Foldra, on the great Szamos, engaged the 
enemy- The IOSB upon either side was consider­
able, The Hungarians retreated here also, and 
the barricades of earth and felled timber were 
cleared away. Both columns will unite before 
Bistritz, from thence to gain Hies, and advance, if 
possible to Klauseehurg. It appears, therefore, to 
be the plan of the Hungarians also on this side to 
relretu Iwfore the enemy, and wait till he is en­
gaged in the heart of ihe country to make a serious 
attack upon htm. The Russian Colonel ,Huts«hen-
rieter, of the Slfkewich infantry, fell in the battle 
at Borgo. 

On June 23d There Innstadt fell. Bern is said 
to lutve declared, in ctinrequence of Perezel's de­
feats, which, by the by, cripple bis own operations, 
that Perczel w ould have rendered a great service 
to his country by remaining what he was, a swine­
herd. Perczel, according lo tbe Agreun correspon­
dent to Const Zeitung, has lost tha confidence of 
Iiis officers and Government, and has been'obliged 
to resign his command to a certain Toth, who 
formerly commanded a division under Bern. Tlie 
Austrians find the country laid waste, and amongst 
themselves the cholera is raging. The Magyar 
correspondent from Presbnrg says that early on the 
morning uf the 28th nit., a strong cannonade was 
heard in the direction of Szered, and that the Hun­
garians have crossed the Waag to act on the de­
fensive. 

T U R R E T .  
77,F Position qf Turkey.—The I.ondon Times 

says i " The position of the Porta with respect to 
Hungary becomes every day mure complicated. 
It is on every aide fraught with danger and diffi­
culty. Bonds of marauders are continually n 
incursions into tbe Hungarian territory. Ti 
peditions on a large scale—the last consisting of an 
army of 13,000 Servians Under Theodorovioh 
have already crossed the Danube ; and though thi 
bave been on both occasions defeated-and driven 
hack by the Magyare, they are prepared to renew 
their aggressions on the first opportunity. 

Many hundred miles of the Turkish frontier is 
identical with that of Hungary ; and the whole 
line is, from one extremity to the oilier, exposed to 
bloodshed, anarchy, and convulsion. All that the 
Hungarians aek of the Porta is neutrality ; but the 
Porte, profesaing lo be neutral, is compelled by 
Russia to sanction every sort of indirect hostiliiy. 

Movement* of the Armies.—The Hungarian head­
quarters are removed to Gonyo, which is nearly op­
posite to Comorn. It is now become quite evident 
that the same system has been adopted boili by 
Dembinski and Oeorgy of declining a decisive hat-
lie. One obvious result of this plan is that the ad 
vancing armies from the north-west, will be some­
what reduced in strengt!) by tlie garrisons l|tey 
will have to leave in their rear, and by the frequent 
posts they will, have to establish to. keep up com­
munication through a hostile country with their 
base of operations. Georgy, by declining a battle 
at Raab, and continuing his retreat towards Gran, 
will impose upon the Austria-Russian army the 
necessity of leaving some 20,000 men before Co-
morn. Nevertheless, Georgy, it is thought, would 
never have abandoned Raab, except with tli* in­
tention of detaching a portion of his force against 
Paskiewitch. 

The reported defeat of -the Magyars al St 
Tbomas is now contradicted even by the ministe 
rial papers. 

The Wiener Zeitung reports that on the SOth 
battle took place near Szebetij between tbe Hun 
annus and the Russian vanguard under General 
tudiger, in which the latter were victorious. The 

Magyars had two battalions of infantry and three 
squadrons of hussars ; the Russians engaged were 
two battalions of infantry and a regiment of Cos­
sacks. Tlie Hungarians lost 300 killed. This 
intelligence must he received with caution, 
comes from a suspicious quarter. ' w 1 

The Russian anoy, under Gen. Paskiewitch 
passed Eperies on the 22d of June, and advanced

of an enemy greatly superior in numbers, fur 
twelve hours, wog obliged to retreat over the Waag, 
breaking off behind him the bridges at Farkasd and 
Negged, which had been thrown over during the 
rriglit. The loss on both sides was severe. A 
Russian Colonel u;id four other Russian officer« 
fell, and the Austrian Major Fischer. Few prlsun-
ein were *nade. The three following days passed 
without fighting. But on the Austrian side great 
activity wo* visible in the dislocation of troot« to 
the right bank of the Danube at Presburg. Frunt 
30,000 to 35,000 men were conveyed across, with 
much heavy artillery and cavalry. Part of the 
Russian army under Prince Paskiewitch, was ex­
pected to reach the vicinity of Pesth on the 2d July. 

Austrian Finances—Various new financial 
measures were announced to the mercantile world 
of Vienna oo tlie 30tb Jane. Tiiey are to the 
effect that the Bank of Austria shall not hence­
forward ber forced to issue notes to gupply the defi­
ciencies in the exeliequer ; that the people shall be 
summoned ta make voluntary contributions to the 

ßimW; and that the current expenses of îfie Sïste 
being covered from the voluntary contributions of 

I people, the surplus, if any, is to be paid over 
the bank. Any money, n<7 matter to what 

amount, which shull I« paid in from Italy, shall 
also be devoted to the liquidation of the enormous 
debts which the bank and tlie Government bave 
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Q.Sentence tf Zichy.—Tlie court martial in OI 
mutz, appointed to'try Lieut. Field Marshal Fer-

Count Zichy, for the surrender of Venice 
without striking a blow in it* defence, has found 

to within four English miles from Katch&u, where 
they fell in with tbe Hungarian outposts, which, 
at their approach, were driven in. It is stated that 
Gen. Paskievyitch entered Kaschau without.meet­
ing any opposition. 

