Exploration in California .—Letters of th« 
latest, dates from San Franciauo, quoted by the Re­
public at Washington, from which we learn that 
T. Butler Kinp, shortly after the departure of the 
»learner, would »tart ou a journey through the in­
habited portion of the territory, with the view of 
acquiring information as to its situation, capabili­
ties, and prospect«. The route selected was from 
the upper part of the Sacramento along the foot of 
the Sierra Nevada to the upper waters of the San 
Joaquin, thence on a line nearer the coast to San 
Francisco, and afterwards through the region north 
of the bay along the aea. General Smith and 
several officen of the »u»ff, with Dr. Tyson an ex­
perienced geologist of Maryland, were to accom­
pany Mr. King on the expedition ; and Commodore 
Jone«, if lie could be spared from the coast. We 
may expect from this expedition a reliable account 
of the character of the country, its capability of 
cultivation, its products in minerals and timber, 
and much other information of interest. 

Survey of the Western Coast of America. 

Search for Sir John Franklin.—H. B. M.'s «hip 
Herald, CapL Kellett, has been surveying the 
western coast of the Pacific. These operations in­
clude the bay of Choco, river Beneventura, »trails' 
of San Juan de Fuca, some islands on the coast of 
California, down the Mexican coast to Panama, 
and along the South American coasu Here the 
Herald received orders from England to proceed to 
Kamschatka, to seek out a proper position for, and 
to establish and provision 11. B. M.'s ship Plover', 
that she might be in readiness to communicate with, 
and relieve the wants of Sir John Franklin, in case 
he should succeed in finding his way through from 
the east. After cruising about in Kotzebue's 
Sound, and foiling to hear anything of Sir John 
Franklin and his expedition, or of the Plover, with 
whom she expected to fall in, the Herald steered 
south, surveyed tlie Isle of Guadaloupe 100 miles to 
the north of Mazatlan, and continued the survey of 
the coast from Point Mala, the northern poifit of 
Panama bay, to Point Barica, the. southern point, 
of Coata Kica, in lot. 8° tiortlî. This completes tlie 
survey of the entire west coast of South America, 
by the British governwrot; and In fact, the whole 
South American continent has now been surveyed 
by the British and French—by the latter on the east 
coast as far south' a» the river Platte, and by the for­
mer from the Platte round lo 8° north in the Pacific 
After a cruise of nearly four years, the Herald 
launches out among the icebergs of the Arctic sea, 
in search of Sir John Franklin. 

Important from Nicaragua.—The New York 
Herald publishes the following from Nicaragua. 
If the closing paragraph is true it is important : 
" W« have received some important intelligence 

from Nicaragua. It cornas to us in letters, dated 
at the city of Grenada, Lake Nicaragua, ou the 
8th ult. According to these letters, Somoso, at the 
head of four thousand men, had assaulted the city 
of Nicaragua, destroyed it by fire, and sacrificed 
the lives of its inhabitants. Somoso did not obtain 
fnucb wealth by his assault ; a small amount only 
of gold, silver, and jewelry, fell into his hands ; but 
the total amount of property destroyed exceeded 
two millions. It is not possible that all the inhabi-
tant* of the city were sacrificed ; some must have 
escaped. This terrible affair had aroused Munos, 
who had gathered a force of seven hundred and 
fifty regular*, with whom he was advancing to meet 
Somoso, and it was expected that a battle between 
them would take place on thai day—the 8th ult. 
The experience of Muno* and the superior disci­
pline of his troops, gives those acquainted with the 
country and the people, reason to believe that he 
will triumph over Somoso. It is stated to be the 
general impression in Nicaragua, that the move­
ments of Somoso are influenced more or less by 
English agents. 

" On the 9th of June the Nicaragua government 
issued a proclamation, calling all citizens, from six­
teen to fifty years of age, to arms : 

1st. To quell th« anarchical movement» of Bomoto. 
2*1. To maintain the territoiial rights of Nicaragua over 

Sao Joan and its dependencies, or in the language of the 
proclamation. ' the usurpation of England in the name of 
the Mosquito King.' 
" It is apparent that England means to frighten 

the Nicaraguans out of their rights on the San 
Juan, and it will be necessary for the American 
government to take a decided stand in the matter. 
The morality of her course, in inciting the demi-
savages under Somono to act against the civilized 
classes of the State of Nicaragua, was only equalled 
by her actions in our own history, when she in­
duced the savages to murder the unarmed citizens 
of the United States. 

44 The above intelligence is from one source. We 
learn, from another source, that England refuses to 
continue her subsidy to the Mosquito King; and 
that the English Consul, Mr. Christy, left San Juan, 
or what is now called Grey Town, on the 25ih of 
June, in a British brig of war." 

Population ok Hungary.—Dr. Kraitsir is de­
livering a series of lectures in Bouton, on the war 
in Hungary, of which the Boston Traveller is pub­
lishing well prepared abstracts. From a report in 
that journal, of a recent lecture, we learn that the 
Magyars number 4,800,000; there are 4,200,000 
Sclavonians ; Croatians 2,200,000 ; Germans about 
1,200,000; Bulgarians, a kind of Sclavonians, 
12,000 ; Jews, 244,000 ; French, 6000; Greeks, 6000; 
and Armenians, 3 to 4000 ; making a grand total of 
12,800,000. Of this number 6,000,000 are Catho­
lics, 2,600,000 belonging to the Greek'church", who 
obey the Patriarch of Constantinople. The Mag­
yars are the representatives of the nation. W hat is 
technically called Calyanistic, is their religion, and 
it may be called the Magyar religioii. 