There is news of a great battle on the 23.1 nnd 
24th, above Eperies, between the Russians, under 
Gen. Cesdajew, and the Hungarians, under Dem­
binski. According to the Cracotv report, after 
two days of terrible, bloody fighting, tie- Russians 
were completely beaten. The 2d Polish Legion 
distinguished themselves greatly. The Vienna 
Lithographic Correspondence, on the oilier hand, 
while reporting equally a. sanguinary struggle oii 
the same days, makes it finish in favor of tbe Hits 
sians, and states that the corps of Dembinski, 
amounting io 35,000 men, was driven back, with 
the loss of 35 cannon. The victory was, however, 
bought at an immense sacrifice, 3000 Russians 
having fallen. 

Letters from Lemberg stale that a new Russian 
corps of invasion is about to penetrate Hungary 
from Stry, through the passes of lClimiee and Ve-
reczka and from thence gain the plain of the Theiss 
through Mancaez. This is the saine line of march 
which was taken in tlie early part of tlie year by 
Gen. Barke, who lost one-thiru of Iris army before 
he could efl'-ct his retreat. 

The headquarters of Paskiewitch were, on the 
25th June, at Kasehau. Tbe Cossacks have, it is 
said, penetrated to llalvan, and even within 
twelve miles of Pesth. An ordinance of Paskie-
witch's, at Kaschau, commands the delivering up 
of all Kossuth bank notes within four times 
twenty-four hours, under pain of corporeal punish­
ment. • 
u/ÏÛlS ^'®nna Paper, Die Presse, states that from 
80,000 to 100,000 Russians have crossed tbe moun­
tains at various pointB, pn their way into Transyl­
vania. 1 he number of troops is evidently grossly 
exaggerated. . J S J 

Battle of Pered.—The details of the battle of 
«iiuretr ou^*.t on l'ie 2^81 June, are a* length given. 
Ihe Hungarian*, commanded by (ieonry in per-
son, were about 30,000 strong, with 80 piecesof 
cannon. On the side of the Austrians, tlie whole 
corn» of Wohlgemuth, the brigade of Pott, and a 
cor)» of 10,0(X) Russian auxiliaries, under Paintin 
were brought into action. The engagement lasted' 
from 5 in the morning till 8 in the evening. It be­
gan favorably for the Hungarians, but the contin­
ued reinforcements which their enemy received 
turned the scale, and the repeated storm upon 
Pered, where the Imperialists were liarricaded, did 
not succeed. Ueorgjr, after sustaining the brunt 
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tbat nobleman guilty, and condemned him to loss 
of commission, pension, decorations, and the right 

wear foreign orders, and to ten years' confine­
ment in a fortress.

It is announced that the members of the Provis­

ional Government of Baden have fled, and arrived 
safely in Switzerland with a large sum of the pub­
lic money. The fortress of Kallstadt is said to 
have fallen into the hands of the Prnssians, whose, 
headquarters, on the Neckar, were at Ettlingen. 

Accounts from Carlsruhe,of the 28th June, state 
that a large body of troops was being concentrated 
round Radstadt, in which Mieroslawski is said to 
have shut himself up with 10,000 insurgents, and 
wu» preparing fur a desperate resistance. The Ba­
den KO I «liera who had joined the insurgents were 
deserting in great nnmbers. The place was pro­
visioned for several weeks. Mannheim has been 
occupied by a battalion of Bavarian eliuaeeurn. 
All the clubs had been interdicted, and tbe citizens 
disarmed. 

The Freneh Government has received the fol­
lowing telegraphic dispatch Irani Strasburg, dated 
the 2<1 July: Mieroslawski arrived at Basle on 
the 2d, with staff, and left almftst immediately for 
Lichntall, in the canton of Basle (campagne.) 
Marder, tliasex-Minïster of Finance of the Provis­
ional Government at Baden, was arrested the same 
day at Basle, and his property sequestered."

Tbe principal of these are that 
the constitution cannot be established, nur tbe Diet 
convoked, without tlie cpnsent of Austria. 

D E N M A R K  A N D  T U B  D U C H I E S

M. Gamier Pages has publicly announced his 

resolution to retire from public life. 
At the monthly-organization of the bureau in the 

French Assembly, on tbe 25th, all the Presidents 
chosen were of the peace order, including tieft. 
Gavaignac and Gen. Bedeau. Tlie bureau author­
ized the law officers to lake up criminal proceed­
ings against ten National Representatives, for im 
plication in tbe affair of the 13th. 

Ledru Rollin is supposed to be secreted In Paris. 
A capture bad Iwen made on the Tiber, by the 

French, of a vessel equipped by a Lombard conn 
tes«, which, to all appearance, was only laden with 
wheLBtonos, but-proved to contain a large supply of 
saltpetre and 3,000 sacks of lead. She had been 
taken to the headquarters of Gen. Moiliere, and 
sent by him to Civita Vecchia, under the surveil 
lance of the police. 

The Harvest—All the accounts received from 
the French province represent the approaching har­
vest as abundant. It is expected that the wheat 
and oat crop will produce at least one-third more 
than that of last year. 

I R E L A N D .  
The Secretary of State, in alluding'to the pro­

posed visit of the Queen, said that any large ex­