Mail  Robbery.—The northern mail was robbed 
cm the cars between Concord and Boston on the 

9 11th ult. A number af rifled and torn letters, with 
several notes which had been left by the robbers, 
were found in one of the cars at the depot at East 
Boston. No clue has yet been obtained likely to 
lead to the detection of the robber. 

Plank Roads.—The Macadamized road lead­
ing from Scotlsville to Staunton, in Virginia, is to 
be replaced by a plank road. This is the first at­
tempt to introduce this improvement in Virginia, 
and it is thought that other enterprises of a similar 
character will follow. 

Scot Fbie Emigrants.—Three Irishmen have 
just arrived at Boston in emigrant ships, who stole a 
passage by hiding among the cargo.

Mkktjnü for the Hungarians.—A prepara­
tory meeting foe the purpose of making a move­
ment'in (avor of ' Hungary; was held irt Phila­
delphia on the evening of the Mth. Col/ James 
Page was called ta the Chair, and J. W. Forney 
appointed Secretary. On motion of Gen.- Peter 
i»Ken Smith, a committee of forty-one were ap­
pointed to report on the propér step* for carrying 
out the objects of the meeting, and an adjournment 
was then proposed; and agreed to, to the 16th. 

Thk Hungarians.—The citizens of Boston were 
to assemble in Faneuil Hall last Monday evening, 
20th in«t.p to e»press the sympathy 01" the Repub­
licans of America with the gallant patriots of 
Hungary. The Mayor was to preside on the occa­
sion. Speeches were expected from RufusChoate, 
Charles Sumner, and R. Rantoul, Jr.

army officers are reported in the Washington Re­
public as stationed at San Diego on the 3d of July. 
Those marked (*) accompany the boundary com­
missioner, a* do also H company, 2d Infantry, and 
A company, 1st DragnonB : S. P. Heintzelman, 2d 
Infan'ry, commanding post: Maj Wm. H. Emory, 
Topographical Engineers ; Maj. J. Mr-Kitujry, A. 
Q. M. ; Captains J. Haydofi* and A. Lyon, 2d In­
fantry; Lieut. Wm'i N. Slaughter, 2d Infantry'; 
Lieuls. Coute* and Evans,* 1st Dragoons ; Capt. 
Hardcastle, Lieut. Whipple, Topographical Engi­
neers ; Dr. J. E. Summers. Col. Weiler, boundary 
commissioner, Mr. Rabineau, his secretary, Messrs. 
Grey and Whiting, surveyors, and twenty or thirty 
attachés were also there. Fifteen others were 
hourly expected in the California. 

Oreoon.—Advices from Oregon to the 10th of 
June have been received at the War Department, 
which strfte that most of the white inhabitants 
have goue to the mines of California ; that white 
labor can with difficulty be obtained at any price, 
and that Indian labor cannot be depended upon. 
The quartermaster's bark Anita arrived at the 
mouth of the Columbia river on the 20th of May, 
fourteen days from San Francisco, in charge of 
Capt. Rufus Irigall*, of the Quartermaster's De­
partment. He sailed up the river as far os Fort 
Vancouver, an establishment flf the Hudson's Bay 
Company, where he found the steam propeller 
Massachusetts, and where two companies of the 
first artillery w ere already debarked and encamped 
near the fort. Capt. Ingalls .took charge of the 
Massachusetts, and, taking the Anita in tow, 
steamed down the river six mile* to Che mouth of 
the Willamette, and tip tlie latter river 12 miles to 
Portland, which is the head of ship navigation, 
and about 12 miles below Oregon city, the present 
capital. Both vessels were in the course of being 
laden with lumber for the Government, to he used 
in erecting storehouse« and barracks in California, 
and expected Jo sail on the 12th June. It was 
Capt. Irigall's intention to visit NiB-jually, or Pu-
get's Sound, where one of the artillery companies 
was to be stationed during the summer ; and to 
visit as many points as possible of the territory, 
with a view of obtaining a correct idea of its mili­
tary resources. He states that as yet very little is 
known as to the interior, excepting the portion bor­
dering on the rivers Columbia and Willamette. 
In respect to this region, he had obtained much 
information from Gov. Lane, Judges Bryant and 
Pratt, and many intelligent officers of the Hud­
son's Bay Company: but it all goes very little 
beyond the rivers. There is no road but the rough 
one of the emigrants from Fort Hall through to the 
valley of the Willamette, a distance of .H»l mile». 
All communication between the different points is 
generally effectad by water, and it was thought 
i]uiie impracticable to attempt to furnish supplies 
to any troops that may rest farther in the Interior 
than Wallah-Wallah, though a small amount 
would be vent to Fort Hall, to meet the riile regi 
ment which was expected to be there in Septem­
ber. Temporary quarters were to be erected for 
our troops, as ilie points of permanent military 
occupation would not be selected until the arrival 
of Gen. Smith, who was expected to visit the 1er 
ritory in September.—Washington Republic.
